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Rains give big boost to Lake Thomas
CRMWD reservoir at highest level since 1987, officials say

The silver lining behind 
all the dark clouds that have 
hovered over the area the 
past week is that water — lots 
and lots of water — is pouring 
into Colorado River Munici-
pal Water District reservoirs.

Rainfall asso-
ciated with the 
remnants of a Pa-
cific hurricane 
dumped more 
than 10 inches of 
rain over parts of 
this area during 
the past week, and 

a lot of that precipitation is 
finding its way into Lake J.B. 
Thomas, the oldest and driest 
of CRMWD’s reservoirs.

Lake Thomas, which was 
below 2 percent full before the 
storm system passed through 
the area, is now approach-
ing levels CRMWD officials 

haven’t seen in decades.
CRMWD General Manager 

John Grant said that, as of 
this morning, Lake Thomas 
has risen 33.8 feet and is now 
42.9 percent full. More than 26 
billion gallons of water have 
poured into the lake in the 
past several days, with more 

expected over the course of 
the next week.

The last time Lake Thomas 
had this much water was in 
November 1987, Grant said.

Although the district’s two 
other reservoirs were basi-

Gasoline prices
continue to fall

Average retail gasoline prices in Texas have fallen 
2.7 cents per gallon in the past week, averaging $3.15 a 
gallon Sunday, according to GasBuddy’s daily survey 
of 13,114 gas outlets in Texas. 

This compares with the national average that has fall-
en 3.4 cents per gallon in the last week to $3.34 a gallon 
according to gasoline price website GasBuddy.com. 

Including the change in gas prices in Texas during 
the past week, prices Sunday were 12.1 cents per gallon 
lower than the same day one year ago and are 10.2 cents 
per gallon lower than a month ago. 

The national average has decreased 8.1 cents per gal-
lon during the last month. 

“As expected, fuel prices nationwide continue to de-
cline following the expiration last week of the EPA’s 
‘summer blend’ gasoline requirement,” said GasBud-
dy.com Senior Petroleum Analyst Gregg Laskoski. 

“That’s good news for consumers,” Laskoski added. 
“We know that when gas prices rise in springtime it 
removes billions from the U.S. economy … Logic dic-
tates that the reverse is true too, and that as prices fall, 
it puts a little money back in consumers’ pockets.”

Accused White House 
intruder to appear in court

WASHINGTON — Follow-
ing an embarrassing security 
breach at the White House, one 
of the most closely protected 
buildings in the world, the Secret 
Service is said to be considering 
establishing new checkpoints to 
screen tourists in public areas 
near the presidential mansion.

Meanwhile, the man accused 
of scaling a security fence and 
getting into the president’s 
home carrying a knife is sched-
uled to have his initial appear-
ance Monday in federal court.

Omar J. Gonzalez, 42, of Cop-
peras Cove, Texas, is facing 
charges of unlawfully entering 
a restricted building or grounds 
while carrying a deadly or dan-
gerous weapon. The Army says 
Gonzalez served from 1997 until 
his discharge in 2003, and again 

from 2005 to December 2012, 
when he retired due to disabil-
ity.

The Secret Service tightened 
its guard outside the White 
House after Friday’s security 
breach. Gonzalez is accused of 
scaling the White House perim-
eter fence, sprinting across the 
lawn and entering the building 
before agents could stop him.

President Barack Obama and 
his family were away at the 
time. Obama says he still has 
confidence in the troubled agen-
cy’s ability to protect him and 
his family.

Secret Service Director Julia 
Pierson has ordered increased 
surveillance and more officer 
patrols, and has begun an inves-
tigation into what went wrong.

The Secret Service is conduct-

cally untouched by the 
storm system, Grant 
and his colleagues were 
all smiles.

“This is the kind of 
rain you have reservoirs 
for,” Grant said. “You 
just hope from time to 
time to get this kind of 
rainfall.”

While cautioning 
that one tremendous 
storm system does not 
a drought break, Grant 
added the recent down-
pours have given the 
water district some 
much-needed breathing 
room in its struggles to 

provide for its member 
cities’ water needs.

“First of all, we still 
need to get more rain and 
want to caution every-
one that the drought’s 
not over,” he said. “But 
this helps our system 
tremendously … We’ve 
received 186,000 acre 
feet of water in the past 
few days and that puts 
us in good shape for the 
next 24 months.”

ing preliminary dis-
cussions about setting 
up security screening 
checkpoints near public 
areas around the White 
House, a law enforce-
ment official told The 
Associated Press on 
Sunday. The official in-
sisted on anonymity be-
cause the official was not 
authorized to discuss in-

ternal deliberations by 
name. The official said 
the measures had been 
discussed previously, 
but the talks have taken 
on added urgency.

The breach triggered a 
rare evacuation of much 
of the White House. Se-
cret Service agents drew 
their weapons as they 
hurried White House 
staffers and journalists 
out of the West Wing 
through a side door.

Officials first said the 
fact that Gonzalez ap-

peared to be unarmed 
may have been a factor 
in why agents at the 
scene didn’t shoot or 
have their dogs pursue 
him before he made it 
inside. But a criminal 
complaint issued late 
Friday revealed Gonza-
lez had a small folding 
knife with a 3½-inch 
serrated blade with him 
at the time of his arrest.

Jerry Murphy, whose 
mother was married 
to Gonzalez for several 
years, said Gonzalez 
suffers from post-trau-
matic stress disorder 
and needs treatment, 
not to be treated like a 
criminal. He said Gon-
zalez had been driving 
around the country and 
living out of his truck 
for the past couple of 
years, and that he al-
ways carries his knife. 
He said he doesn’t be-
lieve Gonzalez intended 
to hurt anyone.

Samantha Bell, Gon-
zalez’s ex-wife, said she 
and Gonzalez married 
in 2006 and lived togeth-
er in Copperas Cove, 
near Fort Hood, until 
she split up with him 
in 2010 because of his 
worsening mental con-
dition. After his second 
tour in Iraq, Gonzalez 
began carrying a .45 on 
his hip at all times and 
kept three or four rifles 
and shotguns behind 
the doors in their home, 
said Bell, who remar-
ried and now lives in 
southern Indiana.

Less than 24 hours af-
ter Gonzalez’s arrest, a 
second man was taken 
into custody after he 
drove up to a White 
House gate and refused 
to leave, Secret Service 
spokesman Ed Donovan 
said, prompting bomb 
technicians in full gear 
to search the vehicle 
as agents briefly shut 

down nearby streets.
On Sunday, Secret 

Service spokesman Bri-
an Leary identified the 
man as Kevin Carr, 19, 
of Shamong, N.J.

There were no indica-
tions the two incidents 
were connected. But 
they only intensified 
the scrutiny of the Se-
cret Service, which is 
struggling to rehabili-
tate its image following 
a series of allegations of 
misconduct by agents 
in recent years, includ-
ing agents on Obama’s 
detail.

Cowboys erase 21-point deficit in 34-31 win

ANAHEIM, Calif. (AP) — The 
Texas Rangers are determined 
to put a strong finish on a mostly 
miserable season.

Ryan Rua hit his first major 
league homer, connecting off 
Huston Street in the ninth in-
ning as the Rangers beat the 
playoff-bound Los Angeles An-
gels 2-1 Sunday for their eighth 
win in nine games.

Tomas Telis had a bases-loaded 
infield single for Texas, which 
took two of three in the majors-
leading Angels’ final home se-
ries of the regular season. The 
late-season surge even pulled the 
Rangers out of the overall major 
league cellar, putting them a 
half-game ahead of the Arizona 
Diamondbacks with one week to 

play.
Those details might not affect 

much besides draft position, 
but interim manager Tim Bogar 
wants the Rangers to head into 
2015 with reason for hope after 
wrapping up this season with a 
weeklong homestand.

“Everybody wants to put the 
persona on us as the worst team 
in baseball, record-wise,” said 
Bogar, who is 9-6 since taking 
over for Ron Washington. “We’re 
not the worst team in baseball. 
We just don’t have an impres-
sive record. We don’t want to 
have the worst record, but we 
also know what comes with hav-
ing the worst record.

“So it’s one of those things 
where we’re not going to try to 

lose games. We’re trying to win 
every game from here on out. 
And if we do that, we’re definite-
ly not going to have the worst 
record.”

Rua broke a tie with his one-
out shot to left on an inside fast-
ball from Street (1-2), the Angels’ 
normally reliable closer. It was 
the first homer in 83 at-bats for 
Rua, who made his Texas debut 
late last month.

“It came at a good time, and 
I’m happy about it,” Rua said. 
“I’m still trying to process it, 
but it definitely felt good. They 
pounded me in pretty much the 
whole game, and I didn’t really 
take any good swings. ... I was 
trying to be short and quick with 
an inside pitch today if I got it.”

Texas’ Nick Tepesch was sharp 
in his first start after earning his 
only victory since June, pitch-
ing seven innings of four-hit ball 
against the majors’ most produc-
tive offense.

Shawn Tolleson (3-1) got two 
outs in the eighth for Texas. Nef-
tali Feliz struck out the side for 
his 11th save.

Although the AL West cham-
pion Angels (96-60) wrapped up 
their home schedule with a qui-
et loss, they still finished with 
a league-best 52 home victories. 
They have lost five of eight over-
all, but still lead Baltimore by 2 
1/2 games for home-field advan-
tage throughout the postseason 
after the Orioles’ 3-2 loss to Bos-
ton.

HOUSTON (AP) — Jake 
Marisnick is beginning to 
make quite an impression 
with the Houston Astros.

Seattle’s playoff hopes took 
another hit, as Marisnick had 
a three-run homer for the sec-
ond straight game and Alex 
Presley drove in two runs to 
lead the Astros to an 8-3 win 
over the Mariners on Sunday.

Marisnick was acquired in 
July in a trade that sent right-
hander Jarred Cosart to the 
Marlins. He hit just .167 in 14 
games this season for Miami, 
but is batting .276 with three 
homers and 19 RBIs in 45 
games for the Astros.

“It’s on-the-job training real-

ly for him learning up here at 
the big league level for the first 
time,” interim manager Tom 
Lawless said. “He’s made some 
adjustments in his swing. He’s 
a hard person to defend be-
cause he can drop a bunt down 
or he can rip it right pass the 
third baseman or he’s got pow-
er also ... I think he’s going to 
be a fun young man to watch 
in the future.”

Marisnick, who has also 
wowed coaches with his ex-
cellent play in the outfield, 
attributed his recent success 
to extra work he’s done in the 
batting cage.

“I’m just getting a little more 
comfortable out there and 

putting good swings on good 
pitches,” he said.

Houston took two of three 
from the Mariners, who en-
tered the day a half-game back 
for the second AL wild card.

Rookie Collin McHugh (11-
9) allowed four hits and three 
runs in six innings to extend 
his career-best winning streak 
to seven. He’s the first Astros 
pitcher to win seven straight 
since Roy Oswalt reeled off 
nine in a row from Aug. 23, 
2006, to April 17, 2007.

The Astros trailed 3-1 in the 
fifth inning before an RBI 
double by Jose Altuve. A two-
run single by Presley, who 
finished with three hits, came 

with two outs in the inning to 
make it 4-3 and chase Hisashi 
Iwakuma (14-9).

Michael Saunders hit a two-
run homer for the Mariners, 
who were outhit 14 to seven.

Iwakuma was trying to 
bounce back from his last two 
starts where he was 0-2 with a 
12.91 ERA. Instead, he allowed 
six hits and four runs in 4 1-3 
innings for yet another loss.

Houston was still up by one 
in the seventh when Maris-
nick padded the lead with his 
homer to the Crawford Boxes 
that made it 7-3. Two of Maris-
nick’s three homers this sea-
son have come in the last two 
games.

ST. LOUIS (AP) — Dez 
Bryant had so much 
distance on the closest 
defender, it was pitch 
and catch. Blown cover-
age made it the easiest 
play the Dallas Cowboys 
made in a comeback that 
matched the biggest in 
franchise history.

“No one ever comes 
that wide open,” quar-
terback Tony Romo said 
of the 68-yard touchdown 
pass that was among the 
big plays that helped the 
Cowboys erase a 21-0 def-
icit and stun the St. Lou-
is Rams 34-31 on Sunday. 
“You want to make sure 
you don’t do anything 
stupid.”

The Cowboys (2-1) had 
plenty of time to chip 
away, and no one pan-
icked about the cushion 
they’d spotted the Rams.

“We never blinked, I 
can honestly say that,” 
Bryant said.

Romo has 21 comeback 
victories in the fourth 
quarter or overtime, a 
franchise best.

“Tony went out there 
and did what Tony do,” 
Bryant said. “He was 
poised and he knew what 
he wanted to do.”

Terrance Williams 
scored the go-ahead 
touchdown late in the 
fourth quarter, and 
Bruce Carter returned 

an interception 25 yards 
for a TD on the next snap, 
capping the rally.

DeMarco Murray’s 
1-yard run late in the 
first half began the rally.

Dallas also rallied from 
a 21-point deficit in 1984 
against New Orleans 
and 1999 against Wash-
ington, although both of 
those wins came in over-
time.

It tied the second-larg-
est lead blown by the 
Rams (1-2), who slowed 
Murray but got burned 
everywhere else. Among 
other breakdowns was a 
flubbed snap by center 
Scott Wells, who didn’t 
realize Austin Davis was 

in the shotgun, resulting 
in a lost fumble, and a 
dropped touchdown pass 
by Jared Cook that could 
have put the Rams up 
28-21. They settled for a 
field goal.

“I feel like I let this 
game slip through my 
hands and it’s my fault,” 
Cook said.

St. Louis is 0-2 at home 
and was whipped 34-6 by 
Minnesota in the opener. 
Fisher said Davis played 
well, but that Shaun Hill 
would be the starter after 
the upcoming bye week.

“So, we’ve got some 
work to do and some time 
to look at what we’re do-
ing,” Fisher said. “They 

played very, very hard. 
But they didn’t play very 
smart.”

Murray had 100 yards 
on 24 carries and lost 
a fumble for the fourth 
straight game dating to 
last season, even after 
switching from carrying 
the ball on his left side 
to the right.

Romo was 4 for 5 for 40 
yards and scrambled 16 
yards on third-and-13 on 
the go-ahead drive. His 
second-half play over-
shadowed a third costly 
INT of the year.

“We were able to ex-
ecute under pressure or 
whatever you want to 
say, blah, blah, blah,” 
Romo said. “We got it 
done.”

Logano wins at New Hampshire in 
2nd NASCAR championship race

LOUDON, N.H. (AP) — 
Raised in Connecticut, 
Joey Logano always con-
sidered New Hampshire 
his home track, the one 
where he dreamed of be-
ing bathed in confetti in 
Victory Lane and flocked 
by family and friends.

For Logano, the track 
about 75 miles outside of 
Boston was his version of 
Daytona.

Winning at New Hamp-
shire could mean a bit 
more to him than a boy-
hood fantasy fulfilled 
when the season ends 
— it could be Logano’s 
launching pad for his 
first NASCAR champion-
ship.

Logano helped Team 
Penske strengthen its 
grip as the organization 
to beat for the champion-

ship, pulling away on an 
overtime restart to win 
Sunday at New Hamp-
shire Motor Speedway 
and advance to the sec-
ond round of the Chase 
for the Sprint Cup Cham-
pionship.

“We’re doing what 
we’ve got to do to win this 
thing right now,” Logano 
said.

Logano and teammate 
Brad Keselowski, who 
won the Chase opener 
at Chicagoland, have 
both advanced to the 
next round. Four drivers 
will be eliminated after 
every third race, and a 
win guarantees a driver 
an automatic berth into 
the next round. The first 
cutoff race is next week 
at Dover International 
Speedway.

Team Penske will be 
playing with house mon-
ey at the Monster Mile. 
Roger Penske’s crew is 
rolling, winning four of 
the last five races dat-
ing to Bristol and snag-
ging the early lead on the 
scorecard against Hen-
drick Motorsports.

“Confidence is high 
through the 22 team right 
now, all of Team Penske,” 
Logano said. “All of Team 
Penske. We feel like we’ve 
got some championships 
to win, not only on the 
Cup side, but Nationwide 
side. And you’ve got In-
dyCar. We’re just trying 
to catch up to them.”

Will Power won the 
IndyCar Series champi-
onship for Penske last 
month.

Logano raced to his 

fourth victory of the sea-
son, leading 73 laps and 
surviving a NASCAR 
season-high 15 cautions 
that wrecked results for 
several Chase drivers.

He took the lead from 
Kevin Harvick with 27 
laps left and went on to 
his seventh career Cup 
victory.

Logano attended his 
first NASCAR race at New 
Hampshire when he was 
5, made his first career 
Cup start here and won 
his first race in 2009. But 
that was a rain-shortened 
win that always gnawed 
at Logano. Until he be-
came a regular winner, it 
was considered a bit of a 
fluke and the rain meant 
Logano was denied a tra-
ditional victory celebra-
tion.

Schumacher wins 
at Texas Motorplex

ENNIS, Texas (AP) 
— Tony Schumacher 
raced to his second 
Top Fuel victory in two 
days at Texas Motor-
plex, taking the AAA 
Texas NHRA FallNa-
tionals Sunday.

Courtney Force 
topped the Funny Car 
field, Dave Connolly 
won in Pro Stock, and 
Andrew Hines in Pro 
Stock Motorcycle in 
the second of six play-
off events in the NHRA 
Mello Yello Countdown 
to the Championship.

Schumacher beat 
J.R. Todd in the final 
for his 76th career Top 
Fuel win. Schumacher 
had a run of 3.891 sec-
onds at 318.62 mph.

Schumacher opened 
a 106-point lead over 
Steve Torrence in the 
standings.

“It’s an unbeliev-
able situation,” Schu-
macher said. “We’ve 
won two races in less 
than 24 hours. My fam-
ily drove up, I won a 
race, we went to din-
ner, went to bed, came 
back, and won another 
race in under 24 hours. 
We have a 100-point 
leading going into two 
more back-to-back rac-
es. It’s brutal pressure. 
Going into this with 
this much momentum 
places that pressure 
on other people. Some 
will be able to handle 
it. Some won’t.”
