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Polls open at 7 a.m. Tuesday for amendment election

From property tax relief to
financing highway repair,
Texans will decide the fate of
seven proposed state constitu-
tion amendments when they
head to the polls Tuesday.

In Howard County, five poll-

ing places will be open for
voters to cast ballots, Elec-
tions Administrator Saundra
Bloom said.

Voters will decide wheth-
er to accept seven proposed
amendments to the Texas
state constitution. They are:

« Amendment 1 — Would in-
crease the homestead exemp-

tion from ad valorem taxation
for public school purposes
from $15,000 to $20,000.

¢ Amendment 2 — Would
provide for an exemption
from ad valorem taxation of
all or part of the market value
of the residence homestead of

Thanks to two major donations from
San Angelo entities, the Howard Col-
lege-San Angelo campus will be able to
kick-start a new allied healthcare pro-
gram.

The Concho Valley Workforce Board
and the city of San Angelo Develop-
ment Corporation both helped to secure
$150,000 through grants and donations
to fund a feasibility study and start up
costs for a bridge program to help Li-
censed Vocational Nurses
(LVNSs) obtain a Registered
Nurse’s license.

Mike Buck, executive
director for the Concho
W Valley Workforce Develop-

4 ment Board, and Roland
"\ Pena, Economic Develop-
ment director for the city
of San Angelo Development
Corporation, were on hand
Monday at the Howard College board
meeting to receive resolutions of ap-
preciation — or the trustee’s version of
a hearty pat-on-the back — for their ef-
forts to secure the funding.

“This would absolutely not be hap-
pening in San Angelo (campus) if it
were not for these two men,” Howard
College President Dr. Cheryl Sparks
said. “‘We absolutely did not have the
funding. It was a dream we had for
many years. Nursing programs...are
very expensive because of the required
student/faculty ratio. We don’t make-
money off of allied healthcare pro-

grams, so we have al-
ways been blessed to
have a lot of support
in our county, and you
guys have stepped up
and provided the same
in San Angelo. We
thank you so much for
your leadership in mak-
ing this happen.”
According to Sparks,
a number of LVN gradu-
ates from the San Angelo
campus have expressed
interest in pursuing
further education to re-
ceive their RN’s license.
Allied healthcare pro-
grams are very popular
at the San Angelo cam-
pus, especially the long-
standing LVN course

work, however, Sparks
said the programs
themselves are both ex-
pensive to run and not
economically cost-effec-
tive.

“Knowing that there
is a long-term need for
RNs, they (Buck and
Pena) started looking at
what dollars are avail-
able to start the pro-
gram,” said Jamie Rain-
ey, Howard College-San
Angelo provost. “We
were ready to start it,
and we wanted to start
it. We didn’t have any
funds to fund this.”

According to Rainey,
Buck was able to se-
cure a $75,000 grant
from the Texas Work-
force Commission and
the city of San Angelo
Development Corpora-
tion matched the grant

to give the college seed
money for the bridge
program.

“I believe what you do
is so important to the
lives of the students,”
Pena said. “Those re-
ceiving education
— those that are non-
traditional (students) —
you play a critical role
in economic develop
and workforce develop-
ment. In order for us to
be success in economic
development, in order
for our communities to
thrive, we need to have
a partner like Howard
College.

“We need to stay ahead
of the trend and needs of
our workforce,” Pena
continued. “It will help
our communities con-
tinue to thrive. We hope
that we will have more

than one project. We are
one of the very few com-
munities to take advan-
tage of this grant. We are
excited about it because
we know what it means
to our communities and
our partnership.”

Rainey told board
members the program
director Marenita Guin,
who has experience in
creating nursing bridge
programs, was hired
in August through the
grant funds and is now
working of the feasibil-
ity study. Once com-
plete, the program will
be submitted the the
Texas Board of Nursing
which could take as long
as a year to give final ap-
proval.

The donation will also
fund the salary for an
additional nursing in-

structor once the pro-
gram comes close to
operation, Sparks said.
Tuition and fees should
help to support the pro-
gram, but Sparks said
additional funding must
continue to be sought to
make the program vi-
able long-term.

Rainey said Buck will
be submitting for an-
other $75,000 grant next
year for the program
and the city of San An-
gelo Development Cor-
poration has already ap-
proved another $75,000
in matching funds.

“It just feels good to finally
finish,” said Seattle linebacker
Bruce Irvin, who had a key sack
of backup Matt Cassel on the Cow-
boys’ final possession.

Seattle receiver Ricardo Lock-
ette had an injury scare, came
away with a concussion and was
moving his extremities after a
vicious block by Jeff Heath on a
punt return. It was a tense mo-
ment for both teams, with some
Seattle players appearing upset
at Heath, who flattened Lockette
while he was running downfield
and had been engaged with an-
other player.

Lockette lay motionless on the
field for several minutes and was
taken off the field on a motorized
cart. He pointed his right hand
toward his Seattle teammates on
the sideline.

The Seahawks started the de-
cisive 17-play drive at their 15,
and Wilson quickly converted a
third down with a pass to Jimmy
Graham, who had game highs of
seven catches for 75 yards.

NEW YORK (AP) — They worked all season to
take one more step in the World Series.

Eric Hosmer wouldn’t wait any longer.

A daring dash by Hosmer tied the score in the
ninth, and those bound-and-determined Kan-
sas City Royalsrallied yet again to beat the New
York Mets 7-2 in 12 innings early Monday for
their first championship since 1985.

One agonizing win from ecstasy last year, this
time the Royals reign after their latest incredi-
ble comeback and a go-ahead hit in Game 5 from
Christian Colon, maybe the most unlikely play-
er in uniform.

So go ahead and crown ‘em, Kansas City! The
job is finally done.

“From Day One, there was no doubt in my
mind that they wouldn’t accomplish it.

“It’s just
a special, special group that doesn’t come around
very often.”

Down 2-0 in the ninth, Kansas City fought back
against two of the top arms on the pitching-rich
Mets: Matt Harvey and Jeurys Familia. And
the Royals won it not with power at the plate but
instead an aggressive sprint home by Hosmer on
a groundout, a three-run double from Lorenzo
Cain, a couple of crucial steals.

Consistent contact, keep the line moving.

“I couldn’t have written a better script,” Yost
said.

That’s how Series MVP Salvador Perez and
the Royals became the first team since the 2002
Angels to come from behind in all four World Se-
ries wins, according to STATS.

That’s how they washed out the bitter taste of
last year’s Game 7 loss to San Francisco at home,
an October heartbreak that drove the Royals to
their singular focus all season.

Never waver. Win it all. Wipe away the pain.

“Kansas City is No. 1. Who cares about what
happened last year?” Perez said.

To get back where they were last fall — 90 feet
from tying the Giants in the ninth inning —
the Royals played more than 50,000 pitches of
baseball and flew nearly 30,000 miles while criss-
crossing the country.

Now, this group of homegrown favorites who
revitalized a floundering franchise, Mike Mous-
takas and Alex Gordon and Hosmer to name a
few, can finally rest and rejoice.

declarer (Georges Theron of France)
made the key play of ruffing with the
seven instead of the four. Theron
then cashed the A-K of hearts and led
a low heart, planning to ruff low in
dummy and lead the queen of dia-
monds through East’s king.

But West ruffed the third round of
hearts with the eight, forcing dummy
to overruff with the queen. However,
the farseeing Theron was able to take
this development in stride. He led the
six of diamonds from dummy and
played the four from his hand after
East followed low. Another trump
lead from dummy then trapped
East’s king.

So Theron made five diamonds
doubled by virtue of his thoughtful
unblocking play at trick two. Had he
ruffed the second club with the four
instead of the seven, he would later
have been unable to lead trumps
twice from dummy to pick up East’s
king.

It takes rare insight for a declarer
to recognize the importance of
trumping with the seven instead of
the four at trick two, but it is little
things like this that make the differ-
ence between the greats of the game
and everyone else.

days left in the year.
Today's  Highlight in
History:

On Nov. 2, 1865, the 29th pres-
ident of the United States,
Warren Gamaliel Harding, was
born near Marion, Ohio.

On this date:

In 1795, the 11th president of
the United States, James Knox
Polk, was born in Mecklenburg
County, North Carolina.

In 1889, North Dakota and
South Dakota became the 39th
and 40th states with the signing
of proclamations by President
Benjamin Harrison.

In 1914, during World War I,
Russia declared war on the
Ottoman Empire.

In 1936, the British
Broadcasting Corp. inaugurat-
ed "high-definition" television
service from Alexandra Palace
in London.

In 1947, Howard Hughes
piloted his huge wooden flying
boat, the Hughes H-4 Hercules
(derisively dubbed the "Spruce
Goose" by detractors), on its
only flight, which lasted about
a minute over Long Beach
Harbor in California.

In 1948, President Harry S.

In 1950, playwright George
Bernard Shaw, 94, died in Ayot
St. Lawrence, Hertfordshire,

ding ZEE'-em) was assassinated
in a military coup.

In 1979, black militant
JoAnne Chesimard escaped
from a New Jersey prison,
where she'd been serving a life
sentence for the 1973 slaying of
New Jersey state trooper
Werner Foerster. (Chesimard,
who took the name Assata
Shakur, is believed to be living
in Cuba.)

In 1984, Velma Barfield, con-
victed of fatally poisoning boy-
friend Stuart Taylor, was put to
death by injection in Raleigh,
North Carolina, becoming the
first woman executed in the
United States since 1962.

In 1994, a jury in Pensacola,
Florida, convicted Paul Hill of
murder for the shotgun slay-
ings of abortion provider Dr.
John Britton and Britton's
bodyguard; Hill was executed
in September 2003.

In 2000, an American astro-
naut and two Russian cosmo-
nauts became the first residents
of the international space sta-
tion, christening it Alpha.

Ten years ago: The Bush

administration released details
of its potential flu pandemic
strategy, saying a pandemic
that hit the United States would
force cities to ration scarce
drugs and vaccine and house
the sick in hotels or schools if
hospitals were to overflow. A
Detroit church packed with
4,000 mourners celebrated the
life of Rosa Parks in an impas-
sioned, song-filled funeral.

Five years ago: Californians
rejected a ballot measure that
would have made their state
the first to legalize marijuana
for recreational use. Surfing
champion Andy Irons, 32, was
found dead in a Dallas-area
hotel room.

Later, the Mets came
back onto the field to sa-
lute a smaller pocket of
fans who stuck around
for one last chant of
“Let’s go, Mets!” The
team remains without a
World Series title since
1986.

It was the eighth come-

back victory for Kan-
sas City this postseason,
matching a mark also
held by the 1997 Marlins
and 2002 Angels, STATS
said. The tenacious Roy-
als trailed by at least
two runs in a record
seven of those games
— including when they
staved off elimination
by overcoming a 6-2 defi-
cit in the eighth inning
of an AL playoff game in
Houston.

Fired up all night, Har-
vey was at 102 pitches
following a 1-2-3 eighth
and stalked Dbriskly
back to the dugout with
one purpose in mind.
