The cause of a house fire Saturday
night in the 1000 block of Lancaster
has been ruled electrical in nature,
according to the Big Spring Fire
Marshal Dan Hendricks.

“It looks like it started around the
main breaker box and worked it way
up the wall to the attic,” Hendricks

said this morning.

Three fire trucks, an ambulance,
and a command unit responded to
the blaze which occurred around
6:30 p.m., Big Spring Fire Depart-
ment officials said.

There were no injuries reported in
the incident but one the home’s oc-
cupants did go to Scenic Mountain
Medical Center as a precaution,
Henricks said.

“There was one person in the
house on continuous oxygen and
that person was taken to the hospi-
tal for observation because the oxy-
gen ran out,” he said.

According to Hendricks, the house
isnotlivable at this time. The Emer-
gency Chaplain Corp is assisting
the two occupants of the house with
temporary housing, said Big Spring
Fire Chief Craig Ferguson.

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City officials to
propose 2 cent
hike in tax rate

If initial plans are approved, Big Spring
city officials will hike the municipal prop-
erty tax rate by 2 cents for the coming fis-
cal year.

When the Big Spring City Council meets
at 5:30 p.m. Tuesday in its chambers at 307
E. Fourth, they will consider a proposal
from staff members to increase the city’s
property tax rate from 77 cents per $100
valuation to 79 cents per $100 valuation.

According to information published on
the city’s webside(www.mybigspring.
com), the proposed tax rate would fall just
below the rollback rate — the figure which
would trigger a tax rollback election — by
roughly three-quarters of a penny.

The effective operating rate — the figure
that would raise the same amount of tax
revenue as the previous fiscal year — is
84.7 cents per $100 valuation.

Sixty-seven cents of the proposed rate
is earmarked for maintenance and opera-
tions, with the remainder dedicated to debt
service.

The council will hold two public hear-
ings on the new tax rate, on Aug. 23 and
Sept. 13. Also in September, the council
will hold a public hearing on the proposed
budget for the coming fiscal year.

During a recent workshop, staff present-
ed a proposed budget that would cut expen-
ditures by $1 million from the previous fis-
cal year.

In other business Tuesday, council will
consider:

« Authorizing the city manager to nego-
tiate an agreement with Scenic Mountain
Medical Center for water line installation.

¢ Acceptance of a deed of gift from Fay
Marie Hughes.

e Approval of an agreement with the
Permian Basin Regional Planning Com-
mission for a solid waste grant.

¢ Appointment of Bebe McCasland to the
city’s planning and zoning committee.

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DETROIT (AP) — Don-
ald Trump is focusing
his economic message
on boosting jobs and
making America more
competitive globally by
cutting business taxes,
reducing regulations
and increasing domes-
tic energy production.

With a speech Monday
to the prestigious De-
troit Economic Club, the
Republican presidential
nominee seeks to reset
his campaign and delve
into a subject — the
economy — that is seen
as one of his strengths.
It also is aimed at show-
ing that Trump is a seri-
ous candidate despite a
disastrous stretch that
has prompted criticism
from Republicans and
Democrats alike.

Trump has been im-
mersed in controversy
over his repeated criti-
cism of a Muslim-Amer-
ican family whose son,
an Army captain, was
killed in Iraq, and his
refusal for days to en-
dorse House Speaker
Paul Ryan in Tuesday’s
Wisconsin primary. He
announced his backing
of Ryan on Friday.

While polls have
shown that voters have
deep concerns about
Trump’s temperament
and fitness for office,
he fares better on the
economy. On that topic,
recent polling puts him
ahead of or on par with
Hillary Clinton.

The Democratic nomi-
nee is also focusing on
the economy this week
as she lays out plans
for what her campaign

describes as “the big-
gest investment in
good-paying jobs since
World War II.” Clinton
has argued that Trump
is focused only on the
wealthiest Americans.
She has questioned his
commitment to creating
U.S. jobs, given the his-
tory of outsourcing at
his companies.

On Monday, Clinton
will visit the battle-
ground state of Florida,
where she will tour a
small brewery and hold
two rallies. On Thurs-
day, she is set to de-
liver her own economic
speech in Detroit, a city
that has symbolized the
nation’s manufacturing
plight.

When he speaks in De-
troit, Trump is expected
to reiterate his plan for
reducing income taxes,
as well as lowering the
corporate tax rate to 15
percent from the cur-
rent 35 percent in an ef-
fort to draw new invest-
ment. He is also calling
for eliminating the es-
tate tax and a temporary
moratorium on new reg-
ulations.

Among his specific
proposals will be al-
lowing parents to fully
deduct the cost of child-
care from their taxable
income. He also is ex-
pected to call again for
boosting domestic ener-
gy production — a plan
his campaign estimates
can add $6 trillion in
local, state and federal
revenue over four de-
cades.

An economic adviser
to the campaign, Ste-
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Trump to outline economic plan

phen Moore, who helped
work on the speech, said
Trump’s policies were
aimed at boosting eco-
nomic growth to bolster
middle-class workers,
whose wages have stag-
nated for decades. The
annual growth rate of
the economy was just
1.2 percent from April
to June, far below what
economists had expect-
ed.

“We need much, much
faster growth if we're go-
ing to have wages rising
and salaries rising and
middle-class incomes
rising,” hesaid. “How do
we get back to a healthy
rate of economic growth
which we haven’t had in
a decade?”

Trump will also re-
visit his opposition to
current trade deals, in-
cluding his plan to rene-
gotiatethe NAFTA trade
agreement with Canada
and Mexico, and vow
to improve intellectual
property protections.

Trump is also expect-
ed to spend much of the
speech contrasting his
approach with that of
Clinton, whom his cam-
paign accuses of push-
ing the same “stale,
big government poli-
cy prescriptions that
have choked economic
growth in America and
led to over 40 years of
wage stagnation.”

Trumpcampaignchair
Paul Manafort said Sun-
day on Fox News Chan-
nel that with the speech,
“we’re comfortable that
we can get the agenda
and the narrative of

Trump had promised
atthe time that he would
make up forlost revenue
by closing a slew of loop-
holes. But like so many
of his plans, he declined
to provide specifics. And
a companion plan on
reducing government
spending, which he had
promised would follow,
never came.

Moore said that, while
Trump still favors the
plan he unveiled in Sep-
tember, his team has
added new details and
made changes “that will
significantly reduce the
cost of the plan.”

39 killed by
mudslides
In Mexico

MEXICO CITY (AP) —
Tropical Storm Javier
pushed closer to the re-
sort city of Cabo San Lu-
cas on the tip of Mexico’s
Baja California Penin-
sula Monday, while the
death toll from former
Hurricane Earl rose to
39 in the country’s east-
ern mountains.

Communities in two
states were digging out
from weekend mud-
slides during heavy
rains brought by rem-
nants of Earl, which
slammed into Mexico’s
Gulf coast.

Javier was expected to
brush Cabo San Lucas
late Monday and con-
tinue raking the Pacific
coast of the Baja penin-
sula.

Javier was located
about 100 miles (160 Kki-
lometers) southeast of
Cabo San Lucas early
Monday, with winds of
50 mph (85 kph), accord-
ing to the U.S. National
Hurricane Center.

Javier was moving
northwest, on a path
that could take it inland
further up the peninsula
on Tuesday or Wednes-
day.

Among the -casual-
ties of Earl, at least 28
people died in multiple
mudslides in the moun-
tainous north of Puebla
state, National Civil
Protection Coordinator
Luis Felipe Puente said
Sunday in an interview
with ForoTV. He said
25 were Killed in differ-
ent parts of the town-
ship of Huauchinango
and three died in the
hamlet of Tlaola.

“It is a tragedy what
has happened to our
people in Huauchinan-
go0,” Gabriel Alvarado,
the township’s mayor.

In neighboring Vera-
cruz state, 11 people lost
their lives when mud-

slides hit the towns of
Coscomatepec, Tequila
and Huayacocotla, Gov.
Javier Duarte said.

The continuing heavy
rain led officials to close
a section of the main
federal highway con-
necting Mexico City
to the region. Federal
transportation authori-
ties said the area had re-
ceived a month’s worth
of rain in 24 hours.

A  hurricane warn-
ing was in effect for
the southern tip of Baja
California. A hurri-
cane watch and tropi-
cal storm warning was
in effect for parts of the
peninsula farther north.

HOUSTON (AP) — Ian Desmond
keeps coming up with big hits for
the Texas Rangers.

Both declarers finished with an
overtrick, so here too the deal was a
washout, despite the fireworks.

In the second match, where the
East-West tactics were less aggres-
sive, it’s hard to blame either South
for opting to bid five diamonds rather
than six over four spades.

What conclusion can be drawn
from all this? Those who favor pre-
emptive tactics will argue that in the
second match, both East-West pairs
kept North-South from reaching a
cold slam, while those who criticize
such tactics will point out that at the
first table in the first match, East-
West drove South into a slam he
might not have bid on his own.

Date Saved for Noth-

Dear Annie: Three
months ago, my hus-
band and | received a
save-the-date card for
a wedding. At one time,
we were very close to
the bride’s parents, but
we seldom see them
anymore. The date
conflicted with a trip my
husband and | were
taking, so we changed
our plans to be able to
attend the wedding.

After a few months,
we learned through
mutual friends that
wedding invitations had
been sent out -- but we
never received one. |
can only assume they
needed to trim the
guest list and we didn’t
make the cut. | wouldn't
have been offended
to not be invited to the

wedding if we hadn’t
received the save-the-
date card. Plus, we
changed our trip plans
to accommodate them,
and our trip is now at a
less convenient time.

Is this a common
practice? We’ve nev-
er had this happen
before. | run into the
bride’s mother several
times a year. Should |
say something? -- Un-
invited

Dear Uninvited: It's
not common to send a
save-the-date card and
never follow up with an
invitation. What is com-
mon is things getting
lost in the mail. If they
took the time to send
you a save-the-date,
they were probably
pretty sure they wanted
you at the wedding.

Ask the bride’s
mother whether she

can check with her
daughter to see wheth-
er you're still invited to
the wedding; leave her
an easy out by being
understanding. Don’t
ask and you risk their
assuming you blew off
their invitation. Do ask
and you risk their feel-
ing slightly awkward
for a few minutes as
they let you know they
had to trim the guest
list. The first scenario
would look much worse
on your end.

Dear Annie: We
built a custom home
back in 2005. Even
though we checked out
the contractors before-
hand, they walked off
the job and took all of
our money.

pass a credit check to
rent. We are seniors
on a fixed income and
don’t know what to do.
With the bad contrac-
tors, bad choices and
bad legal advice, we
don’t seem to have a
future. -- Not-So-Gold-
en Years

Dear Not-So-Gold-
en: | know you’re under
extreme duress right
now, but it’s not so dire
as you think. There
are nonprofit resourc-
es for seniors in your
shoes. Your best option
is to enlist the help of
a credit counseling
agency, which can help
you determine the best
way to approach your
situation. Consult the
National Foundation
for Credit Counseling

at debtadvice.org to
find one. Stay away
from any for-profit
agencies, which are
typically predatory and
would only worsen your
situation.

Be grateful for health
and loved ones. You
might be under a lot of
stress right now, but
you do have a future.
Try to find the sliver of
a silver lining where
you can.

A news release issued by
the club indicated Rodriguez
will be released after “his final
major league game” to sign a
contract that gives him a job
working with minor leaguers
throughout the Yankees’ farm
system. He will report directly
to Steinbrenner, and the deal
runs through Dec. 31, 2017.

A-Rod said he’ll go home to
Miamifollowing Friday’s game,
and he thought his new duties
would begin in spring training.
He thanked the Steinbrenner
family for the opportunity to
stay in baseball.

General manager Brian Cash-
man acknowledged that Rodri-
guez has a right to change his
mind and pursue any potential

opportunity. And for his part,
Rodriguez never used the word
“retire.”

So, if another team offered
him a chance to play, would he
consider it?

“You know, when Hal told
me, I just told him: ‘Give me a
few days. I need to kind of think
on this, sleep on it.” I have not
thought past the pinstripes, and
my horizon is Friday,” he said.

Yankees pitcher CC Sabathia
said when Rodriguez makes de-
cisions, “they’re pretty much
final.”

“He played a long time, since
he was 18 years old,” Sabathia
said. “I know he has bigger
goals and bigger dreams to do
different things.”

A 14-time All-Star, Rodriguez
is hitting .204 this season with
nine home runs and 29 RBIs in
216 at-bats. He’s started only
once in 15 games since July 22.
