A sentencing hearing for a 
former Big Spring detective 
c o n v i c t -
ed of sex 
crimes will 
be held at 
1 p.m. Fri-
day in the 
118th Dis-
trict Court, 
according 
to District 
A t t o r n e y 
H a r d y 
Wilkerson.

L a s t 
week, Joel Rojo was as found 
guilty on four charges — in-
decency with a child by sex-
ual conduct, sexual perfor-
mance by a child, indecency 
with a child by exposure, 
and attempted indecency 
with a child by exposure.

Rojo has been out on bond 
since his conviction last 
Thursday, but was instruct-
ed by the 118th District 
Judge Tim Yeats not go any 
farther than 50 miles from 

Howard County.
Rojo could face up to a life 

sentence. Because of the type 
of crimes, Rojo is ineligible 
for probation and will face 
punishment by incarceration 
in the a state penitentiary, 
Wilkerson told KBest Media.

According to witness testi-
mony during the four-day tri-
al which was held last week, 
the crimes took place in 2015 
while Rojo was employed as 
a peace officer with the Big 
Spring Police Department. 
Rojo was accused of using 
his power and authority as 
a law enforcement officer to 
take advantage of troubled 
children and place them into 
compromising and revealing 
positions.

The marching band has 
been practicing for weeks, 
two-a-days have finally be-
gun, and plans for the How-
ard County Bowl are under-
way. It must be the start of 
the school year. 

While there is much to be 
done in the upcoming days, 
Big Spring, Coahoma, and 
Forsan ISDs have begun send-
ing out letters to households 
in their respective districts 
concerning free and reduced-
price meals this week. In be-
tween shopping for for school 
supplies and the perfect first 
day outfit, the three local dis-
tricts are encouraging par-
ents to to review the policies 
and eligibility requirements 
for free and reduced meals for 
the 2017-2018 school year. 

According to BSISD, CISD, 
and FISD, the criteria for a 
student to receive free or re-
duced meals falls into three 
different categories: Income-

based, categorical or program 
eligibility, and program par-
ticipations.

“For those households that 
qualify for free or reduced-
price meals based on income, 
an adult in the household 
must fill out a free and re-
duced-priced meal applica-
tion and return it,” stated 
separate press releases from 
the three districts. Individu-
als who are eligible to apply 
for free and reduced-price 
meals based on income will 
need to provide the following 
information to the district: 
names of all household mem-
bers; amount, frequency, and 
source of current income for 
each household member; the 
last four digits of the social 
security number of the adult 
household member who signs 
the application, or if there is 
no social security number, 
check the box on the applica-
tion saying so; and the signa-
ture of the adult household 
member stating that the in-
formation provided is all cor-
rect. 

Each district has provided 
charts (see Page 3) according 
to family size and income so 
that interested families can 
check their status to see if 

they are at or below the in-
come eligibility levels. 

BSISD, CISD, and FISD 
also work with local agen-
cies to find individuals 
who are categorically and 
program eligible, such as 
households receiving SNAP 
benefits or TANF. The sta-
tus of the child will also be 
reviewed if they are a foster 
child, homeless, a runway, 
migrant, or displaced by a 
disaster. These households 
that fall under this category 
will be notified by the dis-
trict via mail and will not 
need to fill out an applica-
tion.

Applications will be taken 
throughout the school year 
at all districts. Households 
wishing to make a formal 
appeal for a hearing on the 
decision may make a re-
quest to their district’s as-
sistant superintendent. 

Families may also apply 
for free and reduced-priced 
lunches online.

Big Spring ISD trustees will hold a public 
hearing over the proposed FY 2017-2018 bud-
get and tax rate Thursday.

Trustees have proposed to the keep the tax 
rate the same as the current one at $1.3995 
per $100 value. That breaks down to $1.1195 
per $100 value for maintenance and operation 
and 28 cents for debt service. Now that certi-
fied values have been posted higher than ex-
pected, Big Spring ISD CFO Susan Bryan said 
officials can now present a balance budget to 
trustees for approval which is quite a contrast 
to earlier in the year.

In the summer, Bryan informed trustees 
based on non-certified values, the district 
was facing a $1.4 million deficit even after 
trimming 18 teachers positions and three 
more staff positions through attrition. 

Trustees will meet at 5:15 p.m. in the Big 
Spring High School board room, 707 11th 
Place. 

In other business, trustees will consider:
• The student code of conduct for the 2017-

2018 school year.
• A revised version of the 2017-2018 school 

calendar.
• Purchasing attendance credits.
• Employment and financial matters.

Local school districts send out free 
and reduced-price meal applications By ROBERT BARLOW

The Big Spring City Coun-

cil officially proposed about 
a 5-cent increase above the 
effective tax rate for the FY 
2017-2018 during their meet-
ing Tuesday night.

Council members proposed 
to set the tax rate at 84 cents 
per $100, up from the effec-
tive rate of 79 cents. The 
effective rate is the figure 
which brings in the same 
amount of tax revenue as the 
current year. That increase 
is expected to bring in about 
$159,717 in extra revenue, 
with most going toward debt 
service, according to Don 
Moore, city finance director. 

The public can address the 
council about the proposed 
rate during two public hear-
ings set for Aug. 22. and Sept. 
12. Council members will 
hold a final vote over the pro-
posed FY 2017-2018 rate and 
budget on Sept. 26. 

During their meeting, 
Moore told council members 
the city expected to have a 
$128,000 loss out of its fund 
balance once this fiscal bud-
get year ends. 

“If you can remember 
from the last workshop, it's 
not looking as good as last 
week,”Moore said. “They’re 
saying we’re going to lose 

about $128,000 in this fis-
cal year. For this next year 
(2017-2018), we had shot 
this number right here for 
$200,000 (projected budget 
surplus), to help us be in the 
positive over the two years, 
but unfortunately it dropped 
to $109,350.”

If that projection proves 
true, the city council will see 
about an $18,000 loss from its 
fund balance at the end of 
the FY 2017-2018 year. 

“We are hoping as the year 
goes on to find ways to get it 
back in the positive,” Moore 
said. 

In other business, city 
council approved:

• An annual bid for utility 
valves and fittings through-
out the city. That bid went to 
Benmark Supply, a company 
based out of Midland, for the 
amount of $318,998.50. The 
materials are used to repair 
water and sewer lines, said 
John Medina, assistant city 
manager

• A $54,669.57 bid was 
awarded to HD Materials 
based out of San Angelo for 
materials to be used on the 
current waterline project on 
North Benton and Highway 
350. 

• All consent items on the 
agenda were approved by the 
city council.

North Korea-style rhetoric — 
Pyongyang has long vowed to 
reduce Seoul to a "sea of fire" 
— raise already high animos-
ity and heighten worries that 
a miscalculation might spark 
conflict between the rivals.

The North Korean army said 
in a statement that it is study-
ing a plan to create an "envel-
oping fire" in areas around 
Guam with medium- to long-
range ballistic missiles. The 
statement described Ander-
sen Air Force Base on Guam 
as a "beachhead" for a poten-
tial U.S. invasion of North 
Korea it needed to neutralize. 
It was unlikely the North's 
threat was a direct response 
to Trump's comments to the 
camera at his golf course in 
Bedminster, New Jersey.

South Korea's Unification 
Ministry, which deals with 
matters related to North Ko-
rea, said the North's army 
statement hurts efforts to im-
prove inter-Korean relations. 
Ministry spokesman Baek 
Tai-hyun said Seoul remains 
committed to both dialogue 
and sanctions for solving the 
North Korean nuclear prob-
lem and called for Pyongyang 
to stop its provocations. Baek 
did not mention Trump's 
comments.

Trump spoke hours after 
reports indicated North Ko-
rea can now wed nuclear 
warheads with its missiles, 
including its longest-range 
missiles that may be able to 
hit the American mainland. 
The North has strived for de-
cades to have the ability to 
strike the U.S. and its Asian 
allies, and the pace of its 
breakthroughs is having far-
reaching consequences for 
stability in the Pacific and 

beyond.
The nuclear advances were 

detailed in an official Japa-
nese assessment Tuesday 
and a later Washington Post 
story that cited U.S. intel-
ligence officials and a confi-
dential Defense Intelligence 
Agency report. The U.S. now 
assesses the North Korean 
arsenal at up to 60 nuclear 
weapons, more than double 
most assessments by inde-
pendent experts, according to 
the Post’s reporting.

“North Korea had best not 
make any more threats to the 
United States,” said a stern-
looking Trump, seated with 
his arms crossed and with his 
wife beside him. “They will 
be met with fire and fury like 
the world has never seen.”

“He has been very threat-
ening beyond a normal state. 
And as I said they will be met 
with fire, fury and frankly 
power the likes of which this 
world has never seen before.”

The remarks appeared 
scripted, with Trump glanc-
ing at a paper in front of him. 
They evoked President Harry 
Truman’s announcement of 
the U.S. atomic bomb dropped 
on Hiroshima, Japan, in 1945, 
in which he warned of “a rain 
of ruin from the air, the like 
of which has never been seen 
on this earth.”

But it wasn’t clear what 
Trump, who is prone to hy-
perbole and bombast in far 
less grave situations, meant 
by the threat. White House 
officials did not elaborate, 
but U.S. Secretary of State 
Rex Tillerson downplayed 
Trump’s threat, saying the 
president intended to send a 
strong message “in language 
that Kim Jong Un can under-
stand.”

Tillerson said Trump de-
livered the message the way 
he did because the North Ko-

rean leader “doesn’t seem to 
understand diplomatic lan-
guage.” Trump wanted to 
make clear to North Korea 
that the U.S. has the “unques-
tionable ability to defend it-
self” and will protect itself 
and its allies, Tillerson said, 
adding Trump wanted to 
“avoid any miscalculation” 
by Pyongyang.

Senate Democratic Leader 
Chuck Schumer issued a 
statement saying, “We need 
to be firm and deliberate with 
North Korea, but reckless 
rhetoric is not a strategy to 
keep America safe.”

The Trump administration 
considers North Korea to be 
America’s greatest national 
security threat and tensions 
have steadily risen this year.

Pyongyang responded an-
grily to the U.N. Security 
Council’s adoption this week-
end of new, tougher sanc-
tions spearheaded by Wash-
ington. Tens of thousands 
packed Kim Il Sung Square 
in downtown Pyongyang on 
Wednesday for a rally that 
followed a familiar format 
of speeches from a balcony, 
with the crowd listening be-
low, standing in organized 
rows interspersed with plac-
ards and slogans.

The sanctions followed in-
tercontinental ballistic mis-
sile tests last month, the sec-
ond of which was estimating 
as having a range that could 
reach more of the U.S. main-
land. The newly revealed 
U.S. intelligence assessment 
indicates those missiles can 
carry nuclear warheads.

Denouncing the U.N. sanc-
tions through state media, 
the North warned: “We will 
make the U.S. pay by a thou-
sand-fold for all the heinous 
crimes it commits against 
the state and people of this 
country.”

For North Korea, having a 
nuclear-tipped missile that 
could strike America would 
be the ultimate guarantee 
against U.S. invasion.

It is an ambition decades 
in the making. North Korea 
began producing fissile ma-
terial for bombs in the 1990s 
and conducted its first nucle-
ar test explosion in 2006. Four 
subsequent nuclear tests, the 
latest a year ago, have accel-
erated progress on miniatur-
izing a device — something 
North Korea already claimed 
it could do. Over that span, 
multiple U.S. presidents 
have tried and failed to coax 
or pressure Pyongyang into 
abandoning its nuclear ambi-
tions.

The secrecy of the North’s 
nuclear program and the un-
derground nature of its test 
explosions make it very dif-
ficult to properly assess its 
claims. But the new assess-
ments from Japan and the 
U.S. suggest that doubts over 
the North’s abilities are re-
ceding.

In an annual report, Ja-
pan’s Defense Ministry on 
Tuesday concluded that “it 
is possible that North Korea 
has achieved the miniatur-
ization of nuclear weapons 
and has developed nuclear 
warheads.” Japan, a key U.S. 
ally, is a potential, front-line 
target of North Korean ag-
gression.

The Post story, citing un-
named U.S. intelligence of-
ficials, went further. It said 
the Defense Intelligence 
Agency analysis, completed 
last month, assessed North 
Korea has produced nuclear 
weapons for ballistic missile 
delivery, including by inter-
continental missiles.

Officials at the agency 
wouldn’t comment Tuesday. 
The Office of the Director of 

National Intelligence also 
wouldn’t discuss the report.

It’s unclear how North Ko-
rea’s new capabilities will 
immediately affect how the 
U.S. approaches the coun-
try’s regular missile launch-
es and occasional nuclear 
tests. The U.S. military has 
never attempted to shoot a 
North Korean missile out of 
the sky, deeming all previous 
tests to pose no threat to the 
United States. The U.S. could 
weigh military action if the 
threat perception changes.

The calculation of North 
Korea’s nuclear arsenal at 
60 bombs exceeds other as-
sessments, which range from 
around one dozen to about 30 
weapons. The assessments 
are typically an estimate of 
the amount of plutonium and 
enriched uranium North Ko-
rea has in its inventory rath-
er than how much of that ma-
terial has been weaponized. 
It’s unclear how many, if 
any, miniaturized warheads 
North Korea has built.

Last month’s ICBM tests 
highlighted the growing 
threat. Both missiles were 
fired at highly lofted angles 
and landed in the sea near 
Japan, but analysts said the 
weapons could reach Alaska, 
Los Angeles or Chicago if 
fired at a normal, flattened 
trajectory.

North Korea threatened 
to hit Guam with its Hwa-
song-12 missiles, which it 
says can carry a heavy nucle-
ar warhead.

Not all technical hurdles 
have been overcome, how-
ever. North Korea is still 
believed to lack expertise to 
ensure a missile could re-
enter the Earth’s atmosphere 
without the warhead burning 
up. And it’s still working on 
striking targets with accu-
racy.

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) 
— Kenya's election took 
an ominous turn on 
Wednesday as violent 
protests erupted in the 
capital and elsewhere 
after opposition leader 
Raila Odinga alleged 
fraud, saying hackers 
used the identity of a 
murdered official to in-
filtrate the database of 
the country's election 
commission and ma-
nipulate results.

With results from al-
most all of the polling 
stations counted, Presi-
dent Uhuru Kenyatta 
was shown with a wide 
lead over Odinga in his 
bid for a second term.

Soon after Odinga 
spoke on television, 
angry protesters in 
slums of Nairobi and 
the opposition strong-
hold of Kisumu in the 
southwest burned tires, 
set up roadblocks and 
clashed with police, 
witnesses said.

Two people were shot 
dead in Nairobi as they 
took advantage of the 
protests to steal, Nairo-
bi police chief Japheth 
Koome said. An Asso-
ciated Press photogra-
pher said one was shot 
in the head.

Kenyan police opened 
fire on people protest-
ing election results 
earlier Wednesday in 
another opposition 
stronghold, killing one 
person. The shooting 
happened in South Mu-
girango constituency in 
Kisii county, said Leon-
ard Katana, a regional 
police commander.

Many parts of Kenya, 
East Africa's commer-
cial hub, were calm a 
day after the elections 
for president and more 
than 1,800 other posts 
down to the county 
level. But the violence 
stirred memories of the 
unrest following the 
2007 vote in which more 
than 1,000 people were 
killed. Odinga lost that 
election; he also lost the 
2013 vote to Kenyatta 

and took allegations of 
vote-tampering to the 
Supreme Court, which 
rejected his case.

Odinga, a former 
prime minister, blamed 
Kenyatta's Jubilee Par-
ty for the alleged hack-
ing of the election data-
base.

"The fraud Jubilee 
has perpetuated on Ke-
nyans surpasses any 
level of voter theft in 
our country's history. 
This time we caught 
them," he tweeted.

Odinga claimed that 
hackers used the identi-
ty of Christopher Msan-
do, an election official 
in charge of managing 
information technol-
ogy systems. On July 
31, officials announced 
that Msando had been 
tortured and killed, 
alarming Kenyans who 
feared a recurrence of 
political violence that 
has been fueled by eth-
nic divisions.

Msando had sought 
to reassure voters that 
election results would 
not be tampered with.

Rafael Tuju, a top offi-
cial in Kenyatta's party, 

said the opposition's 
claims were unfound-
ed.

Kenya's election 
commission said 
it will investigate 
Odinga's allegations. 
"For now, I cannot 
say whether or not 
the system has been 
hacked," said Wafula 
Chebukati, the com-
mission chairman.

Kenyatta was lead-
ing with 54.35 percent 
and Odinga had 44.77 
percent after votes at 
more than 39,320 of 
the 40,883 polling sta-
tions were counted, 
according to the elec-
tion commission.

In the city of Kisu-
mu, police used tear 
gas and shot at pro-
testers who were 
upset after Odinga's 
fraud allegations, said 
demonstrator Sebas-
tian Omolo.

Foul Play

In 1978, Goldie Hawn was beau-
tiful, Chevy Chase was debo-
nair, and Dudley Moore was a 
pervert named Stanley. Today’s 

Retro Review is over the romantic 
comedy/mystery “Foul Play.”

As the film opens, California’s 
Archbishop Thorncrest (Eugene 
Roche) arrives home from a confer-
ence. 

As he starts up a soothing vinyl re-
cord of Gilbert and Sullivan’s “The 
Mikado”, he glimpses in a mirror…
himself. Except not himself, some-
body else who looks like him. And 
that person kills him.

We cut to a party at 
which attractive Glo-
ria Mundy (Hawn) 
spots handsome but 
klutzy Tony (Chase) 
across the room. Not 
impressed by his klut-
ziness, she heads in-
side, where her friend 
Sylvia (Janet Wood) 
urges her to be more 
outgoing. 

Tony hits on Gloria, 
and she rejects him 
and leaves in her yellow VW Beetle. 

Opening credits roll during her 
drive back to San Francisco, and 
Barry Manilow’s perfectly cheesy 
song “Ready To Take a Chance 
Again” plays. 

Spotting a handsome motorist 
stranded on the side of the road, Glo-
ria stops. The man, who identifies 
himself as Scotty (Bruce Solomon), 
brusquely tells Gloria he absolutely 
has to get to the city quickly, and in-
vites himself into her car. 

She meekly allows it, and starts 
driving. Scotty is distracted, and 
notices they’re being followed by a 
black limo. 

Not letting on, he abruptly warms 
up to Gloria, and asks her on a date 
to the movie retrospective she had 
already planned to see that night.

 He also asks her to hold his pack 
with the last three cigarettes in it 
for him, so he won’t be tempted to 
smoke them. We see him slip a roll 
of film into the pack before putting 
it in her purse. She drops him off, 
and we see the limo pull up behind 
her. 

Guys get out, and start chasing 
Scotty.

Scotty doesn’t show up at the mov-
ie theater, and Gloria goes on in to 
watch the movie and get out of the 
rain.

 Scotty shows up late…but some-
thing’s wrong with him. We see that 
he’s bleeding from a chest wound. 
Gloria doesn’t notice and offers him 
some popcorn. Telling her to “Be-
ware of the dwarf,” Scotty dies. 

Gloria screams and runs for the 
manager (Chuck McCann).

 After extricating him from a ro-
mantic encounter with another of 
the theater employees, they run 
back into the theater, but Scotty’s 
body is gone. The manager kicks 
her out. 

Gloria goes home and we meet her 
Irish landlord Mr. Hennessey (Bur-
gess Meredith) and his pet snake Es-
meralda. 

The next day at work at the li-
brary, Gloria is closing up when 
she is startled by an albino (William 
Frankfather).

 He attacks her, but she escapes 
and takes refuge in a bar, where she 
meets mild-mannered Stanley Tib-
bets (Moore). Scared for her life, she 
begs him to take her home.

 Thinking she’s hot to trot, Stanley 
takes her to his apartment. Gloria’s 
only interested in looking out the 
window for her attacker. 

While she does that, Stanley be-

gins to make himself comfortable, 
stripping down to his heart-covered 
boxers, putting on some disco mu-
sic, revealing his Murphy bed en-
crusted in flashing lights, and firing 
up a porno film. 

From the window, Gloria sees 
the albino, who is frustrated at not 
being able to find her, make a call 
from a phone booth. The black limo 
shows up and he gets in and leaves. 
Then Gloria notices Stanley’s she-
nanigans, gets offended, and leaves. 

At home, Gloria’s door is open. 
Thinking Mr. Hennessey has gone 
into her apartment for some reason, 
but still cautious, she proceeds in-
side. 

A scar-faced man attacks her and 
demands that she give him what 
Scotty gave her. 

After putting up a fight, she tells 
him about the cigarettes, and he 
takes the pack form her purse and 
puts it in his pocket. She stabs him 
with her knitting needles and calls 
the police. 

He’s not dead, though, and he be-
gins to come after her when the 
albino shows up at her apartment 
window and shoots Scarface. 

When Scarface falls, the cigarette 
case comes out of his pocket and 
lands under the leaves of a potted 
plant. Gloria faints.

When she wakes up, the first thing 

she sees is Tony’s face. Turns out 
he’s Lt. Tony Carlson of the SFPD, 
responding to her call.

 With him is his partner, Inspector 
Ferguson (Brian Dennehy), known 
as “Fergie.” Gloria tells them her 
story, but since Scarface’s body has 
disappeared and there is no sign of 
a fight, they don’t believe her crazy 
story about albinos, scar-faced men, 
dwarves, and her encounter at the 
movie theater. 

From there, events transpire 
to force Tony to believe her, and 
they uncover an assassination plot 
which culminates, fabulously, in 
a live stage production of “The Mi-
kado.”

“Foul Play” is definitely a movie 
that shows its age. Disco, “groovy,” 
“far out!” women’s lib, and sensi-
tive Chevy Chase let us know this 
movie comes straight out of the ‘70s. 
Gloria’s a little too naïve and the 
whole assassination plot trope is a 
little too wacky. 

Still, though, the movie is a lot 
of fun, and good for some laughs. 
Watch for Gloria, on a fire escape 
running from some bad guys, try-
ing to get the attention of two little 
old ladies playing Scrabble, when 
one of them drops an “F-bomb” on 
the board.

The high-speed race across San 
Francisco at the end of the movie is 
a lot of fun. 

“Foul Play” does run into some 
racial stereotyping, including the 
Japanese tourists and the feisty 
Irishman who loves to fight. 

This is a fun, light-hearted, 
cheesy, silly movie. Seven and a 
half stars out of 10.

His teammates 
will include a Rhode 
Island shortstop who 
pretends to be the son 
of a well-known Kansas lawman; a 
black cowboy working at a meat-
packing plant who is passed off as a 
Cherokee Indian to get around pro-
fessional baseball's agreement not to 
play blacks against whites; and two 
catchers who take King under their 
wing: an overweight, hard-drinking 
baseball veteran and a journeyman 
minor-leaguer who prefers pushing 
cattle and chasing after gold.  The 
summer will teach Silver King what 
it takes to be a baseball Cowboy and 
a working cowboy.  The Kansas 
City Cowboys and their rowdy fans 
will show the world just how West-
ern things can get on a baseball dia-
mond.

“War in Lincoln County” by Dane 
Coolidge (LP W COO D) tells the 
story of Curly Wells who rides into 
Ganado Crossing on his Appaloosa, 
Paint, looking for his stolen horse, 
a tiger-striped dun named Tige.  He 
finds him in a herd there, and is al-
lowed to ride out with him.  He no-
tices an unwelcome interest in Paint 
by Tuffy Malone, the leader of the 
toughs there.  As he leaves, a gray 

horse follows, and he encounters 
Melissa McCoy, who accuses him 
of stealing her horse.  Curly escorts 
Melissa back to her corral, where 
he meets her friend Colonel Moore, 
a former Texas Ranger and now a 
big rancher.  Curly learns that Tuffy 
Malone has been annoying Melissa, 
and that she has lost other horses to 
the rustling that is rampant in the 
area.  Curly is invited to spend the 
night on their ranch, but he is fear-
ful that Paint will be stolen.

Dick Chase, an archaeologist, and 
his wife, Esther,  from the inexplica-
ble pursuit of the ruffian crew who 
work for Warde Taylor, boss of the 
Bar T spread.  When Hilda, Taylor's 
daughter, learns that her father is 
behind the efforts to kill them and 
Kirk too, she is both unhappy and 
mystified, for she loves Kirk and 
trusts him.  What is the secret that 
has led Esther Chase into such great 
danger?  How is it that Esther and 
Hilda look so much alike?  Where 
does the lynching of the bandit Pe-
cos Jack, twenty years before, fit 
into the puzzle?  Hilda and Kirk have 
many a close call before the riddles 
are unraveled and the guns silent.

That's all the time I have for now so 
I leave you with a quote from Orison 
Swett Marden: “Success is not mea-
sured by what you accomplish, but 
by the opposition you have encoun-
tered, and the courage with which 
you have maintained the struggle 
against overwhelming odds.”

DETROIT (AP) — 
Ford Motor Co. has be-
gun repairing Ford Ex-
plorer SUVs in Austin, 
Texas, that were pulled 
off police duty because 
exhaust containing car-
bon monoxide was seep-
ing into them. But the 
company faces linger-
ing questions about the 
safety of thousands of 
other Explorers on the 
road.

Ford is repairing po-
lice SUVs in Austin 
and other cities for free. 
Austin city spokesman 
David Green said a team 
from Ford took five of 
the police department's 
Explorers to local deal-
ers Monday to teach 
them how to fix the is-
sue.

Austin pulled nearly 
400 Explorers off its pa-
trol fleet late last month 
because of concerns 
about carbon monox-
ide. Green says the city 
will likely send its en-
tire fleet out for repairs, 
but he didn't know how 
long it would take to get 
them all fixed.

"When we are confi-
dent our employees will 
be safe, they'll be back 
on the road," Green said.

Ford blames the issue 
on non-factory outfit-
ters that drill holes into 
police SUVs to install 
extra equipment like 
lights and radios. In 
visits to police depart-
ments, the company has 
seen multiple examples 
of holes that weren't 
sealed properly after the 
equipment and wiring 
was installed.

But Ford is still in-
vestigating why many 
non-police consumers 
have also complained 
to the automaker and 
the government about 
exhaust fumes — which 
contain odorless, color-
less carbon monoxide as 
well as sulfur and other 
chemicals — in their 
vehicles. It also can't 
explain why there have 
been no carbon monox-
ide complaints about a 
rival SUV, the Chevro-
let Tahoe, which is also 
used by police.

It's a critical issue for 
the automaker. The Ex-
plorer makes up more 

than half of all U.S. po-
lice vehicle sales, and 
the seven-passenger 
SUV is also a big profit 
generator for the com-
pany. Ford has sold 
more than 1.35 mil-
lion Explorers since 
2011, the model year 
in which the Explorer 
was last redesigned.

Bill Gubing, the 
chief engineer for the 
Ford Explorer, said 
Tuesday that Ford 
hasn't found elevated 
levels of carbon mon-
oxide in non-police 
vehicles. One explana-
tion is that police ve-
hicles drive differently 
than normal SUVs. Po-
lice often have to accel-
erate to full speed from 
a stopped position, for 
example, which causes 
the engine to work 
harder and emit more 
exhaust.

"Most average retail 
customers don't drive 
like that in freeways," 
Gubing told The Associ-
ated Press.

But Ford clearly 
knows it has a problem 
with non-police Explor-
ers. It has issued two 
bulletins to dealers — in 
December and March 
— telling them how to 
repair vehicles with ex-
haust in their cabins, 
and has told custom-
ers with concerns to 
take their Explorers to 
a dealer. It also settled 
a class action lawsuit 
over the issue in Florida 
last fall.

The National Highway 
Traffic Safety Adminis-
tration has found more 
than 2,700 complaints of 
exhaust odors in the pas-
senger compartment in 
an investigation start-
ed a year ago. Among 
the complaints were 
three crashes and 41 
injuries, mostly loss of 
consciousness, nausea 
and headaches. Many 
— but not all — of the 
complaints came from 
police departments.

The agency tested 
multiple vehicles at its 
Ohio research center, 
and made field inspec-
tions of police vehicles 
involved in crashes. 
As of Thursday, NHT-
SA said it had no evi-
dence or data to support 
claims that injuries or 
crash allegations were 

caused by carbon mon-
oxide poisoning. It said 
tests suggested carbon 
monoxide levels may be 
higher in certain driv-
ing conditions, but the 
significance and effect 
of those levels remain 
under investigation.

Gubing said the prob-
lem isn't found in police 

cars like the Ford Tau-
rus because the exhaust 
is usually trapped in the 
trunk. But he couldn't 
explain why police 
departments haven't 
complained about the 
Chevrolet Tahoe, which 
is also fitted with extra 
equipment. 

Ford repairs Austin police 
SUVs, but questions linger

Infant strangles on improperly 
secured carrier seat strap

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — Investigators say 
a 9-month-old child strangled to death on a car 
seat strap in a Fort Worth home.

The Tarrant County medical examiner's office 
identified the infant Tuesday as John Norris of 
Weatherford.

Initially, police had said the child was found 
dead in a closet Monday evening.

A police statement issued Tuesday says the child 
was improperly secured in a child car carrier seat 
and strangled on a bottom belt strap while sleep-
ing. The boy's neck was caught between a chest 
buckle and a strap mechanism.

Fort Worth police spokesman Brad Perez says 
the child's mother was at work at the time of his 
death and his caretaker was watching at least 10 
children.

Perez says foul play isn't suspected at this time, 
but Child Protective Services is investigating.

Texas House votes to restrict 
insurance coverage of abortion

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas House has 
given preliminary approval to a bill requiring 
women to purchase separate insurance policies 
for coverage of abortions, except in cases of medi-
cal emergency.

Amarillo Republican Rep. John Smithee’s pro-
posal was approved 95-51 after hours of debate 
Tuesday.

A final House vote Wednesday would send it to 
the Texas Senate, which approved a similar pro-
posal last month.

Smithee said the bill only requires purchasing 
supplemental coverage for “elective” abortions, 
and promotes “economic freedom” by ensuring 
that Texans who object to abortions don’t have to 
subsidize them for other insurance policyholders.

Democratic opponents called the bill anti-wom-
en’s health and “strictly political.” They argued 
that insurance companies don’t recognize elec-
tive abortions and already only cover the proce-
dure when it’s medically necessary.

Texas’ 30-day special legislative session ends 
next week.

$1M Houston-area auto theft ring 
leaves immigrants scammed

HOUSTON (AP) — Officials say nine people 
have been indicted in a more than $1 million 
Houston-area auto theft ring targeting dealers 
and unsuspecting immigrants who bought the 
stolen vehicles online.

The Harris County Sheriff’s Office on Tuesday 
said eight people were arrested on charges includ-
ing theft, money laundering, credit fraud and en-
gaging in organized crime. A sheriff’s statement 
says the suspects preyed on Spanish-speaking re-
cent immigrants via social media.

Officers raided eight locations and recovered 
items including tools to create car and truck keys, 
plus title documents related to the fraudulent sale 
of stolen vehicles.

Authorities estimate more than two dozen deal-
ers lost at least $787,000 in property, with 29 ve-
hicles stolen. At least 27 buyers were out about 
$229,000.

Texas woman pleads guilty to 
helping lover kill wife in Md.

BALTIMORE (AP) — A woman has pleaded 
guilty to helping her boyfriend kill his wife.

Prosecutors said she gave him a gun and her 
car, stayed in his apartment to establish an alibi, 
and then disposed of the weapon after the deed 
was done.

Both the boyfriend and his wife were in the U.S. 
Army. Karlyn Ramirez, a soldier at Fort Meade, 
was found fatally shot with her infant daughter 
unharmed next to her, at her home in Maryland 
in 2015. Her husband, Sgt. 1st Class Maliek Kear-
ney, was stationed at Fort Jackson, South Caro-
lina.

A prosecutor’s statement Tuesday said 32-year-
old Dolores Delgado of San Antonio, Texas, plead-
ed guilty to interstate travel to commit domestic 
violence resulting in death. Kearney faces the 
same federal charge. Delgado’s attorney didn’t 
immediately comment.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — 
Glen Campbell, the affable su-
perstar singer of "Rhinestone 
Cowboy" and "Wichita Line-
man" whose appeal spanned 
country, pop, television and 
movies, died Tuesday, his 
family said. He was 81.

Campbell's family said the 
singer died Tuesday morning 
in Nashville and publicist 
Sandy Brokaw confirmed the 
news. No cause was imme-
diately given. Campbell an-
nounced in June 2011 that he 
had been diagnosed with Al-
zheimer's disease and that it 
was in its early stages at that 
time.

"Glen is one of the great-
est voices there ever was in 
the business and he was one 
of the greatest musicians," 
said Dolly Parton in a video 
statement. "He was a wonder-
ful session musician as well. 
A lot of people don't realize 
that. But he could play any-
thing and he could play it re-
ally well."

Tributes poured in on so-
cial media. "Thank you Glen 
Campbell for sharing your 
talent with us for so many 
years May you rest in peace 
my friend You will never 
be forgotten," wrote Charlie 
Daniels. One of Campbell's 
daughters, Ashley, said she 
was heartbroken. "I owe him 
everything I am, and every-
thing I ever will be. He will 
be remembered so well and 
with so much love," she wrote 
on Twitter.

In the late 1960s and well 
into the '70s, the Arkansas 
native was seemingly every-
where with his boyish face, 
wavy hair and friendly tenor. 
He won five Grammys, sold 
more than 45 million records, 
had 12 gold albums and 75 
chart hits, including No. 1 
songs with "Rhinestone Cow-
boy" and "Southern Nights."

His performance of the title 
song from the 1969 film "True 
Grit," in which he played a 
Texas Ranger alongside Os-
car winner John Wayne, re-
ceived an Academy Award 
nomination. He twice won 
album of the year awards 
from the Academy of Country 
Music and was voted into the 
Country Music Hall of Fame 
in 2005. Seven years later, he 
received a Grammy for life-
time achievement.

His last record was "Adios," 
released in June, featured 
songs that Campbell loved to 
sing but never recorded, in-
cluding tunes made famous 
by Bob Dylan, Linda Ronstadt 
and Johnny Cash. Ashley 
Campbell, also a musician, 
made a quest appearance and 
said making the album was 
"therapeutic."

Campbell was among a 
wave of country crossover 
stars that included Johnny 
Cash, Roy Clark and Kenny 
Rogers, and like many of his 
contemporaries, he enjoyed 
success on television. Camp-
bell had a weekly audience 

of some 50 million people for 
the "Glen Campbell Goodtime 
Hour," on CBS from 1969 to 
1972. He gained new fans de-
cades later when the show, 
featuring his cheerful greet-
ing "Hi I'm Glen Campbell," 
was rerun on cable channel 
CMT.

"I did what my Dad told me 
to do — 'Be nice, son, and 
don't cuss. And be nice to 
people.' And that's the way I 
handled myself, and people 
were very, very nice to me," 
Campbell told The Telegraph 
in 2011.

He released more than 70 of 
his own albums, and in the 
1990s recorded a series of gos-
pel CDs. A 2011 farewell al-
bum, "Ghost On the Canvas," 
included contributions from 
Jacob Dylan, Rick Nielsen of 
Cheap Trick and Billy Cor-
gan of Smashing Pumpkins.

The documentary "Glen 
Campbell ... I'll Be Me" came 
out in 2014. The film about 
Campbell's 2011-12 farewell 
tour offers a poignant look 
at his decline from Alzheim-
er's while showcasing his 
virtuoso guitar chops that 
somehow continued to shine 
as his mind unraveled. The 
song "I'm Not Gonna Miss 
You" won a Grammy for best 
country song in 2015 and was 
nominated for an Oscar for 
best original song.

Campbell's musical career 
dated back to the early years 
of rock 'n roll. He toured with 
the Champs of "Tequila" fame 
when the group included two 
singers who formed the popu-
lar '70s duo Seals & Crofts. He 
was part of the house band for 
the ABC TV show "Shindig!" 
and a member of Phil Spec-
tor's "Wrecking Crew" studio 
band that played on hits by 
the Ronettes, the Righteous 
Brothers and the Crystals. He 
played guitar on Frank Sina-
tra's "Strangers In the Night," 
the Monkees' "I'm a Believer" 
and Elvis Presley's "Viva Las 
Vegas."

"We'd get the rock 'n' roll 
guys and play all that, then 
we'd get Sinatra and Dean 
Martin," Campbell told The 
Associated Press in 2011. 
"That was a kick. I really en-
joyed that. I didn't want to go 
nowhere. I was making more 
money than I ever made just 
doing studio work."

A sharecropper's son who 
was one of 12 children, he 
was born outside of Delight, 
Arkansas, and grew up rever-
ing country music stars such 
as Hank Williams.

"I'm not a country singer 
per se," Campbell once said. 
"I'm a country boy who sings."

He was just 4 when he 
learned to play guitar. As a 
teenager, anxious to escape a 
life of farm work and unpaid 
bills, he moved to Albuquer-
que, New Mexico to join his 
uncle's band and appear on 
his uncle's radio show. By 
his early 20s, he had formed 
his own group, the Western 
Wranglers, and moved to Los 
Angeles. He opened for the 

Doors and sang and played 
bass with the Beach Boys 
as a replacement for Brian 
Wilson, who in the mid-'60s 
had retired from touring to 
concentrate on studio work. 
In 1966, Campbell played on 
the Beach Boys' classic "Pet 
Sounds" album.

"I didn't go to Nashville be-
cause Nashville at that time 
seemed one-
dimension-
al to me," 
C a m p b e l l 
told the AP. 
"I'm a jazzer. 
I just love to 
get the guitar 
and play the 
hell out of it 
if I can."

By the late 
'60s, he was a 
performer on 
his own, an 
appearance 
on Joey Bish-
op's show 
leading to his 
TV break-
t h r o u g h . 
T o m m y 
Smothers of 
the Smoth-
ers Broth-
ers saw the 
program and 
asked Camp-
bell if he'd 
like to host 
a summer-
time series, 
"The Sum-
mer Broth-
ers Smoth-
ers Show." 
C a m p b e l l 
shied from 
the Smoth-
ers Brothers' 
political hu-
mor, but still 

accepted the offer. He was out 
of the country when the first 
episode aired.

"The whole lid just blew 
off," Campbell told the AP. "I 
had never had anything like 
that happen to me. I got more 
phone calls. It was awesome. 
For the first couple of days I 
was like how do they know 
me? I didn't realize the power 

of television."
His guests included country 

acts, but also the Monkees, 
Lucille Ball, Cream, Neil Dia-
mond and Ella Fitzgerald.

He was married four times 
and had eight children.

Cowboys defensive end Tyrone 
Crawford sprains ankle at camp

OXNARD, Calif. (AP) — Dallas 
defensive end Tyrone Crawford 
sprained his right ankle while pur-
suing running back Ezekiel Elliott 
during practice at training camp 
Tuesday, good news for the Cowboys 
because the team feared the injury 
was worse.

The Cowboys reported on twitter 
that Crawford didn't fracture the an-
kle, which should mean the versatile 
starter won't miss much time during 
the regular season.

Crawford has started 45 games at 
end and defensive tackle over the 
past three seasons since missing all 
of 2013 after tearing his left Achilles 
tendon in training camp.

The 27-year-old Crawford appeared 
to be in tears as he was taken to the 
locker room on a cart after the in-
jury during the final session of 11-
on-11 work. Dallas defensive players 

don't tackle during team drills but ap-
proach ball carriers as if they are go-
ing to make the play.

But the diagnosis eased fears af-
ter images showed Crawford's ankle 
turning badly as he stumbled near El-
liott, last year's NFL rushing leader.

"I want to thank everyone for the 
prayers," Crawford tweeted after the 
diagnosis. "I'll bounce back from this 
and will be out there putting in (work) 
soon!"

The Cowboys already have to open 
the season without three suspended 
defensive ends in David Irving (four 
games, performance-enhancing drugs 
violation), Damontre Moore (two 
games, substance abuse) and Randy 
Gregory (likely for the season, sub-
stance abuse).

"Scary," executive vice president of

Joe West suspended for 3 games 
for comments about Beltre

NEW YORK (AP) — Joe West, the 
major leagues' senior umpire, has 
been suspended for three days with-
out pay for comments he made about 
Texas third baseman Adrian Beltre.

In a USA Today report published 
June 20 timed to coincide with the 
umpire's 5,000th regular-season 
game, West said "it's got to be Adrian 
Beltre" when asked who was the big-
gest complainer in the major leagues.

"Every pitch you call that's a strike, 
he says, 'Whoa! Whoa! Whoa!' I had a 
game with him recently and the pitch 
was right down the middle. He tells 
me, 'That ball is outside,'" West was 
quoted as saying.

"I told him, 'You may be a great ball-
player, but you're the worst umpire 
in the league. You stink,'" West also 
was quoted as saying.

West was to have worked the Los 
Angeles Dodgers-Arizona Diamond-
backs series in Phoenix, but the 
World Umpires Association said 
Tuesday that West was serving the 
first game of the suspension. It said 
Major League Baseball Commission-
er Rob Manfred told the union in an 
Aug. 3 letter the discipline created an 
"appearance of lack of impartiality."

"Joking interactions between um-
pires and players are a routine part 

of the game," the union said in a state-
ment. "We disagree strongly with the 
decision to punish Joe West simply 
for sharing a humorous exchange 
with a player."

MLB did not comment.
"I don't think that it was necessary 

to suspend him," Beltre said after 
the Rangers' 5-4 loss to the New York 
Mets. "Obviously, I know that he was 
kidding and after it happened a cou-
ple of weeks ago he came back home 
and I asked him exactly what hap-
pened and he told me he was just kid-
ding with the reporter."

The 64-year-old West made his big 
league debut in September 1976 and 
trails only Bill Klemm (5,375) and 
Bruce Froemming (5,163) among reg-
ular-season games worked. West's 123 
postseason games are 10 behind Ger-
ry Davis' record.

"I play around with him. He plays 
around with me. And that was it," 
Beltre said. "I didn't think it was a big 
deal. I'm sad that it happened."

Rangers manager Jeff Banister did 
not fault West.

"There's no part of me that ever 
would think that any person — espe-
cially Joe West — would be partial to 
anything," Banister said.

Today's Highlight in History:
On August 9, 1945, three days

74,000 people.

On this date:
In 1854, Henry David 

Thoreau's "Walden," which 
described Thoreau's experienc-
es while living near Walden 
Pond in Massachusetts, was 
first published.

In 1902, Edward VII was 
crowned king of Britain follow-
ing the death of his mother, 
Queen Victoria.

In 1936, Jesse Owens won his 
fourth gold medal at the Berlin 
Olympics as the United States 
took first place in the 400-meter 
relay.

In 1942, British authorities in 
India arrested nationalist 
Mohandas K. Gandhi; he was 
released in 1944.

In 1967, Ethel Le Neve, the 
mistress of notorious convicted 
wife killer Hawley Harvey 
Crippen, died in Croydon, 
England, at age 84.

In 1969, actress Sharon Tate 
and four other people were 
found brutally slain at Tate's 
Los Angeles home; cult leader 
Charles Manson and a group of 
his followers were later con-
victed of the crime.

In 1974, Vice President 
Gerald R. Ford became the 
nation's 38th chief executive as 
President Richard Nixon's res-
ignation took effect.

In 1982, a federal judge in 
Washington ordered John W. 
Hinckley Jr., who'd been 
acquitted of shooting President 
Ronald Reagan and three oth-
ers by reason of insanity, com-
mitted to a mental hospital.

In 1992, closing ceremonies 
were held for the Barcelona 
Summer Olympics, with the 
Unified Team of former Soviet 
republics winning 112 medals, 
the United States 108.

In 1997, Haitian immigrant 
Abner Louima was brutalized 
in a Brooklyn, New York, sta-
tionhouse by Officer Justin 
Volpe, who raped him with a 
broken broomstick. (Volpe was 
later sentenced to 30 years in 
prison.) An Amtrak train with 
more than 300 people aboard 
derailed on a bridge near 
Kingman, Arizona; 183 people 
were injured.

In 2002, Oscar-winning actor 
and National Rifle Association 
president Charlton Heston, 78, 
revealed that doctors had told 
him he had symptoms consis-
tent with Alzheimer's disease 

(Heston died in April 2008). 
In 2014, Michael Brown Jr., 

an unarmed 18-year-old black 
man, was shot to death by a 
police officer following an 
altercation in Ferguson, 
Missouri; Brown's death led to 
sometimes-violent protests in 
Ferguson and other U.S. cities.

personnel Stephen 
Jones said after prac-
tice. "Hopefully it will 
just be an ankle sprain. 
It's obviously not a high 
ankle, a traditional an-
kle sprain."

Dallas, the top seed 
in the NFC at 13-3 last 
season before a divi-
sional playoff loss to 
Green Bay, used its late 
first-round draft pick on 
Michigan defensive end 
Taco Charlton.

The Cowboys have 
struggled pressuring 
quarterbacks in recent 
seasons and have draft-
ed pass rushers in the 
top two rounds of three 
of the past four drafts.

Charlton and Charles 

Tapper, a fourth-round 
pick last year, are await-
ing their regular-season 
debuts after each made 
his first NFL appear-
ance in the 20-18 Hall 
of Fame exhibition win 
over Arizona last week.

Crawford, a fourth-
round pick by Dallas in 
2012 going into his sixth 
season, is the most expe-
rienced pass rusher on 
the roster.

"He means a lot," 
Charlton said. "He is the 
veteran on our line and 
he is our leader. Hope-
fully it's a minor in-
jury and he comes back 
soon."

Crawford signed a $45 
million, five-year con-
tract extension in 2015, 
when the Cowboys were 
planning to have him 
anchor the interior of 

the defensive line. But 
he kept moving between 
both spots before set-
tling in at end early last 
season. He has 12 1/2 
sacks in 61 games.

Dallas opens the regu-
lar season Sept. 10 at 
home against the New 
York Giants.

Army reservist Sam Kendricks wins pole vault gold at worlds

LONDON — Sam Kendricks will 
soon step on the podium as a gold med-
alist and hear the only song he knows 
by heart — "The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner."

"The anthem is something near and 
dear," said the Army reservist and pole 
vault world champion. "I don't know 
how I'm going to react."

Things are definitely looking up for 
him these days. In March, Kendricks 
was promoted to first lieutenant.

On Tuesday, he went from bronze 
at the Olympics to gold at the world 
championships.

Kendricks edged Piotr Lisek of Po-
land and 2012 London Games champi-
on Renaud Lavillenie of France by be-
ing remarkably consistent. Kendricks 
doesn't use as long of a pole, which 
means he must use military precision 
to eke the most out of his game.

"I was the best jumper I can be on a 
shorter pole than everyone else. To-
night, it handed me my victory," said 
Kendricks, who cleared 5.95 meters to 
earn the win.

Asked why he uses such a shorter 
pole, he shrugged: "Takes me less time 
to get to the bar — less time to make er-
rors." A funny thing happened on his 
victory lap — he went too fast and got 
a stitch in his side. He had nothing left 
to prove. But clearly, he prides himself 
in giving maximum effort at any time 
he's out there.

This, after all, is fun and games. 
Kendricks' stay in London will reach 
its high point Wednesday, when he 
receives the gold medal and the Stars 
and Stripes are raised in the stadium. 
A stark contrast from home, where his 
unit has been loading ships in South 
Carolina. He was given time off so he 
could compete.

"I'm glad I have a medal to show 
them," said Kendricks, who trains in 
Mississippi and is coached by his fa-
ther. "Being an officer is being on call 
when one of your soldiers needs you, 
and staying up to date with my per-
sonal fitness, and to be ready when my 
unit calls me." After his lap was com-
plete, Kendricks carefully folded up 
the American flag and draped it over 
his shoulder, covering up the smaller 
flag on his jacket.

"Sometimes, the bigger flag is nicer," 
he laughed.

Kendricks gave his flag from the Rio 
de Janeiro Olympics to his twin broth-
er. This one is going to his girlfriend.

It was meticulously earned, too. 
Kendricks used a marker to jot down 
on his arm the takeoff points he want-
ed to hit during his run up to the pit. 
It worked, and he joins Brad Walker 
(Osaka, 2007) as the only American 
men to win a world pole vault title.

"We often considered ourselves the 
masters of the 1 percent," Kendricks 
said. "How can an athlete like me, 
who's not necessarily at the top of the 
world in anything, numbers-wise, 
how can I be at the top of the world in 
the pole vault?

"I can get a little bit better in every-
thing, be a little more exact than I 
was the day before."

He had to sweat it out, though, as 
Lavillenie raised the bar to 6.01 me-
ters to go for the win.

"You have one champion and two 
other medalists," said Lavillenie, 
who's been dealing with injuries, "so 
that's why I wanted to keep putting 
pressure on Sam to try 6.01."

After the competition, Kendricks 
shared a moment with Lavillenie.

"I know no one is more dangerous 
than Renaud at this time in history," 
Kendricks explained. "I said, 'Good 
job, brother. We'll have a good one 
next time. Now, let's go get dinner.'"

Lawyer: No appearance at Florida 
DUI hearing for Tiger Woods

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. (AP) — Tiger Woods 
pleaded not guilty Wednesday to driving under the 
influence and will enter a diversion program later 
this year, a Florida prosecutor said.

Palm Beach County Assistant State Attorney 
Adrienne Ellis said Woods' attorney entered the 
plea on his behalf. The 41-year-old golf superstar 
will enter a diversion program on Oct. 25.

Woods' attorney Douglas Duncan had no com-
ment. Woods was not in the courtroom on Wednes-
day.

Under the plea deal, prosecutors will drop the 
DUI charge from his arrest in May when he was 
found asleep in his Mercedes-Benz, apparently un-
der the influence of a prescription painkiller and 
an anti-insomnia drug. No alcohol was found in his 
system.

Such plea deals are offered to many first-time 
DUI offenders in Palm Beach County.

By agreeing to enter the program for first-time 
DUI defendants, Woods will have to plead guilty to 
reckless driving and receive a year's probation.

Taylor Swift wants case to serve as 
example to other victims

DENVER (AP) — Taylor Swift’s attorneys told 
jurors they aren’t trying to bankrupt a former 
Colorado DJ accused of groping the pop superstar 
before a concert, but they do want others to know 
“that you can always say no.”

Swift’s attorney, Douglas Baldridge, attacked the 
credibility of former Denver DJ David Mueller on 
Tuesday, asking jurors, “What’s wrong with this 
picture? A woman gets assaulted, a woman reports 
it, and she gets sued.”

Mueller sued Swift after her team told his bosses 
at a country music station that he had reached un-
der her dress and touched her backside during a 
meet-and-greet before a 2013 concert in Denver. He 
is seeking at least $3 million, saying the allegation 
cost him his job and reputation.

Swift countersued Mueller, claiming sexual as-
sault. She is seeking a symbolic $1, saying she 
wants to serve as an example to other women who 
have been assaulted.

As Swift’s attorneys tried to take the higher 
ground in the he-said she said case, Mueller’s at-
torneys tried to paint their client as someone who 
just wants to clear his name and recover his lost 
earnings.

“Let’s be clear about something from the onset 
— inappropriate touching is offensive, it’s wrong 
and should never be tolerated,” Mueller’s attor-
ney, Gabriel McFarland told jurors. “Let’s also be 
clear that falsely accusing someone of inappropri-
ate touching is equally offensive, it’s wrong and 
should not be tolerated.”

Mueller testified Tuesday that he may have 
touched the pop superstar’s ribs with a closed hand 
as he tried to jump into a photo with her but in-
sisted he did not touch her backside as she claims.

He said he and Swift 
were trying to reach 
around one another and 
“our hands touched and 
our arms touched” dur-
ing a photo opportunity 
he estimated lasted no 
more than 40 seconds.

The photo seen by ju-
rors shows Mueller with 
his hand behind Swift, 
just below her waist. 
Both are smiling.

“If you look at that 
photograph, his hand 
is not underneath Miss 
Swift’s skirt, and her 
skirt is not rumpled in 
any fashion,” McFar-
land said, noting that 
no one on Swift’s con-
cert team saw anything 
amiss.

Mueller also testified 
that one of his station 
bosses, Hershel Coomer, 
who is expected to testi-
fy, told him that he had 
met Swift earlier before 
the show and that “he 
told me that he had his 
hands on her butt.”

Mueller said, “I 
thought he was just tell-
ing me one of his sto-
ries.”

But in his opening 
statement, Baldridge 
told jurors that Swift is 
“absolutely certain” she 
was sexually assaulted 
by Mueller, and the pho-
to is “damning” proof of 
it.

Baldridge repeatedly 
interrupted Mueller 
during an aggressive 
cross-examination and 
noted that Mueller has 
said he lost an audio re-
cording of a meeting he 
had with his bosses be-
fore they fired him.

“We’ll never know 
what’s on it, will we?” 
Baldridge asked.

“No, we won’t,” Muel-
ler responded. “They’re 
gone.”

Baldridge also repeat-
edly asked Mueller if he 

could grasp “any reason, incentive or motive” for 
Swift to make up the allegation or be involved in 
two years of litigation.

“I cannot,” Mueller replied.
Baldridge did get Mueller to concede that various 

supervisors with KYGO and its parent firm had 
discussed the possibility of letting him go even be-
fore the encounter with Swift.

Facebook video shows driver 
pointing gun at another motorist

LANCASTER, Texas (AP) — Images posted to 
Facebook have helped police in Texas arrest a man 
they say pointed a gun at another driver on an in-
terstate.

Victoria Best tells WFAA-TV she was driving 
on Interstate 35 to her workplace in Dallas on Fri-
day when the car in front of her started repeatedly 
braking. Best says she recorded video of the man 
on her phone as she passed him. It was only later 
when she was reviewing the recording that she no-
ticed the man was pointing a handgun at her.

KDFW-TV reports police in the Dallas suburb of 
Lancaster used the online images to arrest Joseph 
Sida on Tuesday.

He’s charged with deadly conduct. Police say 
Sida told them he pointed the gun in self-defense.

Online jail records don’t indicate Sida has an at-

torney.

Man arrested in search for driver who 
hit French soldiers

LEVALLOIS-PERRET, France (AP) — French 
police arrested a man Wednesday in the search for 
a driver who slammed his BMW into soldiers in a 
Paris suburb Wednesday, injuring six of them in 
what appeared to be a carefully timed ambush be-
fore speeding away, officials said.

The driver’s motive was unclear, but officials 
said he deliberately aimed at the soldiers, and 
counterterrorism authorities opened an investiga-
tion. None of the soldiers had life-threatening inju-
ries, authorities said.

It was the latest of several attacks targeting se-
curity forces guarding France over the past year. 
While others have targeted prominent sites like 
the Eiffel Tower, Wednesday’s attack hit the leafy, 
relatively affluent suburb of Levallois-Perret that 
is home to France’s main intelligence service, the 
DGSI.

Witnesses described seeing a BMW with one per-
son inside waiting in a cul-de-sac near a building 
used for the soldiers, according to two police offi-
cials. One official said the attacker struck just as 
a group of soldiers emerged from the building to 
board vehicles for a new shift.
