account, the great Russian 
coiiiixiser and eonductor was 
on is way to America where 
he was scheduled to conduct 
some ol hismusic at the open­
ing of Camigic Hall in New 
Voik City on May 5, 1891.

lie revorded his thoughts 
and leelings in a diary each 
ilay. and this journal has only 
recently bc'cn translated from 
the Russian language, 

in his diary - interposed

with newspaper accounts of 
Tsachikosvky’s public ap­
pearances - the composer tells 
of his journey across Europe 
to catch a ship for America. 
He is homesick for Russia, 
lonely • and finding it hard to 
communicate in foreign lan­
guages.

He is also saddened by the 
end of a strange romance in 
which he and a Russian 
woman named Madam Von 
Meek corresponded for 14 
years. During this time they 
never met, due to the insis­
tance of Madame Von Meek. 
Now she has refused to com­
municate with him further, 
shutting off the exchange of 
thoughts and feelings.

As if that isn’t enough to 
drive a sensitive musician out 
of his mind - Tchaikovsky is 
now past SO years old, and 
considers himself ancient. 
Add to that a hurricane in the 
North Atlantic, and it’s plain 
that the gifted man was not at 
his best when he reached New 
York City!

Donna DeLuca broke off 
here with the story, but the 
review will be continued by 
Frances Bishop on Nov. 7. So 
there’ll be more information 
about what happened to the 
Russian visitor to America.

Mrs. DeLuca also told of 
the varied compositions of 
Tchaikovsky, which include 
works for ballet, piano con­
certos, operas, choral music 
and violin solos. 
Tchaikowsky's music was 
widely acclaimed in America 
in the 1880’s-90’s, and re­
mained popular until the 
1950’s. With the improving

of Russian-Amcrican rela­
tions a new interest in this 
type of international music 
has surfaced.

Mrs. DcLucademonstraied 
one of Tchaikovsky’s songs, 
the popular “Tonight We 
Love,” found in the First 
Movement of a Piano Con­
certo. She was accompained 
by Carolyn Bolt on the piano. 
The number was melodic, 
with Donna DcLuca’s inter­
pretation appealing.

At the conclusion of the 
program Club President Vir­
ginia Rus.sell brought items 
of interest to the group. She 
noted the death last week of 
Leonard Bernstein, American 
composer and conductor.

Mrs. Russell also thanked 
the hostes.scs for their festive 
decorations and refreshmenLs. 
The hostesses were Mmes. 
B ishop, Cogburn, T umer, and 
Young. They used a Hallow­
een motif, with the table set 
with fall flowers in russett 
and gold.

couples uadiuonal genealogi­
cal research methods with 
techniques employed in the 
authors' professions.

“Genealogy requires one to 
master a great many rcscaah 
techniques and sources,” says 
Breck, “but by following the 
instructions given in THE 
BEGINNER’S ANCES­
TOR RESEARCH KIT,one 
can compile genealogy that 
will nm have to be redone as 
more and more family data is 
added. A good genealogy 
verifies relations between 
family members and incor­
porates brief and extensive 
biographies of each family 
member listed. It is in the

”l)eshing ouk" of a genealogy 
that one requires expertise in 
many fields in order to dis­
cover and analyze material to 
be included: thLs know how 
can be acquired as one goes 
along.”

Brock emphasized that it 
was not the author's intent to 
train skilled genealogists, but 
to guide beginners into the 
fascinating field of geneal­
ogy and make sure that their 
efforts are as scholaliy as their 
more advanced work. The 
“guts" of good genealogy is 
finding accurate, preferably 
written records that prove 
each fact recorded. Birth cer­
tificates, marriage licenses, 
death certificates and proven 
wills are examples of the sort 
of supporting material one 
seeks, and the book indicates 
how these and many other 
necessary materials can be 
found.

Published in large type for 
easy reading, the book con­
tains copies of actual charts 
and graphs from the author's 
own genealogies,and permis­
sion is given to the buyer to 
produce as many additional 
forms as he may need.

Newtons Visit Daughter In Germany

My wife Maxine and I have 
been fortunate to have had the 
opportunity to visit our daugh­
ter and family in Germany 
again during one of the most 
historic time in this half cen­
tury.

Wc left Eastland on Oct. 3 
and arrived in Bad Vilbel on 
the morning of Oct. 4 at the 
home of our daughter and 
family, Michael and Mary 
Haley and Leah.

This trip began on the day 
of the rc-unification of the 
two Germanys, so we were 
there on the second full day of

the new nation. This trip fol­
lows a similar trip last winter 
when we visited in Germany 
just tliree weeks after the fall 
of the Berlin Wall and the 
opening of the boundaries 
between East and West.

1 have been able to view at 
first hand the differences be­
tween the two sections of the 
new nation that e X isted for 4 5 
years side by side; one sec­
tion dominated by the Com­
munist Philosophy and the 
other under the democratic 
capitalistic system. There 
could be no greater testimo­
nial to the advantages of our 
way of life than those differ­
ences.

On Monday, October 8, five 
days after Germany again 
became a single entity in the 
world of nations, we drove 
into what was East Germany. 
We left Frankfurt early in the 
morning and drove north to 
Fulda. Wc turned east and 
crossed the old border at the 
same place where we stood 
last December watching uaf- 
fic at the border check point 
going both ways past the 
border guards of three nations 
who were checking papers of 
those ertrssing. This time there

were no guards, no gate 
houses, and no signs. We 
simply drove past a wide place 
in the road where all the build­
ings had stood.

We chose to go by this route 
into the former East Germany 
because of our having been 
there before and because the 
route would take us through 
an area of small villages and 
rural settings. Our travels in 
West Germany have been in 
similar settings and w e wanted 
to be able to make objective 
comparisons to the life as we 
saw it.

After leas ing Tann in w hat 
was West Germany, the vil­
lage of Met/lar was the first 
village we came to on our 
route. It was here that w c ctxild 
sec there would be quite a 
contrast in the two areas. As 
wc drove around the streets ot 
Mcular, several obvious dif­
ferences became apparent. 
Wc had become accustomed 
to seeing German villages as 
busy places with shops and 
traffic. Here there was practi­
cally no traffic and only one 
shop and it was closed.

The neatness and cleanli­
ness wc had come to expect in 
German villages was miss­
ing. The flower boxes in the 
wiiKlows of well maintained 
houses were not to be seen. 
The streets were rough and in 
need of repair. A generally 
dismal front was displayed 
by the whole town.

As wc continued east to­
ward the interior of the area 
we could sec the result of 
neglect on the roads. The 
roads were rough, still of 
cobble stones in many areas, 
narrow with no shoulders, and 
poorly marked.

The roadsides were grown 
up in weeds and lacked guard- 
rails in hazardous spots. 
Decending a rather high hill 
by a scries of switch backs on
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a cobble stone road became 
an adventure.

Dermbach was the next 
village of significant size on 
our route. Here wc saw the 
same general front as in 
Metzlar. The lack of pride in 
maintenance of both the pri­
vate housing and the barracks­
like public housing was evi­
dent. Again wc did not see the 
profusion of flowers in gar­
dens and window boxes wc 
associate w ith Germany.

It was in Dermbach that wc 
saw the first budding of capi­
talism. An obviously new 
appliance store, a used car lot 
offering western cars, and a 
clothing store just opening 
were examples. Still, the lack 
ol uallic and the absence of 
people on die sueci surpri.sed 
us. The uaditional Gemían 
gatthaus was nowhere to be 
seen.

From Dermbach wc trav­
eled across the rural, mainly 
dairy, country toward Mcin- 
inger which is a fairly large 
city. It appeared that the dairy 
country wc were crossing was 
a little more prosperous than 
some of the areas we had left. 
The small villages were 
neater, cleaner, and lighter 
than those in the other farm­
ing areas we had crossed. Still, 
evidence of neglect was vis­
ible. such as one rather large 
field of hay which had been 
cut then left to rot.

We approached Meiningen 
from a road above the city 
where wc could gel a good 
view of some of the problems 
the former West Germans arc 
so concerned about. Meinin­
gen is a manufacturing city 
with serious environment and 
pollution problems.

Low grade coal is the pnn- 
cipal fuel used in the city and 
the resulting smog and haze 
over the city was thick with 
the odor of burning coal and 
strong enough to bum the 
eyes.

As wc drove around wc 
were struck with the dull.

grimy sute of the buildings as 
a result of the pollution.

In Meiningen were were 
surprised by the lack of shops 
and of stores offering con­
sumer goods. We had as­
sumed that since this isa major 
city, it would be different from 
the small villages. Wedid not 
see a restaurant or gasthaus in 
any of the parts of the city 
where we drove. Used car lots 
were the thing I found most 
surprising. We saw several, 
most offering older western 
mixlels.

A city the si/e of Meinm- 
gcr in the west is a nightmare 
to drive in. especially il ytni 
are u>ed to small towns in 
WestTexas In Meiningen wc 
found the uaffic, both vehicu­
lar and pedc.strian, extremely 
light. Michael could drive us 
around without, my getting 
white knuckled which was a 
change from riding w itii him 
in Frankfurt.

Wc left Meiningen and uav- 
eled on of the major road.s 
back to the west. At the for­
mer border wc saw evidence 
of the seriousness of the at­
tempt to prevent crossing of 
the border at a major cross­

ing. First, there was a check 
point with a guard hou.se, 
electrified fence, and barri­
ers; then about a mile of no­
mans land; then the main 
fence. All of these facilities 
are now abandoned and traf­
fic is unrestricted along the 
road.

It is almost inconceivable 
to me that in the span of less 
than one year wc have seen 
the changes that have come 
about. Last November East 
and West Germany w ere two 
separate nations w ith w idely 
divergent philosophies - one 
communist and one demo­
cratic - with uavel between 
the two countries strictly 
controlled. On November 19. 
1989, the barriers came dow n 
and travel became possible. 
Then on CXtober 3, l‘W(). the 
two nations were reunified 
into one - Germany - for the 
first time in 45 years

The problems facing the 
reunified Germany are stag­
gering. The economic imp;K t 
w ill be tremendous. I do not 
pretend to understand all the 
implications but I can see there 
will have to be irememkHis 
effort exerted lusi to bring the
