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Criminal cases determined in District Court
Schooley murder trial slated to begin April 19 in San Angelo

A number of criminal cases were pre-
sented Monday, March 1, 2004, before
51st District Judge Barbara Walther, in-
cluding that of James Michael Lowe, 19,
of Eldorado. Lowe pled guilty to three
counts of burglary of a habitation and was
sentenced to six years in state prison on
each count, with the three terms to run
concurrently. Lowe was also ordered to
pay $7,370.50 in restitution.

Lowe was arrested Dec. 16, 2003,
and charged in connection with a series
of building and vehicle burglaries. At
that time he faced charges on 3 counts
of burglary of a habitation and 13 counts
of burglary of a vehicle.

According to District Attorney
Stephen Lupton, Lowe was bipught to
trial on an “‘information” and waived his
right to a jury trial.

In other cases, Gabriel Alvarado, 50,
of Sonora, pled guilty to possession of a
controlled substance. He received 4 years
in Texas Department of Criminal Justice
and ordered to pay $140.00 in restitution.

Ivan Iglesias, 18, a citizen of Mexi-
co, pled guilty to a charge of organized
crime that had been reduced to a Class
A misdemeanor. Iglesias received a 10
month sentence in county jail, suspend-
ed with 2 years probation and a $500
fine with $633.45 in restitution.

Otis Layne Babb, 20, of Eldorado,
pled guilty to 3rd degree felony charge
for theft of livestock: Judge Walther sen-

Eérly VOting in
party primaries
ends tomorrow

Schleicher County Clerk Peggy Wil-
liams wants voters to know that they
have until 5:00 p.m. on Friday, March
5, 2004 to cast an early ballot in either
the Democratic or Republican primary
elections. She notes that there has been
a good deal of confusion about primary
voting and explains that persons voting
in either of the two primaries may vote
how ever they want in the November
general election. She explains, howev-
er, that persons voting in one or the oth-
er of the primaries will be prohibited
from voting in the other party primary
or primary runoff election.

Persons wishing to vote early may
do so by appearing in the County Clerk’s
office on the first floor of the Schleich-
er County Courthouse. At that time, vot-
ers will be asked to pick which primary
they wish to vote in.

Voters are encouraged to bring their
voter’s registration certificate, but they
are not required to do so.

tenced him to 4 years in state prison and
ordered him to pay $12,114.49 in resti-
tution. Additionally, Babb pled guilty to
a theft charge and was sentenced to 450
days in prison. He also pled guilty to a
3rd degree felony charge of participat-
ing in organized crime and was sen-
tenced to 4 years in the Texas Depart-
ment of Criminal Justice. Babb’s sen-
tences will reportedly run concurrently.

Among other business before the
court, Judge Walther granted a delay in
the murder trial of Cliff Schooley, Jr.
The case was previously scheduled to
go to trial on March 22, 2004. The judge
pushed that date back to April 19, 2004
when it will be heard in her courtroom
in San Angelo.

District Attorney Stephen Lupton
told the Success that the delay came at
the request of the defense.

In another case, David E. Hill, 42,
of Eldorado appeared before Judge
Walther for a pre-trial hearing in his fel-
ony theft case. After a couple of confer-
ences between attorneys and with the

judge, Hill’s case was postponed for
another six months.

District Attorney Stephen Lupton told
the Success that due to an uncertainty in
the law regarding Hill’s status as a feder-
al prisoner following a conviction on
unrelated charges, and how that status
might effect any sentence he might re-
ceive in state court, it is likely that Hill’s
case will not be heard until he completes _
his current 14-month prison sentence.

Lupton also told the Success that a jury
trial has been set for April 12, 2004, in
Schleicher County for Malachi David
Wren, who stands accused of felony pos-
session/transport of a chemical with in-
tent to manufacture a controlled substance.

Charges were also brought against
Timothy Shea Reed, 32, of Coleman for
livestock theft, theft of a trailer and en-
gaging in organized crime. Reed had
been indicted on those charges by Schle-
icher County grand jurors on Nov. 7,
2003, but the indictments were not re-
leased to the public until Reed could be
served with papers. His trial is pending.

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A weekend of kids, out of staters, a cab & a barge

I knew Friday the 13th would
be interesting. I just didn’t know
"how interesting. The Monday be-
-fore the 13th I learned for the first
time that I was expected to speak
at the junior high school assembly
in Brenham at 9 AM on the 13th. 1
was also expected to be in Corpus
to board a river barge departing
that evening and to perform on the
14th (Valentine’s Day) during the
cruise.

We use our own sound equip-
ment when we do speeches or per-
formances, and because it takes up
lots of room, we travel by motor
vehicle.

The barge was to leave Corpus
Friday evening, cruise the Texas
coast and arrive in Galveston Sun-
day afternoon at 2. We would then
drive home 10 hours away so I
could teach an 8 o’clock class Mon-
day moming.

But when you’re dealing with Tex-
as weather, you have to follow one
rigid rule: stay flexible.

The Brenham appearance was
fun. The auditorium was packed
with 800 screaming kids (I asked
them to see how much noise they
could make) from three different
schools.

After the appearance at Bren-
ham, we drove to Galveston, left
our vehicle in a parking garage and
called the Busy Bee Cab Compa-
ny. We took a cab to Corpus, 219
miles away. Lloyd, the driver, had
never been to Cor 4s and was used
to traveling only‘on major high-
ways. So my wife Susan, the best
navigator in the world, helped him
along the route of small roads.

The 5 hour cab ride sounds bi-
zarre, but it was the only way we
could get to the barge on time. We
got there at 7 PM, just before
scheduled departure.

The cruise director told us there
had been a change of plans. Be-
cause of a storm, the barge would
not leave until Saturday night and

would not dock until Monday. He
said I could perform that night at
8 or not perform at all and still get
paid. I said let’s do the show. We
got everything ready in less than
an hour and did our skow.in the
barge auditorium for people from
all over the US. They enjoyed our
Texas humor.

The next morning (Saturday,
Valentine’s Day) we took a cab
from the barge to the Corpus air-
port, rented a car and drove to
Galveston (219 miles away) to pick
up our vehicle. Susan drove it and
I followed her to Hobby airport in
Houston to turn in our rent car.

By now it was about 5 PM on
Valentine’s Day. Susan had been
such a good sport I wanted to do
something special. I told her we
would drive to Round Top, get a
good meal at Royer’s Round Top
Cafe and spend the night there in
one of the B & B’s. I prayed we
could do it.

I was afraid the Cafe would be
crowded. It was. A dozen people
were waiting outside. I asked Bud
Royer if he could work us in and
he said sure. We then called our fa-
vorite B & B in Round Top which
had a cozy cottage with a bedroom
upstairs. We had a perfect ending
to an interesting weekend.

Committee hears pros, cons of
workers' compensation program

AUSTIN — The next regular
session of the Legislature is still
10 months off, but the law-mak-
ing process already is well under
way with consideration of various

issues in interim and standing

committees.

An interim Senate committee
charged with taking a look at the
worker’s compensation system in
Texas heard its first witnesses last
Thursday.

The committee, chaired by Sen.
Todd Staples (R-Palestine), will be
making recommendations on the
quality of worker’s comp, how
much it costs, the ease of getting
care and other issues.

An attorney who specializes in
worker’s comp issues told the
committee that in the private sec-
tor, workers have grown leery of
health coverage provided by an
employer. The attorney’s view was
that the worker’s comp system has
deteriorated with those who have
suffered an on-the-job injury hav-
ing trouble getting care.

From the employer standpoint,
other witnesses said coverage
costs have skyrocketed.

Sen. Robert Duncan (R-Lub-
bock) said many employers not
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required to have worker’s comp
coverage are dropping out of the
system due to high costs.

Staples pointed to the health
care plan the Legislature set up for
public school teachers and sug-
gested that might be the solution
for the worker’s comp problem.

Budget cuts cost federal
dollars...

Legislative budget cuts in Med-
icaid and the Children’s Health In-
surance Program will cost Texas
about $1.6 billion in federal fund-
ing, Comptroller Carole Keeton
Strayhorn said last week.
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Since Sept. 1, she said, 107,000
children have been dropped from
the CHIP program.

“That’s a 21 percent drop in
five months,” she said in a speech
to the Texas Mental Health Asso-
ciation, “and Texas was already
dead last in the percent of children
without health insurance. That’s
unconscionable.” {

Money slashed from Medicaid
coverage will prevent some
200,000 adults from getting need-
ed counseling or psychological
help.

But help is in sight if state of-
ficials take action, she said. The
comptroller estimated $583 mil-
lion is available to restore some of
the health care cuts through the
governor’s budget execution au-
thority and by the Legislature in a
special session.

Environmental Commission
sets hearings...

The Texas Commission on En-
vironmental Quality began a series
of hearings across the state to get
the public’s view on how the agen-
cy is doing in its enforcement of
environmental laws.

“We are performing an in-
depth review of the enforcement
process at the Texas Commission
on Environmental Quality,” TCEQ
Chair Kathleen Hartnett White
said.

The hearings began Monday
night in Arlington, with others
scheduled in Midland, Harlingen
and Houston. For details, check
the agency’s Web site at
www.tceq.state.tx.us.

The Seventh Annual Winter
Texan Adopt-A-Beach Cleanup
removed more than three tons of
trash from South Padre Island.

Eighty-plus volunteers collect-
ed 6,825 pounds of trash ranging
from a crematory tag to a feather
pillow. On the up side, someone
found a $10 bill, a little salty but
still negotiable.

The annual clean up is. spon-
sored by the Texas General Land
Office and the South Padre Island
Convention and Visitors Bureau.

SONORA-The Annual Ram
Performance Test Field Day and
Sale conducted by the Texas A&M
Agricultural Research Station here
is set for March 19. The station is
28 miles south of Sonora on High-
way 55.

“When I look at this year’s test
animals, I think of peas in a pod,”
said Dr. Dan Waldron, San Ange-
lo-based Texas Agricultural Exper-
iment Station geneticist and the
test’s coordinator. “This set of
Rambouillet rams is more uniform
for final weight and staple length
than any we’ve had in recent times.
Breeders have been selecting sires
to improve certain traits in their
flocks and the uniform quality of
the rams on this year’s test is evi-
dence of their success.”

A brief educational program
will precede the 2 p.m. sale. The
top 30 percent of the animals
completing the test will be eligi-
ble for the sale. Waldron said all
the eligible sale animals should
make excellent stud ram pros-
pects for the registered or com-
mercial operator.

“The recently released USDA
statistics show that Texas sheep
numbers increased by 6 percent
over 2003,” he said. “This increase
in numbers backed by a continued
strong lamb market, suggests that
now is a good time for producers
to invest in genetic improvement
for the future.”

Participants are invited to in-
spect the rams and their perfor-
mance data during the morning of
the field day. Lunch will be served

from 11:45 a.m. After lunch, the
afternoon’s formal program will be
directed by Pascual Hernandez,
Texas Cooperative Extension
agent in Sutton County.

Dr. Gary Svetlik, of George-
town, USDA/APHIS, will open
the program with an update on the
results and plans of USDA’s
Scrapie Surveillance Program.
Ronald Pope, with Producers Mar-
keting Cooperative Inc at Mertzon
will follow with a talk on the tech-
nology available for adding value
to a wool clip.

Waldron is scheduled to dis-
cuss “The National Sheep Im-
provement Program-A Genetic
Improvement Program To Com-
plement Ram Test Data”. He will
then be joined by Dr. Chris Lup-
ton, San Angelo-based wool re-

searcher to comment on the 2003/
2004 Ram Test.

Burk Lattimore of Levelland,
secretary of the Rambouillet
Sheep Breeders Association, will
conclude the program by award-
ing the certified ram certificates
to the owners of the qualifying
rams.

The day concludes with the
sale of the performance tested an-
imals under the direction of Dr.
Frank Craddock, Extension sheep
and goat specialist at San Ange-
lo.
