11th Hour Compromise

Averts Haitian Invasion
Port-Au-Prince. Haiti

A merc hour before the first
units of the 82nd Airborne Divi-
sion were scheduled to begin air
drops over the Haitian capital of
Port-Au-Prince. Haitian General
Raul Cedras struck a deal with
American envoys led by former
President Jimmy Carter. Carter
along with Senator Sam Nunn (D)
Georgia and former Chairman of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff. Colin
Powell were dispatched to Haiti by
President Clinton in hopes of pre-
venting a nulitary invasion.

According to published ac-
counts. terms of the agreement
reached by the negotiators and ac-
cepted by President Clinton would
requirc General Cedras to step
down from power in Haiti by Oct.
15th of this year. U.S. troops
would come ashore as Peace Keep-
ing troops and would be unop-
posed by Haitian military person-
nel. General Cedras would not,
however. be required to leave Haiti
as he and his supporters were
promised a "general amnesty".
Also. there was no mention of de-
posed Haitian President, Aristide
in the agreement. American forces
went ashore in Haiti on Monday of
this week meeting with no orga-
nized opposition.

Oklahomans Approve
Term Limits For Legis-

lators
Olklahoma City. Oklahoma
Voters turned out in Oklahoma
to approve an amendment to that
state's constitution which would
limit the number of terms a U.S.
Representative or Senator from
that state could spend in Congress.
According to the amendment,
Oklahoma, the first state in the
union to limit the terms of its state
legislators, now will limit the
terms of its Congressmen to three
terms of two years and Senators to
two terms of six years.

Congressional Pay Raise

Derailed
Washington, D.C'

An automatic $3473 Congres-
sional pay increase slated to go
into effect Jan. 1, 1994 was
blocked by a procedural vote on a
resolution sponsored by Jim
Lightfoot (R) Iowa. Lightfoot, a
vocal opponent of automatic pay
raises for legislators rejected a
compromise offered by the House
ieadership and brought his resolu-
tion before the House. Stating that
"not one American in a hundred"
believes Congress has earned a
pay increase, Lightfoot blasted
Congressional leaders who he
claims were prepared to allow an
automatic pay raise to slip
through, "like a thief in the night."

The Eagles scored first as
Travis Whitten tossed a screen
pass to Reagan Bownds who
picked up a block on the sideline
and then split two Broncos
defenders in the secondary. The

touchdown.  Eagle's  kicker,
Shylowe Middleton tacked on the
extra-pomnt to give Eldorado a 7-0
lead as time expired in the first
quarter. But, the Broncos came
back as kicker Trin1 Banda hit a

29 vyard field goal and running
back Adrian Mata found the
endzone on a one yard run to give
the Broncos a 10-7 lead at the
half.

The Eagle's put together a 10
play-54 yard drive in the 3rd
quarter capped off by Reagan
Bownds' 7 yard run for a
touchdown. Shylowe Middleton
converted on the extra-point to
give the Eagles a 14-10 lead which
they never relinquished.

The Eagle's defense turned in a
sterling performance. holding
Sonora to 9 first downs and 168
yards of total offense.  The
Broncos' leading rusher, Justin

with 15 tackles and 1 iterception.
Eric McGinnes had 10 tackles. a
batted ball and forced a fumble.
Landon Neal tallied 14 tackles in
the game.

On the offensive side of the
ball, the Eagles picked up 16 first
downs with 268 yards of total
offense.-...The . ground . game
contributed 159 yards while 109
yards were gained by the pass.
Reagan Bownds carried 16 times
for 124 yards and caught 3 passes
for 74 yards. Cody McCravey
carried 4 times for 8 yards and

hauled in a pass for 7 yards.
Michael O'Daniel gained 20 yards
on 4 carries and connected on one
pass for 7 yards. Travis Whitten
carried 12 times for 2 yards and
was 6 of 15 and 106 yards passing
with two interceptions. Landon
Neal gained 2 yards on one carry
and Wayne Jenkins carried three
times for 3 yards. Eric McGinnes
caught two passes for 21 yards
and Randy Adame snared one for
7 yards.

Following the contest, Eagles
Head Coach Doug Kuhlmann said,
"It was a big win for us. I am
really proud of the players ability
to win a tight football game
against a good football team."

After viewing the game films.
the coaching staff named Eagles'
Center Larry Sanchez as Offensive
Player of the Week. Linebacker
Landon Neal was named as
Defensive Player of the Week.

This Friday night the Eagles
travel to Junction to meet the
Sabinal Yellow Jackets. Sabinal's
record is currently 1-2 and they
were picked by pre-season polls to

"be in the Class 1-A playoffs.

Although the game is in Junction,
it is technically a home game for
the Eagles and everyone should
turn out and support the team.

AUSTIN — Lt. Gov. Bob
Bullock underwent heart bypass
surgery Sept. 16, three days

after greeting morec than 1,000
supporters who contributed more
than $1.5 million toward his re-
election campaign.

Bight of 11 Republican state
senators running for re-election
attended the Austin fund-raiser
for Bullock, a Democrat, who is
serving his first term as lieutenant
governor.

Jane Nelson, Flower Mound; Bill
Ratliff, Mount Pleasant; David Sib-
ley, Waco and Jeff Wentworth, San
Antonio.

A Bullock spokesman told The
Dallas Morning News that the

o N committee. .
42 Bivins said he and other legis-

lators received complimentary tick-
ets to the event, and that he would
support Bullock’s opponent, Tex
Lezar, on the November ballot.

Lezar, however, said he thought
it “inappropriate” for Republicans
to attend, and accused those who
attended of being “afraid” of
Bullock.

Bill Price, president of the “pro-
life” group, Texans United for
Life, said the GOP senators who
attended “betrayed” their party and
“engaged in political treachery and
back-stabbing of the worst sort.”

In the Morning News report,
Patterson said he respects Bullock,
and “Whether you agree with him
or not, he does provide leadership
for this state.”

Bullock, angered by the threats,
sent a letter to all GOP senators
telling them that he would not
be offended if they skipped the
reception. :

“My respect for you won’t be
diminished one bit if your political
safety prevents you from attending
this event,” he said in his letter.

Grover Wants on Nov. Ballot

Henry C. ‘“Hank” Grover has
filed an emergency motion in U.S.
District Court for a restraining or-
der prohibiting the Texas Secretary
of State from printing Nov. 8 elec-
tion ballots without his name on
them.

Grover, a former state scnator
from Houston, who ran for the
U.S. Scnate as a Republican in

law declared unconstitutional be-
cause, he said, it is “specifically
designed to keep the name of any
prospective independent candidate
for statewide office from appearing
on the general election ballot.”

According to the Texas Election
Code, an application must be filed
not later than the 30th day after
the runoff primary election day, and
the candidate must secure a petition
signed by 1 percent of the total
,oumber of people who voted in the
last governor’s race. Bl

By the 1 percent rule, Grover
needed more than 38,000 people
to sign his petition, and the
law also required he collect the
signatures during the 30-day period
that followed the March 8 primary
election. With that deadline long
past, Grover decided to seek relief
through the federal court system.

But Ann McGeehan, director
of the election legal section of
the Secretary of State’s office,
said Secretary of State Ron Kirk
certified candidates on Sept. 12 and
counties are now authorized to print
the ballots.

Negative Ads Hurt Elections

Attack ads may be helpful at
cutting down an opponent, but
they also cut down the turnout at
election polls.

Secretary of State Ron Kirk,
Texas’ chief election officer, blamed
political campaign professionals
putting the negative slant on races
for public office.

] think they are hurting voter
turnout,” Kirk said. “They can
justify it because they can say,
‘Our job is to get somebody
elected.” They don’t care about

Kirk estimated about 9 million
Texans will be registered to vote by
the Oct. 9 deadline, and that about
50 percent of those would actually
vote.

Secondhand Smoke in Prisons

Texas prison inmates’ complaints
- and lawsuits — about secondhand
cigarette smoke are getting the
attention of the Texas Board of
Criminal Justice.

More than half of Texas 92,000
conyicts: smoke, and though TBCJ
chairman Carol Vance said she
didn’t think a smoking ban was
under consideration, she did say
that establishing designated smok-
ing areas might be the answer.

Prison system spokesman Charles
Brown said smoking policies vary
from prison to prison, including
no smoking, smoking in designated
areas only, and smoking in most ar-
eas.

Put the Biodiversity
Treaty on Hold

he federal government not only needs to get off of our backs — but out
of our fields and range lands, away from our springs and rivers.
Texans have come to feel increasingly threatened by their own
government. Our private property rights are under attack. Federal regulations
designed to protect the environment are being used to, in effect, seize control
of privately owned property and restrict its use so as to render it economically
valueless.

As if that weren’t intolerable enough, the U.S. Senate is being asked to
ratify a treaty that may well encourage even more government de facto
seizures of private property, and allow foreign countries and multinational
organizations to interfere as well.

This treaty, called the Convention on Biological Diversity, outlines
global rules for protecting and sharing genetic resources. Its intent is to

prevent the extinction of species, especially plants, in order to promote the
development of new drugs and foods.

But that high-minded statement of purpose does not begin to describe the
potential for mischief the treaty contains. This is one of several agreements
which grew out of the 1992 “Earth Summit” in Rio de Janeiro which President
Bush wisely decided not to sign, in part because it requires industrialized
nations to pay developing nations to participate.

President Clinton did sign the treaty after negotiating a series of “under-
standings” regarding its interpretation. The Senate, however, has delayed its
ratification for a number of valid reasons: The treaty is vague, its details have
not yet been spelled out.

But in practical terms, the most disturbing aspect of this treaty is the door
it opens for unwarranted interference with both private property matters and
state law within the United States. Since 1920 the U.S. Supreme Court has
held that local and state laws which conflict with a ratified treaty are void.
This treaty would override our local decisions and decisionmakers. There-
fore, it is more than likely that every land-use permit, water right, waste
disposal ordinance or other rule which affects the use of land and water
resources in this country will be subject to challenge as not being in
compliance with the broad language of the treaty. For example, both Ameri-
can and foreign environmental groups could challenge cattle ranches as being
not “compatible with conservation or sustainable use requirements.”

On August 5, I sent a letter to Senate Majority Leader George Mitchell
requesting that we delay consideration of the treaty. There are simply too
many questions about its potential impact on U.S. domestic law and environ-
mental policies — which are controversial enough without international
complications.

The goals of the Biodiversity Treaty are laudable. But, as usual, the devil
is in the details. And, in this instance, the details could be used to bedevil the
owners of private property on an even broader scale than they are being
interfered with now. Until those details are down on paper, in an acceptable
form, this treaty should not be ratified.

Loomis On The Law

In a previous edition | discussed
what a Will 1s and the advantages
of having a Will. Your Will may
contain a provision, or provisions,
which create a trust. or trusts. tohold -
some or all of your assets. A trust
created in a Will is referred to as a
testamentary trust. A trustisa3
party agreement or document. It
consists of a grantor (sometimes
referred to as the "settlor"). the
trustee, and the beneficiary or
beneficiaries. (However, a person
can be in more than one of the
positions of the same trust.) The
grantor creates the trust and puts
assets into the trust. The trustee
holds and manages the assets for the
benefit of the beneficiaries. The
person making a Will is the grantor
of a testamentary trust.

Trusts are created for an infinite
number reasons and purposes. They
are created in Wills and other estate
planning documents primarily for
2 reasons:

1) For tax reasons. If your estate
is, or is expected to be, in excess of
$600.000.00 in value (the current
limit) upon your death, then you
should consider creating trusts for
tax purposes.

2) To appoint a Trustee to
manage the assets you give to minor
children who are named as
Beneficiaries of your Will. Without
a trust for minor children, it will be
necessary to have a guardian for the
estate of the minor child appointed,
a time consuming and expensive
procedure which is unnecessary if

you simply create a trust for minor
children in your Will, and appoint
aperson to act as trustee. Trusts for
minor children should be thought of
not only for your children, but also
for grandchildren, or any other minor
children who may be beneficiaries
or contingent beneficiaries of your
Will.

In addition to appointing a
trustee for the trust, you can
recommend to the Court that a
particular person act as guardian of
the person of a minor child or
children. The Court will follow your
recommendation unless it appears
to the Court that it would not be in
the best interest of the child or
children to have that individual act
as guardian of the person of the
minor child or children.

a. Plant Workers: An individual (whether or not employed
by Ciba-Geigy Corporation) who in the course of his or
her employment at Ciba-Geigy Corporation’s St. Gabriel,
Louisiana or McIntosh, Alabama sites, was exposed to
Galecron®, including, without limitation, individuals who
worked in manufacturing, formulating or packaging

b. Formulators: An individual (whether or not employed by

Bayou Sorrel, Louisiana; at Empak, Inc. in Deer Park,
Texas; or in a testing or research laboratory, whether or
not owned by Ciba-Geigy Corporation; or

(2)  The spouses, parents, children or other relatives of the Exposed
Persons described above.

(Collectively “Settlement Class Members™). Note: If you are an
Exposed Person, you are a Settlement Class Member whether or not you
have been diagnosed with an illness. Spouses, parents, children or other
relatives are Settlement Class Members but the claims they are settling
are limited to those arising from an Exposed Person’s exposure.

Relevant Dates

Galecron® was registered for use from 1968-1989. Some Exposed

Persons may have been exposed before or after those dates.

Il. . IMPORTANT MEDICAL NOTICE
To Plant Workers, Formulators, Applicators and Other Covered

You may have an increased risk of developing bladder cancer if
you had on-the-job exposure to Galecron®. Workers exposed to
Galecron® should participate in a medical monitoring program be-
cause early detection of bladder cancer can result in more effective
treatment.

lil.  BRIEF SUMMARY OF LITIGATION

On February 8, 1994, a class action lawsuit was filed against de-
fendant, Ciba-Geigy Corporation (“Ciba-Geigy”), in Alabama State Court,
which lawsuit was later removed to the United States District Court for
the Southern District of Alabama. The Complaint, as amended, alleges
that the Settlement Class as defined above is entitled to damages for
medical monitoring and other compensation as a result of Exposed Per-
sons” exposure to Galecron®.

Ciba-Geigy has filed an Answer denying all essential allegations
of the Complaint, and asserting affirmative legal defenses. The Court
has decided that the case can proceed as a class action for purposes of
settlement only. This does not mean that the Class Representatives would
have been successful had the case gone to trial. The Court has made no
such determination, and the proposed Settlement is not to be construed
as an expression of any opinion by the Court as to the merits of any of
the claims asserted against Ciba-Geigy.

IV. PROPOSED SETTLEMENT

A Settlement has been entered into between the Class Represen-
tatives, Class Counsel and Ciba-Geigy, which will resolve all past, present
and future claims against Ciba-Geigy arising out of Exposed Persons’
exposure to Galecron®. The Settlement provides for the establishment
by Ciba-Geigy of two funds to provide medical benefits and compensa-
tion to Exposed Persons or their legal representatives.

(1).  The Medical Monitoring and Treatment Fund (“The
MMT Fund”). If the Settlement is approved, Ciba-Geigy will make an
initial deposit of $5,000,000 into the MMT Fund, and will thereafter make
additional deposits on an as-needed basis. There is no limit to the amount
of money Ciba-Geigy can be required to contribute over the life of this
Fund.

The MMT Fund will pay for a medical monitoring program de-
signed to detect at an early stage the form of bladder cancer alleged to be
associated with Galecron®: specifically, primary urothelial carcinoma
of the urinary collecting system, i.e., renal pelvis, ureter, bladder and
urethra. The MMT Fund also will pay for all medically necessary treat-
ment not paid for by Medicare or Medicaid if the Exposed Person has
been or in the future is diagnosed with such bladder cancer.

The MMT Fund will pay for medical monitoring to Exposed Per-
sons for a period of 20 years, and will pay for medical treatment until
one full year passes with no claims for treatment being filed but in no
event less than 20 years. Ciba-Geigy will have no obligation to continue
the medical monitoring and treatment program if the Settlement is not
approved. Only Exposed Persons, i.e., eligible Plant Workers, Formula-
tors, Applicators and Other Covered Workers, as defined in this Notice,
will be entitled to medical monitoring and treatment.

(2)  The Disease Compensation and Administration Fund
(“The DCA Fund”). If the Settlement is approved, Ciba-Geigy will
also make an initial deposit of $30,000,000 into the DCA Fund. In addi-
tion to medical treatment paid for by the MMT Fund, the DCA Fund will
make cash payments of up to $410,000, as set forth in more detail below,
on behalf of an Exposed Person who, after exposure to Galecron®, has
developed or in the future develops the form of bladder cancer alleged to
be associated with Galecron®: specifically, primary urothelial carcinoma
of the urinary collecting system, i.c., renal pelvis, ureter, bladder and
urethra. Cash payments will vary depending upon the Exposed Person’s
age, smoking status and participation in the health screening program.
For Exposed Persons who are non-smokers and participants in the health
screening program, the cash payments will be as follows: (a) $10,000 in
the event of treatment involving an invasive procedure (this is a one-
time payment regardless of the number of procedures); (b) up to $150,000
in the event of a radical cystectomy (bladder removal) with diversion of
the urinary tract, which amount will decrease with a person’s age to a

minimum of $10,000 if the Exposed Person is 85 years or older; and
(c) up to $250,000 in the event an Exposed Person’s death is found to be
caused by bladder cancer. which amount will decrease with age to a mini-
mum of $17,500 if the Exposed Person is 85 years or older. An Exposed
Person may collect separately for (), (b) and (c) above, so that the maxi-
mum payment to an Exposed Person is $410,000. The cash payments
described above will be reduced by 12.5% if the Exposed Person had
smoked in the five years prior to diagnosis. A separate 12.5% reduction
will be made if he or she had failed to participate in the health screening
program in each of the three years prior to diagnosis (or in each year that
the program was available, if less than three years). The DCA Fund also
will pay $1,000 to any Exposed Person who was diagnosed with hemor-
thagic cystitis within three months following exposure (this is a one-
time payment regardless of the number of manifestations). In addition,
the DCA Fund will pay for administrative costs, and class counsel’s at-
torneys’ fees, costs and expenses as determined by the Court. All cash
payments from the DCA Fund are paid only on account of a compensable
claim of an Exposed Person, i.e., an eligible Plant Worker, Formulator,
Applicator or Other Covered Worker, as defined in this Notice. Cash
payments to a spouse, parent, child or other relative will only be made if
they are the legal representative of an Exposed Person.

The benefits of the DCA Fund will continue as long as the MMT
Fund continues, or until the DCA Fund is exhausted as set forth below.
Ciba-Geigy has agreed to pay up to a maximum of $45,000,000 for the
benefits afforded by that Fund. If the DCA Fund is exhausted, Ciba-
