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Not Guilty....jury acquits C liff Schooley, Jr. of m urder

murder trial. Schooley was acquitted of charges that he intentionally shot and  
killed his father, Clifford Schooley, Sr, on February 12,2003. Schooley maintained 
from the moment that he reported the shooting that he acted in self-defense.

Tom Green County jurors returned a 
verdict of not guilty last Thursday in the 
murder trial of Cliff Schooley, Jr., after 
a four day long trial that saw conflicting 
and often emotional testimony about how 
his father, Clifford Schooley, Sr., was shot 
and killed on the family ranch.

According to two of the jurors, Velin- 
da Potts and Sherri Benson, the conflict­
ing testimony left them with unanswered 
questions and enough doubts about the 
prosecution’s case that they could not 
return a guilty verdict.

The jurors agreed early in the delib­
erating process that the elder Schooley’s 
killing was not premeditated, Potts and 
Benson told the Success. They also 
thought that testimony offered by Texas 
Ranger Sergeant Brooks Long and the 
state’s blood spatter expert Bob Hend­
erson, was confusing and indecisive.

“We were messing with a man’s life,” 
Benson stated as she explained the ju­
ry’s decision making process.” Benson 
added they the entire jury agreed that 
any decision they reached would have 
to be one they could live with. “We want­
ed to be able to go home and sleep at 
night,” she said.

The trial got under way Monday, April 
19, 2004, in the San Angelo courtroom 
of District Judge Barbara Walther. The 
case had been moved to San Angelo after 
District Attorney Stephen Lupton and 
defense attorney Kirk Hawkins agreed 
that they would have difficulty seating a 
jury in Schleicher County. Finding jurors

in San Angelo proved to be less difficult 
and the jury panel was seated by noon.

The remainder of Monday, all of Tues­
day and a large part of Wednesday morn­
ing were taken up by the prosecution as 
Lupton offered a long series of witness­
es, including Ranger Long and Bob 
Henderson, who testified that evidence 
at the crime scene was inconsistent with 
the younger Schooley’s explanation of 
events.

Lupton charged that the C liff 
Schooley, Jr. had shot and killed his fa­
ther, in hopes of taking over contract 
pumping duties on several oil wells that 
both men helped maintain. He further 
alleged that the younger Schooley had 
twice shot his father in the head, first 
from the back, then from the front while 
the victim was on the ground. Lupton 
introduced an abundance of physical 
evidence that seemed to support his 
claim, most of it supported by blood spat­
ter expert Bob Henderson.

Lupton then accused the defendant 
of rearranging the crime scene and of 
planting evidence. He said that Cliff 
Schooley, Jr. even placed a loaded and 
cocked gun in his dead father’s hand so 
the shooting would appear to have been 
done in self defense. Lupton noted, 
through Henderson’s testimony that 
while the elder Schooley’s clothes and 
body were stained with blood, the gun in 
his hand had no such blood. They even 
offered evidence that blood and tissue 
samples were recovered from inside the

barrel of the younger Schooley’s pistol.
Cliff Schooley, Jr. never denied that 

he shot his father, but he maintained 
from the very beginning that the shoot­
ing was in self-defense, a story that he 
and his lawyer Kirk Hawkins, would 
revisit time and again throughout the tri­
al.

Hawkins got his chance to offer wit­
nesses just before lunch on Wednesday, 
calling on oil man Ted Brooks, who tes­
tified that father and son had met with 
him the day before the shooting to iron 
out differences about who was going to 
provide contract pumping services for a 
group of oil wells his company owned. 
Brooks said that the men appeared to 
have worked out their differences.

Wednesday afternoon saw testimo­
ny by Frances Edmiston of Eldorado 
who told the court that she was not sur­
prised to learn that Cliff Schooley, Sr. 
had been shot.

Next, Max Courtney, a blood spatter 
expert from Ft. Worth took the stand for 
the defense. He said that the crime 
scene evidence led him to believe that 
Cliff Schooley, Jr. may very well have 
acted in self-defense.

Courtney also took issue with testi­
mony by the state’s expert witness Bob 
Henderson that blood spatter under the 
elder Schooley’s pickup bumper came 
from a gunshot while the victim was on 
the ground. Instead, Courtney said that 
the elder Schooley could have been shot 
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Dr. Lillian Perez will soon be leaving 
Schleicher County Medical Center. That 
news was made public Monday evening 
when the Schleicher County Hospital Dis­
trict board of trustees voted to accept her 
resignation. She noted in her letter that 
she is leaving due to health reasons.

The meeting was the hospital board’s 
regular monthly session. It was called 
to order by Board President Randy 
Mankin. Trustees in attendance includ­
ed Shirley Joiner, Susie Richters, J.D. 
Doyle, Frank Williams and Jim Martin. 
Trustee Ricky Fuessel was absent.

Word that Dr. Perez would be leav­
ing came after an hour-long executive 
session in which the board was joined 
by hospital consultant Andy Freeman, 
Hospital Administrator Sharon Dietz, 
Asst. Administrator Beverly Minor and 
attorney James Kosub.

The board voted unanimously to ac­

cept Perez’s resignation as soon as they 
returned to open session. They also vot­
ed to hire a physician recruitment firm 
to begin looking for another doctor.

In other business, James Kosub up­
dated the trustees on changes in over­
time rules. He noted that there will be 
very little impact on the hospital.

The trustees then approved the min­
utes for the previous month then heard a 
report from Administrator Sharon Dietz. 
Ms. Dietz advised that the a new medi­
cal insurance policy was implemented for 
the hospital district’s employees. She also 
advised that the hospital nurses station is 
being remodeled in order to provide more 
privacy, as required under the federal 
HIPPA guidelines. She also told them 
about a Volunteer Appreciation meal that 
was held last week at the X-Bar Ranch, 
catered by Brad Spradley.

regarding emissions from generators 
located near a large 3-building complex 
appear not to be a violation of his agen­
cy’s rules. “The engines aren’t of suffi­
cient horsepower to require an air qual­
ity permit,” Anderson stated.

He went on to say that YFZ Ranch 
officials indicated a “great desire to be 
compliant with state rules.”

Meanwhile, the Success obtained 
aerial photos Tuesday which reveal that 
construction at the YFZ is far from com­
plete. Foundation work appears to be un­
derway on a large structure just north 
of the current 3-building complex. And, 
a site adjacent to the new construction 
appears to have been cleared of brush 
and top soil.

The ongoing saga at the YFZ came 
into sharper focus last week when Salt 
Lake City, UT attorney Rodney Parker 
confirmed for the Success that the ranch

is affiliated with the Fundamentalist 
Church of Latter Day Saints (FLDS) a 
sect of the Mormon Church based on the 
Utah/Arizona border in the twin cities of 
Hildale and Colorado City. The funda­
mentalist group broke with the mainline 
Mormon Church over a hundred years 
ago when it turned away from the prac­
tice of plural marriages (polygamy) in 
order to obtain statehood for Utah.

Sheriff David Doran told the Suc­
cess this week that conversations he has 
had with David Allred indicate that the 
man’s story about the YFZ becoming a 
hunting retreat may be changing. “He 
says that in the beginning the ranch was 
planned as a corporate hunting retreat 
but that the plans are evolving,” Doran 
said of Allred.

For his part, Allred has made no pub­
lic statement and declines to talk to the 
Success, or any other media outlet.

State inspectors make return visit as
construction continues at YFZ Ranch

Investigators for the Texas Commis­
sion on Environmental Quality paid a 
return trip to the YFZ Ranch on Mon­
day, April 26, 2004 to address a number 
of violations of the state’s environmen­
tal code. Ricky Anderson, director of the 
TCEQ Region 8 office in San Angelo, 
told the Success Tuesday that a number 
of his personnel carried a series of in­
spections and verified some water and 
air quality violations.

Anderson said that the cement plant 
operating just north of the construction 
site was in violation of the state’s air 
quality standards and that it was ordered 
to be shut down until corrective mea­
sures could be taken. Also, violations of 
the on-site septic system were identified 
as well as a failure to obtain a permit to 
for construction related to storm water 
discharge.

Anderson explained that concerns

Fifty Years of Dancing at the Stampede
Hoyle Nix loved western stuff. 

He was a cowboy at heart. In May 
of 1954 when he opened his dance 
hall in Big Spring, he decided to call 
it THE STAMPEDE. It became a 
monument to Saturday night danc­
es.

Hoyle was a legendary western 
musician. He was a fiddle player and 
had a band that played for weekly 
dances in Brownfield, San Angelo, 
Sweetwater, Abilene and Big Spring. 
Hoyle’s song, BIG BALLS IN 
COWTOWN, was played on radio 
stations across the nation and has 
since been recorded by George Strait 
and Asleep At The Wheel. Hoyle’s 
death in 1985 was mentioned on 
NBC’s Nightly News.

Hoyle’s son Jody, who owns the 
Stampede now, and has a success- 
fill musical career of his own, was 
two years old when the dance hall 
opened.

“I was there, but 11 don’t re­
member much,” says Jody. “It 
opened on May 8, 1954. Eleven 
hundred people paid to get in. I 
think the cover charge was a dol­
lar or a dollar and a half.”

When it opened, there were no 
tables, just benches around the 
wall.

People came there to dance.

There was a red line painted on 
the floor.

If they weren’t dancing, they 
had to stand behind the red line. 
The tables were added in 1957 or 
58. That cut down on the size of 
the dance floor, but people could 
have a place to sit. There has nev­
er been any alcohol sold at the 
Stampede. Jody says it’s always 
been a family place.

In the beginning, men couldn’t 
wear their hats on the dance floor 
and their shirt tails had to be tucked 
in. Any man violating this rule was 
approached by the floor bouncer, 
usually an off-duty deputy sheriff..

The old dance floor has a few 
wobbles and warped spots in it 
now. Every once in awhile Jody has 
to get a hammer and knock a few 
nails down. But there’s been many 
a boot sole scooted across that 
floor in fifty years.

The Stampede has had birthday 
parties, wedding receptions and 
homecoming dances. When it was 
built, the walls were not finished.

Hoyle just left it that way and it’s 
like that now.

“The Stampede is not a fancy 
place,” says Jody. “It was built to 
dance in. It wasn’t built for looks.”

Thousands o f people have 
learned how to dance the Cotton- 
Eyed Joe, the Texas Two-Step, Put 
Your Little Foot, Waltzes, Schot- 
tisches, the Paul Jones and all kinds 
of western dances at the Stam­
pede. Jody says a million people 
have danced there.

Some well known musicians 
have played at the Stampede. Bob 
Wills was there 4 or 5 times a year 
until he had his stroke in the late 
sixties.

But people went there mostly 
to hear Hoyle Nix and His West 
Texas Cowboys, which were 
known all over the state.

Since 1996 Jody has put togeth­
er an occasional reunion of some 
of the original members of Hoyle’s 
band. When that happens, the place 
is packed with people of all ages. 
Last November’s reunion was a 
sellout.

Jody Nix and his Texas Cow­
boys played until 1:30 AM and 
didn’t want to stop then. Jody is 
planning a big 50th anniversary 
celebration at the Stampede May 
15th.

Saturday, June 12 will host this 

year’s county festival, but it will 
no longer be called Schleicher 
County Day. In an effort to draw 
more folks in from out of town, the 
event has been renamed Eldorado 
Land Rush Day.

“Most folks in Texas identify 
8  events with towns instead of coun­

ties,” Leonard Wideman com­
mented.

Wideman, president of the El­
dorado Chamber of Commerce, 
was on hand to explain the name 
change. “We wanted Eldorado to

get some exposure for something 
historical and memorable.

We don’t have an Alamo hero 
(besides they’re all taken), but we 
were famous for one thing: the land 
rush.”

Early in Eldorado’s history, set­
tlers were encouraged to move 
west by means of offering land to 
the first ones who could stake a 
claim.

This year’s event will host a 
parade at 9 a m., with vendors and 
entertainers on the courthouse 
square at 10 a m. This year’s pa­

rade boasts a contest: a CASH 
PRIZE. Entry fees are $5; the 
most entertaining parade entry 
“stakes its claim” in Eldorado Land 
Rush history and takes home the 
cash.

The Eldorado Chamber is tak­
ing suggestions for games and ac­
tivities for this year’s event.

while he was standing and that the 
blood spatter came when his body 
fell to the ground.

On cross examination, D.A. 
Lupton got Courtney to agree that 
the crime scene could have been 
rearranged after the shooting. He 
continued to maintain, however, 
that while there were some dis- 
crepancies between the crime 
scene evidence and Cliff Shooley’s 

, version of events, the differences 
didn’t automatically mean that the 
younger Schooley had killed his 
father in cold blood. \

A series of character witness­
es then took the stand for the de­
fense. Dan Halhert and William 
Edmiston of Eldorado, Roger Pow­
ell of Miles, and Maggie Davis of 
San Angelo all testified as to their 

$  knowledge of the two Schooley 
men. Immediate family members 
also testified. Gabe Schooley of 
Menard and Ericka Schooley of 
Mesquite each testified that their 
father, Cliff Schooley, Jr., had suf­
fered from years of abuse by his 
father. Likewise, his wife Donna 
Schooley told the jurors that her 
husband had learned to walk away 
from his father when he began 

^  acting erratically.
In a surprise move, C liff 

Schooley, Jr. then took the stand 
to testify. He told the court that 
he and his father had a rocky re­
lationship. At one point, a photo 
showing his father pointing a pis­
tol at him was displayed for the 
jury. Earlier in the trial, Cliff 
Schooley’s sister testified that her 
father was a big joker and that the 

ft, photo reflected one of those mo­
ments.

Cliff Schooley, Jr. further testi­
fied that he was glad that he and 
his father had met with Ted Brooks 
and reached an agreement that his 
father would return to taking care 
of the oil wells. He said that would 
leave him time to spend with his 
granddaughter and to train border 
collies, two things he said he really 

#  enjoys.
As for what happened during 

the shooting he replied, “I have had 
a kajillion things go through my 
mind and I have tried to forget it.”

Under cross examination from 
Stephen Lupton Schooley was un­
able to recall exact details about 
the confrontation in which he shot 
and killed his father. He did say, 
however, that the elder Schooley 

^  was armed with a revolver and that 
when his father cocked the gun he 
turned his head and began shoot­
ing until the gun stopped.

It was explained earlier in the 
trial that Schooley’s gun was 
jammed when he turned it over to 
authorities.

He said that after gun stopped

firing he turned his head back to 
see his father falling. Schooley said 
he went to his father and removed 
his revolver from his grip, just as 
he had been taught when he earned 
his license to carry a firearm. “You 
are taught to assess the threat and 
defuse the situation,” he told Lup­
ton.

Defense attorney Kirk Hawk­
ins told the jury during his closing 
remarks that the murder case had 
been tough on the entire Schooley 
family. He admitted that some of 
the evidence at the crime scene 
didn’t add up but dismissed it say­
ing, “It was just a mess. It was just 
a mess.”

Hawkins concluded by saying 
that, in the end there was no proof 
beyond a reasonable doubt that his 
client intentionally killed his father. 
“There is no physical evidence to 
bear that out,” Hawkins said.

District Attorney Stephen Lup­
ton thanked the jury for their ser­
vice, pointing out that it was a dif­
ficult case, filled with blood and 
violence. He then asked the jurors 
to focus on the crime scene and 
look carefully at the things that

didn’t match the defendant’s claim 
of self-defense.

“He wanted to hood wink Rang­
er Long, the Schleicher County 
officers, Dr. Sridhar and Mr. Hend­
erson. Don’t let him hood wink 
you,” Lupton told the jury.

“Look at the scene, look at the 
evidence and look at the creditabil­
ity of the defendant.. .and you’ll 
find him guilty of murder,” Lupton 
concluded.

After five and a half hours of 
deliberation, the jury returned with 
a verdict of not guilty. During the 
excitement that followed in the 
courtroom, as some of Schooley’s 
family members celebrated, and 
others wept, a nurse was called in 
to assist Schooley, who was report­
edly overcome by it all.

A few minutes later, as friends 
and family gathered in front of the 
courthouse to await Schooley, his 
attorney noted that he and his fam­
ily would be fine. “They are just 
thankful that it is over, “ Hawkins 
said.

Moments later, Schooley, his 
wife Donna, son Gabe and daugh­
ter Ericka emerged from the build-

ing. There on the steps he was 
greeted by jurors Velinda Potts and 
Sherri Benson. Schooley stopped, 
took off his hat, placed it over his 
heart and bowed to the women. 
The group then exchanged hugs 
before Schooley headed back to 
his home on the family ranch in 
Schleicher County.

Following the trial, both attor­
neys offered their thanks to the 
jurors, witnesses and investigators.

For his part District Attorney 
Stephen Lupton told the Success 
that although he had a case with a 
strong crime scene evidence it’s 
difficult to get a conviction when 
there are complex family relation­
ships involved.

“I appreciate the hard work of 
the Schleicher County Sheriff’s 
Department and Ranger Brooks 
Long,” Lupton said. “They did an 
outstanding job but the jury saw 
things differently and that’s the 
way our justice system works.

hospital had made a financial con­
tribution toward the cookout.

Trustee J.D. Doyle asked if the 
upgrade of the hospital’s Kronos 
computerized time clock system is 
nearing completion. He was told 
that a dedicated server has been 
installed that the upgrade should be 
complete by Friday, April 30.

The board then reviewed the 
district’s financial records. It was 
noted that some $ 11,000 of the dis­
trict’s tax subsidy went unused dur­
ing the month of March. Andy Free­
man reported that the annual audit 
should be complete by next month’s 
meeting. Beverly Minor reported 
that the annual Tobacco Settlement 
funds had been received and that 
the district had been reimbursed by 
Shannon Hospital for an indigent 
patient the district had paid for. It 
was noted that the patient later 
qualified for Medicaid and SC­
MC’s payment was returned by 
Shannon.

As usual, the board reviewed 
the bad debt listing. The trustees 
then voted to w rite-off some 
$15,659.65. It was noted that 
SCMC personnel will continue to 
try to collect the money but that it 
will no longer be carried on the 
books as a receivable.

One item of note, the trustees 
reviewed a decline in the number 
of nursing home residents. Cur­
rently the facility has 10 vacant 
beds.

Board President Randy Man- 
kin said that a large number of long­
term residents had kept the hospi­
tal’s administration and trustees 
from noticing a changing trend in 
the nursing home industry, a trend 
toward increased homecare and 
shorter nursing home stays. With 
the passing of many of those long­
term residents the trend, that led 
to the closure of several area nurs­
ing homes is finally being felt here, 
Mankin said.

The meeting ended with the 
routine reappointment of staff 
members Gordon McGee, M.D 
and W. Gordy Day, M.D. The 
board’s next meeting will be Mon­
day, May 24,2004.

Schleicher County Commis­
sioners met Monday, April 26,2004 
and took up the subject of Civic 
Center fees. County Agent Scott 
Edmonson and Deputy Clerk Bren­
da Mayfield met with the men 
briefly about the subject and rec­
ommended making some slight 
changes to the wording of the fee 
schedule.

The commissioners agreed and 
changed the wording regarding rent­
al and clean-up of pens. They chose 
to leave the $500 fee for pen rental 
in place due to the liability involved 
in moving the pens as well as sand 
for the floor. It was noted, however, 
that anyone renting the building could 
bring their own pens and sand, so 
long as the sand was properly dis­
posed of after the rental period.

Johnny Griffin with Commission­
ers Bill Clark, Kirk Griffin and Matt 
Brown in attendance. Commission­
er Johnny Mayo was absent for the 
first part of the meeting but joined 
the group after lunch.

In other business, the men met 
with City Administrator Randy 
Mankin regarding a minor amend­
ment to a proposed interlocal 
agreement between the city and 
county. The commissioners voted 
in favor of the change and Mankin 
said he would present it to the City 
Council at their next meeting.

The court then voted to accept 
a bid, solicited by Commissioner 
Matt Brown, from Tom Castello to 
paint the little league baseball field 
fence and back stops. The bid quot­
ed was $4,000.00. It was noted 
that National Oil Field Supply do­
nated 24 gallons of paint to the El­
dorado Youth Baseball League for 
use in this job. A bid of $7,200 was 
rejected from Larry Monroe.

Treasurer Karen Henderson 
spoke up for the golf club and re­
quested the county fix pot holes 
around golf cart shed Bill Clark 
also requested the county put some 
road base around the helicopter

pad at the hospital. County Road 
Superintendent Clay Burelson stat­
ed his crews would attend to both 
matters.

Sheriff Doran was present to 
explain the State Vine Services. A 
video was shown to the court ex­
plaining the crime victim tracking 
service and the $23,600 grant funds 
attached to the project that the 
county may access. County Clerk 
Peggy Williams was concerned 
about several aspects of the pro­
gram. Sheriff Doran told the court 
this service would provide crime 
victims current information by tele­
phone on the custody status of an 
offender. No action was taken 
pending more information regard­
ing liability and any added expense 
for the county.

Judge Griffin noted that the 
cemetery chapel construction was 
still encountering problems. He said 
the contractor is still seeking bids 
and contractors for different stag­
es of the project. It has been over 
a year since the county voted to 
build the cemetery chapel and com­
mit $50,000.00 to the project. It 
was reported that the cemetery 
chapel committee has received

over $20,000 in donations and are 
waiting to purchase pews and fans 

'when construction begins.
Judge Griffin also told the court 

Ruben Minor had just finish build­
ing a cabinet for the storage of the 
new public address system at the 
Civic Center. #

An agenda item regarding im­
plementation of an authorized 
agent for septic systems in the 
county was briefly discussed by the 
commissioners. However, the item 
was dropped until all commission­
ers could be present before a de­
cision was made.

The commissioners then dis­
cussed hiring a paving contractor 
to pave 15 miles of county roads .^  
The county currently has only 
$ 16,000 in their budget for paving.

County Clerk Peggy Williams 
reported that she had collected fees 
totaling $ 12,469.11 in the month of 
March. She said the money came 
mostly from fees charged to land 
men doing research on oil & gas 
properties in the county.

The meeting ended with Trea­
surer Karen Henderson present-# 
ing the court with bills and her end- 
of-quarter report.
