Temple at YFZ Ranch

FLDS has never before built a temple

Sources close to Prophet Warren
Jeffs of the Fundamentalist Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints tell the
Success that the reclusive leader is plan-
ning to build a temple here in Schleicher
County similar in size and scope to the
one originally built by Mormon founder
Joseph Smith in Nauvoo, Illinois.

“Warren has gone too far,” one Utah
man said on condition of anonymity.
“He thinks he is God, so he has to have
a temple.”

Aerial photos of the YFZ Ranch show
a massive foundation under construction
just west of the already completed meet-
ing hall. The footprint of the foundation
roughly matches that of the original
Nauvoo temple.

A recent round of rumors that Jeffs
was forecasting the end of the world
sometime near the end of December and
therefore called a halt to construction
at the ranch was debunked by the latest
photos which show work progressing
on a number of structures. (See Aerial
Overview on Page 5)

Also clearly evident in the photos is
a new fire truck and a large shipment
of propane tanks, apparently intended
for the various buildings on the ranch.
A large stone quarry is evident, as well
as a stone cutting area near the temple
foundation where numbers of smoothly
cut limestones can be seen near the huge

stone saw.

Ben Bistline, long-time critic of the
FLDS and author of The Polygamists.
A History of Colorado City, Arizona
tells the Success that the construction
of a temple at Eldorado will bring a new
dynamic to the FLDS story. “This will
have serious repercussions,” Bistline
said. “Warren building a temple means
this will be a bigger and more permanent
move than I would have anticipated.”

Author Jon Krakauer agrees. “This
is a significant development,” Krakauer
told the Success on Tuesday. “The fun-
damentalists have never before built a
temple. Warren Jeffs is proving to be a
different kind of prophet.”

Krakauer, who wrote Under the Ban-

ner of Heaven, cited Mormon prophecy
that “the destructions” will begin with

the laying of the temple cornerstone. “I
can’t tell you exactly what this means
for Eldorado,” Krakauer added. “Just
that it’s very significant”

Editor’s note: As has been the case
since the YFZ Ranch story broke here in
March, no one currently affiliated with
the FLDS church is willing to comment
on the record. The Success has repeat-
edly sought the comment of church
leaders and continues to seek input
from Prophet Warren Jeffs or any of

Commissioners approve moving
Dist. Courtroom to Memorial Bldg.

The Schleicher County Commis-
sioners court met Monday, November
8, 2004, and, among other business,
discussed using the Memorial Building
to hold District Court. County Judge
Johnny Griffin explained that Dist.
Judge Barbara Walther is unhappy with
the current court room, located on the
2nd floor of the courthouse. He noted
that the lack of an elevator renders the
room inaccessible to people with dis-
abilities and the poor heating and lack of
air conditioning makes the room uncom-
fortable most months of the year.

Griffin said that he had met with
Walther and had agreed to relocate the
court room to the Memorial Building.
“I hope that’s OK with y’all,” Griffin
said. “I told her we would do whatever
she needed.”

One concern was the need to renovate
the women’s rest room in the Memorial
Building, especially replacing the door
in order to make it handicap accessible.
Griffin said that the doorway would
need to be widened to accommodate
wheelchairs and that a hallway would be
constructed connecting the rest room to

the Woman’s Club Room, which would
be used as a Jury Room.

County Clerk Peggy Williams ex-
plained that setting the building up for
a court would take awhile but that it
had been done before and that things
had worked well then. Williams noted
that she thought Judge Walther would
transfer any long jury trials to San
Angelo so that the could be held in her
courtroom there.

The commissioners expressed no

objection to the move.

The meeting was the first of the
month for the commissioners and was
called to order at 9:18 a.m. by Judge
Griffin with commissioners Bill Clark,
Johnny Mayo, Kirk Griffin and Matt
Brown in attendance.

The men approved the minutes of
the Oct. 25, 2004 meeting then met
with County Agent Scott Edmonson
regarding the search for a Family and
Consumer Science agent to replace
Nancy Lester, who retired last year.
Also discussed was the annual Game
Dinner which was held in the County

State school board adds marriage
definition to health textbook

AUSTIN — The presidential
election was not the only vote last
week in which the Rs prevailed
over the Ds in Texas.

On Friday, members of the
State Board of Education fol-
lowed party lines in voting 10-4
to approve middle school health
textbooks after publisher Holt,
Rinehart and Winston agreed to
change them to say that marriage
is “a lifelong union between a
husband and a wife.”

In other words, the texts most
Texas sixth- to eighth-graders will
be studying will not even broach
the concept of gay marriage.

The four Democratic members
of the board voted against the
adoption. In approving high school
health texts, the vote was 13-1.

Before winning the approval,
the publisher had agreed to change
the reference to marriage, but
declined to make many other
changes in areas dealing with
relationships.

The textbooks now go on the
state’s list of “conforming” titles.
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State money can be used to pur-
chase either conforming or non-
conforming textbooks, but school
districts usually stick to those
judged to be conforming.

Craddick says he’ll stay...

~ Almost lost amid all the news
about the presidential election last
week, House Speaker Tom Crad-
dick announced on Wednesday
that he has enough votes to preside
over the lower chamber for another
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two years.

Craddick (R-Midland) released
a list of 119 members or member-
elects who he says will vote for

-him as speaker when the Legisla-

ture convenes in January.

Promising in a written state-
ment to lead the House “with a
fair, even hand,” Craddick said that
no one would be “shut out of the
legislative process.”

Voters shut out some...

Craddick couldn’t speak for the
Texas electorate, which did vote to
shut a few incumbents out of the
legislative process.

In Travis County, Republican
House Rep. Jack Stick, serving his
first term, lost narrowly to Demo-
cratic candidate Mark Strama.

In Houston, the race pitting
longtime Republican Rep. Tal-
madge Heflin and Democrat chal-
lenger Hubert Vo, a Vietnam na-
tive, was still hinging on a count
of absentee ballots ongoing on
Monday.

Heflin has served 11 terms
in the House and is chair of the
House Appropriations Committee,
the group at the heart of the state
budget-making process.

The House will have 87 Re-
publicans and 63 Democrats if Vo
wins, though that GOP margin
could drop by one if a requested
recount affects the outcome of
the race between narrow winner
Republican Rep. Todd Baxter
and Democratic challenger Kelly
White in Travis County.

“District of Travis”...

Years ago, singer Michael
Martin Murphy said he didn’t live
in Texas, he lived in Austin. And
Austin is in Travis County, which
some had quipped may as well call
itself the District of Travis.

Showing that it is a bit different
from the rest of the state, Travis
County went for Democratic presi-
dential candidate Sen. John Kerry,
giving him 56 percent of the vote.

President Bush carried the state,
of course. He got 61.14 percent of
the vote statewide, compared to
38.24 percent for Kerry. Other than
Travis County, Kerry did best in
South Texas along the border, El
Paso and the Beaumont area.

School trustees get update on No Child Left Behind Act

Suzanne Johnson, SCISD Eng-
lish as a Second Language teacher
gave a presentation Monday eve-
ning to members of the Schleicher
County ISD board of trustees on
the district’s results under the Texas
English Language Proficiency As-
sessment, a requirement of the No
Child Left Behind Act of 2001.

Ms. Johnson advised the board
that, of the district’s 578 students,
there are presently 68 who fall un-
der this program. She noted that 25
of the students are in Elementary,
18 in Middle School and 25 in High

School. She explained that her job
requires her to test the students
proficiency and understanding of
the English language.

The meeting was the board’s
regularly scheduled session and
was called to order by Board Presi-
dent Jo Helen Kotsch. Trustees
present for the meeting included
Eddie Albin, John Paul Joiner,
Jan Wanoreck, Lupe Sanchez and
Kurtis Homer.

SCISD Business Manager Ray
Ballew was on hand to review the
district’s financial reports with
the board. He reported over $1.3
million of the school’s property
tax revenue has been received and
noted the district fund balance
stood at $1,272.,499.00 as of Octo-
ber 31, 2004.

The trustees reviewed Ballew’s
numbers then approved all finan-
cial reports as well as the minutes
of the Oct. 11, 2004 meeting.

In other business, the board ap-
proved a shared service agreement
with the Menard Special Education
Cooperative for the 2004-2005
school year. Ballew advised the
trustees that the cooperative has
refunded $17,500.00 to SCISD
because of frugal operation of the
program.

Next, a bid of $18,928.00 was
accepted for a 2005 Silverado
Regular Cab, 3/4 ton pickup. The
vehicle is equipped with an au-
tomatic transmission and work
truck package, as well as a large
V-8 engine and towing package.
