Local lawmen join search 
for Prophet’s child bride
Girl declines help from  authorities

4# Sheriff David Doran and Chief Dep­
uty George Arispe traveled to Colorado 
and Utah last week planning on meet­
ing with law enforcement officials in 
the two Rocky Mountain states. Before 
the trip was over, however, they found 
themselves participating in a missing 
person investigation and searching for 
an alleged child bride of Prophet War­
ren Jeffs, self-appointed leader of the 
Fundamentalist Church of Latter Day 
Saints.

As Doran and Arispe met with Mon­
tezuma County Sheriff Joey Chavez in 
Cortez Colorado word reached them 
that a missing person report had been 
filed in Utah and Arizona by Suzanne 
Jessop Johnson, a Colorado City, Ari­
zona woman who told officials that her 
sister, 17-year-old Janetta Jessop, had 
telephoned her asking for help in escap­
ing from the FLDS. Johnson said that 
before she could arrange to meet with 

fet her sister, the girl disappeared.
Sheriff Doran and Deputy Arispe 

concluded their business in Colorado 
where they met 
with officers from 
multiple jurisdic­
tions and traveled 
into the foothills 
of the San Juan 
Mountains to take 
a look at a recently 

^  discovered FLDS 
com pound near 
the town of Man- 
cos. The local law­
men were accom­
panied there by 
Lt. Steve Harmon, 
a detective with 
the M ontezum a 
County Sheriff’s 
Dept, and Deputy 

^  Tax Assessor Scott
Davis.

It was Davis 
who f irs t  grew  
suspicious of the 
FLDS d e v e lo p ­
ments at Mancos 
when he was de­
nied en try  into 
buildings being 
e rec ted  on the 

i f  property. Davis
noted the p ro p ­
erty had been pur­
chased by David 

Allred of Utah, who told officials 
there, just as he did here in Schleicher 
County, that he intended to build a 
corporate hunting retreat. When Davis 
did a “Google” search for Allred on 
the Internet, he discovered numerous 
Eldorado Success articles about the 

^ man and his connection with the YFZ 
Ranch near Eldorado. It was then that 
Davis contacted law enforcement offi­
cials in Cortez and the connection was 
made between Texas and Colorado law 
enforcement agencies.

As Doran and Arispe concluded their 
visit in Cortez, more developments in 
the Janetta Jessop missing person case 
reached them, giving the men their first 
indication that the case had a direct link 

I; to Schleicher County. The following 
day, they found themselves in Hildale/ 
Colorado City, the FLDS stronghold 
that straddles the Utah/Arizona border. 
There they met and interviewed Suzanne 
Jessop Johnson seeking information 
about here missing sister.

While Doran declines to disclose 
details of his meeting with Johnson 
he tells the Success that he found her 

^  to be “very credible” and said that her 
statements to him were “in line” with 
reports she filed with Utah and Arizona 
law enforcement officials.

Private Investigator Sam Brower,

Janetta Jessop, pictured here when 
she was 12, was the subject o f a 
missing person investigation after her 
sister, Suzanne Johnson of Colorado 
City, AZ, ca lled  police expressing 
concern for her well being. Authorities 
believe Miss Jessop was married FLDS 
Prophet Warren Jeffs last year, a t age 
16. She reportedly called her sister last 
week asking for help, bu t declined 
assitance when investigators located 
her in C-City on Tuesday.

who assisted Johnson in filing the miss­
ing person reports, met with Doran and 
Arispe and took them to an undisclosed 
location where they interviewed John­
son about her sister.

Brower tells the Success that Su­
zanne Johnson first became concerned 
for her sister in 2003 when, on her 16th 
birthday, she disappeared. “Her room 
was cleared out and there were no signs 
that she had ever lived there,” Brower 
said. “Suzanne’s parents wouldn’t tell 
her where Janetta had gone. They would 
only say that she was fine.”

A new twist in the story developed 
last week when Suzanne received a 
phone call from Janetta, Brower said.

“She told Suzanne that she had been 
living in Texas where her daily routine 
consisted of getting up early and feed­
ing the chickens,” Brower stated. “Then 
she told Suzanne, ‘You know I’m mar­
ried,’ but refused to say who she was 
married to.”

At that point Janetta Jessop reportedly 
told her sister she “couldn’t stand it any­

more” and asked for 
her help in escap­
ing. “She said she 
was visiting family 
in Short Creek (C- 
City/Hildale) and 
asked if  Suzanne 
would pick her up,” 
Brower said. “Su­
zanne said ‘tell me 
when and where’ 
and Janetta  told 
her she would call 
back as soon as 
she gathered her 
belongings. Then 
she asked Suzanne 
not to tell their par­
ents.”

Suzanne John­
son would not hear 
from  her s is te r  
again for nearly a 
week. Instead, she 
received a phone 
call from her moth­
er the next day say­
ing that she should 
forget about what 
she and her sister 
discussed the day 
before. “Her moth­
er told Suzanne 
that she couldn’t 

see Janetta because she and Warren had 
to hide out now because he’s trying to 
•avoid being served a summons in a civil 
lawsuit,” Brower stated. That was the 
first acknowledgement anyone had made 
that Janetta Jessop was married to FLDS 
Prophet Warren Jeffs, Brower said.

Utah authorities declined to join 
the investigation after Janetta Jessop’s 
parents told them by phone that the girl 
was okay. Arizona officials, however 
continued to push forward their investi­
gation even as Sheriff Doran and Chief 
Deputy Arispe returned to Texas intent 
on searching for Jessop here.

A Jsreak in the case came Tuesday, 
November 16, 2004, when private in­
vestigator Sam Brower spotted Janetta 
Jessop riding in a car with her mother. 
He notified Arizona investigators who 
quickly picked up the girl and took her 
to their newly opened Victim Assistance 
Center on the outskirts of Colorado City. 
Janetta Jessop refused to cooperate, 
however, declining to answer questions 
about her alleged plural marriage to 
Jeffs or her time here in Texas.

“It’s very frustrating,” Sheriff Doran 
told the Success Wednesday morning, 

“You work hard on one of these cases, 
and you know what’s going on, then the 
victim refuses to cooperate. Now we’re 
back to square one.”

Sales tax rebates indicate economic growth
(Austin)—Texas Comptroller Carole 

Keeton Strayhorn said today that state 
sales tax collections rose in October by 
8 percent compared to October 2003. 
The state’s October sales tax revenue 
was $1.29 billion. Strayhorn today sent 
$417.8 million in November sales tax re­
bates to cities, counties, transit systems 
and special purpose taxing districts, 
up 6.2 percent compared to November 
2003.

“Sales tax collections continue to 
grow as this economic bumper crop of 
a year enters the crucial fourth quarter 
for Texas businesses and the holiday 
shopping season,” Strayhorn said.

But the Comptroller’s Fall 2004 eco­
nomic forecast calls for slower economic 
growth during the next three years. 
Texas’ gross state product is expected 
to grow at an average annual rate of 3.3 
percent during calendar years 2005, 
2006 and 2007, down from the previous 
forecast of 4.2 percent average annual 
growth.

Strayhorn today sent Texas cities 
$286.2 million in sales tax allocations, 
up 5.5 percent compared to November

2003. So far this calendar year, city 
sales tax allocations are up 7.8 percent 
compared to the same time period last 
year. Texas counties received Novem­
ber sales tax allocations of $23.8 mil­
lion, up 8.4 percent compared to one 
year ago. For the calendar year-to-date, 
county sales tax allocations are running 
8.4 percent ahead of 2003. Eighty-six 
special purpose taxing districts around 
the state received $11.4 million in sales 
tax, up 9.3 percent compared to last 
November. Nine local transit systems 
received $96.4 million in November 
sales tax rebates, up 7.3 percent com­
pared to a year ago. •

October state sales tax collections 
and November sales tax allocations to 
local governments represent September 
sales reported to the Comptroller in 
October by monthly tax filers and July, 
August and September sales reported to 
the Comptroller in October by quarterly 
tax filers.

Locally, the numbers were even 
more impressive with the tax rebate 
for Schleicher County climbing to 
$11,588.08, up 58.47 percent over

the same period one year ago. The 
Schleicher County Health Services Tax, 
which the county uses to fund the am­
bulance service, grew by 67.55 percent 
to $11,319.27. Meanwhile the City of 
Eldorado received $8,790.90, up 24.24 
percent from the same period last year.

ment defining marriage as a sanc­
tioned relationship open only to 
male-female couples. That will 
assure Texas plenty of national 
media attention.

Other prefiled bills would create 
a school voucher system, allow law 
enforcement officers to set up DWI 
check points, install a business 
activity tax to replace the existing 
franchise tax, restore funding for 
low-cost children’s health insur­
ance (as well as those who are em­
ployed but poor) and require record 
votes in the House and Senate.
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Supreme Court judge named...
Gov. Rick Perry has appointed 

Houstonian David Medina, his 
former legal counsel, to the Texas 
Supreme Court.

Medina will fill the vacancy 
created when Perry elevated Wal­
lace Jefferson to chief justice to 
replace Tom Phillips, who retired 4  
earlier this year.

• The 46-year-old Medina served 
as a district judge in Harris County 
from 1996 to 2000.

“This is a highly qualified jurist 
who has lived his life in a way that 
is admirable,” Perry said after an­
nouncing Medina’s appointment.

“I let his record speak for itself.”
Two years after he left the ^  

bench, Medina was charged with 
driving while intoxicated. His 
trial ended in a hung jury. Medina 
pleaded guilty to making an im­
proper lane change, paid a fine and 
the original charge was dismissed, 
the Houston Chronicle reported.

Heflin-Vo race update...
H arris County election of­

ficials have declared Democrat ^  
Hubert Vo the winner in a close 
race against 11-term incumbent 
Rep. Talmadge Heflin, but Heflin 
is expected to request a recount or 
file a challenge.

Once absentee and provisional 
ballots had been reviewed, Harris 
County officials said that Vo led 
Heflin 20,693 to 20,662, a differ­
ence of only 31 votes.

The final outcome has im- ^  
plications well beyond Houston.
Heflin is chairman of the House 
Appropriations Committee, one 
of the most powerful posts in the 
Legislature.

Changing retirement rules...
During the last legislative ses­

sion, lawmakers passed a bill pro­
viding for a golden parachute for 
state employees willing to retire 
early. Those who qualified could 
leave with a one-time payment 
amounting to 25 percent of their 
annual salary.

Now the buzz is that some 
thought is being given to an op­
posite strategy: changing the Em­
ployee Retirement System’s Rule 
of 80 (a state employee can retire i f  
his age and years of service add up 
to 80) to a Rule of 85. Unless the 
change comes with a grandfather 
clause, that could postpone quite a 
few state employee retirements.

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TxDOT keeps state’s roadways open for business
Statewide, the Texas Depart­

ment of Transportation (TxDOT) 
spends more of its budget on 
maintenance of roadways than any 
other category.

“We’re perceived as a big road­
building machine,” Mike Behrens 
said, the executive director who 
oversees the state’s transportation 
system. “The reality is that we 
spend more resources on making 
sure the roads, bridges and rest 
areas that we already have are kept 
in the best possible shape for the 
traveling public.”

Texas’ roads and bridges rep­
resent a $50 billion investment in 
the basics that keep people and 
goods moving safely throughout 
the state. During 2003, TxDOT re­
surfaced nearly 27,000 lane miles 
of highway, more than 14 percent 
of the state highway system; filled 
nearly 700,000 potholes; mowed 
1.8 million acres of grass; picked 
up 450,000 cubic yards of litter; 
repaired 1.3 million linear feet of 
guard rail, and applied 260 million 
linear feet of high way striping and 
reflective beading.

For daily maintenance of exist­
ing highways, TxDOT devotes 46 
percent of the department’s work­
force to this job function. TxDOT 
also contracts highway construc­
tion companies for major projects 
such as roadway rehabilitation 
projects.

Last year a total of $5,287,407 
was spent on maintenance expens­
es for the 3,253 centerline miles in 
the 15 counties in the San Angelo 
District, including $1,258,842 for 
roadway m aterials; $1,688,847 
for highway maintenance such as 
equipment, supplies, fuel, training; 
and $2,339,718 for maintenance 
contracts involving highway reha­
bilitation, mowing, and picnic/rest 
area. From the overall amount ded­
icated to maintenance expenses, 
the total for Sutton and Schleicher 
Counties was R519,544.

Maintenance work in the San 
Angelo District is accomplished by 
140 employees in a district of 288 
employees that includes 15 main- 

, tenance crew members Sutton and 
Schleicher Counties.

The San Angelo District Engi­
neer Walter McCullough explained 
that maintenance employees’ re­
sponsibilities involve more than 
pothole and guard rail repair. He 
described these employees as the 

“unsung heroes in our state’s trans­
portation system because they re-

spond to emergency situations 24 
hours a day that can involve all 
kinds of weather conditions.”

“In addition to daily mainte­
nance repairs, our maintenance 
crews work beyond the normal 
work day when they assist in 
traffic control at wrecks or dur­
ing floods or range fires,” Mc­
Cullough said. For example, on 
Oct. 11 a maintenance mechanic 
from the Leakey M aintenance 
Section was honored at the annual 
engineers’ conference in College 
Station for his efforts in saving 
the lives o f two Real County 
residents. Frank Munsinger was 
awarded the “prestigious” Extra 
Mile Award, according to the 
district engineer. This award rec­
ognizes the efforts of employees 
who place the lives of motorists 
above their own safety during 
crisis along the highway.

In April Munsinger rescued a 
Leakey businéss owner and her 
13-year old daughter during a flood 
at the Frio River in Real County. 
Around 4 a.m. the mechanic was 
assisting other Leakey M ainte­
nance crew members by setting 
barriers at low-water crossings 
when the mother and daughter’s 
van stalled in the middle of the 
crossing in water that had reached 
the two-foot flood line. Munsinger 
moved his service truck to stop the 
van from floating down the river 
and helped the stranded motorists

Eldorado-Divide SWCD to hold meeting on 
environmental quality incentives program

The Eldorado-Divide Soil and 
Water Conservation District will 
hold a Program Development 
Group Meeting, concerning the 
2004 Environm ental Q uality 
Incentives Program, on Tuesday, 
November 23, 2004 at 1:30 p.m. 
in the Civic Center in Eldorado. 
A Local Work Group meeting will 
immediately follow this meeting.

This purpose of the meeting 
is to get input from farm ers, 
ranchers and other conservation 
minded individuals and agencies 
concerning natural resource pri­
orities within Schleicher County. 
The group will also provide input

on how they would like to see fed­
eral cost-share dollars spent within 
the county. Cost-share practices as 
well as cost-share rates will also 
be discussed.

This Program Development 
Group will provide information 
to the Local Conservation Work 
Group for consideration. The Lo­
cal Work Group consists of the Soil 
and Water Conservation District 
Directors, FSA County Commit­
teemen, County Extension Agent, 
Farm Service Agency and the 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Service. The input provided to the 
Local Work Group is valuable in

determining the type of conser­
vation program to be carried out 
in 2004.

Each Texas county will receive 
a base EQIP allocation of ap­
proximately $114,000. The Local 
Work Group and the Designated 
Conservationist will ultimately 
decide what the primary resource 
concern is for the Schleicher 
County and which conservation 
practices will be approved to ad­
dress the concern. All farmers, 
ranchers and other agriculture, 
wildlife related entities and wel­
come to attend. Your input will 
be greatly appreciated.

$6.98 million in tax refund checks awaiting 
correct mailing addresses for Texas residents

DALLAS - How do you not 
miss a tax refund of $562,444?

Well, apparently that has hap­
pened to a Fort Worth resident 
whose $562,441 check is waiting 
in U.S. Treasury coffers until the 
person corrects or updates their 
mailing address with the Internal 
Revenue Service.

The Fort Worth resident is 
not alone. Statewide, a total of 
7,628 checks were returned to 
the IRS because of bad mailing 
addresses.

The largest unclaimed check 
from Texas returned to the govern­
ment was $562,441. The smallest 
is check was written for $1.

“If we owe you money, we’d like 
to get it to you,” said IRS Commis­
sioner Mark W. Everson. “All you 
have to do is tell us where you are.

Our Web site makes it easy for tax­
payers to track their undelivered 
refund checks.”

“Where’s My Refund?” on 1RS. 
gov provides information about 
refunds and is available from the 
1RS home page. To use it, taxpay­
ers enter information that includes 
their Social Security number, fil­
ing status (such as single or mar­
ried filing jointly) and the refund 
amount shown on their 2003 tax 
return. When the information is 
submitted online, taxpayers see 
Web pages that show the status of 
their refund and, in some cases, 
instructions to resolve potential 
account issues.

“Where’s My Refund?” was de­
veloped through the 1RS Business 
Systems Modernization program 
and delivered in the summer of

2002. Taxpayers used the online 
tool nearly 24 million times to 
track their refunds in 2004.

The number of undeliverable 
checks from Texas decreased this 
year by 13, but the average check 
worth $916 was significantly more 
than last year’s $756 average.

Taxpayers who have moved since 
filing their last tax return can ensure 
the IRS has their correct address by 
filing Form 8822, Change of Ad­
dress, with the IRS. Download the 
form or request it by calling 1-800- 
TAX-FORM (1-800-829-3676).

Those without access to the In­
ternet, who think they may be miss­
ing a refund, should first check their 
records or contact their tax preparer 
before calling the IRS toll-free as­
sistance line at 1-800-829-1040 to 
update their address.
