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Traylor Finds Too Much Silence 
Responsible for Business Slump

Chicago Banker Traces Crash 
to Failure of Leaders to 

Give Warnings

Danger Signals Disregarded

Speaking before ti’.e International 
Chamber of Commerce at W ashington, 
Kelvin A. Traylor, P resident of the 
f irs t N ational Bank of Chicago, si id 
In part:

B usiness managem ent, however, Is 
sot alone responsible for the course 

it has followed. Un­
fortunately, it  has 
had the coopera­
tion of finance and 
g o v e r n m e n t  a n d  
will likewise have 
to have the ir co­
operation in adjust­
ing its affairs to a 
saner course. W bat, 
in fact, did the 
leaders of finance 
do to  encourage 
th e  e x p a n s i o n  
which took place in 
the  las t decade? 

V.'bat, if anything, did they do to pre- 
i nt such expansion w ith the conse­
quences which they certainly did 
I. now or should have known would 
t. How?

1 believe the ir record in th a t con­
nection is no t an  enviable one. As 
early as 1927, it  was clearly obvious 
to anyone having experience w ith the 
granting of credit th a t if the situation 
was allowed to continue, and if ex­
pansion and speculation w ere carried 
oa unchecked, there  could be but one 
s-nd—disaster. Yet the record of Amer­
ican financial leadership and of re­
sponsible governm ent officials was 
regrettably one of too much silence.

Sounded Few W arnings
Pew warnings w ere issued, and few 

attem pts were made to a ttra c t public 
attention to the danger tha t th rea t­
ened. Credit for the expansion of pro­
ductive facilities to m eet tem porary 
dem ands was granted  to business 
w ithout adequate consideration of the 
consequences. Credit w ithout stin t 
was furnished to consum ers to buy 
consumable goods, thereby fu rther in­
creasing false purchasing power and 
multiplying debt. No one called a halt.

Every bind and character of com­
bination and consolidation was made, 
regardless ot its economic advisability 
or the possibility ot economies in man­
agem ent or increased profits there­

from. L ittle  o r no consideration was 
given to the natu re  of the businesses 
involved: in one instance, for example, 
soaps and candies were united. Such 
combinations and m ergers w ere pro­
moted and securities were sold on the 
theory th a t tem porary earnings de­
rived from  a  false dem and would not 
only continue, bu t would forever in­
crease.

Furtherm ore, these securities w ere 
not sold to those in a  position to  buy, 
o r  who could buy for investm ent pur­
poses, bu t ra th e r to those less able to 
buy—to men and women fascinated by 
high-powered salesm anship and an in­
born desire  to  gamble for big profits. 
W as such financial leadership calcu­
lated to  inspire confidence or make 
fo r an economic stab ility  which in­
sures social w elfare? I am afraid not.

B ut financial leadership did not stop 
there. I t actively promoted the pur­
chase of equity stocks and split it3 
own unit of stock par in order, as it 
said, to bring its market values within 
the reach of the small investor. May I 
add, parenthetically, that such action 
would have been unnecessary for 
their purpose had they waited only a 
few months.

Financial leaders organized and 
promoted so-called investm ent trusts 
to give the sm all investor a  chance 
to  profit from wise financial le a d e r 
ship, made foreign loans of specula­
tive value, and, altogether, followed 
th e  procession obviously in ten t upon 
getting theirs while th e  getting  was 
good.

Must C hart New Course
A re we to have a  repetition of th is 

kind ot financial leadership? If it be 
true—as I believe it  is—th a t credit is 
the life-blood of the nation, and tha t 
there  can be no economic stability  or 
social progress w ithout a  sound finan­
cial structure; and if It be true—as 
I also believe—th a t no financial sys­
tem  is sounder o r more useful than 
its management, then financial leader­
ship in this country m ust take stock 
of itself tu rn  over a new leaf, and 
chart a  new course of conduct for its 
future guidance.

If it be objected th a t not all finan­
cial leaders are guilty ot such mis­
conduct—and c°rtain1y there are some 
who a re  no t—the indictm ent, never­
theless, stands. As far as the record 
discloses, not one bad the courage to 
fight in the onen against the tenden­
cies he knew w ere wrong and to de­
mand a right-about-face. Knowledge 
is one thing, but courage of leader­
ship is another.
