When the directors and mem­

bers o f the M ohair Council o f 
America meet in San Angelo for 
their annual session on Jan. 21- 
22, the main focus o f the meet­
ing will be developing markets 
for adult mohair.

“We must look for opportuni­
ties for adult mohair,” said Lanny 
Leinweber o f Mountain Home, 
council president. The sale o f 
adult mohair worldwide has been 
seriously limited over the past 
two selling seasons.

In early December, Leinweber 
called a meeting of industry rep­
resentatives to discuss options 
surrounding the development o f 
a value-added venture. Results o f 
these discussions will be revealed 
at the annual meeting scheduled 
to begin on Jan. 22 at 10 a.m. at

the San Angelo Holiday Inn. The 
council’s executive comm ittee 
will meet on Jan. 21 following the 
meeting of the Texas Mohair Pro­
ducers Board.

According to Zane W illard, 
council executive director, even 
the South African Mohair Board 
is directing its efforts to find ways 
to improve the market for adult 
mohair. In a recent communica­
tion, the Mohair Board observed, 
“poor adult mohair demand is a 
problem that may continue for the 
short term.

A public hearing into the City 
o f Eldorado’s application for a 
landfill permit is scheduled for 
10:00 a.m.

The hearing was called by the 
Texas Natural Resource Conserva­
tion Commission after neighboring 
landowners protested the city’s ap­

The hearing will be a legal pro­

ceeding conducted by an adminis­
trative law judge from the State 
Office of Administrative Hearings 
under Chapter 361 of the Texas 
Health and Safety Code. It is open 
to the public.

The hearing appears to be the 
only remaining hurdle the City 
must clear before a permit for the 
new landfill can be issued.

Allen Damron is a musician. 

He is a cowboy poet. He is a cer­
tified small arms instructor. He 
has been a commercial deep sea 
diver, a race car driver and night 
club owner, a movie actor and 
spear fisherman.

Allen smiles a lot. He laughs. 
He loves life and feels lucky to be 
making a living with his music.

Dam ron was born in 
Raymondville where his daddy 
was foreman of a large ranch. His 
father played guitar, his grandfa­

ther played fiddle. Allen became 
interested in acting when he was 
in high school. He attended Lon 
Morris College in Jacksonville on 
a drama scholarship, then went to 
the University of Texas. He made 
good money and good grades while 
in college. The money came from 
singing and playing his guitar. The 
grades came from having an alert 
brain in good working order. He 
considered getting a PhD.

He got his break when a club in 
W ashington, DC, the Unicorn, 
hired him for a few weeks. A re­
porter from the Washington Post 
went to the club, heard Allen, in­
terviewed him and put the story on 
the front page.

My interview with Allen took 
place in a Presbyterian church in 
Coahoma, Texas, where he played 
to an audience of about ten people.

Increase in “Temp” workers concerns lawmakers
AUSTIN — Contract workers 

and temporary employees cost at 
least $41 million in the past state 
budget year, the Austin Ameri­
can -S ta te  sman  rep o rted  las t 
week.

Those workers, however, do 
not appear on the state's annual 
$6 billion payroll. Nor do they re­
ceive health care and retirement 
benefits.

A l t h o u g h  
s ta te  o ff ic ia ls  
say they  d o n 't 
know how many 
outside workers 
pe rfo rm  sta te  
jo b s  and how  
m uch p ay in g  
them costs, they 
a c k n o w le d g e  
that both num ­

Annuities Rules Approved
Banks in Texas cities o f any 

size may obtain 
agents' licenses 
to sell annuities 
u n d er in te rim  
g u id e lin es  a p ­
proved by Insur­
ance C om m is­
s io n e r B om er 
last month.

The g u id e ­
lines will govern 
banks' annuity  
sa les un til the 
1999 Legislature 
can am end the 
state's agent-li­
censing laws.

Bomer issued the guidelines 
in response to an October ruling 
by U.S. District Judge James R. 
Nowlin o f Austin. Nowlin ruled 
that federal banking laws autho­
rizing banks to sell annuities 
override Texas laws that prevent 
their doing so.

Annuities are investment con­
tracts usually sold by life insur­
ance companies. To sell annu­
ities, a bank must be licensed as 
an incorporated insurance agent 
by the Texas Department o f In­
surance. A bank also must be ap­
pointed by at least one life insur-

ance company to act as its agent 
for the sale o f annuities.

Health-care Pool Opens
T exans w ho co u ld n 't ge t 

health insurance because o f their 
m edical history gained access 
Jan. I to a source o f coverage 
with the opening o f the Texas In­
surance Risk Pool.

"This is a milestone for Tex­
ans who have gone without health 
insurance because poor health 
made them  uninsurable," said 
Insurance Commissioner Elton 
Bomer.

The pool was created by leg­
islation sponsored by Rep. Kip 
A veritt and Sen.David Sibley, 
both o f Waco, and passed by the 
1997 state Legislature.

The pool will sell two major 
medical plans that differ only in 
their deductible amounts and out- 
of-pocket maximums. Both plans 
offer lower costs for patients who 
use health-care providers on the 
pool's provider network, but pa­
tients are free to use out-of-net- 
work providers for an additional 
out-of-pocket cost.

Day-care Law Takes Effect
Jan. I was the deadline for day­

care providers to comply with a 
new state law requiring people who 
care for three or fewer children to 
undergo crim inal background 
checks by the state.

"The background checks are 
designed to ensure that no per­
son with a criminal or substanti­
ated child-abuse history is en-

trusted with the care o f children," 
said Karen Eells, a spokeswoman 
for the Texas Department o f Pro­
tective and Regulatory Services.

After the background check is 
completed, the caregiver is issued 
a certificate o f listing with the 
state at a cost o f $20.

Caregivers who don't become 
listed with the state risk penalties, 
including fines o f up to $2,000 
and up to six months in jail.

Other Capital Highlights
• A telephone survey o f 2,710 

people between January and April 
last year revealed that about one in 
for Texans witnessed an incident 
o f child abuse or neglect. The poll 
also showed that almost 30 percent 
o f those surveyed did not know 
state law requires them to report 
such incidents to authorities.

• The Public Utility Commis­
sion has approved a 4 percent in­
terim rate cut for residential cus­
tomers o f Texas Utilities Electric 
Co. The rate reduction applies 
only to the non-fuel portion to the 
non-fuel portion o f a m onthly 
electric bill. PUC officials said 
som e com m ercial custom ers, 
mostly small and medium-sized 
businesses would get a rate cut 
o f 2 percent.

• The Texas Office o f Public
Utility Counsel has jo ined the 
Virginia State Corporation Com­
mission in asking the Supreme 
Court to overturn new federal 
rules that removed state caps on 
pay calls, including the 25-cent 
can that Texas had. s

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Conservation issues to follow in 1998
by Alan Allen, Sportsmen Con­
servationists o f  Texas

If you're a hunter or angler, or 
simply interested in Texas natu­
ral resources, you should be in­
volved in how issues of concern 
are developing. Sportsmen Con­
servationists of Texas (SCOT) has 
been the voice for fish, wildlife, 
other natural resources, as well as 
sportsmen, for over 41 years. If 
you don 't know much about 
SCOT, then you're not paying 
enough attention to what's hap­
pening to your choice o f recre­
ation in Texas and your state leg­
islature.

The following are just a few 
issues that you should be track­
ing.

Deer-Proof Fences
High, or "deer-proof' fences 

got a boost during the last legisla­
tive session. HB 2542 included 
the following language, now in the 
TPW Code Book: "...This code 
does not prohibit or restrict the 
owner or occupant of land from 
constructing or m aintaining a 
fence o f any height on the land 
owned or occupied, and an owner 
or occupant who constructs such 
a fence is not liable for the restric­
tion o f the movement of wild ani­
mals by the fence..."

The language was included be­
cause a few people with high 
fences have been sued by angry 
neighbors. I don't th ink  high 
fences are a problem—for the deer 
herd— right now. They've helped 
produce many great bucks. If high 
fences keep proliferating, there 
might be a genetics-related prob­
lem in the future.

The new language concerns all 
"wild animals," not just deer, and 
that's a bit short-sighted. I'm a 
strong  be liever in landow ner 
rights, but if a wildlife problem 
develops from fencing,.the, state , 
should have some recourse, be­
cause, according to law, the pub­
lic owns wildlife.

Texas Constitution Re-Write?
There's talk of rewriting the 

Texas Constitution. That likely 
will be done, and probably should 
be; but if a wildlife issue is in­
volved, we should be very care­
ful. A stroke o f the pen could 
make a major difference in how 
wildlife is viewed and managed. 
If you don't know your state sena­
tor and representative, now is the 
time to make time to meet them; 
ask them to keep you informed.

Mercury Contamination
Several Texas environmental 

groups are expressing concerns

about increasing mercury levels in 
fish in public water. There are 
EPA warnings about consumption 
of fish from Sam Rayburn Reser­
voir, Toledo Bend, Big Cypress 
Creek, Caddo Lake, and B.A. 
Steinhagen (Dam B). The groups 
are encouraging the Texas Natu­
ral Resource Conservation Com­
mission to put tighter limits on 
mercury emissions from power 
plants, m unicipal and medical 
waste incinerators, landfills and 
cem ent m anufactu rers. And 
they 're pushing for the Texas 
Health D epartm ent to provide 
quicker warnings about mercury 
pollution levels.

Deer Breeding/Cloning
The recent House Bill 3061 al­

lows the TPW Commission to is­
sue "Deer Management Permits," 
which they're looking at right 
now—and likely will act on in 
March. The permits would allow 
landow ners with an approved 
management plan and high-fenced 
areas to trap, transport, pen and 
breed wild deer. The trapping and 
scientific breeding o f deer is a 
risky business, including the loss 
of deer due to stress, and requires 
a great deal of knowledge, effort 
and cash. Only a handful of Tex­
ans have those, so hopefully the 
Commission, if it issues such per­
mits, will limit the number. Oth­
erwise, in the future, you might 
unknowingly be going "shopping" 
for pen-raised deer rather than 
hunting wild ones.

How will the Commission set 
the criteria for issuing permits? 
For instance, how long will a 
breeder be allowed to keep a doe, 
or her fawn, in a pen? Some are 
suggesting four years. Will quali­
fied, professional trappers and 
large pens be required, so the 
number of deer dying from stress 
will be held to a minimum? By 
being involved, you can help how 
those questions are answered.

Much of the public currently 
disapproves of "trophy hunting".

hunting may be in Texas in a few 
years? And, if anyone can go out 
and easily  shoot a Boone & 
Crockett buck, trophy deer will 
lose the prestige they currently en­
joy-

Cloning of trophy bucks is on 
the horizon too, which could re­
ally lead some hunters to become 
shoppers. With semen straws from 
monster bucks selling for over 
$1,000 each, and privately-owned 
trophy bucks from out-of-state 
selling for tens o f thousands of 
dollars, cloning a trophy could 
make a researcher extremely rich, 
despite the black-eye hunting 
might receive.

General Licensing Authority 
For TPWD

The Texas Senate Interim  
Committee On Natural Resources 
is looking at giving the Parks and 
W ildlife Commission "General 
Licensing Authority"—the power 
to require any constituent to buy 
a license to pursue any activity 
governed by the Texas Parks and 
W ildlife Departm ent (TPWD). 
Granting of such authority would 
require legislative action.

If it's granted, assume TPWD 
will examine constituents to see 
if they should pay for special li­
censes. Theoretically, that might 
include bicycle riders and/or rock 
climbers on state-owned lands, 
fishing and hunting contests and/ 
or organizers, bow fisherm en, 
bass anglers, quail hunters, dove 
hunters, canoeists, tubers, 
catfishermen, raccoon hunters, 
speckled trout anglers, and others.

In some cases it might be a 
good thing. For instance, TPWD 
might create a sport-alligator li­
cense, which would allow more 
take of alligators by sportsmen.

I've talked to TPWD officials 
and, other than commercial salt­
water fishing, there's not much in­
terest in creating new licenses. 
That could change, o f course, if 
the TPWD gets the authority. 
Whenever the TPWD is short on 
money, they look in sportsmen's 
pockets. Sportsmen already pro­
vide most of the TPWD's budget.
