Board operates directly charges the

ganization or stabilization operations

to the consumers. Another reason that
consumers need have no fear is that
it is not possible to get a monopoly

and -quickness with which producers
can get nto agricultural production,
the small amount of capital required

Inviting the producer whenever there
is n opportunity for profit. Therefore,
any attempt to arbitrarily raise prices
to a level where unreasonable profits
are given the producer that will defeat
the attempt and bring disaster to the
producer.

The old speculative system of  dis-
tribution has been proved oftentimes
wastefu] and inefficient. It has often
ailed to pay the producer a living
price for his products and at the same
time the consumer has often had to
pay high prices. On the other hand
it has been demonstrated that in many
cases where porducers are onganized
into effective cooperatives sales organ-
izations they have been able to pros-
per and at the same time not to put
a burden on the consumers of the
country.
