William B. Foley Sr. was horn 

in Brazos County, Texas, Oct. 12 
1851, died at the home of his 
daughter Mrs. A. T. Wright, Ju- 
14, 1929, at 5 :35 o’clock P. M.

He was the father of 8 child­
ren 6 of whom survive him, 
three sons and three daughters. 
Ike, Harve and Will Foley, Mes- 
dames J. H. Dismukes, A. T. 
fl7right and A. V. Gi imes all were 
with him during his last illness 
with the exception of William B. 
Foley Jr. who himself has been 
lying at the point of death for 
the past 8 weeks in a San Anto­
nio Hospital.

Mr. Foley grew into manhood 
and married in Brazos Conty, 
moving to Junction Texas abuot 
50 years ago. Some 25 years ago 
lie moved to Eldorado and for the 
past 20 years has made his home 
with his daughter Mrs. Wright 
in Eldorado. He has 20 grand 
children and 2 great grand child­
ren. He united with the Metho­
dist church about 31 years ago, 
coming from the Baptist church 
of which he had joined early in 
life. For the past 12 months 
Grandpa Foley had lived entire­
ly in his second childhood and 
heeded the care of a child, and 
those who have had him to care 
for will miss his, going all the 
more, as the daily and hourly at­
tention was ministered, arid can 
not be easily forgotten, although 
death was a sweet relief to the 
careworn body of 79 years, and 
the end was as peaceful and easy 
as ever came to the passing of a 
soul into eternity. Mr. Foley lay 
down for his afternoon nap at 
3 O’clock Friday July,5 and nev­
er got out of his bed any more, 
a light stroke of paralysis came 
over him in his sleep and the end 
came 10 days latter without pain 
or struggle.
