against YFZ

Officials expect s¢cond
round of fines to follow

The Texas Commission on Envi-
ronmental Quality has handed down
its first penalties, totaling $18,813.00,
against YFZ Land L.L.C., the company
that owns the YFZ Ranch.

According to a document filed Mon-
day with TCEQ Chief Clerk LaDonna
Castanuela, TCEQ inspectors found
forty separate violations of state envi-
ronmental rules during four visits to
the ranch, beginning on April 16 and
continuing through August 16, 2004.

Among the violations were the
ranch’s failure to obtain a permit to
operate an on-site sewage disposal
system and failure to obtain an air
quality permit at for a cement bulk

. Hospital trustees ink contract with Dr. Gordy Day

The Schleicher County Hospital
District board of trustees met Mon-
day evening, Feb. 28, 2005, and voted
unanimously to hire Dr. Gordy Day of
San Angelo and to contract with him to
provide clinic, hospital and emergency
room coverage beginning in August
of this year, which coincides with the
planned retirement date of Dr. James
Lucas.

Board President Randy Mankin com-
mented after the meeting that he was
pleased to have reached an agreement

with Dr. Day saying, “Dr. Gordy Day
is an excellent physician we have been
trying to recruit for quite some time.
He has provided ER coverage for us for
several years and I am happy that he will
be joining our staff.”

It was noted that Dr. Day, who pres-
ently operates a clinic at the West Texas
Rehabilitation Center, will continue to
maintain clinic hours in San Angelo af-
ter he begins his clinic practice here. He
will also serve as the hospital’s chief of
staff, supervise mid-level practitioners

such as physician assistants or nurse
practitioners, and ensure that the emer-
gency room is staffed round-the-clock.

“James Lucas is a gifted doctor and
Eldorado has been lucky to have him,”
Mankin added. “When he notified the
board last year that he planned to retire
this August, we immediately began
looking for a physician of his caliber to
take his place. We believe Dr. Day is
that physician.”

The board vote to hire Dr. Day
came at the end of a three-hour meet-

ing in which the trustees reviewed the
hospital’s finances and explored ways to
stem the flow of red ink in the facility’s
nursing home. Hospital Administrator
Sharon Dietz took exception to the
statement that the nursing home is
losing money and explained that new
accounting standards employed by
Medicare shift a large portion of the
hospital’s administration and overhead
costs to the nursing home, preventing
the costs from being reimbursed in the
hospital under Medicare’s Critical Ac-

cess Program.

Discussions followed about ways to
separate the management of the nursing
home from the hospital, but none of the
solutions were considered workable. At
one point, the board briefly considered
the possibility of closing the nursing
home but that idea did not garner any
support either. Before they moved on
to other business J.D. Doyle told his fel-
low trustees, “None of us wants to see
it, but it may come down some day to

Plunder

In a week I will be a reluctant recipient of
plundered property. The modern day Robin Hood
purloined the cash last year on my behalf and
without my knowledge. Technology comes into
play too. Using a piece of sophisticated software,
my computer and a phone line, $646 will be wired
to my bank account in a few weeks.

The software? Turbotax. The confiscator? The
Internal Revenue Service.

A few days ago | finished fny- taxes. Trusting the
accuracy of Turbotax as I have for years, I briefly
reviewed the computer generated return, electroni-
cally filed the 1040 and requested that the refund
be sent to my bank account. Later, reviewing a
printed copy of the return, I told my wife, “We
are going to be recipients of property that doesn’t
belong to us!”

Knowing that we are not acquainted with any:
lawbreakers and questioning the veracity of my
concern she said, “Sssssh, I don’t want the kids to
hear this. They’ll believe it.”

“But it’s true!” I replied.

It.is true, really.

My wife and I have four

. kids. Specifically, we have
four little tax credits between
the ages of five and nine—two
boys and two girls—who are
worth $1,000 each at tax time.

Line 43 of our 1040 shows
that the tax on our income is
$3,354. Line 51 notes that the
child credit is $3,354 making
the total credits, line 55, offset our tax liability.

But my zero tax liability isn’t the point of this
story. I really have a negative tax liability. The
federal government will not only return the money
[ had withheld during the year, they’ll be kicking
in another $646, which is the difference between
the total of the child tax credits on line 55, $4,000,
and my tax liability of $3,354 on line 43.

Believe it or not, the federal government is go-
ing to give me $646 of your money. The formula
on Form 8812—the Additional Child Tax Credit
form—that determines I get an extra pile of dough
is complex. I checked the calculation and it was
correct. I called a tax accountant and he said it
was correct.

But is it right?

My six year-old daughter, Mary, asked me what
I was writing about. I explained the concept: “I
just filled out our tax forms and I learned that the
federal government will be giving us money that
doesn’t belong to us. They will be taking it from
other people and giving it to us.” “That’s not right!”
said my first-grader.

Eight year-old daughter Sarah was listening, “I
don’t like that. I mean, I don’t like that the govern-
ment is going to take money from other people and
give it to us,” she said sadly.

Gosh, that’s clear thinking. But the tax system
blurs clear thinking.

Another clear thinker, the 19th century French
economist and legal philosopher Frederic Bastiat,
defines my $646 serendipity as legal plunder in his
book “The Law.” Bastiat says that identifying legal
plunder is simple: “See if the law takes from some
persons what belongs to them and gives it to other
persons to whom it does not belong.”

I’m sure, however, those who developed Form
8812 were concerned about me. They were trying
to be charitable.

Again, Bastiat is instructive. He says, “Nothing
can enter the public treasury for the benefit of one
citizen or one class unless other citizens and other
classes have been forced to send it in. ... When the
law does this, it is an instrument of legal plunder.”

Bastiat also calls legal plunder “organized injus-
tice.” That’s a far cry from charity. The purpose of
the law according to the Frenchman is “to prevent
injustice from reigning.” It is injustice to deprive
a person of liberty by taking his property through
the force of law and to give it to another.

Bastiat begins his book stating that life, liberty
and the ability to create personal property are gifts
from God. I can’t do anything about the $646 now,
but I can encourage our legislators to turn away
from legal plunder and to, as Bastiat says at the close :
of his book, “try liberty, for liberty is an acknowl-
edgement of faith in God and His works.”

Robyn Baker Flatt founded
the theater in 1984 and has guided it
to its present prominence.

“We started out with 500 dollars
back in 1984, says Robyn. “We
found a school that had a couple of
rooms we could lease for not too
much money.

Although Robyn’s title is Ex-
ecutive Artistic Director, she works
hard.

Last fall and winter she directed
two plays.

Texas’ Health Care System Unprepared
- for Older, Poorer, Sicker Population

The Texas health care system is
unprepared for the future, according
to the March Texas Medicine maga-
zine, the official publication of the
Texas Medical Association.

State demographer Steve Mur-
dock, PhD, says Texas is among
the fastest-growing states in overall
population, and the greatest in-
creases forthcoming are statistically
the sickest people and the biggest
consumers of health care, the maga-
zine reports.

Dr. Murdock predicts seniors will
comprise almost one-quarter of all
Texans, according to Texas Medicine.
By 2040, more than 8 million of
our neighbors will be people over
60. That’s significant because older
people are among the greatest health
care consumers.

“The elderly use a dispropor-
tioned amount of health care dol-
lars. If you double that population,
you increase the total dollar burden
and that impact is going to be sig-
nificant,” Leslie L. Cortes, MD, tells
Texas Medicine. Dr. Cortes isa TMA
member and president-elect of the
Texas Geriatrics Society.

The “graying of Texas” leads to
another problem facing the medical
community — access to specialized
care. Texas Medicine notes only
9,000 physicians in America have
formal training in geriatric medicine.
That equates to only 2.5 physicians

per 10,000 elderly patients, and with:
more people joining that group, the
ratio could go even lower.

Specialized training means a
better understanding of unique
needs. One example pointed out that
older people’s bodies metabolize
medications more slowly, something
physicians need to take into account
as they prescribe dosages differ-
ently than what might be normal in
a younger patient.

The fastest-growing ethnic popu-
lation also is raising a red flag for the
future health of Texas, according to
the official monthly publication of
the Texas Medical Association.

Hispanic people are quickly
evolving from a minority to a major-
ity ethnicity in the Lone Star State.
They also statistically suffer more
cases of obesity, diabetes, and high
blood pressure than other population
groups.

Yet Hispanics are less likely to
have health care coverage or access
to medical services than Anglos,
according to the magazine. More
than one-third of Texas Hispan-
ics are uninsured, compared to 15
percent of Anglos without health
insurance and 23 percent of African-
Americans, Texas Medicine reports.
Lacking health insurance means less
preventive care, and the likelihood
of more costly treatments for acute
and chronic illnesses.

The increasing overall population,
paired with these forecast increases
in populations that typically are
in greater need of health care, and
more of whom are uninsured, points
to increases In health care costs. Fi-
nally, the article’s experts note trends
showing a populace in poorer health
leads to a less-educated populace: Il1
children attend less school, and don’t
perform as well when they’re there.
And education is tied to wealth.

The result? If the trends are not
reversed, Texas will be statistically
sicker, less educated, and poorer.

“One reason emphasis is placed
on education is its tie to socioeco-
nomic success. It is the best predic-
tor of future income,” Dr. Murdoch
notes. “In terms of reflecting the
population, there needs to be an
increase of minorities in different
fields, including medicine.”

The article suggests improving
the health status of the Hispanic
populace will help stave off Texas’
predicted health problems.

TMA is the largest state medical
society in the nation, represent-
ing more than 40,000 physician
and medical student members. It
is located in Austin and has 120
component county medical societies
around the state. TMA'’s key objec-
tive since 1853 is to improve the
health of all Texans.

Legislators roll 3
dice with casino
gambling bills

AUSTIN — If the prospect of
legalized casino gambling in Texas
amounted to a poker game, no one’s
shuffled the cards yet, but the seal’s 3
been broken on a new deck and the
ante’s on the table.

Buddy West (R-Odessa)
has filed a similar piece of legislation,
House Bill 1078.

The two lawmakers would like
to see the agency renamed because
it doesn’t have much at all to do with
railroads these days. It did when it
was created, but oil and gas regula--
tion long ago eclipsed the RRC’s role
with railroads.

Traffic program hits red light...

Garland city officials say using .
cameras at intersections to discour-
age drivers from running red lights
has resulted in a 20 percent decrease
in the dangerous offense.

But the House on Feb. 24 passed
on first reading House Bill 1347, a
measure by Rep. Gary Elkins (R-
Houston) that would make the red
light enforcement tool illegal in
Texas.

Elkins argues that the presence
of the cameras, which photograph
the license plates of vehicles going
through an intersection after a light
has changed, increases rear-end
crashes and has more to do with
municipal revenue-generation than
safety.

The House member from Garland,
fellow Republican Joe Driver, says
using the cameras lowers the number
of collisions and saves lives.

The House will have to vote on
the bill one more time before it goes
to the Senate.

SAN ANGELO — Wilfred
Thomas “Bill” Carrico, 84, died

on Thursday, Feb. 24, 2005, in”

San Angelo, Texas, after a short
illness.

Mr. Carrico, who earned numer-
ous honors for his musical career
as both a performer and director,
retired 22 years ago after heading
the music department at Pecos High
School for 33 years. He had also
taught at high schools in Eldorado,
Laredo, Fort Stockton and Alpine.
He was born in Dallas, Texas, to
William Lee and Lefa Ellen Harper
Carrico on Jan. 1, 1921.

Mr. Carrico was featured with
his parents and older brother John
as the Carrico Family Quartet at
the 1932 Chicago World’s Fair.

Mr. Carrico, who was honored
as the top high school trumpet
player in the state of Texas for
three consecutive years, was
called the youngest director in
the Southwest because he began
his directing career at age 11.

He earned both his bachelor’s .

and master’s degrees in music
education from Sul Ross State
University. The high school choirs
and marching, concert and stage
bands he directed for over 42
years earned hundreds of awards
and honors in Texas and Okla-
homa. Beginning as a teenager
and continuing into his 70s, Mr.
Carrico also played in several
professional bands that performed
throughout Texas.

Mr. Carrico was a founding
member of the Texas Music Educa-
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i tors Association and was inducted

into the Texas Bandmasters Hall
of Fame for his accomplishments.
Pecos High School also named its
renovated band hall after Mr. Car-
rico several years ago.

For several years, he served as
a judge for the Reno International
Jazz Festival, then the largest in
the world, as well as numerous
state and local competitions in
the Southwest. Mr. Carrico ran a
summer twirling school in Pecos
for many years that attracted stu-
dents from across West Texas, and
also taught at many music camps,
including an annual summer camp
at Lake Tahoe, Nev.

He was also an active member
of Phi Beta Mu, the American
Federation of Musicians, the Texas
Music Adjudicators Association
and the University Interscholastic
League state music advisory com-
mittee over the years.

Mr. Carrico is survived by sons
and daughters-in-law Craig and
Laura Carrico of North Richland
Hills, Texas, Brett and Kathy Car-
rico of Chugiak, Alaska, Lance
and Kathleen Carrico of San
Angelo, Texas; and daughter and
son-in-law Mary Lisa and Terry
Boose of Norwalk, Ohio. He has
13 grandchildren, Katy, Travis,
Danielle, Orrin, Lucas, Ethan,
Megan, Shannon and Jack Carrico,
and Will, Brynna, Weston and Joel
Clayton Boose.

Mr. Carrico is also survived by
sisters-in-law Sammie Jo Lane of
San Angelo and Helen Carrico of
Reno, Nev. He also is survived by
numerous nieces and nephews.

He was preceded in death by
his wife, Reba Modell Burleson
Carrico, in 1983 and by a grand-
son, Clayton Thomas Carrico
Boose in 1988.

County sets property tax freeze electjon for May 7

Schleicher County commis-

. sioners met Monday, Feb. 28, 2005

and voted to call a special election
for May 7, 2005 for the purpose of
deciding a property tax frecze for

_ senior and disabled citizens. It was

noted that Tax Assessor/Collector
Jeanne Snelson had verified 97 of
113 names appearing on the peti-
tion, enough to force the election.

County Clerk Peggy Williams
explained that she would like to
consolidate the election with the
City, School and Hospital Board
clections being held on the same
day, but noted that the county is
required to have a polling place
in each of its four precincts. Wil-
liams said she would ask the Texas
Secretary of State for permission
to consolidate the election but
doubted if it would be allowed.

Also on the subject of elections,
the men chose not to purchase new
voting machines, even though the
state and federal government has
ordered all Texas counties to pur-
chase the handicapped-accessible
cquipment.

At issuc is the cost. County
Clerk Peggy Williams noted that
five machines, one for each of the
four voting precincts and another
for early voting, would cost the
county $40,000 with an additional
$4,000 per year in license fees.
Software upgrades and mainte-
nance would push the annual cost
even higher.

Williams asked for the discus-
sion since she is the one required
by the state to administer the
county’s elections. She explained
that the new law requiring the
machines is very clear.

County Judge Griffin noted,
however, that a number of rural
county judges have indicated that
their counties cannot comply with
the law. “What happens if you
raise taxes to pay for the machines
and it pushes the county’s tax rate
past the rollback point?” Griffin
asked. “If the voters support the
rollback and the commissioners
are required to cut something,
aren’t they going to cut the voting
machines? If that’s the case then

One option that the board has
considered is leasing ecither the
nursing home, or the hospital, to
a management company. None of
the trustces appeared ready Mon-
day night to surrender day-to-day
control of either of the facilities to
an outside company.

Among other business the
trustees approved the minutes
from the January 24 meeting and
heard from Sharon Dietz who told
them that the community outreach
program was going well. As part
of the program, hospital personnel
have offered free blood pressure
checks at two local churches and
Hepatitis B vaccines were glvcn
at the school.

The trustees then reviewed
the district’s year-end finances
with Andy Freeman and Karla
Betterton. Much of that discus-
sion centered around ways to stop
the hospital’s costs from being
assigned to the nursing home.
The trustees also reviewed the
district’s bad debt listings, which
are always a sore spot with the
trustees. Before voting to write off

$22.,673 in bad debt the trustees
again discussed the possibility of
publishing the names of past due
accounts in the newspaper.

The board then voted to call for
a trustee clection to be held on Sat-
urday, May 7, 2005 and approved
Bessie Jones as the election judge
and Beverly Minor as the early
voting clerk. It was noted that the
seats held by J.D. Doyle, Shirley
Joiner and Randy Mankin are up
for election as well as a one-year
unexpired term for the seat held by
the late Frank Williams.

Continuing, the trustees ap-
proved the renewal of the hospital
property insurance at $7.423 and
asked that the policy’s replace-
ment cost limits bé reviewed.
They also okayed the renewal of
the facility’s general liability in-
surance at $1,834. The premiums
for both policies were down from
last year.

After approving a series of rou-
tine contracts, including one with
VistaCare Hospice, the trustees
voted to purchase a refurbished
incubator and approved the annual
reappointments of Rico Forlano,
DC, and Beckie Silva, RN, FNP,
GCNS to the hospital staff. They
also briefly discussed amending
the district’s enabling legislation
to provide for single-member dis-
tricts if the board so chooses.

The mecting ended with a 15-
minute long executive session after
which the trustees returned to
open session and voted to approve
the contract with Dr. Gordy Day.

Draw.”

The UCRA’s interest in the
YFZ Ranch relates directly to Mil-
ligan Draw, Brown said. The draw,
which normally runs only during
heavy rains, eventually flows into
the South Concho River which in
turn empties into Twin Buttes Res-
ervoir and Lake Nasworthy. After
flowing out of the lake, the river
merges with the North Concho
inside the San Angelo city lim-
its, before flowing eastward and

. dumping into the Colorado River

at O.H. Ivie Reservoir. The UCRA
regulates the upper reaches of the
Colorado River and its tributaries,
including the Concho River.
Brown noted that the UCRA
has hired attorney Ed Small of the

Jackson Walker law firm. He said
Mr. Small can be a “bulldog” when
it comes to protecting his clients.

Judge Griffin restated his con-
cern that it might not be appropri-
ate for the county to get in a legal
battle but Brown explained that
the UCRA isn’t considering a law-
suit at this time. He said that the
attorney’s legal expertise would
be added to the technical skills of
hydrologists currently serving on
the UCRA staff.

“We're talking about doing a
study,” Brown said, “just a study
and some encouragement to the
TCEQ to do their job.”

Brown went on to note that he
would be appearing before the San
Angelo city council later in the
week to ask for their support and

said that he had already received
commitments from landowners
along the South Concho River.

“The YFZ has a history of
non-compliance,” Brown told the
commissioners. “They have been
cited by the TCEQ several times
and don’t seem to be serious about
correcting their environmental
problems.”

The commissioners thanked
Brown for his time and agreed to ask
County Attorney Raymond Loomis
for his opinion about the legality of
providing funds to the UCRA.

Brown’s departure didn’t end
the discussion, however, and the
commissioners met briefly with
Myrta Overby and Martha Ellen
Tucker, sisters who own a ranch
that borders the YFZ’s northeast
corner. They pointed to a map
showing that Milligan Draw runs
through their property after it
leaves the YFZ and expressed their
concerns that discharged wastewa-
ter would be crossing their land.

At one point County Commis-
sioner Bill Clark suggested that

~ neighboring landowners, and the

environment in general, might be
better served if the YFZ would lay
a piveline and send its wastewater
to the City of Eldorado’s sewer
plant. He noted, however, that the
city council was pressured by local
citizens not to accept wastewater

- from the YFZ when ranch officials

approached the city last year and
asked to haul their sewage to the
city’s treatment plant until a new
plant could be built at the ranch.

The Success subsequetnly
learned that the San Angelo city
council voted unanimously on
Tuesday to set aside $7,500 for sup-
port of the UCRA as it opposes the
YFZ wastewater petition.

Schleicher County commis-
sioners will take up the issue again
at their next meeting. They asked
Monday that the item be placed
on the agenda for the March 14
meeting.

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VLB now offering $60K land loans to Texas vets"

Low-interest, 5 percent down, 30-year term, for lots as small as an acre

AUSTIN — Jerry Patterson,
Chairman of the Veterans Land
Board, announced VLB land
loans of up to $60,000 are now
available for Texas veterans and
can be used for tracts as small
as one acre. The required down
payment is only 5 percent, with
a 30-year fixed term, and the
interest rate is an extremely low
6.64 percent.

In 2003, the minimum acreage
that could be bought with a VLB
land loan was reduced from five
acres to one acre, making it easier
for veterans to buy lots closer to
urban areas. A Texas veteran can
simultaneously have a VLB land
loan, a VLB home loan and a VLB
home improvement loan. The
maximum VLB home loan amount
is currently $240,000.

The Texas Veterans Land Board
was created in 1946 to help veter-
ans returning from World War II
buy land for agricultural purposes.
The program has changed over the
years as land prices rose sharply.
VLB loan amounts increased from
the original $7,500, to $20,000,
$40,000, and now $60,000.

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IRS tool helps determine EITC eligibility

The Internal Revenue Service
announced a new Web-based tool
to help working families deter-
mine if they are eligible for the
Earned Income Tax Credit. The
EITC Assistant will help take the
guess work out of the EITC eligi-
bility rules.

The EITC Assistant is one in a
series of steps taken by the IRS to
encourage all eligible taxpayers,
but only those who are eligible,
to claim the valuable EITC re-
fund. For the 2004 tax year, the
maximum credit is $4,300, which
helps lift millions of families out
of poverty.

The new EITC Assistant also
reflects all the tax law changes,
including new income limits for
eligibility as well as the optional
use of nontaxable combat pay for
use in refund calculations. EITC
Assistant is available in English
and Spanish on IRS.gov. .

By answering a few simple
questions and providing some
basic income information, the
program will assist taxpayers
in determining their correct fil-
ing status, determining whether
their children met the tests for a

qualifying child and estimate the
amount of credit that taxpayers
may receive.

The IRS also is expanding a pi-
lot project to reach out to taxpayers
with limited English proficiency.
Grassroots outreach efforts in Mi-
ami and Los Angeles last year will
be expanded to include Chicago
and Houston this year. The IRS
will host a series of events in those
four cities to help families file their
federal tax returns.

The Earned Income Tax Credit
is a refundable federal income tax
credit for low-income working
individuals and families. Congress
originally approved the tax credit
legislation in 1975 in part to off-
set the burden of social security
taxes and to provide an incentive
to work. Initial estimates for 2004
show approximately 22 million
low-income families received
about $38 billion.

To qualify, taxpayers must
meet certain requirements and file
a tax return, even if they did not
earn enough money to be obligated
to file a tax return. The amount of
the credit is determined by earned
income and the number of children

IRS Publication 596, available
in English and Spanish, outlines
eligibility requirements for EITC
and highlights tax law changes.
Taxpayers also can find the eligi-
bility rules in Fact Sheet 05-10 and
through 1040 Central on IRS.gov.

For example, in the 2004 tax
year, individuals without qualify-
ing children must earn less than
$11,490 ($12,490 if married fil-
ing jointly); individuals with one
child must earn less than $30,338
($31,338 if married filing jointly)
and individuals with more than
one child must earn less than
$34,458 ($35,458 if married filing
jointly).

Congress also enacted a special #
provision for military families
with combat pay. Combat pay is
not taxable. However, families
have the option of using combat
pay to calculate their EITC refund
(and the child tax credit) if it helps
maximize the refund. Be aware
that either all or none of the combat
pay must be used in the calcula-
tion. Taxpayers cannot use part of
their combat pay to enhance their @
refund.

Again, the EITC Assistant will
help taxpayers determine if use of
their combat pay will help them
qualify for a larger tax credit.

EITC claimants should also
review Free File on IRS.gov for
access to free software and e-filing
for federal tax returns. Taxpayers
are under no obligation to purchase
other services from the companies. L]
Working families who often need a
fast refund should consider using
electronic filing and direct deposit
of their refund. They can receive
their refund in half the time of a
paper return.

The Earned Income Tax Credit
(EITC) is a tax credit for people
who work but do not earn high
incomes.. For eligible taxpayers, *
EITC is a valuable tool to lower *
their taxes or to claim a refund.
The IRS wants all eligible tax-
payers, but only those who are
eligible, to claim the EITC. Many
taxpayers who qualify for EITC
may also be eligible for free tax
preparation and electronic filing
by participating tax professionals
and volunteers. Taxpayers and tax
professionals should review the PY
rules before attempting to claim -
the EITC.

The advance EITC payment
program allows you to receive
part of the credit through your
employer. If you would like to
participate for 2005, you must
work and receive taxable wages..
If you qualify for EITC and you
have at least one qualifying child
for 2005, give your employer a ¢
Form W-5, Earned Income Credit
Advance Payment Certificate, and
your employer will include part of
the credit regularly in your pay.
