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County sets F.Y. 2006 
tax rate at 72.71 cents

Schleicher County commissioner 
met Monday, September 26, 2005, 
and adopted a tax rate of 72.71 cents 
per $100 valuation. The rate is nearly 
a half-cent lower than last year’s rate, 
but because of the significant increase 
in appraised values in the county, and 
since the rate will net the county more 
tax revenue than last year, the rate 
was considered to be a tax increase, 
prompting a series of public notices 
and special meetings before the men 
could vote.

The tax rate will bring in some 
$1.91 million, enough to service 
roughly half of the county’s $2.86 
million budget for 2006.

Commissioners Johnny Mayo and 
Matt Brown voted in favor of the rate.

^  Commissioners Bill Clark and Kirk 
Griffin were absent.

Increases in the county’s oil and 
gas roll, coupled with property re­
valuations pushed the overall property 
tax roll up by some $32.6 million.

Included in the 72.71 cent tax rate 
is 57.85 cents for the county’s General 
Fund and 13.14 cents for the Road and 
Bridge Fund. 1.62 cents will go to 
fund the county’s Interest and.Sinking

§

Fund, with which the county will pay 
for the bond issued for Civic Center 
improvements.

Also present for Monday’s meeting 
was Judge Johnny Griffin, County 
Clerk Peggy W illiams and Road 
Superintendent Clay Burleson. Fire 
Chief Jerry Jones met with the group 
briefly to discuss the bids he gathered 
for a new chassis for a water truck. 
Most of the bids where in excess of 
$40,000.00. Judge Johnny Griffin 
told the court if  the truck’s price 
tax is more than $25,000 the county 
would have to advertise for bids. He 
suggested that the money could be 
transferred to the fire department and 
let them purchase the truck as a way 
of avoiding the bidding process. It is 
likely, however, that the bidding laws 
will still apply, since the fire depart­
ment is a public entity.

In the meantime, Jones said he 
would continue to look for a lower 
price.

The next meeting of the Schleicher 
County Commissioners Court is slat­
ed for Monday, Oct. 10, 2005 at 9:00 
a.m. on the first floor of the county 
courthouse.

Hospital board holds 
regular monthly meeting

The Schleicher County Hospital 

D istrict board of trustees met in 
regular session Monday at 5:30 p.m. in 
the hospital board room. The meeting 
began with a public hearing in order 
to receive comments on the district’s 
proposed tax rate increase, but there 
were no members of the general public 
on hand to address the issue.

Trustees present included Randy 
HVIankin, J.D. Doyle, Jim Martin, Su­

sie Richters and Dr. Jim Brame. Rick 
Fuessel joined the meeting already in 
session. Hospital Administrator, Sha­
ron Dietz and assistant administrator, 
Beverly Minor were also present.

Among other business, the minutes 
from the August 22, September 1 and 
September 12, 2005 meetings were 
reviewed and approved by the board 
members.

% Sharon Dietz then delivered her 
Administrator’s report and updated 
the trustees on the various depart­
ments of the facility. According to 
Dietz, a flu clinic will be held at the 
hospital October 10 and 11 but will be 
restricted to individuals who are con­
sidered high risk. High risk patients 
include those with chronic illness, as 
well as the very young and individuals 
above the age of 50.

w County residents who don’t fall 
within the high risk category will have 
the opportunity to get the flu vaccine 
at the annual Health Fair, slated this 
year for November 17. It was noted that 
many people will have the choice of a 
flu shot or nasal mist but those in the 
high risk category may only receive 
the shot.

Ms. Dietz also informed the board 
Ahat Ed Garrison, the hospital’s new 
lab manager, is currently enrolled in 
classes that will allow him to assist 
with x-rays.

The board then reviewed and ap­

proved the hospital’s financial reports 
and voted to write-off $24,497.16 in 
bad debt. Assistant Administrator 
Beverly Minor informed the board 
that the hospital lost $29,995.00 in 
August prompting the board to again 
discuss the leasing option that would 
allow them to divide the management 
of the hospital from the nursing home, 
a move that is intended to help stop the 
flow of red ink.

Ms. Minor then informed the board 
that an additional person has qualified 
for treatment under the hospital’s indi­
gent care program. She noted that the 
facility has spent a total of $2,152.45 
in indigent care so far this year.

The trustees approved the indigent 
care report then reviewed and ap­
proved the district’s investment report. 
They also authorized the purchase 
of a $40,000 certificate of deposit at 
First National Bank of Eldorado. The 
money came from another CD that 
matured recently.

Next, the board reviewed and 
approved contracts with Children’s 
Health Insurance Program of Texas 
(CHIPs), laboratory technical con­
sultant, Mary McDermott, Schleicher 
County ISD Health Occupations and 
the Texas Department of State Health 
Services (DSHS).

Discussions then turned,to several 
of the hospital’s policy and procedure 
manuals. Trustees discussed convert­
ing all manuals to a digital PDF format 
for storage on the Internet. That would 
ensure the safety of the documents 
in case of a fire or disaster. Board 
member J.D. Doyle recommended 
the procedure and said the hospital’s 
photo copier was perfect for convert­
ing documents to PDF format.

The hospital board’s next regu­
larly scheduled meeting is slated for 
Monday, Oct. 24,2005, in the hospital 
board room.

W a ter district sets ta x  rate
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Freedom’s Fair- 
Weather Friends

In the wake of Hurricane K atrina, some 
members of Congress are talking about passing a 
national law against price gouging. One problem 
should stand in their way: there is no objective 
definition of “gouging.” Whatever the law says will 
therefore be arbitrary and unfair.

The 20 states that forbid gouging limit price 
increases after an emergency to 10-25 percent. Did 
the legislators consult some occult power?

When politicians get suspicious because the 
law of supply and demand works as the textbooks 
predict, we may wonder whether they are pandering 
for votes. Do they really believe they know what 
the price of gasoline should be?

At any given 
time, supply and 
dem and, as p e r­
ceived by sellers 
and buyers, deter­
mine the prices of 
gasoline and other 
goods. Under the 
threat of Hurricane 
Katrina, the supply 
of gasoline sudden­
ly dropped (or was 
expected to) and 
the dem and sud­
denly increased (or 
was expected to). 
Anyone who knows 
anything about eco­
nomics knows that 
the price could go

The question is, Who should determine how high 
prices go, the politicians or the millions of partici­
pants in the marketplace? If the politicians do it, we 
can expect consequences even they might dislike.

In a world of scarcity each good must have some 
price. Of course, everybody would like all prices 
to be lower, except for the price he charges for his 
goods or labor. The price system works to balance 
supply and demand, ensuring that no buyers or 
sellers are frustrated in their attempts to obtain or 
sell the product. When the gasoline supply suddenly 
shrinks and demand stays the same or increases, the 
only way for the market to clear is for the price to 
rise. When politicians interfere, the smaller supply 
disappears quickly, leaving some people with none 
at all. While regulators can control the money price, 
they cannot control the real cost of buying gas. 
Time spent waiting in line or looking for an open 
gas station are part of the cost, but that time will 
increase whenever the money price is held below 
the market price. Anguish over whether gas will 
be available when needed is also part of the cost, 
but that will also increase.

Thus, despite even good intentions, harmful 
unintended consequences must follow from price 
controls.

Free pricing, on the other hand, also has unin­
tended consequences — beneficial ones. Higher 
prices attract additional supplies of gasoline (unless 
environmental rules interfere), as sellers cash in 
on new profit opportunities. As supply increases, 
prices come back down. At the same time, higher 
prices prompt buyers to economize more severely 
by prioritizing their needs. This ensures that there 
is more gas to go around. Both effects hasten the 
return of normal conditions.

The envious may despise people’s earning 
profits during disasters, but the benefits of the 
market process cannot be denied. Further, laws 
that prevent extraordinary profits during disasters 
discourage entrepreneurs from preparing for sup­
ply interruptions.

We can see the benefits of free pricing in the 
most extreme example. As people jammed the 
interstate to get out of Houston when Hurricane 
Rita approached, officials complained of gouging. 
Nevertheless, only rising prices could ensure that 
the maximum number of motorists would obtain 
gasoline. Is it better to have some gasoline at $5 a 
gallon or none at $3?

There’s a moral dimension to this issue as well. 
Gasoline is owned by individuals. Are they to 
lose their right to set the terms of sale because of 
a hurricane? If rights can be washed away by th$ 
weather, all freedom is in peril.

Big John died the other day. He 

was buried in his overalls.
John Price was the proprietor 

of Big John’s Feedlot, a barbeque 
place in Big Spring. If there ever 
was a typical barbeque place, it’s 
Big John’s. It has a screened in 
back porch area that has just been 
designated the smoking section. 
The main dining area has tables 
and chairs that don’t match, a 
barber chair, a broken juke box, a 
wood burning stove, all kinds of 
memorabilia on the walls, some of 
them plaques Big John earned for 
his gaming ability in Nevada and 
Louisiana. He always took a couple 
of weeks off to go play the slots and 
do yard work and gardening.

John was unassuming and al­
ways the same. He greeted his 
customers warmly and visited 
with them when they paid out at 
the cash register. Denise, the wait­
ress and lately the barbeque cook, 
seldom wrote down an order. So 
many customers ordered the same 
thing every time she simply asked 
them if they wanted the usual. Big

John’s operates on the honor sys­
tem. Customers never get a bill. At 
the cash register, you tell what you 
had to eat and are charged accord­
ingly. To get to the cash register, you 
walk through the kitchen area. The 
ceiling of the room where you pay 
out is covered with business cards. 
Newspaper write-ups of customers’ 
accomplishments are posted on the 
walls. Some people write comments 
about this or that and stick them on 
any available space.

Big John’s has beef, pork, tur­
key, beans, potato salad, pecan pie 
and banana pudding. No frills. But 
to most everybody who eats there, 
all barbeque is measured by the 
taste of meat at Big John’s.

His place is a landmark. People 
who are passing through Big Spring

on a regular basis make it a point 
to stop there. Once a couple of big 
cars pulled into the parking lot and 
guys in suits got out. It happened 
to be the governor of Texas and his 
entourage, all hungry for some of 
Big John’s barbeque.

For a decade or more, my wife 
and father-in-law ate lunch at 
Big John’s every Friday we were 
in town. It was a ritual, almost a 
ceremony, to watch my father in 
law and Big John joke at the cash 
register. The drawer was usually 
open and my father-in-law went 
to the drawer and acted like he 
was going to start taking out the 
dollar bills. Customers waiting to 
pay out had to be patient while Big 
John and my father-in-law had their 
weekly visit.

When a plate of food is ready to 
be delivered to a customer, Janie or 
whoever prepares the food, yells 
out “Order Up!”

Big John’s remains open. De­
nise bought the place. I, along 
with all of Big John’s fans, wish 
her well.

Hurricane Rita
slams Texas-
Louisiana border

AUSTIN — Up to 3 million people, 
fled from coastal areas as Hurricane 
Rita lumbered steadily through the 
Gulf of Mexico toward the Lone Star 
State, Sept. 19-23.

Rita struck 
Saturday morn­
ing, Sept. 24, 
m aking land ­
fall at Sabine 
Pass near the 
Louisiana bor­
der. The storm’s 
100-mph winds 
and torrential 
ra in s  rip p ed  
buildings, downed powerlines and 
flooded homes and other property.

Some storm damage estimates 
reached $20 billion. Hardest hit were 
Jefferson, Orange, Jasper and Newton 
counties, but damage assessments are 
still in progress. ^

In advance of the storm, Gov. 
Rick Perry recalled the Texas Na­
tional Guard and other state emergency 
teams deployed out of state in response 
to Hurricane Katrina, which struck 
Aug. 29.

Coastal county dw ellers and 
Galveston Islanders in particular 
packed up and headed inland after 
Perry called for voluntary evacuation 
on Sept. 21.

On Sept. 22, President George V& 
Bush declared a state of emergency for 
all of Texas, and mandatory evacuation 
orders were issued.

Evacuees joined snail-like highway 
processions toward the interior of 
Texas and beyond.

Relief agencies converted school 
gymnasiums into shelters. Officials 
canceled, postponed or rescheduled 
high school football games and com­
munity activities. #

Stores sold out of bottled water; 
hotels and motels filled up; and inland 
kin and friends took in their coastal 
kin and friends.

Attorney General Greg Abbott said 
his attorneys and investigators stood 
ready to lower the boom on unscrupu­
lous businesses, con artists and bogus 
charity workers who exploit victims 
and others.

• Deal only with licensed, bonded 
contractors

• Be wary of “specials” and extra­
cheap work

• Contact your insurance adjuster 
to get an estimate of any damage 
and cost of repair

• Do not be rushed into signing 
contracts and never pay up-front for 
promised work

• Avoid door-to-door solicitors 
for damage repair work

• Get the terms of warranty work 
in writing

• Contact friends or relatives for 
references

Consumers should be wary of 
anyone who offers unsolicited ser­
vices, especially if they ask for per­
sonal information, as that could be 
a warning sign of possible identity 
theft. Consumers should not sign 
any documents with blank spaces 
to be filled out later.

In addition, Abbott noted that 
while disasters prompt an outpour­
ing of generosity, they also bring 
scam artists and thieves who try 
to take advantage of that kindness. 
Texans wishing to give to hurricane 
relief should give only to charities 
they are already familiar with and 
know are legitimate. Reputable 
organizations do not directly solicit 
donations from individual consum­
ers by telephone, e-mail or door-to- 
door visits. Citizens should not use 
links they find in unsolicited e-mails 
to access the Web sites of charitable 
organizations.

Texans affected by Hurricane Rita

AUSTIN— Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Strayhorn as of September 
21, 2005 announced that Texas 
taxpayers affected by Hurricane 
Rita may request extensions of up 
to 90 days to file state tax returns 
due in September and October.

“First and foremost, anyone 
in the potential path of H urri­
cane Rita should be preparing to 
evacuate inland out of harm’s way,”

Comptroller Strayhorn said. “Now 
is the time to be focusing on get­
ting to safety, not worrying about 
filing tax returns.

“When a disaster impacts hard­
working Texans’ lives and liveli­
hoods, I want to do everything 
I can to help the folks who are 
affected,” Strayhorn said. “These 
individuals and families need time 
to get their lives, homes and busi-

In addition to extending tax­

filing deadlines, Texas law allows 
Comptroller Strayhorn to exempt 
from sales taxes:

The cost of labor to repair 
storm-damaged, nonresidential 
property, including office build­
ings and stores (laboY charges 
must be separately stated on the 
repair bill, Texas does not impose 
sales tax on labor for residential 
repairs);

Services used to restore storm- 
damaged property, including dry 
cleaning of clothing and draperies, 
rug and carpet cleaning and appli­
ance repairs.

“I strongly encourage business 
owners and homeowners to take 
advantage of the tax extensions 
and exemptions that are available 
to them,” Strayhorn said.

RRC: Natural gas prices to continue rising
AUSTIN - Texas Railroad 

Commissioners Elizabeth Ames 
Jones, Michael L. Williams and 
Victor Carrillo were told Tuesday 
by members of the Texas Energy 
Reliability Council that natural gas 
supplies for the winter in Texas 
are adequate in spite of hurricane 
damage that has temporarily dis­
rupted some supplies.

“Texas produces more than 30 
percent of the total U.S. natural 
gas production, and the state’s gas 
production remains strong and 
should remain stable based on the 
increasing number of active rigs 
and well completions in Texas,” 
said Elizabeth Ames Jones, chair­
man of the RRC.

Information provided today by 
the RRC Gas Services Division 
indicates Texas’ monthly working 
gas storage is 267 billion cubic feet 
(Bcf) for August 2005 compared

to 305 Bcf for August 2004. This 
drop in working gas storage has 
occurred despite slightly higher 
annual production for the past 
year. Texas’ total annual natural 
gas production for the 12-month 
period ending June 2005 is 5,998 
Bcf compared to 5,942 Bcf for the 
same period the previous year.

“While supplies will be ad­
equate, the market is indicating 
that prices will be much higher, 
so Texans need to be prepared for 
higher natural gas bills,” noted 
Commissioner Williams. “Prepa­
rations such as proper insulation 
and weatherization will ease the 
im pact on everyone’s pocket- 
books.”

Analysts are predicting natural 
gas prices will increase anywhere 
from 39 percent to 95 percent, and 
could go as high as $15 per thou­
sand cubic feet (Mcf). To prepare

for higher natural gas bills this 
winter, consumers are urged to 
practice conservation measures 
that include insulating, sealing 
and weather-stripping windows 
and doors; adding insulation to 
attics; making sure duct work is 
properly insulated and sealed; and 
keeping blinds and draperies open 
on sunny days to let in the sun’s 
warmth.

Commissioner Carrillo said, 
“It is important to note that natu­
ral gas utilities are not allowed 
to profit off the commodity of 
natural gas. Instead, utilities pass 
the commodity cost onto custom­
ers when the price rises or falls. 
Utilities are only allowed to profit 
off transporting gas to customers. 
And ultimately, the RRC does 
not have the authority to regulate 
natural gas prices.”

The Commissioners had asked 
the council to cover several issues, 
including winter natural gas sup­
plies and the impact of high natural 
gas prices on consumers.

Several of the state’s largest 
natural gas distributions systems 
including Centerpoint Energy and 
Texas Gas Service reported that 
they purchase their gas from large 
aggregators rather than from indi­
vidual wells for increased service 
and reliability.

The U.S. Energy Information 
Administration has forecasted that 
natural gas prices could increase 
by more than 70 percent over last 
winter. In addition, the average 
Henry Hub natural gas price from 
the 2004-2005 winter season was 
$6.19 per thousand cubic feet (Mcf 
) as reported by

Gas Daily. Gas Daily’s Sept. 8 
forecast for the upcoming winter 
season is estimating an average 
natural gas price of $12.03 per Mcf 
or a 95 percent increase.

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Dealing with Fall Armyworms, it’s that time of year again
The continuous presence of army- 

worms really is not surprising considering 
the development of the population this fall 
and the mild temperatures the area is ex­
periencing. All species of army worm sur­
vival increases with good moisture condi­
tions. Weather conditions and availability 
of a food source have been almost ideal 
this fall. The Corpus Christi area started 
experiencing army worm problems in June 
and that started the migration north into 
central Texas. Once armyworms arrive

two to three generations are possible in 
our area. The start of the second genera­
tion has already started in our area.

A number of armyworms can be seen 
this time of year including the true army- 
worm, Pseudaletia unipuncta (Haworth), 
the yellow-striped armyworm, Prodenia 
ornithogalli Guenne, and the beet ar­
myworm, Spodoptera exigua (Hubner). 
However, the most common and devastat­
ing in pastures and small grains is the fall 
armyworm, Spodoptera frugiperda (J.B.

Smith). This insect can seemingly build 
up to large numbers overnight causing 
pastures, small grains and even home 
lawns to disappear in a short time. In 
reality, the adults are capable of laying a 
large number of eggs and by the time the 
larvae or “caterpillars” are easily seen the 
damage has been done.

The fall armyworm cannot survive 
cold temperatures and typically overwin­
ters in the southern regions of Texas. The 
adults migrate northward each year as

temperatures increase in the spring. The 
fall armyworm probably has three to five 
generations in the southern Rolling Plains 
depending on temperatures in the spring 
and fall. Populations appear to be worse 
in thè fall because adult moths will move 
into an area with storm fronts that trigger 
the fall rains. The adult moth is 1 V2 inches 
across the wings with the hind wings 
grayish white and the front pair dark gray, 
mottled with lighter and darker splotches 
and having a noticeable whitish spot near

the extreme tip. The female moth lays her 
eggs in masses, usually containing ap­
proximately 150 eggs, and the female can 
lay up to 1000 eggs. The larvae have five 
instars and typically the life cycle from 
egg to adult takes 28 days. The life cycle #  
can be extended if cooler temperatures 
occur and can last up to 42 days. Fall 
armyworms continue to be a threat up 
to the first hard freeze. Fall armyworm 
larvae range from % to 1 Vi inches long 
and can have shades of brown, green or 
black. They can be distinguished from 
other armyworms because of a prominent 
white, inverted Y-shaped line on the front 
of the head

Damage done by fall armyworms usu- £  
ally consists of foliage feeding. The small 
larvae will chew the green layer from the 
leaves and leave a clearing or “window 
pane” effect. The first three instars do 
relatively very little feeding while the 
last two instars consume 85 percent of 
the total foliage consumed by the cater­
pillars. This is the reason it is important 
to find the infestations before the larvae 
or caterpillars become too large. Small 
larvae are easier to control and most of the H
damage can be prevented if the infestation 
is caught early. Individual fields should 
be scouted carefully because the moths 
will not lay their eggs consistently across 
the area. Many times a pasture or small 
grain field will be infested and the field 
across the road will not have any larvae 
present.

Decisions concerning treatment on 
small grain pastures are much easier to 
make than on improved pastures. When £  
small grains are in the seedling stage, 
three larvae per square foot or 1 to two 
larvae per linear foot can devastate a 
stand. Once small grains begin to til­
ler, the thresholds can increase to 3 to 5 
larvae per square foot or two to three per 
linear foot. Once the small grains reach 
4 to 5 inches in height, small grains can 
tolerate high numbers (7 to 8 per square 
foot). At that time, producers have more 
time to make a decision and should wait ^  
as long as possible before treating a field.
The goal in a small grain pasture is to 
establish a stand.

The decision on improved pasture is 
more difficult for a number of reasons.
First, the economics of spraying improved 
pasture is different than spraying small 
grains. The grass has started to slow its 
growth and the yield of the final cutting 
is usually much reduced from an earlier 
cutting. The 2005 season has been aver- ^  
age to above average for rainfall so hay is 
somewhat available and producers need 
to realize that treatment for armyworms 
will cost between $10 to $15 per acre. This 
cost must be measured against the ability 
to purchase hay. Second, the insecticide 
choices on pastures are limited to car- 
baryl (Sevin® 80 S, Sevin® XLR, etc.) 
and malathion. Be aware of harvesting 
and grazing limitations on the label. The 
final decision must be the producers but 0  
all costs should be factored before treating 
improved pastures.

Fall armyworms are easily controlled 
if producers monitor their fields closely.
The key is proper identification and 
finding the infestation before the larvae 
become too large.
