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A young woman identified only as
M.J. filed a lawsuit Tuesday against
FLDS prophet Warren Jeffs in Utah’s 5th
District Court, located in Cedar City.

The lawsuit alleges that Warren
Jeffs, acting as the “alter ego” of the
Fundamentalist Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints, commanded
M.J., and underage girl, to enter into a
“spiritual marriage” with an adult man,
many years older than her. The man is
identified only as S.J.

Jeffs is also accused of perform-
ing the marriage ceremony between
S.J. and M.J. without the girl’s consent -

nc

and without a marriage license or legal
sanction.

The lawsuit continues by alleging
that Jeffs instructed and commanded
M.J. and S.J. to live together as husband
and wife and to have sexual relations in
order to produce children and thereby

“multiply and replenish the earth.”

The marriage allegedly resulted in
pregnancies which were physically and
emotionally devastating to the girl.

The lawsuit is brought by Salt Lake
City, UT law firm of Hoole & King, L.C,,
the same lawyers who successfully sued
Jeffs and the FLDS church on behalf of

U.S.PS.#342-470 -

Jeffs’ nephew Brent Jeffs and a group of
young men known as “The Lost Boys.”
Brent Jeffs accused the FLDS prophet
of sexually abusing him when he was a
young boy. The Lost Boys claimed they
illegally excluded from the church in
order to reduce competition for young
brides.

Hoole & King’s clients won both
of those lawsuits by default judgement
when Warren Jeffs failed to appear to
defend himself.

Although the latest legal action is a
civil lawsuit, the charges are similar to
those made in felony criminal indict-
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Jeffs facing yet another lawsuit in Utah

ments the State of Arizona obtained-
against Jeffs in Mohave County. He
stands accused there of arranging and
performing marriages between under-
age girls and some of his older male
followers. The indictments resulted in

* a warrant being issued for Jeffs’ arrest

and subsequently in a federal charge of
unlawful flight to avoid prosecution.
This latest lawsuit accuses Warren
Jeffs of: 1) Conspiracy to commit battery
and sexual abuse of a child; 2) Infliction
of emotional distress; 3) Outrage due to
the conduct that goes beyond the bounds
of decency; and 4) Breach of his fidu-
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ciary duties as leader of the church.

The lawsuit askes for a jury trial and
seeks unspecified general damages, spe-
cial damages, punitive damages, court
costs and other financial relief as the
court should deem reasonable.

Despite being sought by multiple
law enforcement agencies in four states,
Warren Jeffs remains at large. The fugi-
tive prophet’s followers are building a
massive temple as well as numerous
other buildings on the YFZ Ranch near
Eldorado. Sheriff David Doran says
there is no evidence, however, that Jeffs
is on the property.

County awards contract
to extend sewer lines

Schleicher County commissioners
met Monday, Dec. 12, 2005 and voted to
award a $255,035.21 contract to Hardin
Plumbing, Inc. of Junction for the instal-
lation of sewer lines in the Edgefield
Addition, just outside the Eldorado city
limits. Hardin Plumbing won the bid
over three other companies compet-
ing-for the project. The highest of the
bids, submitted by Darnell & Dickson
of San Angelo, came in at more than
$376,000.00.

Most of the sewer project will be
paid for with grant money from the
Texas Colonia Fund. The*fund is ad-
ministered through the Texas Office of
Rural Community Affairs in conjunc-
tion with the Concho Valley Council of
Governments.

Schleicher County has tried for
the grant before and came close many
times, but this year is the first time the
project was funded. The county pledged
$24,500.00 toward the project but will
now provide an extra $20,000.00, since
the bids came in higher than expected.

The county’s civil engineer, David
Todd of Abiliene, explained that he
could scale the project back and save
the county the additional $20,000.00,
but the commissioners were eager to
get on with the much needed work and
voted to pay the extra money.

The decision to move ahead came
during the commissioners’ regularly
scheduled meeting. It was called to
order at 9:15 a.m. by County Judge
Johnny Griffin, with commissioners
Matt Brown, Kirk Griffin and Johnny
Mayo in attendance. Commissioner Bill
Clark was absent.
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Among other items of business, the
commissioners recejved bids on a truck
chassis and cab for a water truck. Young
Truck Center submitted the winning bid
of $61,197.00 for a Sterling LT 7500. The
commissioners voted unanimously to
approve the purchase.

The men then heard from Fire Chief
Jerry Jones who updated ther on the
progress his department is making on
converting a recently purchased truck
chassis and cab into a fire truck. He
explained that the Fire Department
raised enough money to purchase a
water pump and air-cooled diesel engine
for $13,515.39. Jones said the truck is
nearly complete and will soon be put
into service.

The Fire Chief then advised the
commissioners about several fires his
department found itself battling in re-
cent days. Two of the fires were caused
by downed power lines, Jones said.
Another was caused by a local rancher
burning trash in a pit. Jones noted that
a county-wide burn ban is still in effect
and urged everyone to exercise extreme
caution, especially since the countryside
is so dry.

City looks to hire code enforcement officer

The Eldorado City Council met
Monday, Dec. 12, 2005 and spent much
of the meeting discussing the need for a
code enforcement officer. City Secretary

Carolyn Mayo advised the council that

she knows a person who is interested
in taking on the job of enforcing city
ordinances on a part-time basis.

Ultimately the council voted to au-
thorize the expenditure of $9,0000.00
to hire a part-time person for the job.
The money is to fund the position for
the remaining 9 months of the city’s
fiscal year.

Mayor John Nikolauk convened the
meeting with council members Juaquin
Rojas, Richard Mendez, Tommy Minor,
Dora Bosmans, Toni Sudduth and Bill
McCutcheon in attendance. Among
other business, the council voted to
hold a public hearing on a proposed
amendment to the city’s mobile home
ordinance.

The council is also considering
changes to the 1950 fireworks ordnance
as well as the ordinances regulating

animal control and junked or abandoned
vehicles.

The council then voted to join the
Association of Rural Communities in
Texas at the urging of Mayor Nikolauk.
It was explained that the group is form-
ing a local official advisory committee
that will meet quarterly with represen-
tatives from the Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality.

The mayor also explained that Ce-
bridge Connections, the local cable TV
provider, is intending to raise its rates
in January.

Next, the council approved the
city’s holiday schedule for 2006. The
list contains 12 holidays including:
Monday, January 16 (Martin Luther
King Day); Monday, February 20, 2006
(President’s Day); Friday, April 14,

While I cannot say I look forward to Christmas,
I celebrate it, even if less enthusiastically as time
passes. Perhaps it’s the “bah humbug factor” that
comes with fading eyesight and the other vicissi-
tudes of what is, however—at least for now—still
preferable to the alternative.

For me, two Christmases contributed immea-
surably to my bah-humbug factor, each vying for
“worst”... my two ‘‘First Christmases After.”

The first worst Christmas of my life was my
twenty-sixth. I had just returned from Indochina,
where I served as an Air Force officer. A few months

before the end of my

next assignment in
Omaha, Nebraska ar-
rived along with my
divorce papers. I wel-
comed neither since
as a Floridian, I de-
tested snow, and my
Christian upbringing
took a dim view of
divorce. That Christ-
mas ended a youthful
naivety which took
as Gospel that, when
a couple swore before
God they would love,
honor and cherish
each other until they
croaked, that settled
it. What psycholo-
gists call “an adverse reaction to an adult situation”
settled like a black snow around me that cold, bleak
and very lonely First Christmas After.
Twenty-one years later and fourteen Christmas-
es ago—six months after my teenage daughter died,
following a ten-year bout with Juvenile Rheumatoid
Arthritis—I endured my second worst First Christ-
mas After. It took several months for the reality of
my daughter’s death to sink in. Slowly, I realized

she was not away at school, off at camp or on a Eu-

ropean tour. The empty chair at the Thanksgiving
. table inaugurated my Yuletide saga of increasing
dread. As others counted down the shopping days
left ‘till Christmas, I gladly would have traded the
grave for the living agony approaching with that
second First Christmas After. Fortunately, relatives
invited my family to visit them over the holidays.
The change of scenery and a concerted effort to
keep reality at the periphery of consciousness got
me through that second, awful First Christmas
After. Nevertheless, at Christmas Eve mass I lost
it when we sang, “What Child is This?”
For,me, hopefully, the next “First Christmas
After” will also be my first Christmas in heaven

where—finally—I will understand why people -

break promises and sometimes our children die. On

my sixtieth Christmas there’s enough bark on me

to understand life has its mountain tops and it has

its deep valleys; dark nights as well as bright days.
Another carol we sang at mass before that second

First Christmas After, “Be Not Afraid,” contains

the promise, “If you stand before the power of hell

and death is at your side, know that I am with you

through it all.” The miracle of Christmas gives us

hope in the promise of Him who is always faith-
ful and who knows the answers to all the “whys?”
which confound and confuse us, even during those

First Christmases After.

If you know someone who has lost a loved
one—whether by divorce or death, or maybe some-
one with a loved one in harm’s way in the War on
Terror—pray for them and offer some loving words
of encouragement. After all, inevitably all of us
face a First Christmas After. Meanwhile, may your
Christmases be merry and full of hope.

On the off
chance that someone might actu-
ally peek inside, the con men usu-
ally paint their fake cakes to look
like the real thing and top them off
with bits of red, yellow and green
plastic and a few fake nuts. They
are very convincing.

It has gotten to the point that
hardly anyone can tell a real fruit-
cake from the fake ones. Which is
convenient since, other than the
aforementioned con artists, I am
apparently the only one who has
noticed the problem.

Think about it. When was the
last time you ate a fruitcake?

I mentioned this theory at
church recently to a lady who as-

sured me that she likes fruitcake.
Which I took to mean that at some
point in her life she accidentally
bit down on one of the fake cakes
and developed a taste for Portland
cement.

Not that this is all bad. Fruit-
cakes, both real and fake can be
quite useful. For example, keep
one in the trunk of your car just in
case you break down on a hillside
and have to chock your wheels.
They also make good boat anchors
. and trot line weights.

I hear that Santa Claus even
carries a few fruitcakes in his
sleigh for ballast — the real ones
of course, the jolly old elf knows
when you are sleeping and he
knows when you’re awake so it
goes without saying that he can
spot a counterfeit fruitcake.

So this year, when you get
a fruitcake for Christmas, take
some consolation in the fact that
it probably isn’t even real. Then
carry the thing outside and put it
to good use...driving some T-posts
or something.
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Memories of the store

My father had a corner grocery
store in Fort Worth. Growing up,
I worked there when I wasn’t in
school or sleeping. Our lives re-
volved around the store.

My dad was a fabulous meat
man. He could make choice taste
like prime just the way he sliced
off a steak or roast. He was an
artist with a butcher knife. It was
fascinating to watch him stand at
the meat block and work. He did
lots of cutting up. He told me he
had butchered about 10,000 head
of cattle. He had the strongest right
arm I've ever known about. It got
that way by using a hand meat saw
for decades.

Customers came from as far
away as Austin to buy his meat.
The store carried a complete line
of groceries and produce, but
about half the income came from
the meat market. That’s where the
action was. When salesmen came
in, my dad just kept right on work-
ing at the meat block, talking and
answering questions just like he
was giving the salesman his full
attention.

My dad was a philosopher and
a poet. He had the unique ability to
make people feel good. State legis-

by
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lators came to the store and leaned
over the meat counter for advice and
counsel, to hear a story or joke and
get their batteries charged. He was
pre-med at Baylor, but left after two
years to tend to business and raise
a family. He quoted poetry that
suited the occasion, no matter what
the occasion was. He was a Kiwan-
ian and served as Lt. Governor for
the Texas-Oklahoma district. He
also served on the school board
and taught a Sunday school class.
He always wore a dress shirt and
tie while working in the store and
seldom walked out the front door
without a coat and hat.

He always enjoyed a certain
status. He was valedictorian of his
high school class at Athens. He was
so popular that once he exploded
a firecracker in a classroom and
nobody would tell the teacher who
did it. :

When he and my mother began

to travel, I came home and managed
the store and its dozen or so employ-
ees. I loved the constant parade of
characters that came in, especially
the ones from across the street that
walked over just to visit. My dad
discouraged that, but I thought they
provided the most interesting part
of the day.

My dad got up at 3 o 4 o’clock
Saturday mornings to get the meat
counter ready for the biggest day of
the week. A few days after I got back
from an Army tour in Europe, the
two of use sat on meat blocks one
Saturday morning and just talked.

It meant a lot to me because I was

25 years old and wasn’t sure just
what I was going to do with the rest
of my life. That was a very special
time for me, especially knowing
how valuable time was on Saturday
mornings.

My dad passed away in 1975
at the age of 64. He always had a
goal of doing $5,000 worth of meat
business in a single day. I was tak-
ing care of the store while he was
in the hospital near the end of his
life. One Saturday night I took the
adding machine to his hospital bed
and showed him the bottom number.
It was $5,000.

AG unveils open gov't
training for public officials

AUSTIN - Texas Attorney
General Greg Abbott today un-
veiled new mandatory open gov-
ernment training materials to
educate state and local public
officials about Texas open records
and open meetings laws. Abbott
highlighted the two videos at the
Attorney General’s 2005 Open
Government Conference, which is
being held Dec. 12-14 to educate
public officials and others about

all facets of the state’s open gov-.

ernment laws.

The materials were developed
in compliance with a new state law
that gives the Attorney General
authority to establish the formal
training necessary to ensure that
all elected and appointed govern-
ment officials have a good com-
mand of both open records and
open meetings laws. The Attor-
ney General’s office enforces the
Texas Public Information Act, also
known as the open records law.

“No longer do public officials
have any excuse for not follow-
ing the state’s open government
laws,” Attorney General Abbott
said. “This training will teach
them what the law requires and
that there will be consequences
for not following it.”

Copies of the free training vid-
eo can be requested by calling the
Attorney General’s office at (800)
252-8011. In addition, the public
can visit the Attorney General’s
Web site at www.oag.state.tx.us to:
apply for the Attorney General’s
approval of an open government
training course; view the Open
Meetings Act and Public Informa-
tion Act training videos; and fill
out an open government course
completion certificate. The new
law, long supported by Attorney

General Abbott, grew out of his
desire to clear up confusion about
open records law and change atti-
tudes among government officials
as they interact with the public
at the local and state levels. The
Attorney General’s Open Records
Division receives about 11,000
requests per year from government
officials seeking guidance about
disclosure of records to cmzens
and media.

Abbott added: “We live in an -

era in which citizens demand more
openness from their government.
This law will have a tremendously
positive impact on the way govern-
ment officials perceive their role,
not as protectors of public infor-
mation but as active participants
in sharing information with the
public.”

The new law goes into effect

" onJan. 1, 2006. Officials who

are in office before that date have
until Jan. 1, 2007, to complete the
required training. Officials who
are elected or appointed after Jan.
1, 2006, have 90 days within which
to complete the required training.

set to expire on Feb. 28th

AUSTIN — Some Southeast
Texas communities continue to
see declines in their sales tax rev-
enue as a result of Hurricane Rita,
but overall state and local sales
tax revenues are up significantly,
Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton
Strayhorn reported today.

The state collected $1.58 bil-
lion in sales tax in November, up
9.4 percent compared to November

2004. December sales tax alloca-

tions to local governments rose
by $50.8 million, or 15.8 percent,
compared to December 2004.
Sales tax allocations are up 19
percent in 22 counties that were
declared disaster areas following
Hurricane Rita.

“These sales tax numbers
tell the story of Texans’ heroic
response to hurricanes Katrina
and Rita,” Strayhorn said. “They
show the generosity of Texans
who purchased millions of dol-
lars worth of clothing, household
goods and emergency supplies for
those in need. And the numbers
reflect spending by thousands of
evacuees, who were welcomed in
cities throughout Texas.

“The numbers also show that
after Hurricane Rita, Southeast
Texans immediately bounced back
and began to repair, replace and
rebuild what they lost,” Strayhorn

said. “Also contributing to stronger
than average sales tax growth were
the mining and utility sectors.”

In the hard-hit Beaumont-Port
Arthur area, Beaumont’s local
sales tax allocation dropped 9
percent in November, but its
December sales tax soared by 43
percent compared to December
2004. Port Arthur’s sales tax al-
location dropped 12.1 percent in
November, but rose 23.7 percent
in December. Orange, whose
sales tax allocation declined 12.3
percent in November, saw a 42.8
percent increase in December.

Only 25 local governments
in 22 Southeast Texas disaster
counties show declines in their
December sales tax allocations,
compared to 73 local governments
whose sales tax revenue dropped
in November. Cities, counties, spe-
cial purpose taxing districts and a
transit system located within the
disaster area lost about $271,000
in sales tax in December, com-
pared to losses of $2.3 million in
November.

Strayhorn’s unprecedented plan
to help local governments whose
sales tax revenue has declined
since Hurricane Rita remains in
effect.

“Some towns continue to lose
sales tax revenue, because they

have businesses that have not been
able to reopen,” Strayhorn said.
“I am offering local governments
an option to help them with short-
term fiscal problems caused by a
sudden drop in sales tax revenue.

“Local governments in disaster
counties can, if they wish, receive
additional sales tax allocations
for November and December to
make up the difference between
their November and December
2005 sales tax allocations and the
amount they received last Novem-
ber and December,” Strayhorn
said.

Lists of the 25 local govern-
ments that qualify for sales tax
assistance in December and the
73 that qualified in November are
attached.

Strayhorn today sent $372.4
million in December sales tax al-
locations to cities, counties, tran-
sit systems and special purpose
taxing districts, up 15.8 percent
compared to last December.

Texas cities received $252.8
million in sales tax allocations, up
15.8 percent compared to Decem-

ber 2004. Texas counties received

December sales tax allocations
of $21.8 million, up 17.2 percent
compared to one year ago. The 103
special purpose taxing districts
around the state received $10.6

million in sales tax, up 22.5 per-
cent compared to last December.
Ten local transit systems received
$87.1 million in December sales
tax payments, up 14.6 percent
compared to a year ago.

November state sales tax col-
lections and December sales tax
allocations to local governments
mainly represent sales that oc-
curred in October.

Locally, the City of Eldorado’s
numbers showed the smallest in-
crease in December and remain
down year-to-date. Meanwhile,
Schleicher County and the County
Health Services tax with which the
county funds the ambulance ser-
vice and other projects increased
in December and year-to-date.

Abbott, Arce and LoVoi provid-
ed several tips to consumers who
are considering sending money.
For example, in addition to fees
charged for the money transfer,
most businesses legitimately earn
a profit by offering the sender an
exchange rate that is somewhat
less than the prevailing market rate.
Consumers can find the prevailing
rate in most daily newspapers and
on many Web sites.

Texas law requires compa-
nies that send money to provide
consumers a receipt detailing
the amount of money being sent,
fees charged, exchange rate in-
formation, and a toll-free or local
customer service phone number.
The receipt must be translated
into Spanish if the money is being
sent to a country where Spanish is
widely spoken.

In Texas, consumers may can-
cel a transaction and obtain a full
refund of the money sent and any
fees if they request the cancellation
within 30 minutes after the process
begins, provided the sender never
left the premises of the business
and the money has not been re-
ceived in the other country.

The following are signs of pos-
sible violations of Texas law and
should be reported:

1-1/2 teaspoons cinnamon in medium bowl;
set aside.

Roll rounded measuring teaspoonfuls of
dough into 2-inch ropes. Place ropes about
2 inches apart on ungreased cookie sheets;
shape into crescents.

Bake 10 to 13 minutes, until golden brown.
Cool 2 minutes on cookie sheets. Roll
cookies, a few at a time, in cinnamon-sugar.
Transfer to wire racks. Sift remaining
cinnamon-sugar over tops of cookies. Cool
completely. Store loosely covered at room
temperature.

*If dough is too cold to shape easily, let stand
at room temperature 15 minutes.

Cook’s Tip: To toast and grind chopped hazel-
nuts: Spread 3 ounces chopped hazelnuts in
single layer on cookie sheet. Bake at 350°F
until fragrant, 6 to 8 minutes. Cool completely.
Process toasted nuts in food processor until
finely ground.
