Congress votes to update Endangered Species Act
*  The U.S. House of Representa­

tives last week passed H.R. 3824, 
The Threatened and Endangered 
Species Recovery Act (TESRA). 
The bill was passed by a bipartisan 
vote of 229 to 193 with Represen­
tative Mike Conaway voting in the 
majority.

“For too long America’s farmers, 
ranchers and property owners have 

•been subjected to harsh government 
regulations that, in effect, under­
mine the intended consequences of 
the Endangered Species Act,” said 
Conaway, who currently serves on , 
the House Agriculture Committee.

“This directly impacts the people of 
District 11. We have had immense 
difficulty in our attempts to remove 
the Concho River Snake from the 
endangered species list and I hope 
this bill will expedite the process 
while strengthening current laws 
and making necessary changes 
that will minimize conflicts and 
litigation.”

TESRA is aimed at enhancing 
the federal government’s ability to 
assist in the recovery and protection 
of endangered species. By passing 
TESRA, Congress has updated and 
modernized the ESA to strengthen

its results for species recovery by 
turning conflict between landown­
ers and regulators into cooperation. 
According to the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service (FWS) data, the 
Endangered Species Act (ESA) has 
achieved a less-than 1% success 
rate for species recovery in its 33- 
year history. In 1973, the ESA was 
passed with the intent o f recover­
ing species identified as threatened 
or endangered. To this date, of the 
1,300 domestic species listed, only 
10 species or '2%  are considered 
to have met 76% or more of their 
recovery objectives.

Arizona AG wants civil rights 
probe into C-City police force

Arizona Attorney General Terry 
Goddard wants the federal govern­
ment to look into the Colorado City, 
AZ police department. Saying that he 
believes that officers in the depart­
ment have “engaged in practices and 
conduct that deprives individuals of 
their constitutional and civil rights,” 
Goddard last weed asked U.S. At­
torney General Alberto Gonzales to 
conduct a preliminary inquiry into 
the law enforcement agency.

M uch o f G o d d ard ’s concern 
about the C-City department stems 
from the fact that a number of the 
department’s officers are members of 
the Fundamentalist Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter Day Saints and fol­
low the teachings of FLDS Prophet 
Warren Jeffs. Goddard believes there 
is evidence that the C-City police are 
under church direction and that they 
are “aiding and abetting criminal 
activity,” including the practice of 
polygamy, underage marriages and 
the expulsion of young men from the 
community who might compete with 
the church’s older male followers for 
young brides.

Jeffs and several of his followers, 
including Rodney Holm, a former 
C-City police officer previously con­
victed of bigamy and sexual conduct

with a minor in Utah, were indicted 
in Mohave County Arizona recently 
on charges of sexual conduct or con­
spiracy to commit sexual conduct 
with a minor. The charges relate to 
the marriage o f underage girls to 
older men in the FLDS church. For 
his part, Jeffs is charged with arrang­
ing the marriages and participating in 
the wedding ceremonies.

Jeffs is also wanted on a federal 
warrant for unlawful flight to avoid 
prosecution. None of his loyal fol­
lowers will admit to knowing where 
the fugitive prophet is.

Many of those loyal followers 
now reside here in Schleicher County 
where construction continues at a 
dizzying pace on the YFZ Ranch, a 
1,671 acre parcel of land that FLDS 
church members purchased in 2003 
under the ruse that it was intended as 
a corporate hunting retreat.

YFZ activity
A deed o f  tru s t filed  in the 

Schleicher County Courthouse re­
veals that YFZ officials recently 
repaid a $657,500.00 loan to First 
Ag Credit of San Angelo. The com­
pany released its lien against the 
property.

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Is it better in 
California?

Comparing Texas and California is a good way 
for this writer to get in trouble, but I like to live 
dangerously. I’m out here in Los Angeles visiting 
my sister. She lives near the beach so she gets lots 
of company. It’s an expensive neighborhood. They 
sold a two-bedroom bungalow down the block 
for $1.2 million. Isn’t that amazing? My sister is 
a school teacher. She couldn’t afford to live here 
except she bought her house 28 years ago when 
prices were affordable.

It’s a good life -  the weather is always sunny, 
but never too hot. I suppose that’s why so many 
millions of people want to live here. If you can get 
past the traffic and pollution and the high prices, 
then you’re welcome to it.

But that’s not my topic. My topic is agriculture. 
California is the number one farm producer in the 
nation, equal to the combined value of Texas and 
Iowa. But being first in farm dollars isn’t every­
thing. How about quality?

Consider California and Texas citrus. The 
crown jewel of citrus fruit in America is, hands 
down and no question, the Texas Ruby Red grape­
fruit. A Ruby Red is the summit of excellence and 
juicy good taste. Texas oranges are sweeter and 
juicier than the California navel oranges. It’s true 
that a Texas orange is hard to peel. It’s because 
Texas oranges were crossbred with an especially 
wiry breed of longhorn cattle. That’s what gave 
them their tough hides. In fact a Texas orange is 
like the character of the Texas people -  tough on the 
outside and sweet on the inside. A California orange 
is easier to get at, but the flavor is not as good.

For watermelons, Texas also comes out on 
top. People in northern states don’t appreciate the 
Texas watermelons so much, because Texans get a 
little selfish about watermelon. They eat the best 
and sell the remainder out of state. The California 
watermelon, in comparison, is an industrialized 
product and a volume business. California is where 
they invented the seedless watermelon. The seed­
less watermelon is an abomination and threatens 
to bring ruin to our nation’s heritage.

Watermelons are supposed to have seeds. And 
the rules of dining etiquette are relaxed a bit when 
watermelon is served -  you get involved when you 
taste a good melon. There’s the indoor style, which 
is a bit neater, and the picnic style with no rules at 
all. Everybody has their own method and debates 
often ensue.

A seedless watermelon? That’s the kind of thing 
that gives California a reputation for being goofy. 
It’s an improvement we can live without. But it’s 
their state. How about Texas barbecue versus Cali­
fornia sushi? I won’t even touch that.

But California pulls out ahead in farm products 
when you consider olives, avocadoes, artichokes, 
walnuts, pistachios, almonds, kiwis, strawberries, 
figs, prunes, nectarines, raisins and a lot more. 
Texas can only answer, “but we have the best pe­
cans.” Yes, California is a golden land.

They also make movies here. Most movies aren’t 
very good, but one in a hundred movies is some­
thing that will take your breath away and teach you 
something about life. You can talk about the trash 
that comes out of Hollywood, but just remember 
those two or three movies you saw when you were 
a kid that you can never forget.

And what is a movie? It’s nothing more than the 
ancient art of storytelling set to modern technol­
ogy. Tales of romance and adventure, true stories 
and the imagination of dreams. A good story is a 
human need almost as necessary as food. Think 
of Homer’s poem, the Iliad, written 3,000 years 
ago, about Achilles and the Trojan War -  a story so 
exciting that it has been told over and over again for 
many generations. Hollywood made a movie out of 
it two years ago, “Troy,” starring Brad Pitt.

Or the story of Exodus when the Hebrew people 
left Egypt to come to the Promised Land. Exodus 
is a matter of belief for most Americans, but the 
reason we love it is because the drama is so compel­
ling -Moses parting the Red Sea and the Golden 
Calf and the rest. It’s such a good story.

That’s what they do here in Hollywood -  tell 
stories. You know about Brad Pitt and Jennifer 
Lopez, but you don’t know about tens of thousands 
of people who work in the film and television in­
dustry-building scenery, processing film, makeup, 
marketing and a hundred other specialties — people * 
who aren’t glamorous are famous or unusual in any 
way. They just make a good living and they’re a lot 
like everybody else.

One more thing -  Texas hurricanes and torna­
does versus California earthquakes and mudslides 

-  take your pick.

W indshield time is expensive these days, 
but still cheaper than a psychiatrist

I have been spending a lot of 
time on the road lately, so I fully 
appreciate how expensive gaso­
line had become. It’s a far cry 
from the 17.9 cents I paid one 
time when I was a teenager.

I grew up in Jones County, 
just outside of Anson where, as 
luck would have it U.S. 277 and 
U.S. 180 intersected in the cen­
ter of town. There were four gas 
stations, Texaco, Mobil, Enco, 
and Fina— one occupying each 
of the four comers at the town’s 
only stoplight.

I know it’s hard to fathom 
in today ’s m arketplace, but 
back then selling gasoline was 
a cutthroat business. To get and 
keep a loyal customer base, a 
gas station owner not only had 
to sell gas for less, but he came 
to your car, pumped the gas for 
you, washed your windshield, 
checked the air in your tires 
and checked oil, belts and hoses 
under the hood.

Station owners made their 
money on the other services 
and products they sold. They

washed cars, changed oil, fixed 
flats and worked on just about 
anything else you needed.

Every so often one or another 
of the four stations I mentioned 
earlier would decide to drop 
their prices. Soon their drive 
way would be filled with cars 
and soon after that the other 
stations would follow suit.

Occasionally, one o f the 
other three would cut prices 
even more and pretty soon you 
had a real, honest-to-goodness 
price war going on. That’s how 
I managed to buy gas at 17.9 
when I was in high school.

Having lived my entire life 
in the vast expanses of West 
Texas, I ’ve learned to appreci­
ate the quiet time I get travel­

ing from place to place. With 
my cell phone out of range and 
few, if any, other distractions to 
interrupt, the windshield time 
on the open road is downright 
therapeutic.

And, most of my friends are 
likely to tell you that I need the 
therapy. The newspaper busi­
ness, even at the weekly level, is 
hectic on its best day, and mad­
dening the rest of the time.

One o f my friends in the 
business, Bob Dillard, owns 
papers in Ft. Davis, Stanton and 
Greenwood. So he gets even 
more windshield time than me. 
Which he probably needs.

Bob suggested one time that 
he and I both needed to have 
our heads examined. I wouldn’t 
argue with that. I just wonder if 
time on the couch in a shrink’s 
office would be cheaper than 
the miles and miles of West 
Texas highway with gasoline at 
$3 a gallon.

Even if  it were cheaper, I 
doubt very much if it would be 
as relaxing.

Niagara Falls is a spectacular natural wonder
For this old boy who lives in 

a dry country, seeing a million 
bathtubs of water a minute go over 
a cliff is a sight to behold. It’s been 
happening for nearly 400 years.

Niagara Falls is a fun, exciting, 
beautiful place. There are two Ni­
agaras: one in New York, the other 
in Ontario, Canada. The Niagara 
River connects Lakes Erie and On­
tario and provides a border between 
the two countries. To get the full 
impact of the falls, you must go to 
the Canadian side. Our hotel in 
Canada gave us a full view of the 
two waterfalls (the American Falls, 
a straight line of water cascading 
down for 184 feet and the Canadian 
or Horseshoe Falls, which are 170 
feet tall). Niagara is an Indian word 
meaning Thunder Water.

And boy, does it thunder. The 
roar can be heard all over the area.

Casinos have been built on both 
sides of the Niagara River and they 
have created a tourist boom, attract­
ing 14 million visitors a year.

Niagara, New York has a popu­
lation of 54,000 while Niagara in 
Canada has a population of 76,000. 
New hotels are being built on both

sides of the river.
We saw beautiful flower gar­

dens all over the place. Hanging 
baskets full of blossoms decorated 
light posts on the walkways on the 
north side of the river. We watched 
a juggler perform to an appreciative 
audience on a grassy area near a 
restaurant by the falls.

Niagara has always been a ro­
mantic place known as a destination 
for honeymooners. We saw couples 
of all ages holding hands as they 
strolled along the walkway looking 
at the falls. We saw a wedding in a 
park and watched a man sitting next 
to us in a restaurant get on his knees 
and propose to his girlfriend.

Everywhere we went people 
were taking photographs. I don’t 
remember ever seeing so many 
cameras in use. Couples were 
handing cameras over to strangers,

asking them to take their picture 
with the falls as a backdrop.

When we travel, we try to ex­
perience as much as possible. We 
rode on the Maid of the Mist, the 
boat that circles the bottom of the 
Canadian Falls. Passengers are 
issued blue plastic rain ponchos 
because the mist is like rain and 
the falls create strong winds. We 
went behind the falls wearing yel­
low rain parkas. We went to the 
bird aviary, the butterfly conserva­
tory and Niagara-on-the-Lake, an 
upscale shopping city at the end of 
the Niagara River Parkway. We 
walked through the nation’s first 
state park on the New York side and 
got to within a few feet of the water 
at the edge of the falls. Twice we 
watched the falls at sunset from a 
high vantage point and stayed un­
til dark, when the falls are bathed 
in colored lights. We went to the 
Skylon Tower and watched a daz­
zling fireworks show at eye level. 
We missed the tightrope walker, 
who walks across a cable stretched 
between two buildings during the 
summer months (no net below). We 
saw rainbows at the falls.

Travis County 
grand jury 
indicts U.S. 
House majority 
leader DeLay

AUSTIN— A Travis County grand 
jury indicted U.S. House Majority 
Leader Tom DeLay of Sugar Land 
on a charge of 
conspiring to 
violate a state 
election law that 
prohibits the 
use of corporate 
contributions to 
campaigns for 
elected office.

DeLay, in 
accordance with 
U.S. House rules, resigned his position 
as majority leader. That means he will 
no longer decide which bills will make 
it to the House floor for debate. 0

In a post-indictment news confer­
ence, DeLay said he was innocent 
and called Travis County District At­
torney Ronnie Earle, the prosecutor, 
a “partisan zealot” and the indictment 

“baseless.”
Earle, a Democrat, did not say 

exactly how DeLay broke the law, but 
did say that evidence would emerge 
in the trial.

The charge stems from the 2002g 
midterm election, in which DeLay’s 
political action committee, Texans 
for a Republican Majority, sent cor­
porate donations totaling $190,000 
to the Republican National Com­
mittee.

The money allegedly returned to 
Texas as cash infusions to specific 
House members’ campaigns in the final 
months of the election. Those races 
resulted in victories that bolstere^ 
GOP majorities in the Texas House 
and Senate. Legislation redrawing 
U.S. congressional districts passed 
in 2003.

The grand jury also reindicted 
Washington, D.C., fundraiser James 
W. Ellis and Austin fundraiser John 
D. Colyandro, both associates of 
DeLay, on charges of money-laun­
dering and conspiracy related to the
election. m̂

DeLay was ordered to appear in 
Austin Oct. 21 for pre-trial processing. 
His attorneys are asking for the trial to 
begin before the end of the year.

Meanwhile, having seen what a tan­
gle of life-endangering inefficiencies 
hurricanes Katrina and Rita exposed 
in federal, state and local govemmerll 
Perry appointed an 11-member task 
force to improve responses in the 
future.

Perry’s Task Force on Evacuation 
Transportation and Logistics will meet 
in early October.

In other news, the Texas Depart­
ment of State Health Services initiated 
a toll-free number (877-623-6274) to 
help family members locate hospita^ 
and nursing home patients evacuated 
because of Hurricane Rita.

Callers need the name, date of birth 
and gender of the patient. In coopera­
tion with the Texas Hospital Associa­
tion, DSHS will provide the hospital 
name and location, if available, in its 
directory but not the patient’s health 
status.

Also, Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott started a toll-free hotline 
assist in restoring child support pay-

Diabetes can cause health 
problems throughout the body, but 
those who have type 2 can do a lot 
about improving their own health 
by keeping a careful watch on their 
nutrition.

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'Governor hails water deliveries as major 
victory for Texas water consumers

AUSTIN -  Gov. Rick Perry 
today applauded the most re­
cent Mexican water transfers, 
which have completely elimi­
nated Mexico’s water debt to the 
United States as of early Tuesday 

^norning. At one point, that debt 
stood at 1.5 million acre-feet. An 
acre-foot is enough water to cover 
an acre of land with one foot of 
water, or roughly 326,000 gallons 
of water.

“This is a tremendous victory 
for both countries,” Perry said. 

“Our farmers, ranchers and cities 
will have 100 percent of the water 
they are entitled to, not just for 
the rest of this year, but for all of 
2006. Now that the debt is paid, 
both countries must continue to 
work in good faith to meet the 
water demands of citizens on both 
sides of the Rio Grande for years 
to come.”

Earlier this year, Perry an­
nounced in Mission, Texas, that 
the United States and Mexico 

^  signed an agreement that called for 
the debt elimination by Sept. 30. 
On March 22, Mexico transferred 
to the U.S. more than 210,000 acre- 
feet of water and began making 
additional water available to the

U.S. at Anzalduas Dam. Mexico 
also transferred water to the U.S. 
at the International Reservoirs at 
Amistad and Falcon. On Tuesday, 
September 27th the water debt was 
officially eliminated.

“Because* of the outstanding 
leadership of President Bush and 
Mexican President Fox and the 
hard work of so many people at 
the International Boundary and 
Water Commission, the State De­
partment, our Congressional del­
egation, and our state leadership, 
Agriculture Commissioner Susan 
Combs and Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality Chairman 
Kathleen Hartnett White, today we 
share a victory,” Perry said. “We 
also share a bright future with all 
of our friends and neighbors in 
Mexico.”

TCEQ’s Chairman White add­
ed, “To those affected most, our 
Rio Grande water rights holders, 
you have endured 13 years of 
uncertainty and now your water 
rights are whole and ensured for 
the coming years. Together, work­
ing with our friends in Mexico, 
we preserved the treaty and es­
tablished a framework fon solving 
future debt issues.”

The latest Rio Grande Water- 
master report indicates that all ac­
counts are full and the system still 
has more than 350,000 acre-feet of 
US water in excess to allocate for 
future use in the coming months.

Perry said that while the out­
look for water availability in 
2006 appears promising, it is 
far from certain. “Texas will 
remain vigilant to ensure that 
the state receives promised water 
on time, and we will continue to 
work in partnership with Mexico 
on water management strategies 
that provide greater certainty on 
water transfers even in times of 
drought.”

Under a 1944 United States 
agreement with Mexico, an aver­
age of 350,000 acre-feet of water 
per year must be supplied by the 
Mexican government from tribu­
taries to the Rio Grande River. 
The water, which flows down to 
the Gulf of Mexico from Lakes 
Amistad and Falcon, provides 
for municipal need and irrigation 
of agriculture in the Lower Rio 
Grande. «•

An important purpose of the 
show is the continued develop­
ment of craftsmen for genera­
tions to come. Organized as a 
non-profit organization, the 
Texas Mesquite Association sets 
aside funds each year for schol­
arships. TMA has partnered 
with Texas State University to 
help underwrite the studies of 
industrial*arts majors intending 
to teach.

The festival also includes 
exhibits of winners of a high 
school woodworking contest 
sponsored by the association.

“We want kids to receive 
recognition for their work in 
wood,” Carr said.. “We feel 
that putting something back 
into the education system will 
ensure students receive a good 
background in wood for many 
years to come.”

The Texas Mesquite Asso­
ciation Art Festival is free and 
open to the public. Hours are 
Friday, noon to 6:00 p.m.; Sat­
