Livestock Shipments 
Show Big Increases

Farmers Children
Lead In Enrollment

Austin, Texas. Feb 7.—Sons and 
daughters of farm ers a ttend  The 
University of Texas in fa r  greater 
proportion than children of parents 
who follow any other single occupa­
tion, it is shown in the R egistrar's 
report for 1933-34. L ast year 60l 
students stated  th a t their parents 
followed the occupation of farming. 
The runner-up classification was 
th a t of merchandising, w ith 524 
parenst listed as m erchants. A to­
ta l of 975 parents were listed as 
engaged in some phase of agricul­
ture, anim al husbandry, fishing or 
fo re s try ; 54 were engaged in the 
extraction of m inerals: 5G1 in man- 
u fa rtu ring  and mechanical indus­
tries ; 270 in tran sp o rta tio n ; 2,281 
in trade  ;«*379 in some form of puri- 
lic serv ice; 1,370 in the professions. 
138 in clerical work and 315 miscel­
laneous.

Austin, Texas, Feb. 7.-—Combined 
shipm ents of livestock, including 
cattle, calves, hogs, and sheep, to 
the F o rt W orth stock yards and 
in tersta te  points during December 

.-totaled 4,305 cars, an increase of 
50 per cent over December, 1933, 
according to the University of Tex­
as B ureau of Business Research. 
The increase was confined mainly 
to cattle, of which shipments to ta l­
ed 3„154 cars, an increase of 141 per 
cent over the previous December.

"This was the sixth consecutive 
month in whish catite  shipments 
greatly  exceeded those of the com­
parable period the year previous aim 
m arked the culm ination of the gov­
ernm en ts emergency cattle  buying 
program ,” the B ureau’s report said. 
"Shipments of cattle  continued un­
usually large in the P lains country, 
the T ra u .- i’eeos. and the Edw ards 
p lateau. Shipm ents ol' sheep also 
exceeded those of a year ago in the 
High P lains and Trans-Pecos coun­
try, but were less than  one-fourtn 
as g rea t in the E dw ards P lateau 
d is tric t.

"M arkets receiving the bulk of 
the December cattle  shipm ents were 
F ort W orth, E ast S t. Louis, and 
Oklahoma City. In  addition, un­
usually large shipments were made 
to California, Kansas, and  Oklaho­
m a. The la tte r  sta te  also receive t 
abnorm ally heavy shipm ents of Tex 
as sheep. For the entire year 1934 
shipments of all classes of livestock 
to F o rt W orth and in tersta te  points 
totaled 70,395 cars, an increase or 
nearly 45 per cent over the previous 
yen r .

"Those huge m arketings have 
placed th e  livestock industry of the 
S tate im .the best sta tistical .position 
in a number of years but the full 
benefit of the situation will not be 
experienced until feed and forage 
conditions improve. The ra te  of 
improvement, moreover, will vary 
in the d ifferent sections of the S tate 
because of the m arked differences 
in drouth damage and consequent 
depletion of herds and flocks. Live­
stock prices already have risen sun- 
stan tia lly  w ith indications pointing 
to still fu rth er increases.”

Recovery Of Cotton
Industry Seen

Dallas. February 7.—Old King 
Cotton, an ailing monarch in a dis­
tressed cotton kingdom, may be on 
the road to recovery if  the advice 
of experts who diagnosed his case 
in D allas T hursday and F riday  Is 
carefully followed.

W ith consumption of American 
cotton falling off heavily, and com­
petition in o ther cotton producing 
countries throughout the  world 
greatly  accelerated by restric tion  ot 
production in  the U nited States, 
Southern M ethodist Univer^Ujr, 
through its Arnold Foundation, 
succeeded in assembling leauiug 
authorities of the Southw est to  ex 
plore every phase of the cotton In­
dustry and propose measures for 
perm anent recovery.

Thus the "Cotton Crisis” confer­
ence brought together such econom­
ists as D r. A. B . Cox, drector of 
research a t  the University of Texas, 
Peter Molyneaux, editor of the Tex­
as Weekly, W. J, Clayton, cotton 
exporter of Houston, Victor Scliof- 
felma.ver, agricu ltu ral editor of th« 
Dallas N ew s; educators such as D r. 
W. F. Itau h u rt of S. M. U., Aldon 
Lang of Baylor, J  T. Sanders ana 
M. F. B urrill Oklahoma A. & M.., 
and other cotton au thorities.

Recommendations of conference 
speakers included: (1) R estoration 
of foreign trade through ta r iff  re­
vision, settlem ent of w ar debts, and 
stabilization of currencies; (2) Re­
moval of government expedients, 
which have had the effect of pric­
ing American cotton out of world 
In Jjarketsi, to perm it A ierican cotton 
farm ers lo figh t foreign competi­
tion ; and (3) Balancing the South­
ern economy by sensible utilization 
of land and diversification on cot­
ton farm s.

Cotton, literally  from the ground 
up, was examined in every iiarticn- 
la r. F irst speakers concentrated 
on a study of the cotton im portant 
in the South and ioiton 's im portant 
place in th a t system and speakers 
in the next group suggested methods 
of balaucing the one-crop system by 
long-term land program s and d i.e r- 
situa tion . Principles of cotton 
m arketing were then discussed, und 
a comprehensive discussion of both 
sides of ti.e G overnm ents cotton 
program followed. Speakers then 
concentrated on in ternational fac­
tors, painting out the extensive 
world-wide character of the cotton 
Industry.

The in ternational phases stim u­
lated r crimps the most in terest ut 
the conference. M r. Clayton, a r ­
guing the fu tility  of efforts to con­
trol a world crop by domestic, meas­
ures, drew this com parison: “If  the 
Si Me nf Texas w ith about 40 er>r 
cent of the cotton acreage of tbe 
i :>iu.. .jiaies. s..iiuln, irrespective uj 
any action liy the other twelve coi- 
tou States, attem pt, by one device 
and anolher, to fix and m aintain 
ai. artitu-.n l p . roe for Texas cotton 
there would he uuaniinous agreo-* 
m ent among all informed people 
th a t such course would end In fail­
u re . And still the U nited Spates, 
occupying much the same relative 
position In the cotton world as Tex­
as occupies in the cotton South, has 
been a lt m ptlng since October, 1929, 
to do just th is.”

Grand Jury Asked by Ickes to Investigate PWA Graft 
Charges— Future of NRA Hangs Upon Outcome 

of Suit Against Little Sawmill Operator.

“ ILrO N E ST  HAROLD” Ickes has 
^  been subjected to lots of abuse 

by congressmen and others, but he does 
not intend to let anything be put over 

on the Public Works 
a d m in is t r a t io n ,  o f 
which he is the admin­
istrator. At his re­
quest a special grand 
jury  has been sum­
m o n e d  to meet in 
Washington on Feb- 
uary 6 to inquire into 
charges of g raft in 
the PWA. Assistant 
United States A ttor­
ney John W. Fihelly 
has the m atter in 
government and will 
testimony concerning 

th e  $4,000,000 canal project in Texas. 
I t  was asserted that the contract 
fo r this project was withdrawn
afte r Mr. Ickes’ investigators had un­
covered evidence tha t there was a huge 
conspiracy to defraud the United 
States. Eight or ten persons, includ­
ing federal officials, a re  said to be in­
volved. Mr. Ickes himself said:

“The Public Works administration in­
vestigation division has made a long 
and careful study of the Texas project 
upon the direction of the adm inistrator 
(Ickes) and presented to the proper 
prosecuting officials of the government 
a full report for such action as they 
deem proper to take.”

This Texas case may consume sev­
eral weeks, and afterw ard the grand 
ju ry  is expected to investigate some 
o ther projects and also charges of 
fraud  in the W ar departm ent

A LMOST unnoticed among the spec- 
tacu lar Issues of the day, yet of 

momentous importance, the case of 
the United States against Belcher will 
be set for hearing by the Supreme 
court within a few days. This case 
opens up discussion on the constitu­
tionality of the heart of the entire 
NRA experim ent—the power of the 
federal government to regulate wages 
and working hours through codes.

Upon th is refusal of a small Ala­
bama sawmill operator to comply with 
the code hangs the entire fa te  of the 
NRA, for if the government loses there 
will be nothing left of NRA except an 
empty statem ent of desirable business 
ethics. If the government cannot con­
trol wages and hours in the produc­
tion of goods Intended for interstate 
commerce, there is a strong likelihood 
th a t the course of legislation to extend 
th e  NRA beyond June 16 will be strong­
ly affected. O ther cases now pending 
before the court touch upon certain 
portions of the vital question, but this 
case goes stra igh t to the basic power 
of the recovery act. It affords a clear- 
cut determination of the fundamental 
issues, because there is no dispute as 
to  facts, no technicalities of law upon 
which the Issue can be avoided. The 
case comes almost as an original case, 
since the attorney general took advan­
tage of legal machinery permitting an 
appeal directly to the Supreme court 
from the decision of a federal D istrict 
court without recourse to a Court or 
Appeals.

The defendant openly violated the 
lum ber code. Instead of adhering to 
code provision requiring payment of 24 
cents per hour for a 40-hour maximum 
week, he admitted paying his men 10 
to  15 cents per hour and tha t he 
worked them as many hours as he saw 
fit.

W hat the government’s line of de­
fense will be is not known. The case 
involves all the constitutional objec­
tions which might be raised against 
the recovery act. Decisions of the court 
in the recent oil cases did not touch 
upon the constitutionality of the main 
body of the act, but involved only a 
special section.

W HEN the senate passes the $4,- 
000,000,000 work relief measure, 

as it certainly will a fter all the ora­
tors get through, there need be no 
fussing as to who is to administer the 
huge fund. President Roosevelt him­
self, according in an authority high in 
adm inistration circles, will undertake 
th a t job and will allocate the money 
to the various agencies as he sees fit. 
There will be no new set-up for this 
purpose, unless it may be a small group 
of advisors selected by Mr. Roosevelt. 
These may be members of the cabinet 
or technical experts—more likely the 
latter. . This information was given 
the senate finance committee as it be­
gan consideration of the bill, and was 
designed to quiet some of the opposi­
tion and also to curb the ambition of 
certain gentlemen who had hoped to 
handle the $4,000,000,000. It did not, 
however, silence those senators of hoth 
parties who still contend th a t too much 
power is given the President when he 
is  handed such a vast sum to dis­
pose of as he pleases.

A strong possibility is seen tha t the 
bill may be split into two separate 
parts, so th a t the 880 million dollars 
needed for relief purposes may be 
passed without delay, and the senate 
can then take its time in considering 
the extraordinary measure which gives 
the President such unprecedented pow­
ers In spending the four billion dollars.

P art of the money may be used to 
put the government into the filling s ta ­
tion business, Senator Elmer Thomas 
(Dem., Okla.) revealed. Gusoline sta­
tions may be erected along “self- 
liquidating” highways, he said. The 
government may also purchase land ad­
joining these highways and improve it 
with houses for rent or sale.

L ittle hope is seen in reporting the 
measure out before February 10 when 
the relief funds on hand will expire. 
The only hope of meeting this emer­
gency, it is pointed out, is in the pos­
sible segregation of the 880 million 
dollar cash relief provision from the 
main bill.

One development which was of inter­
est to many was that the measure was 
prepared under the supervision of Mr. 
Bell, the budget director, thus making 
him a candidate for the “physical hang­
ing" advocated by Senator Jam es Com 
zens of Michigan.

E'EARING the anger of their aroused 
*■ constituents more than the adminis­
tration 's whip, the senate kicked over 
the traces to defeat ratification of the 
world court protocols. The final count 
was seven votes short of the necessary 
two-thirds.

Frantic efforts to force the measure 
through were made by the adm inistra­
tion. Several revolting senators were 
called to the White House, and the 
President even agreed to amendments 
to the resolution, but was unable to 
overcome the effects of thousands of 
protesting telegrams which had been 
pouring into Washington from citizens 
all over the country.

In private, many Democratic sena­
tors who face re-election in 1936 heaved 
sighs of relief as the measure was de­
feated. Administration forces accepted 
the verdict, apparently without rancor, 
although the long memory of the man 
in the White House is well known. 
Seemingly the issue is dead, for the 
present a t least.

Senator William Borah, who with 
Senator Hiram Johnson, led the a t­
tack on ratification, was jubilant over 
the outcome, declaring tha t it was a 
great victory for the American people 
and for this country’s traditional 
policy of keeping aloof from foreign 
entanglements.

Observers a t the capital refused to 
view the world court vote as any In­
dication of a spreading revolt against 
Roosevelt’s policies, since the court 
controversy cut deeper than party 
lines. Several senators who opposed 
the tribunal will undoubtedly support 
the administration on other measures, 
although victory of the small band of 
Irreconcilables who led the fight has 
undoubtedly added to their prestige.

' |  'H A T serio-comic “civil war” in 
Huey Long’s domain is becoming 

more serious than comical and almost 
any day may develop 
fare. I t was cen 
tered for the present 
a t the sta te  capital.
Two hundred armed 
men, directed by lead­
ers of the Square 
Deal a s s o c i a t i o n ,  
seized the parish court 
house in East Baton 
Rouge and held it un­
til assured that one of 
their friends who had 
been arrested was re­
leased. They then
dispersed with a warning from one 

John Appel to “be sure you have 
enough ammunition and be ready for 
the call a t any time.”

The Kingfish was in New Orleans at 
the time, but he hastened to Baton 
Rouge while Governor Allen called out 
some troops and proclaimed partial 
m artial law in the capital. Huey im­
mediately ordered the recently ap­
pointed Judge J. D. Womack to 
s ta rt an investigation of wbat he de­
scribed as a plot to murder him, in 
which “four sheriffs and a district a t­
torney" were involved. The senator 
declared:

“We picked up two men, one of them 
was going to drive the murder car. It 
was all fixed up. He was going to 
block my car on the highway between 
here and New Orleans, make it stop 
and force me in the ditch, and then 14 
or 16 were going to come along in an­
other car and kill me.

“We found all the stuff in the fel­
low’s car. There was sheriff’s equip­
ment, and everything.”

Maybe Huey was right, for one Sid­
ney Songy testified at the inquiry that 
he had been given a gun, ammunition 
and gas bombs to kill the senator.

Long blamed the Standard Oil com­
pany for the armed assembly of his 
enemies In Baton Rouge and said that 
unless the company stopped the “vio­
lence” his compromise with it over 
the 5-cent oil refinery tax would be 
called off.

Despite this warning another armed 
group of Square Dealers gathered at 
the Baton Rouge a ir field; but some­
one betrayed them and a detachment 
of the National Guard advanced on 
them in battle array. The sight of 
machine guns was enough for the 
citizenry; they surrendered, and were 
disarmed.

THOSE who view Russia’s growing 
military strength with alarm were 

not comforted by a statem ent made by 
the vice commissar for defense before 
the seventh All-Union congress of 
Soviets in Moscow th a t the Red army 
has grown from 600,000 to 940,000 men 
in four years.

Fortifications along the eastern and 
western frontiers have been strength­
ened, and all branches of the milifury 
service, particularly aviation, have 
been increased, the vice commissar 
stated, and more will be spent for de­
fense in 1935 than was spent" last year. 
The delegates, who were meeting to re­
view Bolshevist progress since 19.31, 
greeted the vice commissar’s speech 
with roars of applause.

TN AN effort to build up an alibi for 
Bruno Richard Hauptmann his a t­

torneys have called a strange collec­
tion of witnesses—a minor league boot­
legger, a speakeasy op­
erator o f  v a r i o u s  
names, a young Swede 
whose sto r i e s h a v e  
been somewhat vague 
and conflicting, and a 
man who has admitted 
th a t he served several 
jail sentences—a not 
particularly impressive 
lot upon which to de­
pend when you are 
fighting to e s c a p e  
death in the electric 
chair.

One of the peculiarities of the trial 
is the number of persons who only saw 
Hauptmann for a few minutes or sec­
onds, but who are able to identify him 
more than two years later. The man 
accused of killing the first Lindbergh 
child is not outstanding in appearance 
or one who would he likely to indel­
ibly impress himself on a person’s 
mind, but both the sta te  and the de­
fense have been able to produce per­
sons who swear he was the man they 
saw the day the crime was committed.

The battle of handwriting experts 
has also begun, with the sta te  pro­
ducing experts to swear that the hand­
writing on the ransom notes does not 
resemble tha t on the admitted writing 
of Hauptmann. Their statem ents are 
just as positive as were those made by 
the defense witnesses, and it all 
proves just a little confusing to the 
jury.

Considerable comment was caused 
when one of the jurors, a woman, 
smiled broadly at Hauptmann ns he 
left the stand following his examina­
tion, and some wagers have been made 
tha t a hung jury will be the outcome 
of the trial. Such predictions are 
hardly In order, since a single bit of 
testimony may yet change the entire 
course of the case.

D URING the debate in the house on 
an administration bill to increase 

by $9,000,000,000 the amount of long­
term securities the treasury can issue, 
Representative Reed ol New York quot­
ed Secretary Morgenthau as saying that 
the treasury could not finance the work 
relief program unless congress broad­
ened its bond-issuing authority. So the 
house passed the measure at once.

The bill, prepared by the Treasury 
department, places the administration 
squarely against inflation. It provides 
authority to raise money necessary for 
the public works, social security and 
sim ilar measures, meet federal deficits, 
and might even be used to provide 
funds for payment of the soldiers’ 
bonus.

Under provisions of the measure 
there would be ten-year bonds In 
amounts as small as $25, and as ex­
plained by the Treasury department, 
would be sold below par. There would 
be no interest, but each six months 
the bonds would appreciate in value at 
the rate  of 2% per cent, plus com­
pounded earnings.

Huge sums are involved: first, the 
creation of a revolving bond authoriza­
tion fund of $2,500,000,060; and sec­
ond, the consolidation of the two pres­
ent revolving funds of $10,000,000,000 
each into a joint $20,000,000,000 fund 
for bills, certificates and notes.

JAPANESE forces continued to ad­
vance in their drive. Two towns 

were captured by troops operating 
in weather 34 degrees below zero, and 
the forces appear to be converging on 
an area of disputed territory which 
lies south of Manchuli and Hailar, 
where northwest Mancbukou overlaps 
Outer Mongolia. The indefiniteness of 
the border is blamed for the conten­
tion. •

Intim ations that the Japanese gar­
rison in Manchukou might be in­
creased were made in the Japanese 
diet, based upon assertions that the 
Soviet government had continued to 
enlarge its army in the Far East, and 
tha t Soviet penetration into Outer 
Mongolia has resulted in virtual com- 
munization of that territory.

There has been no decided change 
in the attitude of Chinese leaders to­
ward Japan. Recent interviews with 
Generalissimo Chlang Kai-shek were 
said to have brought about no accord 
between the two nations. Meanwhile 
the Far East continues to be one of 
the interesting news spots on the map 
today.

Ric h a r d  w a s h b u r n  c h il d ,

He left a 
post as editor of Collier’s Weekly in 
1921 to take tha t of Ambassador to 
Italy, where he gained prominence as 
the chief representative of the United 
S tates a t the Genoa and Lausanne 
conferences in 1922.

He was the author of several works 
and collaborated with Prem ier Benito 
Mussolini on the Italian leader’s auto­
biography in 192!’.'

Washington.—At last a fter years of 
talking, a social security program is 

b e f o r e  congress.
Social And now th a t it  is

Security b e f o r e  congress
there is a brand new 

outburst of talk, because it seems the 
“social securers” never can agree 
among themselves. The result is tha t 
leadership in the house and In the 
senate is trying vainly to follow ad­
m inistration instructions, and has run 
afoul of all kinds of difficulties. The 
end is not yet, but it is safe to say 
without fear of any necessity for re­
traction tha t the social security pro­
gram will not go back to President 
Roosevelt as a law in the form it was 
presented as an adm inistration bill.

I find everywhere among those not 
charged with responsibility for the so­
cial security legislation tha t there is 
much confusion and lack of under­
standing as to what the President has 
proposed. It is easily understood. Any 
time tha t it requires thirty  thousand 
words to explain a piece of legisla­
tion obviously that legislation must 
be complex. To comprehend what the 
length of Mr. Roosevelt’s social se­
curity message is, it is only neces­
sary, I think, to remind readers that 
the message with its explanation of 
the legislation would fill approximate­
ly thirty-five columns of an ordinary 
newspaper. Many persons naturally 
will fall asleep before they wade 
through th a t much material.

But, let us attem pt to summarize 
the social security bill. It provides, 
first, for a national system of com­
pulsory contributory old age insur­
ance ; second, it authorizes appropria­
tions to be used as federal subsidies 
(plain gifts) to the individual states 
to help them pension the aged who 
cannot be brought under an insur­
ance system predicated upon their 
service in commerce and industry and, 
third, a voluntary system of old age 
annuities is set up.

The system of compulsory contribu­
tory old age insurance is designed to 
protect those who are no longer able 
to work but who have done their turn 
on the payrolls of industry. An old 
age fund is set up in the Treasury 
of the United States. Initially, the 
money comes from the Treasury but 
thereafter there is a tax operating 
on payrolls of all those who employ 
workers in numbers exceeding four. 
This tax will s ta rt January 1, 1937, at 
a ra te  of 1 per cent. It is increased to 
2 per cent as of January 1, 1492; 3 
per cent as of January 1, 1947; 4 per 
cent as of January 1, 1952, and 5 per 
cent a fter January 1, 1957. The em­
ployer pays the tax but he collects 
half of it by a deduction from the 
payroll of the individual worker.

The age of sixty-five years is fixed 
as the time when a worker shall re­
tire and receive this pension. The pen­
sioner can receive as much as $30 a 
month. If the individual dies before 
retirement, his dependents receive 
back the amount paid in in his behalf.

As a part of the old age pension 
system the legislation sets up an old 
age fund in which workers may pur­
chase an annuity but they never may 
acquire more than a total of $9,000 
m aturity value—the ultim ate amount 
—from which their income may be in­
creased.

Then there is the much discussed 
unemployment insurance. This also is 
predicated upon a tax on industrial 
payrolls but it is a state proposition. 
That is, the federal government is a t­
tempting to encourage individual 
sta tes to enact legislation which will 
protect the worker in periods such as 
tha t through which we have passed 
since 1929. In other words, this phase 
of the legislation is designed to cause 
workers and their employers to lay 
aside a certain percentage of their 
income while they are employed, to be 
used when times are hard.

There are countless subdivisions in 
the bill, none of which are simple, 
tha t seek to protect the many who for 
one reason or another do not qualify 
under the general term s of the legisla- 
t'on. For instance, aid to dependent 
children is provided. Federal health 
subsidies—a kind of health insurance 
— Is proposed. Maternal aid Is a r­
ranged. and extraordinary cases are 
covered, such as aid to crippled chil­
dren. There are other subdivisions 
much too intricate to analyze here 
for the reason tha t their application 
is decidedly limited. The drafters of 
the legislation sought to cover all. 
W hether they have done so can be 
determined only after the legislation 
has been in operation some years.

*  *  *

I have been unable to compute the 
cost of this legislation to the federal 

and sta te  govern-
Countmg ment and no one, of
t h e  Cost course, can approxi­

mate the expense it 
will be to industry. I t is one of those 
things so fa r reaching in Its effect as 
»/> make utterly impossible advance 
calculations of the cost in dollars and 
cents. Suffice it to say tha t all through 
the bill as it now wends its way 
through legislative channels are fre­
quent paragraphs where money either 
is appropriated or authorized to be 
appropriated in the future. One wag 
covered the money phases of the bill 
the other day with a remark tha t it 
was not unlike the conversations be­
tween Amos and Andy, the radio come­

dians, for there is five million, three 
million, twenty million, seventy-eight 
million and so on through the lis t

Yet it is not the money phases that 
constitute the difficulties In the legis­
lation as the leaders in congress see 
them. The bill sets up an In­
tricate system of administration 
against which even the present far 
flung list of New Deal agencies pales 
into insignificance.

First, there is the ponderous organi­
zation for administration to be created 
here in Washington. Beneath that 
there are state organizations in every 
state, regional and county organiza­
tions and even city administrative bu­
reaus. I think it takes no stretch 
of the imagination to foresee how 
many workers will be necessary to do 
ju s t the plain chores of keeping a 
record of all the individuals on the 
government payrolls, federal and state, 
for administration of this legislation.

Here in Washington, we will have a 
social insurance board, a group of 
three members, receiving $10,000 a 
year each and serving for six years. 
The federal emergency relief adminis­
tra to r will have duties to perform in 
conjunction with the social insurance 
board as well as apart from it. The 
secretary of labor is given jurisdiction 
over some phases of the administration 
and the public health service is 
charged with conduct of the health 
insurance phases.

This is not all. The secretary of the 
treasury is charged with the manage­
ment and investment of all of the 
monies under the various funds and It 
is he who must see th a t they are 
properly disbursed.

* * *
In congress, considerable jealousy 

has arisen among committee chairmen, 
party  wheel-horses 

Jealousy and those who would 
Aroused enjoy being admin­

istration spokesmen. 
Some of them, it hardly need be said, 
believe their political salvation lies in 
following the administration blindly 
and in addition there is another seg­
ment of legislators who keep their 
eyes on the historical significance of 
passing events. This group wants to 
have a leading part in enactment of 
the social security legislation because, 
it must be said, this is the greatest of 
all experiments undertaken a t any time 
by the American government. From 
lobby conversation it is perfectly evi­
dent tha t there are many men In the 
house and senate wh# would be willing 
to retire to whatever rewards their po­
litical service has given them only to 
become known as the father of the 
social security legislation.

This condition has precipitated sev­
eral humorous circumstances. Sena­
tor W agner of New York sponsored 
the legislation in the senate and Rep­
resentative Lewis of Maryland pro­
posed it In the house. Senator Wag­
ner’s committee arranged to s ta rt hear­
ings on a stated date in the senate and 
tha t dare was announced rather sud­
denly. No sooner had the W agner 
committee hearings been announced 
than Representative Doughton of North 
Carolina scheduled similar hearings 
before his ways and means committee 
in the house. He set the hearings one 
day ahead of the senate and the rivalry 
between the two for headline wit­
nesses has been, to say the least, a 
source of many jokes.

* * *
Some weeks ago I reported to you 

tha t there were rumblings of difficul­
ties ahead for the 

Trouble President’s gigantic 
Ahead  public works pro­

gram, as his new ex­
periment in recovery efforts is de­
scribed. He asked congress for a lump 
sum of $4,800,000,000 with which to re­
vive the heavy industries and other 
lines of commercial endeavor that they 
may absorb some of those unemployed 
now on relief rolls. It will be remem­
bered that in his annual message to 
congress he said with emphasis tha t 
federal aid to the destitute must sto p : 
tha t the giving of relief directly was a 
sta te  responsibility.

The first hitch encountered by the 
administration wheel-horses in guiding 
the public works bill through congress 
developed in the house when the lead­
ers, anxious to pass the legislation as 
the White House dictated, sought a 
special rule which limited debate to a 
couple of houcs and made it almost 
impossible for individual members to 
amend the bill. Several scores of 
Democrats and all of the Republicans 
balked. For several days the house 
leaders fought gallantly to keep the 
stubborn opposition from running away 
with things, but the defections from 
the Democratic ranks became so large 
tha t a compromise had to be offered. 
I t  was accepted and the Republican 
critics and Democratic opponents were 
successfully squelched.

One result of the near revolt against 
the house Democratic leadership was 
the exposition of feeling against Sec­
retary Ickes of the Departm ent of the 
Interior who also carries the titles of 
public works adm inistrator and oil ad­
ministrator. A lot of Democrats dis­
like Mr. Ickes for what they call his 
political aloofness. Apparently he has 
not yielded to their demands for 
patronage appointments and naturally 
men seeking elective offices hold put 
th a t plum as bait to voters.

Well I was 
tickled to death to go there. H ere I 
havent been in town over 30 m inutes 
and book myself two shows. You 
never get so old th a t somebody dont 
w ant you a t a  benefit, and they have 
always got audiences too. I do know 
th a t N. Y. people are the m ost liberal 
and they always fill a house for a good 
cause.

You see, Sunday nights are the bene­
fit nights on account of the actors be­
ing idle, and they can get the theatres 
for the show. F irs t actor I met was 
Charles W inninger, who has become 
immortal as Captain Henry of Zeigfelds 
“Show Boat” on stage and air. 1 was 
w ith Blanche Ring in a musical show 
called “The Wall S treet Girl” tw enty 
years ago when he and Blanche got 
married.

A vial the 
size of your thumb holds several bil­
lion spores of assorted fungi—in case 
the spores of the fungi of Bronson 
Beta have not survived.

“Also, we are taking bottles of 
stagnant pond water and another of 
seaw ater containing our micro-organ­
isms such as diatoms, plankton, uni­
cellular plants and animals which 
form the basis of our own biotic econ­
omy and would supplement, or replace, 
such life on the other globe.

T. Sanders of Okla­
homa A. & M. College, whose m aster­
ly paper showed the im portance of 
the w hite staple in Southern econ­
omy, o r Dr. A. B. Cox of the Uni­
versity  of Texas, whose exhaustive 
trea tise  of the Government’s cotton 
program  threw  light on w hat has 
happened since its  adoption, or Di­
rector Conner's “Land U tilization,’ 
W ill L . C layton's challenging a rra j 
of sta tistics supporting his thesis, 
“Our Vanishing Cotton M arkets,” 
D r. W illiam  F. H au h art’s cool ana 
lysis of our d isregard  of economic 
contribution whose im portance m ust 
arraignm ent of Government policies 
—all these ah thorities made distinct 
law s and Peter Molyneaux’s forceful 
he acknowledged. The Southwest 
and.. Texas are  espesiall.v in need oi 
becoming more in ternationally  mind­
ed. They need to he better informed 
as to how foreign changes in policies 
directly affect Texas exports ana 
how the great and coming South­
west m u s t; be prepared to fight its  
own battles, in the face often of 
poorly informed W ashington offici­
als who have not given th is region 
special study or recognition.

The question to be donated is, of 
course, one of public policy. There 
is much argum ent on e ither side. ^  
g reat many au thorities believe that 
an  industry  of th is na tu re  cannot, 
becoucuicted efficiently by any gov­
ernm ent agency. O ther authorities 
ju s t as competent and ju s t as sin­
cere believe there should be a shift 
from private to public ownership 
in order best to subserve the Interests 
of the people as a whole.

THE ELDORADO SUCCESS

The courtroom buzzed with excited whispers as Bruno Hauptmann took 
Ihe witness stand to testify in his fight to escape conviction and death in the 
electric chair. Under the guidance of Attorney Reilly, the accused told the 
story of his life, and denied having left his home the evening of April 2, 1932, 
the night the ransom money was paid to “John” by Dr. J. F. “Jafsie" Condon.

Accused Tells Story of Life

HAUPTMANN TAKES 
STAND IN DEFENSE
Defendant Claims Alibi for 

Night Ransom Was 
Paid.

FREMINGTON, N. J .—“The sta te  
rests its c a se !”

David T. Wilentz, attorney gen­
eral of New Jersey, tu rns to his seat. 
The court recesses for lunch. When it 
reconvenes, defense attorneys indulge 
In the customary legal maneuvers. 
Then dapper, florid Edward J. Reilly, 
chief defense counsel, turns and cries 
loudly:

“Bruno Richard Hauptmann to the 
stand.”

The courtroom buzzes as the pale, 
thin-faced Herman makes his way to 
the stand. Over the wires flashes the 
news (hat the defendant in the most, 
spectacular trial of recent years is on 
the stand fighting to escape the elec­
tric  chair for murder of the first-born 
son of Cot. Charles A. Lindbergh.
• Hauptmann appears nervous. He has 
lost weight during his ordeal in court 
and his clothes hang from his big 
frame. He sits slightly hunched over 
in the witness chair, his hands clasped. 
H e is wearing the same dark suit he 
•has worn every day of the trial, a light 
faded blue shirt and a polka-dotted tie.

Less than twenty feet away sits 
Colonel Lindbergh, father of the child 
whom Hauptmann is accused of hav­
ing killed to satisfy his desire for ease 
w ithout working and to indulge in 
stock m arket speculation. When the 
ex-carpenter takes the stand. It is the 
first time Lindbergh has looked a t him 
for more than a few seconds. Once 
when he was on the stand he glanced 
a t Hauptmann as ke identified him as 
the man whom he belieyed guilty ot 
the crime, and again when Hauptmann 
cried out a t testimony presented by th e , 
state, the colonel looked a t him for a 
second or two. Now he stares a t him 
as If Tasfcinated, as Attorney Reilly be­
gins his examination.

Carefully, step by step, the famous 
New Fork criminal lawyer leads 
Hauptm ann through a recital of his 
life up to the time the kidnaping 
occurred. Hauptmann answ ers slowly 
in a thick, guttural voice, pausing be­
fore making replies as though he has 
diliiculty in choosing the right words. 
H is English is none too fluent, and his 
accent is very marked.

Finally Reilly asks Hauptmann If 
he left home on the night of April 2, 
1932 (the night rhe $50,000 ransom 
money was paid by Dr. J . F. Condon to 
a man In St. Raymond’s cemetery). 
The crowd strains forward to catch 
H auptm ann’s negative reply. The busi­
ness of establishing an alibi has begun.

What surprises the defense will 
Bpring can only be conjectured. Reilly 
is noted for his ability to turn seem­
ingly hopeless cases into victories for 
his clients. It Is adm itted tha t the 
s id e  lias Imllt up a strong circum stan­
tial case against Hauptmann. Almost 
every type of evidence with the excep­
tion of eyewitnesses, fingerprints and 
footprints lias been presented. Among 
the most dram atic blows the sta te  has 
struck were those presented by A rthur 
Koehler, federal wood expert, who tes­
tified th a t Hauptm ann's tools were 
«ised to make the ladder left on the 
t,hidbergh estate out of wood pur­
chased at n lumber yard where H aupt­
m ann often worked, and part of 
i t  with wood taken from the attic  of 
Hauptm ann s own home in the Bronx.

Koehler told of an amazing piece of 
detective work—the tracing of the lum­
ber used in connection with construc­
tion of the ladder. His investigation 
showed that one of the knives of the 
planing machine used in finishing the 
wood had a nick in it. O ther calcula­
tions. he said, indicated tha t the ma­
chine had eight blades trimming the 
top of the board and six blades trim ­
ming th e  bottom wiien the board went 
through the machines, and tha t one of 
th e  blades was slightly out of line.

This led to investigation of eastern 
planing mills using this type of ma­
chine. Samples were secured from 
ail of them by Koehler, and finally a 
mill was located whose lumber had 
marking sim ilar to those on the pieces 
used in the ladder. A search of 25 
lumber yards to which lumber of this 
kind had been shipped eventually 
brought him to the Bronx yard, and it 
developed th a t Hauptmann had 
worked a t  periods in the yard and in 
December, 1931, two months before 
the kidnaping, he purchased a quan­
tity  of this lumber.

The piece of wood which Koehler 
asserted had been taken from the at­
tic of the Hauptmann home was orig­
inally one board, which was sawed in 
half to make the uprights of the lad­
der. Nail holes in the ladder board 
correspond with the nail holes in 
jo ists in the attic, he said, and he add­
ed that it was inconceivable tha t this 
was a coincidence. ,

O ther • testimony presented by the 
s ta te  charges th a t Hauptm ann was 
au thor of the series of ransom letters 
adm itting possession of the baby, that 
he left one of the letters in the nurs­
ery a t the time the Lindbergh baby 
disappeared, tha t he possessed the 
child’s sleeping suit, and tha t he visited 
the Lindbergh estate.

The prosecution has also attem pted 
to show that Hauptmann collected the 
$50,000 ransom money and tha t his 
wealth increased approximately by 
tha t amount. Personal identifications 
have been made by Dr. John F. “Ja f­
sie” Condon, Col. Charles A. Lind­
bergh and Cecile M. B arr as accept­
ing: and passing the ransom money, 
and by Millard Whited, Charles Ros- 
siter and Amandus Hochmuth putting 
him near the Lindbergh estate. The 
la tter is not expected to have much 
weight because of the time interven­
ing between when they are said to 
have seen Hauptmann and the time of 
identification.

The physical evidence will undoubt­
edly carry much weight. The testi­
mony tha t Hauptmann penned the ran­
som notes and the address on the pack­
age containing the child’s sleeping 
suit, as well as the note left in the 
nursery m'ust be refuted by the de­
fense.

Observers a t the tria l seem to feel 
th a t only one practical defense exists 
for Hauptmann. That would be one 
offering proof tha t a “m aster mind” 
committed the crime and that H aupt­
mann was only the unwitting tool. If 
such is the case the leader would be 
one without historical parallel, be­
cause of his success In covering his 
own tracks and his ability to provide 
such infinite physical proof of H aupt­
mann’s guilt.

This would lead back in all probabil­
ity to contention by the defense th a t 
the mysterious Isador Fisch, who died 
in Germany, was the man who planned 
the kidnaping, and who used H aupt­
mann as a “front" for his later finan­
cial dealings.

Reilly has stated  th a t Fisch was the 
man who furnished the money for the 
stock m arket manipulations, carried on 
in H auptm ann's name. A witness has 
testified tha t Hauptmann and Fisch 
were seen together in the broker’s of­
fice where the former had an account, 
although there was no way for the 
firm to know w hether Fisch really had 
control of the speculations.

How fa r Reilly can go in establish­
ing th is is not known. The fact th a t 
Fisch is dead will make it difficult. 
Thus far the relatives of the dead fur­
rier have not been introduced in court. 
A detective recently returned from Ger­
many with several persons connected 
with the family, who, it is said, are 
ready to testify tha t their brother had 
no part in the crime, and that he died 
practically penniless.

Meanwhile the dram a of Flemington 
courthouse grinds on. The grim-faced 
German carpenter fighting for his life, 
his sad-eyed wife standing by him en­
couraging her “Reeshard" as he battles 
to clear himself of the awful charge of 
murder. Colonel Lindbergh whose world 
fame brought him sorrow in the death 
of nis first-born son, the attorneys, 
Justice Trenchard, all combining a  cast 
in the greatest emotional dram a of 
many years. The outcomo-^nobcdy 
knows.

My service as a member of a cam­
paign squad have been discontinued 
permanently. One ought to have 
something in his past to look back 
upon with gratitude because it is not 
likely to occur again. Life, a fter all, 
is enjoyable, but as fa r as we can be 
sure, only while one is living it. 1 
survived once, but should a second 
opportunity come to me to travel 
about on the trail of a candidate, I 
should politely but firmly leave it un 
grasped.

In earliqr days a man who had 
been nominated to the high office to 
which he aspired was carried from 
town to town in a comfortable ra il­
road train , escorted to his hotel at 
the head of a parade and later to the 
hall in which lie was to speak. Seat­
ed in a comfortable horse-drawn car­
riage he bowed to left and right and 
waved his hand a t the cheering mul­
titudes ranged along the street to do 
him honor. He made a speed) at 
noon and a speech a t night. Then 
retired to his hotel, a te a comfortable 
dinner, and spent an hour or two dis­
cussing the situation with his local 
supporters, a fter which he went to 
bed and to sleep.

T hat pleasant and enjoyable rou­
tine disappeared with the coming of 
the automobile, and with the assist­
ance, by party leaders, of whirlwind 
campaigns. I have seen whirlwinds 
in the West and have been awed by 
them, and wished 1 was elsewhere. 
But many days during my service as 
the supporter of a candidate, I have 
regarded the days when sections of 
barns and rural bridges and unhap­
py cows and calves were spinning 
through the a ir as days to which I 
would gladly return. For pep has 
been put Into politics.

Our candidate did not put it there, 
perhaps, but lie made no effort to re­
move it. He is one of those people 
who likes to shake hands, and who 
had learned how to get in the first 
grip, so tha t his fingers will not be 
wrung from him by his devoted ad­
mirers. He has learned to w rite six 
or seven speeches while he is driving 
through the countryside at sixty or 
seventy miles an hour, and to make 
the one tha t seems best suited to the 
occasion when his local advisors call 
the parade to a halt. And, after a 
day tha t would leave a Bengal tiger 
limp and panting, he thinks nothing 
of sitting up till two or three in the 
morning talking with his retinue 
about w hat he ought to do tomorrow.

But it wasn’t so much th a t tha t 
troubled me. I t was the dash from 
town to town or from countryside to 
countryside in which we who fol­
lowed his car in a huge reeling motor 
bus had to participate. On some 
days he was scheduled for six a fte r­
noon speeches in towns fifty or more 
miles apart. A fter breakfast we, of 
his following, would clamber into the 
vast bus. take our seats, get a firm 
hold on a strap, set our teeth, and 
dash forth.

Ahead of us was the candidate, 
listening to advisors who were giv­
ing him tips as to what to talk about 
to the next audience, and paying 
scant attention to them. Ahead of 
him were other retainers, talking 
over suggestions and plans to lay be­
fore him, and ahead of them were 
either two uniformed motorcycle po­
licemen or a flivver containing state 
policemen.

In ten minutes a fter the s ta rt we 
were making fifty miles an hour. The 
sirens on the police cars or cycles 
shrieked like fire trucks racing 
through a city, the limousines rocked 
and swayed, and the motor bus 
leaped from depression to depression 
on the road like a giant jack rabbit. 
Rural motorists, truck drivers, farm ­
ers, appalled a t the ain, drew up be­
side the road and gazed at us with 
paling faces as we sped by them. 
Children raced beside the way 
shrieking madly. Men and women 
darted from farm houses and gaped

over the fences a t us. B ut on we 
rushed, unheeding.

Presently there was a signal from 
the sirens ahead, the brakes ground 
all along the array  of cars, and we 
came to a stop in front of a school 
house or a town hall. Out hopped 
the candidate, into the building he 
rushed, made a five-rainute speech, 
paused to shake out-stretched hands, 
then we all went into our equipages 
and forth we embarked o’er the hard 
high road. On one occasion we found 
the audience consisted of children 
who would have to wait for another 
ten years before they attained voting 
age. The candidate was a little  tak­
en aback, but lie made a short 
speech, asked them to tell their par­
ents about it, and away we raced 
again. We learned afterw ard that 
by some mistake we had got into the 
wronq hall, but tjiere was no time 
to fuss about that.

Soon we began to glimpse church 
spires and the tons of skyscrapers 
over the trees and low Hills, and 
knew th a t a city was near. I sat 
hack with a sigh of gratitude. Here 
a t least the pace must slow. Not 
even a political caravan could make 
its way through city streets a t sixty 
miles an hour. I lit a cigar and pre­
pared to take a few minutes of ease.

They were never taken. Outside 
the city we slowed down, but only to

exchange our ru ra l guard for a  covey 
of city mounted policemen, and these 
gentlemen had motor cycles, not 
horses. Before I could catch a fresh 
breath, they set their sirens going 
continuously, and in their wake we 
rocked and roared along, around cor­
ners, over streets under repair and 
down narrow lanes, never once slack­
ening our gait. If we came closer to 
a truck or a stree t car than the driv­
ers had reckoned on, we merely shift­
ed over a few feet while two wheels 
hiped up on the sidewalk, scattering 
startled  pedestrains left and right, 
and proceeded on our way.

How we ever got through, and how 
a hundred people or so ever had the 
agility to escape us, is something 
tha t will forever remain a secret to 
me. But we did it, and presently 
were flowing forth from the bus and 
swarming into a hotel.

But not to rest. Three minutes 
a fter our arrival the candidate was 
making a speech and shaking hands. 
Five minutes later lie was telling us 
what would he his plans for the a ft­
ernoon. In another one minute we 
were forth and to the harvest field 
again.

Night brought no respite. There 
were two, and sometimes three 
speeches, fran tic  battles to get into 
the halls and out again, and often 
dashes through the night to some 
suburban hall which the local boys 
had forgotten for the nonce, but in­
sisted must be visited. And through 
all and each of those long days, the 
candidate never turned a hair, never 
faltered in a speech for an instant, 
never failed to say something pleas­
an t about the town and the people

Miniature earthquakes, created by 

setting off small charges of -dyna­
mite, are helping scientists study 
deep-lying rock structures of the 
earth, says Popular Mechanics Mag­
azine. Sensitive instrum ents re­
cord the “earthquakes.” By study­
ing the effects of these explosions it 
is possible to locate accurately un­
derlying stra ta  of rock as deep as 
40,000 feet below the surface. The 
apparatus also is used to locate 
earthquake faults, to study the ve­
locity with which earth  trem ors are 
propagated, to locate oil shale and 
to measure the depth of alluvial de­
posits. Dynamite charges vary 
from one to forty pounds. The ex­
plosive and recording instrum ents 
are carried on a special truck out­
fitted by scientists of the California 
Institn te  of Technology.

terest of practically  every nation in

Molyneaux pointed out that, due to 
the fac t th a t the great bulk of Am- 
erian  cotton m ust be exported this 
commercial policy of cutting off 
foreign m arkets was greatly  in ju r­
ing the cotton farm er.

D r. H au h art carried  discussion 
fu rth e r in th is vein w ith pointed 
criticism s of a high protective ta r ­
iff system . He argued th a t the 
prevalent belief “th a t the standard  
of living in the United S tates de­
lusion, contending th a t the high 
standard  of living is due to an abun­
dance of n a tu ra l resources and ef­
ficiency of American labor. This 
viewpoint w as supported by D r. 
Cox in h is address evaluating the 
Government’s cotton program .

W hile agreeing w ith these au th ­
orities on the procedure to be fol­
lowed to restore foreign m arkets, 
M r. Srlioffelm ayer turned his a t­
tention to the domestic problem, ex­
plaining the benefits of diversified 
farm ing: “W hile the w riter does 
not subscribe to the theory th a t each 
country, region, or possibly State 
should be as nearly self-sustaining 
as possible, he does see m erit in 
planned crop divei’sification, because 
th a t makes possible the upbuilding 

of the soil—th e  S ta te ’s richest hei- 
itage and the greatest single asset 
which m ust be preserved throughout 
the years if people are  to live de­
cently and  have a measure of pros 
perity  and s tab ility .”

D r. Conner, agreeing w ith M r. 
Schoffelmeyer, emphasized “the 
real need for sound and constructive 
planning for the best use of our 
la n d .”

These viewpoints supplemented 
earlier speeches by D r. B urrill ami 
D r. Sanders which had to do w ith 
balancing the Southeni economy. Dr. 
B urrill, saying th a t “ the economy 
of the South is trending tow ard u 
lesser degree of balance,” warned 
th a t if the productivity of the land 
is fu rther “w asted by neglect and 
shortsighted agricu ltu ral policies” 
then the South “will become an in­
creasingly heavy burden on the mom 
productive economies of the nation.
