TRACE ORIGIN TO
NAPOLEOHIC WARS

Two Staple Foods Result
From Psivations During
Crises in France.

* Chicago.—Wars of the two Napoleons
gave the United States two staple food
commodities on which American house-
wives spend millions of dollars every
day, according to a bulletin Issued
here by the American Research Foun-
dation. :

“Beet sugar which Americans con-
sume to the extent of 2,000,000,000
. pounds annually
was the contribu-
tion of Napoleon
I,” says the bulle-
tin, ‘“while mar-
garine of which
we use 250,000,000
pounds yearly was
made possible by
Napoleon III in
the stormy days
of the Franco-
Prussian war.

“The principle
of crystalizing
sugar from beets
wus discovered by Andrew Margraff, a
(German scientist, in 1747, but Na-
poleon 1 was the first to give commer-
vial application to the discovery in his
wars against England for world su
premacy. The British naval blockade
prevented cane sugar from the tropies
from reaching France and. confronted
thie nativn with a sugar famine.

“So Napoleon determined to -muke
France independent of other countries
for its sugar supply by utilizing suga)
beets. He set aside huge tracts of
land, compelled the planting of sugar
beets by imperial decree in 1811 and
within two years financed the erection
of 334 beet sugar factories. :
“Impetus given to beet culture by
Napoleon carried the industry to the
United States where it was first ‘un:
dertaken at Northampton, Mass.. in
!838. From this beginning beet sugat
manufacturing has developed into a
great American industry representing
an investment of $200,000,000 in fac
tories and equipment and productior
in excess of 900,000 tons of sugar sh
nually.

“Origin of margarine was equally ro
mantic. © The siege of Paris by the
Prussian army in 1870 threatened
sta®vation to the beleaguered city.
Cattle driven inside the walls as a
food reserve were being rapidly slaugh:
tered and the life-giving fat was being
destroyed. Napoleon IIT in despera-
tlon offered a prize to anyone  who
would transform the finer fats into a
lasting edible product. So Hippolyte
Mege-Mouries, a French chemist, dis-
covered a method of imitating na-
ture’s process of producing milk fat
by combining beef fats, milk, and oil
The result was a food of great palat-
ability which was called mzzgarine.
“The Frenegh scientist’s disvovery
failed to save the bexieged city but It .
established a world-wide industry be:
cause of the wholesomeness and
economy of the product. The Prus-
sians carried the formula for making
margarine back to Germany whence it
was passed on to England. Denmark,
Belgium, and eventually to America.
“From an output of a few thousand
pounds, margarine manufacturing in
the United States has developed into a
major industry with a yearly produc-
tion valued at more than $60,000,000.
About 76,000,000 pounds of milk, 129,-
130,000 pounds of vegetable oil, 128,
000,000 pounds of animal fats, and 39,
450,000 pounds of cottonseed oil from
American farms, are utilized In the
manufacture of margarine every year.
Margarine to a very large extent fim
made from the products of American
farms.”

How Much to Keep
Average Work Horse?

Feed Bill Was Largest Item
in Recent Iowa Survey.

It cost $98.24 in 1926 to, keep the
average farm work horse whenfeed,
labor in care, housing and. interest on
the investment were included. At
least this was the average cost which
a group of 22 JTowa county farmers
found who kept complete cost accounts
in co-operation with the agricultural
economics department of Iowa state
college and the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

The feed bill was the largest item,
alpounting to $59.61. Labor in car-
ing for the horse was $15.58, the
charge for the use of buildings was
$8.13 and interest $6.91.

The cost of horse labor per hour
varied on these 22 farms from 6.8 1o
18 cents per hour and averaged 13
cents. In 1925 the average cost was
13.5. cents, or slwhtlv higher. * The
reduction in 1926 wus due to the farm-
ers using their horses to better advan~
tage. They secured 882 bhours of la-
bor per horse in 1926 as compared
with 820 in 1925.

As in 1925, the farms with the low
est cost per hour of horse lahor in
1926 used tractors as well as horses.
That is, the use of a tractor on some
of these farms increased the efficiency
of the horses. Also, some of ‘the
farms' with the lowest total cost of
labor per acre of crops used a combi-
nation of horses and tractors.

The number of crop acres handled
per horse varied from 13 to 39 on the
22 farms. The average was 23.2 or
about two acres more per horse than
