MOTOR VEHICLE
TRANSPORTATION

Notwithstanding a competit-
ion keenly- felt and openly ad-
mitted by railroads - motor ve-
hicle transportation - the pres-
ident and general counsel of the
Santa Fe railroad have issued a
phamplet giving interesting bits
of history concerning such form
of transportation.
