One thing that is, being seriously, 
considered by one of the. great con­
cerns which manufactures mechanical 
devices, is a machine which can be in­
stalled in the home, like a radio or a 
refrigerator, which will cool the house 
or at least the room it is In, in Sum­
mer. In the laboratory it Is possible to 
do this now. What is needed is the 
development o f this on a commercial 
scale, to sell at a price within the 
reach of the average family.

Even .though’ all of the conclusions to 
be drawn, from it .have not yet become 
a^hirable, It has already taught us 
more about ourselves than we ever 
knetv before.

Especially has It shown us that one 
of the cause of our _frent national 
prosperity Is disappearing—the steady 
increase In population at,; a ̂ hlgh rate.

This will infike'a grea£;;differenee in. 
hnsibess, industries and_ dnvestrdents 
’Which depend ni>on increas^g popula-. 
tion for. their own grdwtff.’ Real es­
tate ’values depend upon ’population, 
The rate of growth In the big cities is 
failing o ff more rapidly than in coun­

try towp3-and small communities gen­
erally. That means that real estate in 
the large cities will not increase so 
rapidly in value from year to year, 
while in the sm'aller towns It wUl In­
crease at a faster rrfte.

The redistribution of population is 
always an Important factor in busi­
ness and industry. Nowhere In the 
world do people shift their homes 
from one place another as they do in 
America. Just now the Census shows 
a strong tendency of manufacturing 
industries away from the larger cen­
ters and to the smaller towns. That 
I w ill mean more building in the small­
er places In the next ten years, homes 
factories, stores. Institutions and pub­
lic buildings. There probably w'ill be 
Jess building in the large cities, and 
that largely by way of repUcing ob­
solete ' structures.

The declnlng birthrate Is sure fo 
have a definite effect on building as 
well as on business generalyl. Not 
only will we need fewer school build­
ings, especially in the lower grades, 
but the type of home now In grow­
ing demand Is in smaller units than 
formerly, Fewer babies are born, but 
more of them grow up to go to high 
school and college. More peppre live 
to old age.. I t  Is hard to forecast a 
time coming ,when the whole problem 
of living will center ■ more abotu the 
needs of the hdults and the elderly 
and less about : the needs of the chil­
dren than ever, befoer in history.

HOW MONEY GROWS

Almost everybody has seen the 
tables of compound interest issued by 
savings banks showing how much you

would,have at the end of ten or twen­
ty years i f  you Invested a certain 
amount at compound Interest. Most 
of us have speculated on what a for­
tune we could pile up for pur grand­
children or great-grandchildren If we 
could' leave our money out at co’ "- 
pound interest for, spy however, as 
a hundred years.

These computations don’t always 
work out, however, as the trustees of 
the funds left by Benjamin Franklin 
140 years ago have discoveredd.

I Franklin set up two funds of a 
j'thousand pounds—$5,000—each, tto be 
lent at 5 percent interest for the bene­
fit of young working men, in he cities 
of Philadelphia and Boston, In 100 
years, Franklin computed, each city 
would have a fund of 131,000 pounds. 
Of this, 100,000 pounds was to l>e 
u^d for public Improvements and the. 
remaining 31,000 pounds reinvested at 
5 percent for another hundred years. 
At that time each city would have 
some $20,000,000 he figured.

Franklin died In 1790. In 1890 the 
Philadelphia fund. Instead of amount­
ing to_ about $650,000 as he had eal-- 
eulated, wa sonly $90,000. The Bos­
ton trustees had been able to do a lit­
tle better with their investmens, and 
had nearly $300,000, but still less than 
half of what the donor had estimated.
; In other words, neither set of trus­

tees had been able to keep the whole 
of the principal constantly invested 
at 5 percent a year, with safety. FHn- 
ancial and social conditions changed 
so much in a hundred years that none 
o f the forms o f investment suggested 
by Bkanklin was available before the 
century was over.

The great growth of fortune.s in

America, as elsewhere has not been in I 
Investments in business or industry 
but In land.. A little more than 100 
years ago John G. 'VVendel, a fur trad­
er, bought several jtarcels o f land on 
Manhattan Island. Hs entire Invest­
ment is said to have been less than 
$100,000. None of the land has ever 
passed out of the Wendel family. All 
but one of the 'Wendels has died and 
the sole owner today is Miss Ella 
■Wendel, granddaughter of the original 
investor, now past eighty years old. 
The assessment for tax purposes o f her 
Manhattan real estate for 1930 is $43. 
421,000. Its actual value is said to be 
excess of $100,000,000.

There is no surer way to Insure in­
dependence to one’s descendants than 
to buy real estate in any growing com 
munity and hang on to it.

CONTROL OF COLDS AND ROUP

Colds and roup cause a heavy loss 
In poutrly every year. Not only thru 
death, but slow growth and poor pro­
duction. Thousands of doliars are 
spent every year trying t cure colds. 
I f  we were one-half as diligent in pre­
venting this disease as we are in ap­
plying remedies after it is there, we 
could save a lot of money, time and 
worry.

Sanitation, ventilation, correct feed­
ing and management are four*very im

; portant factors in the control of colds; 
[in all poultry. When any one of them • 
is neglected, you can look for trouble. [ 

I Birds should never roost In a 
[draught, especially in cold and wet 
I weather. At. the same time, plenty of 
■fresh air is absolutely necessary. Noth 
ing will start a cold quicker than foul 
air. Study your poultry houses at night 

IA  burning match, .tissue paper or a 
flight feather will help locate draughts 
 ̂Remember, however, locating thte 
' darught will not cure colds; stopping 
it is the thing that coimts. l
j Sanitation cannot be stressed enough 
in controlling all poultry diseases. 

‘ Even a cold germ can thrive better 
in a filthy place. Careful cleaning and 

' disinfection of houses, yards, water 
fountains and feed hoppers, pays real 
dividends. Disease germs will not stay 
in a clean place.

Siimmer colds often are nothing 
more than nutritional roup. Feeding a
well balanced ration with plenty of 
good tender greens is all that is nec­
essary to prevent this sort of cold. In 
fact, proper feeding means stronger 
and healthier birds, which enables 
them to resist colds as well as many 
other diseases.

i At the fiist sign of colds, gi\-e tno 
birds a dose of Epsom Salts, ii.ving 
from three-fourth to one pound iier 
hundred mature birds. Use some good 
disinfectant in the drinking water to 
prevent the rapid spjead ol the disease 
There are anumber of good commercial 
preparations on the market for this 
puriMse. Spraying the birds after they 
have gone to roost with a fine mist of 
a solution, especially .prepared locail.v. 
use a mixture of one-half gallon water 
one-half gallon coal oil and four table- 
spoonsful turi)entine. In fact, anything 
that helps to open the nostrils of the 
birds may be used. No remedy, how­
ever, w.ill be effective unless the cau.-e 
can be oliecked.
