Any manufacturer or group of man­
ufacturer upon knowing the probable 
seUing price of the commodity they 
are producing, see their probleui as 
one of production. Profit is the dif­
ference between the price at which 
one is forced to sell and the cost of 
production. The cotton farmer is in 
comiietition with foreign producers 
who are onstantly increasing both the 
voliune of production and the quality 
o f their cotton, as well as in compet­
ition with large supplies of cotton al­
ready created in tills country. 'The 
cotton grower can have little influence 
on increasing demand and consump­
tion, but he can have a great deal to 
do with next year’s supply.
