School Starting Earlier
The days of sum m er are 

shrinking for most teachers and 
school-age children in Texas. Ten 
years ago, most schools started 
classes on Aug. 27, as compared 
to 1999-2000 when most schools 
started on Aug. 16. The earliest 
start date in 1990-91 was Aug. 
27, when 36 of the state’s 50 larg­
est district’s began school. The 
remainder began classes even 
later...some as late as Sept. 4th. 
However by this year, the start 
dates had moved ahead dramati­
cally with many schools starting 
on Aug. 2, some 25 days earlier 
than a decade ago.

Lone Star Tourists
Texans and tourists rarely for­

get the Alamo. The shrine of the 
Texas Revolution is the state’s top 
tourist attraction, according to a 
survey released in 1999 by the 
Texas Department of Economic 
Development and D.K. Shifflet and 
Associates, Ltd. Nearly 40 per­
cent of tourist said they had visit­
ed the A lam o in 1998. The  
Daughters of the Republic of Tex­
as, who have managed the Ala­
mo since 1905, estimate 2.5 mil­
lion tourists visit the Alamo each 
year.

Just a short walk from the Ala­
mo is the state’s second most 
popular tourist attraction, the 
Paseo del Rio, or River Walk. 
About 34 percent of the survey’s 
respondents had strolled along 
the downtown waterway. The Six 
Flags Over Texas amusement 
park in Arlington and San Mar­
cos’ outlet malls ranked as third 
and fourth.

SCISD and its three campuses 
earn state’s top rating

Schleicher County Independent 
School District (SCISD) and its 
three campuses, Eldorado High 
School, Eldorado Middle School 
and Eldorado Elementary, were 
each honored this week by the 
Texas Education Agency (TEA) 
with the agency’s highest possible 
recognition, the coveted ‘Exempla­
ry’ rating as part of the state’s on­
going accountability system. It is 
the first time since the accountabil­
ity ratings were established in 1993 
that the local district and its three 
campuses have all earned the hon­
or in the same year. SCISD Su­
perintendent George Blanch re­
ceived the word of the recognition 
through the Region XV Education 
Service Center in San Angelo.

TEA’s accountability system 
was begun in 1993 to ensure that 
Texas school’s were providing a 
quality education and to encourage 
improvement in the school’s that 
fell below the TEA’s acceptable 
standard. The ratings are based on 
performance on the Texas Assess­
ment of Academic Skills (TAAS), 
dropout rates and attendance rates. 
Since the program began, SCISD 
has fared well in the ratings (see 
chart below).

Helping SCISD earn the four 
exemplary distinctions this year 
was the fact that 90 percent or 
more of four student groups passed 
all sections of the TAAS test. 
Those four student groups are: His­
panic; African-American; white; 
and economically disadvantaged.

Also, the school had an average 
daily attendance of 94 percent or 
better with a dropout rate for all 
students and the four student 
groups below 1 percent.

This year, SCISD was one of 
167 school districts earning an ex­
emplary rating. In all, 1,291 cam­
puses across the state received the 
honor. That is the highest number 
of campuses and districts to earn 
the state’s top rating in the history 
of the accountability system, Tex­
as Commissioner of Education Jim 
Nelson commented. The number 
of schools and districts earning the 
second highest rating, which is 
called recognized, set new records 
as well, Nelson said.

“We raised the bar this year 
making it harder for schools to win 
an acceptable rating from the state. 
Despite that, a record number of 
districts and campuses leapt over 
that hurdle and reached even high­
er levels to obtain the state’s two 
highest ratings, exemplary and rec­
ognized. We are so proud of these 
schools and the teachers, adminis­
trators and students who made this 
possible. We know it took hard 
work and a strong commitment to 
excellence from the entire school 
community,” Nelson said.

“Overall, students performed so 
well this year that the state as a 
whole narrowly missed achieving 
recognized status itself. It is no 
wonder that our Texas public 
schools are attracting attention

Comptroller delivers 
August sales tax rebates

Texas Comptroller Carole Kee­
ton Rylander announced last week 
the allocation of $275.5 million in 
sales tax revenue to 1,107 Texas 
cities and 1T9 counties. August 
sales tax rebates are up 1.2 per­
cent compared to August 1999. 
Year-to-date, payments to cities 
and counties are running 7.7 per­
cent ahead of 1999.

Locally, Schleicher County’s 
rebate totalled $6,674.80, down 
3.02 percent over the August, 1999 
rebate of $6,882.83. Year to date 
the county has received $46,910.10, 
up 7.81 percent from the same pe­
riod last year.

The City of Eldorado received 
$8,838.53. That’s down 5.51 per­
cent from August of last year. The

c ity ’s year to date to ta l is 
$57,474.21, up 14.53 percent over 
the same period in 1999 when 
$50,178.33 was received.

The Schleicher County Health 
Services Tax, a portion of which 
has been used to fund the Schle­
icher County Volunteer EMS, gen­
erated $ 6,277.72, down 5.34 per­
cent from one year ago. So far this 
year, the tax has brought in 
$46,115.78, which is 17.46 percent 
more than the same period last year.

August sales tax rebates repre­
sent sales taxes collected June and 
reported to the Comptroller in July. 
The Comptroller’s next sales tax al­
location is scheduled for Monday, 
Sept. 11 and will be reported in the 
following edition of the Success.

Sheep and Goat Field Day set for Sept. 7
SAN ANGELO —  M ake 

plans now to attend the Annual 
Sheep and Goat Field Day set for 
September 7 at the Texas A&M 
University Research and Extension 
Center here. The Center is locat­
ed north of San Angelo on U.S. 
Highway 87. Registration runs 
from 9:00-9:30 a.m.

The event focuses on current 
information of interest to the West 
Texas ranching community. This 
year's slate features subjects rang­
ing from DNA sire fingerprinting 
to the Edwards Plateau Prescribed 
Burning Cooperative.

A five-stop tour from 9:30 a.m. 
to noon heads up the morning's 
activities. The stops include a look 
at DNA fingerprinting for sire de­
termination by Dr. Dan Waldron 
and Andy Laughlin. Waldron is the 
Center's research geneticist and 
Laughlin is the state Extension 
sheep and goat assistant headquar­
tered here. Dr. Ed Huston, Dr. 
Chris Lupton and Wade Polk are 
scheduled to discuss the feasibility 
of producing extremely high quali­

ty lamb and wool at their stop. All 
three men are headquartered at the 
Center. Huston is the research 
range nutritionist, Lupton is head 
of the wool and mohair research 
effort, and Polk is the Extension

risk management specialist.

"Livestock Supplementation with 
Cottonseed" manned by San An­
gelo-based feedlot nutritionist Dr.
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SCISD trustees vote to 
issue $310,000 in bonds

City landfill 
will close on 
Saturdays
Saturday, August 26,2000 will 

be the last time the City of Eldo­
rado’s landfill will regularly open 
on weekends. City Administra­
tor Randy Mankin noted that be­
ginning in September, the landfill 
will be closed to the public on Sat­
urday and Sunday. He said that 
recent tracking of loads revealed 
that, on average, the landfill re­
ceives less than a ton of waste 
on Saturdays. Mankin said the 
city can no longer justify staffing 
the facility on weekends under 
those circumstances. Mankin fur­
ther noted that provisions will be 
made to open the landfill on “one 
or two” Saturdays during the 
spring, in cooperation with the 
town’s annual spring clean up.

Faced with the requirement to 
repay more than $200,000 which 
the state overpaid SCISD last year, 
and the fact that adopting the same 
tax rate as last year will trigger a 
rollback election, school trustees 
voted last week to issue bonds and 
borrow $310,000. That move will 
allow the district to avoid a Novem­
ber 7 rollback election.

Before voting on the measure, 
school tmstees Phil McCormick, 
Eddie Albin, Steve Sessom, Jo Helen 
Kotsch, Sam Whitten, Jr. and Kurtis 
Homer discussed the possibility of 
borrowing even more money. Trust­
ee Berta Nicholson was absent. In 
the end, the group decided $310,000 
would meet the district’s needs for 
the next three years.

The bonds are being issued 
through the Texas Association of 
School Board’s Capital Acquisition 
Program at 4.5 percent interest 
and must be repaid in 2 1/2 years. 
It was estimated that the district

will need to levy an additional 7.3 
cents tax for three years to repay 
the money.

The taxes needed to repay the 
bonds will not trigger a rollback elec­
tion since tax revenue dedicated to 
debt retirement isn’t included in the 
calculation of a rollback rate.

In other business, the board 
voted to purchase employee health 
insurance from Blue Cross/Blue 
Shield of Texas. The premium will 
be $200 per month per employee. 
Coverage is for the employee only. 
Additional coverage may be pur­
chased by the employee.

Also, Supt. George Blanch re­
ported that the district’s enrollment 
stood at 650. He noted that for 
purposes of estimating revenue 
from the state he was using an 
enrollment figure of 600.

The trustees are slated to meet 
on Wednesday, August 30 for the 
purpose of adopting a budget for 
the 2000-2001 fiscal year.

Attorney general sues online prescription companies
AUSTIN -  Ever hear of the 

web sites ExpressToday.com or 
MedPrescribe.com?

Texas Attorney General John 
Comyn last week filed lawsuits 
against the two “online pharma­
cies.” Comyn alleged the web sites 
misled consumers and threatened 
their health by selling dangerous 
dmgs and controlled substances 
over the Internet on the basis of an 
“online consultation.”

The lawsuits seek to halt the 
sales through an injunction to pre­
vent the defendants from advertis­
ing, selling, prescribing and dispens­
ing prescription medications to Tex­
as consumers without proper safe­
guards. Comyn also seeks costs 
and civil penalties for violations of

the Deceptive Trade Practices Act.
“To just click and ship prescrip­

tion dmgs is bad medicine. These 
unlawful businesses mislead con­
sumers about the safety of these 
dmgs and put consumers’ health 
at risk,” Comyn said.

“Online pharmacies offer tre­
mendous convenience and freedom 
for homebound patients, mral Tex­
ans and others, but like any busi­
ness, they must operate in compli­
ance with the law.”

An Unusual Fireside Chat
Oscar Morgan spent a whole 

bunch of years in the oil patch 
around Odessa, then settled down 
on a ranch near Sipe Springs (pro­
nounced Seep Springs) in Co­
manche county. He goes fishing, 
loves to dance and takes care of 
his cattle.

When he was growing up, he 
always had unusual pets. Once he 
had a pet crow. “I found his nest 
when he was small and took him 
to the house and raised him,” says 
Oscar. “When we’d be working in 
the field, he’d perch on my shoul­
der. Every once in a while he’d fly 
off and get a grasshopper, then 
come back to my shoulder. He’d 
spend the whole day with me. That 
crow sure was a lot of company.”

Oscar says the bird could prac­
tically carry on a conversation with 
him. They grew very close.

One time Oscar found some lice 
on the bird. “I decided I’d try to 
get rid of them.

The web sites advertise, sell and 
arrange to ship or deliver prescrip­
tion drugs to Texas consumers.

Standards Revised for Schools
Texas Public schools will have 

to work harder to earn the labels 
“acceptable,” “exem plary” and 
“recognized” in 2001, Education 
Com m issioner Jim Nelson an­
nounced last week.

Starting next year, the state’s 
school accountability system will 
have new, tougher standards for 
performance on both dropout rates 
and the Texas Assessment of Ac­
ademic Skills test, the two measur­
ing sticks on which school district 
and campus ratings are based.

Schools will be rated on TAAS 
scores and dropout rates of all stu­
dents and students in each of four 
groups: African-American, His­
panic, white and economically dis­
advantaged.

TAAS tests are given in read­
ing and mathematics in third, fifth, 
sixth and seventh grades, and in 
reading, writing and mathematics 
in fourth, eighth and 10th grades. 
Eighth-graders also take TAAS 
tests in science and social studies.

Students must pass the 10th- 
grade “exit-level” exam in order to 
receive a diploma.

Under current accountability 
standards, schools that have TAAS 
passing rates of 90 percent and 
dropout rates of 1 percent or less

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for all students and student groups 
earn the coveted “exemplary” rat­
ing.

Other changes Nelson ordered 
for schools in 2001:

• Elimination of attendance 
rates in determining district and 
campus ratings.

• Consideration of a district’s 
special education compliance sta­
tus.

• Changes to size requirements 
for student groups.

Cleanup Funding Still Needed
Across Texas, there are more 

than 7,900 underground petroleum 
storage sites in need of remedia­
tion, the Texas Natural Resource 
Conservation Commission told a 
subcommittee of the House Appro­
priations Committee last week.

Since 1989, 14,943 sites have 
been closed. Fees charged 
to underground petroleum storage 
tank owners fund closures and re­
mediations.

TNRCC representatives said if 
the fees are discontinued, there will 
not be enough funding to continue 
the cleanup of the remaining 7,900 
sites.

The Legislature intended the 
program to end, but at the current 
rate of remediation, it will take 
years to complete the cleanup, the 
TNRCC said.

Eagles look tough in scrimmage with Stanton

The Eldorado Eagles traveled 
to Big Lake last Saturday to take 
on perennial power Stanton in the 
first scrimmage of the season. 
Before the varsity squads took the 
field, the junior varsity teams saw 
action. Stanton’s JV may have 
won the scoring battle 1 -0 but the 
Eagles JV played well, giving their 
coaches plenty of insight into the 
team’s ability.

SCISD earns 4 Exem plary  
ratings from  TEA

from all over the country with this 
kind of performance,” Nelson said. 
This year, 167 districts earned an 
exemplary rating, 435 earned a rec­
ognized rating, 434 earned the ac­
ademically acceptable label and 
five earned an academically unac­
ceptable label. By comparison, in 
1999, 122 districts earned the ex­
emplary rating, 383 earned the rec­
ognized rating, 523 were academi­
cally acceptable and seven were 
academically unacceptable. Four 
districts received the unacceptable: 
data quality rating in 1999 and 
three districts received the academ­
ically unacceptable: special accred­
itation investigation label last year. 
No district received either of these 
two rating labels this year.

Performance during the 1999- 
2000 school year earned 1,291 
schools an exemplary rating, 2,003 
schools a recognized rating, 2,924 
schools an acceptable rating and 157 
schools a low-performing rating. 
That compares to 1999 results when 
120 campuses were exemplary, 1,843 
were recognized, 3,147 were accept­
able and 96 were low-performing. 
In addition, 36 campuses received the 
acceptable: data issues rating in 1999 
because they had unreliable dropout 
data. No campus received that rat­
ing this year.

The standards increased this 
year for districts and campuses that 
achieved the acceptable rating. 
This year, 50 percent of all students 
and each student group had to pass 
the TAAS test to get this rating. 
That is up from 45 percent last 
year. A dropout rate of 6 percent 
or less for the total student popula­
tion and each of the four student 
groups and an attendance rate of 
94 percent or better were also 
needed to achieve this rating. A 
campus received a low-perform­
ing rating or a district received the 
academically unacceptable rating

when at least one student group or 
the total students in a district or 
campus had a TAAS passing rate 
of less than 50 percent or a drop­
out rate of more than 6 percent. 
The campus or district may also 
have an attendance rate below 94 
percent. Failure to reach the 50 
percent passing rate on either the 
math or writing sections of the 
TAAS test were the two most com­
mon reasons that a campus re­
ceived a low-performing rating.

”We want all our children to. suc­
ceed. We must try to both reduce 
the dropout rate and continue to raise 
the academic performance of our 
students. I am confident that we will 
continue to make progress towards 
these important goals,” Nelson said.

that Texans’ privacy is protected.
“Our personal privacy is a ma­

jor interest in our communities,” 
Tuner said. “We, as legislators, need 
to make sure our constituent’s pri­
vacy is not compromised. We will 
receive testimony from the Depart­
ment of Public Safety, and other in­
terested parties to determine if your 
personal information is safe.”

Turner said, “This is the time for 
all interested parties to participate 
in the process and give their opin­
ions. We need to hear from you, 
because we are not very good at 
reading peoples’s minds.” In 1999, 
Speaker of the House Pete Laney 
directed the House Committee on

Public Safety to study the personal 
privacy issue and report back its 
findings.

How­
ever, absentee ballots for produc­
ers will become available from the 
Schleicher County FSA Office from 
August 18,2000, through Sept. 10.

The public is invited to observe 
the counting of the ballots at Schle­
icher County FSA Office on No-
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vember 29, 2000, at 9:00 a.m.
Producers who have owned and 

sold one or more pigs or hogs at 
any time from August 18, 1999, 
through August 17,2000, are eligi­
ble to vote. Producers are to vote 
in the County Office where the pro­
ducer’s form records are adminis­
tratively located or, for other pro­
ducers, in the county where the 
producer owns hogs or pigs.

This LMAAP program applica­
tion for Year 1, covering a period 
from July 22, 1999 through Sep­
tember 30, 2000, has three types 
of payments. This application may 
benefit sheep producers who have 
purchased a ram, made an im­
provement on a facility that bene­
fited their sheep and lamb opera­
tion or have their sheep enrolled in 
a sheep improvement program. 
Deadline for application for Year 
1 is October 13, 2000.

The LMAAP for Year 2 and 3 
will apply to producers who raise 
feeder or slaughter lambs. It will 
pay producers $3.00 per head for 
certain feeder lambs owned at 
least 30 days and sold after Au­
gust 1,2000 through July 31,2002. 
Important: Producers who plan to 
sell feeder lambs must either sell 
certify their lambs 3 working days 
prior to the sale or request ear tags 
for their lambs. Your local FSA 
Office has the forms that are used 
for the self-certification of these 
lambs. This form must be faxed to 
USDA 48 hours before the 24-hour 
period that the lambs could be in­
spected by an USDA representa­
tive. The 48-hour notification only 
includes the Monday through Fri­
day schedule. Or the normal work­
ing week. If a producer chooses 
to use an ear tag to identify their 
animals. They must request the 
program  ear tags from USDA 
from:

Slaughter facil­
ities will provide USDA inspectors 
on site that will certify your appli­
cation.
