EARLY TYPEWRITER

Hollys Alexander
One of the most interesting 

of Mark Twain’s humorous 
sketches is his account of how 
he came to buy one of the first 
typewriters. In 1873 he tells us, 
he and a friend happened to see 
a machine in a store window 
and went in and looked at it. 
The salesman explained the 
machine and its uses and said! 
it would write 57 words a min­
ute. The type-girl wrote on the 
miachine and they timed her and 
she wrote 57 words in 60 sec­
onds time after time. Mark 
bought it for $125 and took all i 
samples of work for curiosities.

He goes on to tell when they ' 
arrived at the hotel they found 
the girl had written a memoriz­
ed passage over and over again. 
He continued to practice ana 
was able to write “ The bo y . 
stood on the burning deck,” at 
the rate of 12 words a minute. 
This machine was the talk of the 
country.

Since the time of the type­
writer there has been numerous 
labor-saving devices invented 
for the typewriter. There are 
typrwriters made to write 
checks, to add, subtract, cross­
add, and multiply. Noiseless 
typewriters and portable mach­
ines are now widely sold and 
used.

The typewriter is the one 
machine in our machine age 
which is in almlost universal use ] 
The ability to typewrite and to 
use the machine effectively for 
practical purposes is a require­
ment in almost all business pos- j 
itions for which beginners are j 
accepted. The student who has 
learned to typewrite_ _will_ find 
numberless opportunities, in̂  his i 
home life, his social life, and hs j 
school and college life, to use! 
his skill. It is certain that type-: 
writing will be studied by an 
increasing number of students ! 
in general courses, in addition
