STITUTION OF TEXAS 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXASS 

H: J. R. NO. 43 
Secton 1. That Subsection (a) 

of Section 20, o f Aticle XVI, of 
the Constitution of Texas, be 
emened so as to hereafter read 
Bs follows:

“ (a ) : The manufacture, sale, 
barter or exchange in the State 
o f Texas of spirituous, vinous 
<or malt liquors or medicated bit­
ters capable of producing in- 
toxiction, or any other intoxi­
cant whatever except vinous or 
Jnalt liquors of not more than 
three and two-tenths per cent 
(3.2 per cent) alcholic content 
by weight, (except for medical, 
mechanical^ scientific or sacra­
mental purposes) are each and 
ell hereby prohibited. The Leg­
islature shall enact laws to en­
force this Section, and may 
from time to time prescribe reg­
ulations and limitations relative 
jto the manufacture, sale, barter, 
(exchange or possession for sale 
(Of vinous or malt liquors of not 
nore than three and two-tenths 
per cent (3.2 per cent) alcoholic 
(Content by1 weight; provided the 
legislature shall enact a law or 
aws whereby the qualified vot­

ers o f any county, justice’s pre­
cinct, town or city may, by a 
majority vote of those voting, 
determine from time to time 
whether the sale for beverage

NOTICE OF PROPOSED 
AMENDMENT TO THE CON­

STITUTION OF TEXAS 
S. J. R. NO. 3

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE O F T H E  
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article IX 
of the Constitution of Texas be 
amended by adding thereto a 
section to be Section 3, which 
shall provide:

“ Section 3. (1) Holding the
belief that the highest degree ot 
local self govern,mient which is 
consistent with the efficient 
conduct of those affairs by nec­
essity lodged in the Nation and 
the State will prove most re­
sponsive to the will of the peo­
ple, and result to reward their 
diligence and intelligence by 
greater economy and efficiency 
in their local governmental 
affairs, it hereby is ordained:

“ (2) Any county having a 
population of sixty-two thous­
and (62,000) or more according 
to the then last Federal Census 
may adopt a County Home 
Rule Charter, to embrace those 
powers appropriate hereto, with 
in the specific limitations here­
inafter provided. It further is 
provided that the Legislature, 
by a favoring vote of two-thirds 
of the total membership of both 
the Senate and the House ot 
Representatives, may authorize 
any county, having a population 
less than that above specified, 
to proceed hereunder for the 
adoption of a Charter; however, 
as a condition for such author­
ization. it is required that 
notice of the intent to seen 
Legislative authority hereunder 
must be published in one or 
more newspapers, to give gen­
eral circulation in the county 
affected, not less than once per 
week for four (4) consecutive 
weeks, and the first o f such 
publications shall appear not 
less than thirty (30) days next 
prior to the time an Act making 
proposal hereunder may be in­
troduced in the Legislature. No 
County Home Rule Charter may 
be adopted by any county save 
upon a favoring vote of the 
resident qualified electors of the 
affected county. In elections 
submitting to the voters a pro­
posal to adopt a Charter (unless 
otherwise provided by a two- 
thirds vote of the total mem­
bership of each House of the 
Legislature) the votes cast by 
the qualified electors residing 
within the limits of all the in­
corporated cities and towns or 
the county shall be separately

kept but collectively counted 
and the votes of the qualified 
electors of the county who do 
not reside within the limits ot 
any incorporated city or town 
likewise shall be separately kept 
and separately counted, and un­
less there be a favoring major­
ity of the votes cast within and 
a favoring majority of the votes 
cast without such collective 
cities and towns, the Charter 
shall not be adopted. It is ex­
pressly forbidden that any such 
Charter may inconsonantly af­
fect the operation of the Gener­
al Laws o f the State relating 
to the judicial, tax, fiscal, edu­
cational, police, highway and 
health systems, or any other 
department of the State’s su­
perior governim(ent. Nothing 
herein contained shall be deem­
ed to authorize the adoption of 
a Charter provision inimical to 
or inconsistent with the sove­
reignty and established public 
policies of this State, and no 
provision having such vice 
shall have validity as against 
the State. No Charter provision 
may operate to impair the ex­
emption of homesteads as es­
tablished by this Constitution 
and the Statutes relating there­
to.

F0S FAILURE PROOF 
BANKING STRUCTURE
Speaker Outlines Threefold Co­

operation Between Bankers, 
Government Officials and 

the Public to Maintain 
Bank Standards

r lO elements beside the bankers 
themselves are required in order to 
give the nation universally the type of 

banking it should have, Francis H. Sis­
son, president of the American Bank­
ers Association, declared in a recent 
address. He said .that the efficiency of 
government officials upon whom the 
people rely to supervise the banks 
properly, and the patronage of the 
people themselves are factors in the 
kind of banks a community shall have.

“There can he no question that the 
people of the United States should have 
banks Immune from failure and wholly 
free from bad or questionable banking,” 
Mr. Sisson said. “It is not enough, as 
President Roosevelt has said, that 
while some bankers had been incompe­
tent or dishonest, this was not true in 
the vast majority of our banks. A sit­
uation should exist in which there is 
not even a small minority of bankers 
open to question. There should be no 
room for dishonesty or incompetency 
to exercise any influence In banking 
anywhere.

“While bad faith and bad manage­
ment enter the human factor in all 
types of business, their effects in bank­
ing should be surrounded by such spe­
cial safeguards as to render them no 
longer a factor in bank failures. The 
responsibility for bringing this about, 
however, cannot rest upon the bankers 
alone, for the means to accomplish it 
are not wholly in their hands. There 
ere other essential elements.

"One is the efficiency of government 
supervision. Since we rely so greatly 
upon supervision, it may, unless it is of 
the highest order in safeguarding the 
public interest, create a sense of false 
security. Supervision should render 
bad banking impossible, but it has 
failed to do so. There was super­
vision by presumably the highest type 
of bank supervisors in every one of the 
Instances of questionable banking that 
has shocked the attention of the coun­
try during the past three years. There­
fore a thorough strengthening of super­
vision is clearly called for if the people 
are to rely on it to the fullest extent 
for the protection of their interests.

The Public’s Part
“Another essential factor in main­

taining good banks involves the part 
played by the public in banking. There 
is certainly a responsibility on the peo­
ple themselves to support that type of 
banker whose rigid adherence to sound 
principles makes a sound bank, rather 
than to give their patronage to the easy 

"going banker who may be easier to do 
business with, but whose methods cre­
ate a weak bank.

“Bank customers are charged with a 
great responsibility in protecting the 
safety of their banks in respect to their 
utilization of the assets of the banks as 
borrowers. Banks have failed because 
many of their loans and securities, cre­
ated in good faith by bankers in coop­
erating with the business interests of 
the country, proved unsound under sub­
sequent conditions. An unsound loan is 
created by the borrower as well as the 
banker. A bank is only as sound as its 
community, and this applies also to the 
banking structure as a whole in rela­
tion to the economic condition of the 
nation as a whole.

“A bank is truly a semi-public insti­
tution, but in a reciprocal sense— it has 
its obligations to the public, but so has 
the public equal obligations to the 
bank. No one who has not sound bank­
ing principles at heart has any business 
in a bank whether as a banker or as 
.a customer.

“The banker is a semi-public servant. 
He is charged with the heaviest of re­
sponsibilities and obligations that occur 
in our economic life. But he can meet 
these fully only through the coopera­
tion of good laws, good public officials 
who are empowered to exercise au­
thority over his bank, and good busi­
ness methods on the pai’t of business 
men generally who utilize his bank. 
Only through such cooperation by all 
elements In our nation’s community life 
can we be assured of a failure-proof 
banking structure.

“The Administration at Washington 
has taken hold of this problem with a 
firm grasp of essentials and is exercis­
ing splendid leadership toward the de­
sired end. The strongest feature of the 
government program will be found in 
recognizing the joint responsibility of 
the public, of business and of goverrn 
ment officials together with the bankers 
themselves in creating the kind of 
banking the nation should have.”

NOTICE OF PROPOSED A- 
MENDMENT TO THE CON­

STITUTION OF TEXAS 
S. J. R. NO. 30

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 

STATE OF TEXAS
Section 1. That Article 3 of 

the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas be amended by adding 
thereto another section, Section 
61a, which shall read as follows:

“ Section 51a. The Legislature 
shall have power to authorize 
by law the issuance and sale of 
the bonds o f  the State of Texas, 
not to exceed the sum of Twen­
ty Million ($20,000,000.00) Dol­
lars, bearing interest at a rate 
not to exceed Four and one-hall 
|(4l/2 %) per centum per annum; 
and payable serially or other­
wise not more than Ten (10) 
years from their date, and said 
bonds shall be sold for not less 
than par and accrued interest 
and no form of commission shall 
be allowed in any1 transaction 
involving said bonds. The pro­
ceeds of the sale of such bonds 
to be used in furnishing reliei 
and work relief to needy and 
distressed people and in reliev- 
ng the hardships resulting from, 

unemployment, but to be fairly 
distributed over the State and 
upon such terms and conditions 
as may be provided by law ana 
the Legislature shall make sucn 
appropriations as are necessary 
to pay the interest and princi­
pal of such bonds as the same 
becomes due. The power hereby 
granted to the Legislature to 
issue bonds hereunder is ex­
pressly limited to the amouit 
stated and to two years from 
and after the adoption o f this 
grant of power by the people. 
Provided that the Legislature 
shall provide for the payment oi 
the interest and redemption of 
of any bonds issued under the 
terms hereof from some source 
other than a tax on real proper­
ty and the indebtedness as evi­
denced by such bonds shall nev­
er become a charge against ox 
lien upon any property, real or 
personal, within this State.

Section 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
ubmitted to the qualified vot­

ers of the State on the Twenty- 
sixth dap of August, A. D. 1933, 
at which election all voters fav­
oring such proposed amendment 
shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words, “For the 
amendment to the Constitution 
providing that the Legislature 
may authorize the issuance oi 
bonds of the State of Texas, 
not to exceed Twenty Million 
!($20 000.000.00)) Dollars, fm 
relieving’ the hardships of un­
employment and for the neces­
sary appropriations to pay said 
bonds;” Those voters opposing 
aid amendment shall write or 
lave printed on their ballots the 
vords, “ Against the amendment 

to the Constitution providing 
that the Legislature may auth­
orize the issuance of bonds or 
the State of Texas, not to ex­
ceed Twenty* Million ($20,000,- 
000.00) Dollars for relieving the 
hardships of unemployment and 
for the necessary appropriations 
to pay said bonds.’"

Section 3. The Governor of 
the State of Texas is hereby 
directed to issue the necessary 
proclamation for said election 
and to have same published as 
required by* the Constitution 
for amendments thereto.

IMPROVED pastures are a cheap 
source of feed for stock. A farmer 

in New Hampshire, cooperating with 
his county agent top-dressed his 5 
acres of pasture with 500 pounds of 
complete fertilizer at a cost of $75, re­
ports the United States Department 
pf Agriculture. After 4 weeks he turned 
nis cows out on this pasture. Tests 
made during the six weeks the cows 
grazed there showed that his herd pro­
duced 7,000 pounds more milk than 
hey did in the same period the pre­

vious year, although the farmer had 
one cow fewer and fed S00 pounds less 
grain. Eased on current mills prices 
he made $1S0 on the extra milk and 
saved $16 on the grain, netting him 
an increase in income of $120.— U. S. 
Department of Agriculture,
