MORE SHEEP IN THIS
COUNTYTHANIN 1930

Sheep numbers were higher by
8 percent on January 1, 1935
than“on April 1, 1930 in Schlei-
cher county, according to figures
for the 1935 Federal Farm Cens-
us released Tuesday by Director
William L. Austin, Bureau of the
Census Department of Com-
merce. Sheep of all ages num-
bered 263,149 on the later date,
compared with 244,150 on the
earlier date.

Additional inventory
available at the census siow
186,862 ewes one year old and
over on January 1, 1935, com-
174,505 ewes on
April 1, 1930.

Cattle figures show an increase
in cows and heifers two year olds
and over and a decrease in ofher
i cattle. . Cows and heifers increas-
ed from 12,156 to 13,410, while
other cattle declined from 11,-
168 to 7,395. 3

Although cotton acreage was
reduced approximately 7,200
acres, total crop land harvested
declined only 5,633 acreas. Feed
crops «increased approximately
1,900 acres, most of which were
in oats, hay and sorghams.

Over 9000 acres of land failed
to produce a crop in 1934, while
crops were harvested from al-
most 17,000 acreas and ahout
16,000 acres lay idle or fallow-
Of the 830,082 acres included in
the farms and ranches of the
county, almost 800,000 acres
were used for grazing purposes.

In 1935 there were 341 farms
in Schleicher county.

Scraps  of isolated - political
news, scattered at random
through the newspapers, taken
together indicate to any experi-
enced observer that lively times
are ahead, a national election is
on the way.

Here are latest developments,
together with possible interpreta-
tions: _

Alfred E. Smith is listed as
principal speaker at the American
Liberty League dinner at Wash-
ington, January 25.

Background: The Liberty
League is the pet organization of
Jouett Shouse, who belonged to
the Raskob group backing Mr.
Smith in the 1928 presidential
race, and who has been an ardent
critic of the New Deal almost
from the outset. President Roose-
velt broke with the Raskob-
Shouse-Smith group in 1932.

Hookup for Smith

The league will give Mr. Smith
a nationwide radio hookup for an
assalt on his former comrade in
arms, Mr. Roosevelt, if he cares
to take it; and most people be-
lieve Mr. Smith will take it. He
belongs to the conservative wing
of the Democratic Party which is
enough of itself to alienate him
from the New Deal, as it has
John W. Dayvis, even if there
were not personal animosities,
“which have intensified the breach.

Nobody knows quite what ‘the
erst-while “Happy Warrior” is
going to say; but he has a way
of saying things pungently; un-
doubtedly still has a large follow-
ing—and he might make things
as uncomfortable for President
Roosevelt as Senator Borah is
preparing to do for Mr. Hoover.
