IT’S ROAST FOR SUNDAY 
DINNER; LET’S TRY LAMB

A roast it will be for the Sun­
day dinner—at least in most 
homes this is the rule—  and this 
time, how about a lamb roast, 
you will find plenty of good 
quality lamb on the market now.

The leg of lamb is the old 
stand-by for roasting, and wheth­
er you have this, or the shoulder 
which is boned and stuffed with 
a dressing, you can be sure the 
main part of the meal will be 
delicious.

The method of roasting all 
lamb cuts is the same, with one 
exception, says Inez S- Wilson, 
home economist. In roasting the 
leg of lamb, it is not necessary to 
remove the thin papery-like cov­
ering known as the “fell.” In fact 
it has been found that a leg of 
larhb keeps its shape and roasts 
more quickly if this is left in 
place. For the other cuts, this is 
ordinarily removed before the

cuts are made.
The lamb is placed fat side up 

on a rack in an open roasting 
pan and allowed to roast in a 
moderate oven (300-3 50 degree 
F.) until done, allowing thirty to 
thirty-five minutes per pound.
