Farmers who make a 
utility of the business have long 
iiirn recognized the importance of 
diversification ofero]* and it is 
our opinion that broom corn 
would ho a valuable crop to use 
in this connection. Ten to fif­
teen acres could Ik* easily hand­
led with the other crops and 
would n**t the farmers, on fair 
years, at least three to five hun­
dred dollars.

It is a well voiced fact that 
those of least knowledge in
farming are the most ardent in 
giving advice, but we believe the 
man who will figure can easily 
ascertain that the cultivation of 
corn, even though it make a 
good yield every year will not 
prove a money maker to any 
extent. An average yield, year 
for year, would not beover thir­
ty bushels to the acre and the 
price not more thm fifty cents.

! dollars per acre. Figuring 
broom corn on the same basis as 
to fair years you could harvest 
one ton to three acres and mark­
et it for$100 per ton, giving an 
average of $38.33 an acre for 
this crop. There are several 
other good paying crops that 
could also Ik* produced in con 
junction with broom corn and 
Indian corn and no year would
