Ordinance No. 1.
SANITARY "ORDINANCE.
Be it ordained by the town
council of the town of MclLean,
Texas:

SEC. 1. There shall be a
scavenger appointed by the
Mayor and confirmed by the

board of Aldermen, subject to be
lischarged at any time by the
Mayor, with the advice and con
sent of the council.

SEC. 2. It shall be the duty
of the scavenger to clean and
disinfect all privies of private
residences at least once a month,
and all privies of Hotels, Res
taurants, Boarding houses, Liv
ery stables or other business
houses where privy is open to
the public, at least once every
two weeks,

SEC. 8. Thescavenger shall
be entitled to a fee of 25 cents
fqr each private residence privy,
and 50 cents for each Hotel,
Restaurant, Boarding house.
Livery stable or other business
house where privy is open to
the public, for each time same
i8 cleaned, to be paid by the
owner or owners thereof,

SEC. 4. It shall be the duty
of the scavenger to notify lh‘('
Marshal of anyone failing or re
fusing to have his or their prem.
ises cleaned in accordance with
Fhe above, and the Marshal shall
immediately serve notice on said
party or parties to have said
premises cleaned, when if they
shall still refuse or neglect to
have same done, they shall be
subject to a fine of not less than
$2.50 nor more than $5.00.
