as wet years. If you are stocked
on the basis of average rainfall
vou could be short of grass over
50% of the time. Since we know
these drouths occur rather fre
quently, we should prepare for
them. The past three years have
found many farmers and ranchers
wit of grass and feed The ranch
ers that do a good job of manag
ing their grass are the ones that
