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John C. Haynes 
Chairman o \ Breath 
of Life Campaign

Mr. John C. Haynes has 
been named chairman of the 
Breath of Life Campaign to 
fight children’s lung diseases, 
according to Mrs. J, ’. tfriz- 
zard, president of the Lone 
Star Chapter, National Cystic 
'ibrosis Research foundation.

Mr. Haynes of McLean, 
will lead volunteers m raising 
funds to support research and 
care programs for children 
affected by lung-damaging 
diseases like cystic fibrosis, 
severe asthma, chronic bron­
chitis, bronchiectasis, and 
a condition called "childhood 
emphysema."

Cystic fibrosis, an incurabh 
genetic disease, is inherited 
when both parents carry the 

. recessive gene for Q F. It 
is believed that one in twen­
ty persons or 10 million Ame­
ricans may carry the C7F 
gene, usually without know­
ing it. Current research 
funded by the National Cystic 
Fibrosis Research Foundation 
is seeking a practical test to 
identify these carriers.

Because of improved ther­
apy and constant research 
many GY patients are living 
beyond Infancy to their teens 
and into young adulthood, 
i hat same kind of therapy 
is relieving and often curine 
children suffering from other 
respiratory afflictions whose 
symptoms resemble those of 
C/F.

"Most people don't realize 
that Otere are six million 
children in the U.S, affected 
by pulmonary illness, said 
Mr. Haynes, 'For >me of 
these children, breathing is 
not the natural function we, 
who are lucky, take ioi 
granted."

The Breath of Life Campai­
gn supports not only research 
but over 100 C/F Centers for 
diagnosis and treatment 
across the country, six of 
which are located within 
Texas,

June 30- July 6 
Proclaimed Safe 
Boating Week

McLean FBLA 
Scrapbook Places 
7th At National

Governor Dolph Briscoe 
has proclaimed the week of 
June 30 through Inly 6 Safe 
Boating Week in Texas.

The Texas Safety Associa­
tion, along with boating group 
across the State, urged Tex­
ans to pay special attention 
to boating safety during the 
July Fourth Itoliday when 
water traffic is always hen. / .

The official proclamation 
pointed out that there are 
now 432, 558 boats registered 
in Texas. "This increase in 
recreational craft greatly 
intensifies the water safety 
pronum, " reads the pro­
clamation, "It is imperative 
that all boatmen observe the 
basic rules of boating safety 
if we are going to keep the 
loss of life and property at 
a minimum.”

In 1973 there were 74 boat­
ing deaths in Texas. Sixty- 
five of these contributed to 
drownings. Deaths like these 
can be prevented, according 
to TSA officials, if boaters 
will take the simple precau­
tion of wearing a personal 
floatation device.

At least half of the recreat­
ional drowning victims in the 
United States last year never 
intended going into the water 
in the first place. Either 
they were involved in a boat 
sinking or they slipped, trip­
ped or fell into the water.
Most of these "surprise victims' 
were not wearing a flotation 
device- and none was handy.

Keeping personal flotation 
devices handy not only makes 
good sense safety-wise, but 
Texas law requires that on re­
creational boars sixteen feet 
and longer, there " ist '-c a 
Coast Guard approved wear­
able device for each person 
abcard. In addition, one 
throwable device must be car­
ried.

For -smaller boats and all 
canoes and kayaks, one bouy- 
ant cushion is required for each water

Was Alex puilty of negligence? 

He insisted that he was not. point­
ing out in a court hearing that he 
had brought his car to a full stop 
at the sign.

"That’s ail the law requires,” 
he said. “I stopped, looked, and 
listened at the designated place."

But the court found him guilty 
of negligence anyhow. The court 
said a "blind" corner imposes an 
extra duty on motorists—regard­
less of stop signs or traffic signals 
—to proceed with caution.

The law docs recognize, how­
ever. that caution is a matter of 
degree. For example:

Another man also entered an 
intersection that he could not see 
because of shrubbery. But this 
time, the man edged forward at a 
snail’s pace, glancing in both di­
rections. Even though he still got 
in the way of an oncoming car 
and caused a collision, a court 
ruled afterward that he could not 
be held legally liable.

“The law does not require the 
impossible.” said the court. “One 
cannot he held guilty of negligence 
because he is unable to see through 
impenetrable objects or to bend 
his vision around them.”

What about the responsibility 
for making the intersection blind 
in the first place? Unless a special 
statute so provides, the local gov­
ernment ordinarily cannot be held 
liable for this kind of hazard.

However, courts have occasion­
ally placed the blame on a private 
property owner who has brought 
such an obstruction into existence. 
Liability has been based on the 
theory that the condition of his 
premises could foreseeablv cause 
some luckless motorist, some day, 
to get hurt.

Mention a case of child - 
hood poisoning and one gen­
erally thinks ot a host of 
potentially lethal household 
substances which the child 
could! have imbibed, not 
knowing the dangers involved

But officials at the state 
Health Department are quick 
to emphasize tha t the danger 
of poisoning are not restrict­
ed to items within the home. 
Potential sources of poison 
thrive in backyards and gar­
dens all across Texas. The 
little known sources of these 
poisons--common, garden- 
variety plants.

Most plants are harmless. 
Many are poisonous under 
certain conditions. A few 
are poisonous under nearly all 
conditions. More than 700 
species of plants in the Unit­
ed States are kno-wn to have 
caused death or illness. Each 
year, about 12,000 children 
in this country chew or swal­
low potentially poisonous 
pLants.

The poisonous nature of a 
plant is caused by the presen­
ce of one or more kinds of 
substances. There are some 
substances which arc them­
selves toxic to animals: an 
aklaloid, for example, is 
the toxic principle in poison 
hemlock. Other substances 
are initially harmless but may 
decompose to form toxic pro­
ducts soon after being eaten-- 
an example is glucoside, a 
sugar produced in wild cherry 
which changes to form the 
highly toxic prussic acid. 
Some substances are formed 
by the action of micro-organ­
isms on plants: a fungi on 
moldy hay forms decomposi­
tion products, some of which 
may be toxic. Still other

substances are absorbed direct­
ly from the soil and stored in 
harmful quantities in the 
tissues of certain plants: 
selenium, for example, tnay 
be found in some species of 
locoweeds, or potassium ni­
trate may be present in oats.

To the average person, the 
term "poisonous plant" sug­
gests one that poisons upon 
contact, causing a milfl or 
severe dermatitis or skin 
irritation. Texas certainly 
has its fair slut re of the plants 
known to be capable of caus­
ing such irritations, say State 
Health Department officials. 
Pcssibly the most familiar 
are the leaves, bark, and 
fruit of poison ivy and uoison 
oak.

Did you know that hairy 
leaves and steins of parsnip 
and lady slippers, the milky 
juice of spurges, and the lea­
ves of the cultivated primrose 
are also causes of dermatitis? 
Lily bulbs and stalks, stinging 
nettles, and vanilla beans 
likewise have toxic qualities, 
and are capable of producing 
severe skin irritations.

Most poisonous plants are 
harmful only when they are 
eaten. In the case of nitrate- 
containing plants, the nitrate 
content is reduced to the tox­
ic substance. This substance 
then enters the blood stream 
and changes the red pigment 
of the blood in such a way 
that it is incapable of trans­
porting oxygen to body tissues. 
The result is suffocation.

Poisonous mushrooms, most­
ly toadstools, lause more than 
100 fatalities in this country 
each year. Daffodil bulbs, 
larkspur sceus, lily of the val­
ley flowers, and jasmine ber­
ries an*, all harmful if eaten. 
So, too, are the leaves of the 
poinsettia and oleander bush, 
and all parts of buttercups, 
rhododendrons, and laurels.
In some plants, only [-articul­
ar parts are toxic. A classic

AUSTIN—If your boat is 26 
feet or longer, a new water 
pollution ’ • • -equires that 
you post - sign In your engine 
compartment by July 1.

The sign should say, "DIS­
CHARGE OF OIL PROHIBITED- 
The Federal Water Pollution 
Control Act prohibits the dis­
charge of oil or oily wastes 
into or upon the navligab 
into or upon the navigable 
waters and contiguous zone of 
the United States if such dis­
charge causes a film or sheen 
upon, or discoloration of, the 
surface of the water, er causes 
a sludge or emulsion beneath 
the surface of the water, Vlo* 
lators are subject to a penalty 
of $5,000."

The sign must be at least 
5 by 8 inches, made of dur­
able material and fixed in a 
conspicous place in the mac­
hinery spaces or at the bilge 
and ballast pump control sta­
tion.

The regulation has been 
interpreted to include recrea­
tional boats as well as com­
mercial boats. It also requires 
a "fixed or portable means to 
discharge oil bilge stops to a 
reception fac ility .”

According to the Boat Own­
ers Association of the United 
States, the Coast Guard has 
assured them that a sponge 
and bucket will m eet this re­
quirement.

However, boats with auto­
matic bilge pumps could be 
in trouble since the pumps 
will discharge water no mat­
ter how oily. This means that

We will get 
it out way out if the chain 
continue to drop prices and4 
lower their much underserved 
wide margin of profit.

Now a word on the Gov­
ernment, guaranteed three 
billion dollar loan to cattle 
feeder. Sec. Butz is 100 
percent right when he said 
this wasn’t the answer. If 
there is anything we don't 
need it's the tliree billion 
plus the additional banks 
will loan as a result of the 
money one can bortow again­
st this thrown into the cattle 
business at this time. What 
we need we are getting by 
hard nosed economics that 
will eventually straighten out 
the mess caused by the price 
ceilings on beef. We have 
had a severe curtailment of 
capital put into the cattle 
feeding industry that will 
ultimately bring supply in 
line with demand. Tne 
idea of a Government guar­
anteed loan for cattle feedin; 
came from people that woul 
like to keep their custom 
feed lot full of cattle and 
bankers that went too far on 
a loan to an individual.
You arc not hearing big 
crys go up from straight 
cattle feeder for the guaran­
teed loam.

W e tiling Sec. Butz was 
very right when he opposed 
the price ceiling. W s 
think he is speaking in the 
best interest of the cattle 
people when he opposed the 
guaranteed government loan 
concept.

Any thing that woirks to 
the best interest of consumers 
is not to the best interest of 
cattle feeders. How do you 
think this thing sailed through 
the senate with such an 
overwhelming majority. Do 
you think the Senators were 
more interested in Cattle 
Feeders tliat make up a 
small fraction of one per­
cent of the voters. Or do 
you think they lud their 
ears tuned to the consumers 
that wcnf.more, and cheaper 
beef. In my opinion every 
bonified cattle feeder should 
tnink this thing through and 
go to Washington and get on 
the side of some of the liberal 
congressmen tliat are opposed 
to guaranteed loans to cattle 
feeders for other reasons.
The idea of supposedly help­
ing cattle feeders doesn't 
appeal to their constituents 
that never had any courses 
in economics.
