By Governor Dolph Briscoe's 
official memorandum Sept.
28, 1974 lias been designated 
"Texas Hunting and Fishing 
Day. "

The date, which correspond 
with National Hunting and 
Fishing Day, was set aside to 
recognize the "Outstanding 
contributions that America's 
hunters and fishermen made 
to conservation, recreation 
and the economy.

The memorandum, in its 
entirety, says:

"Because of the outstanding 
contributions that America's 
hunters and fishermen have 
made to conservation, re­
creation and the economy, 
they are deserving of special 
recognition.

"Since the turn of the cen­
tury, hunters and anglers have 
been the leaders in nearly 
all major conservation pro 
grams. These sportsmen-con- 
servationists are responsible 
for the founding of state fish 
and game departments in all 
50 states. They asked that 
they, themselves, be required 
to buy licenses and that tlie 
money collected be used to 
support state conservation 
agencies.

"Hunters and fishermen ask­
ed for the establishment of 
regulated seasons and bag 
limits so that sportsmen could 
harvest the annual crop of 
game and fish without damage 
to the basic breeding popula­
tion. Further, sportsmen’s 
programs have benefited num­
erous species of non-game 
fish and wildlife through hab­
itat development.

"Hunters and fishermen, un 
ique in all America, asked 
that their fishing and hunting 
equipment be taxed and that 
the money be used for land 
acquistion, research and hab­
itat management for fish and 
wildlife tor the enjoyment of 
all Americans.

Through their publications 
and organizations, hunters 
and fishermen have led the 
nation in the battle for a bet­
ter environment and the wise 
use of our natural resources.

"THEREFORE, 1, as Gover­
nor of Texas, do hereby desi­
gnate September 28, 1974 as 
TEXAS HUNTING AND 1 ISH- 
1NG DAY, and urge all c iti­
zens to join with sportsmen - 
conservationists in a rededica­
tion to the wise use of our 
natural resources and their 
proper management for the 
benefit of future generations.

ELECTRIC BLANKETS CAN 
BE WASHED

Washing electric blankets 
before storing keeps them 
fresh and discourages motfis 
if the biahkets are wool.
There arc really only two 
steps in washing electric 
blankets-first pretreat, then 
wash.

Before washing an electric 
blanket, pretreat any spots. 
Protect the plug by tying a 
wash cloth of plastic bag over 
it. Then fill the washer with 
lukewarm water and add a 
mild soap or detergent. Let 
the blanket soak for ten 
minutes and then agitate it 
for one minute. Then; spin 
for just two minutes. Next 
fill the washer with lukewarm 
rinse water. Agitate again 
for one minutes and spin two 
minutes.

To dry, hang the blanket 
lengthwise over two parallel 
clotheslines. Chanbc pois 
clotheslines. Change position: 
of the blanket frequently so it 
will dry evenly. Dry the 
blanket in the sliade-not in 
the sun.

You can dry an electric 
blanket in your dryer if you 
ate careful. Check your 
instruction booklet to see 
if your automatic drying is 
recommended.

AlISTIN. Tex —Constitu­
tional Convention delegates 
approved a new approach to 
state revenue raising and sent 
delegates' hopes rising for a 
painless tax source.

The Convention authorized 
the legislature to levy a 
petroleum products manufac­
turing tax that will not (like 
three-fourths of gasoline 
taxes»go into highway build­
ing

Sen D. Roy Harrington of 
Port Arthur already is pre­
paring for introduction next 
year a bill to impose a two 
cents per gallon gasoline tax 
at the refinery level.

At the same time, Harring­
ton will propose reduction of 
the gasoline tax at the pump 
from five to three cents a 
gallon if the new constitution 
is approved.

Since 75 per cent of Texas- 
refined gasoline is sold out of 
state, proponents of the tax 
claim the two cent levy would 
raise $686 million in addition­
al revenue without increasing 
the burden on Texans.

Although such a tax prob­
ably could be levied now, 
most of the money would go 
to highways instead of gen­
eral revenue.

The convention went into 
its w indup stage's this week.

Delegates began voting on 
the entire revision package, 
including proposed separate 
submissions of five alterna­
tive propositions.

When and if a two-thirds 
majority is mustered, the 
document and the "side is­
sues" will go to the voters in 
the November general elec­
tion.

An open letter to Dr Karl 
Butz. Honorable Secretary 
of Agriculture 
Dear Dr Butz 

A few weeks ago we wrote 
you a personal letter 
pointing out the plight of the 
cattle  feeders Stocker 
operators, and cattle people 
In general We requested 
you take action on four steps 
to help a lle v ia te  the 
ca ta stro p h ic  situation  
caused by the imposing of 
ceilings on beef over a year 
ago

1 We asked you to put the 
spotlight and heat on the 
m a)or food chains for 
holding their beef prices 
high in the face of a 
disastrous low price for live 
cattle

2 We asked you to take 
steps to cu rta il meat 
imports

3 Create an awareness by 
the American public of the 
plight that cattle people now 
find themselves in as a 
result of the price ceiling 
imposed a year earlier

4 P o i n t  out the  
seriousness to the American 
consuming public. Cite the 
fact that cattle placements 
on feed have dropped for 
fourteen months More 
recently, they dropped fifty 
percent in June 1974 as 
compared to June 72 and a 
forty percent of June this 
year compared to June 1973 
The American consumers 
need to know if there was 
not a turn around in price, 
we were going to run out of 
beef Seventy - five percent 
of all beef that goes across 
the meat block has been fed 
as live cattle

Secretary Butz. you have 
done a great job on every 
item I listed in this personal 
letter In addition, you have 
taken a host of other steps 
for which I am extremely 
grateful

If there ever was a time
we need statesmanship in 
Government it is today 

You have demonstrated 
the highest in statesmanship 
by opposing a government 
guaranteed loan to cattle 
feeders and bankers I have 
talked to a number of cattle 
feeders and some, bankers 
that feel very much as you 
do Pouring in a few billion 
dollars of easy credit into an 
industry that is already 
waning from an oversupply 
of credit is not the answer 

What we need tn the cattle 
bu s i ne s s  today is a 
limitation of capital This is 
what we are getting If the 
easy credit bill gets through 
and becomes law, it will 
most assuredly cause  
another shipwreck in the 
cattle business six to ten 
months hence 

Let me ask the proponents 
. of this proposal why they 

are picking up the almost 
unanimous support of both 
houses in Congress'* Do they 
think it is because they as 
cattle feeders represent less 
than one-tenth of one 
percent of the nation's 
population1* Or. could it be 
because the congress is 
rrfore interested in having 

. cheap beef eight to ten 
months hence for the near 
100 percent of population 

Here is a quote from a 
straight thinking banker 
friend of mine 

"I can see where the easy 
credit bill would give 
temporary relief to custom

feedlots and some bankers 
t h a t  m a d e  s o m e  
overextended loans, but this 
is not in the best short - term 
or long - term interest of the 
cattle people

I would like to recommend 
t h a t  s o me  of  our  
organization representing 
catt le feeding interest, 
concern themselvels with 
the oration of marketing 
outlets owned by cattle 
people that will drop beef 
prices in direct relationship 
to live cattle prices 

In limes of oversupply, 
drop the price so the glut of 
beef is moved into the trade 
Why not a national chain of 
meat markets to handle 
meats exclusively1* Then 
your promotion of beef 
through these national 
out l e t s  would get a 
responsive note 

Today, the only way the 
cattle people can get beef 
profit margins down and a 
national advertising of beef 
is on a bended knee We 
need some market muscle 

Again. Secretary Butz. we 
congratulate you for your 
statesmanship approach on 
the government guaranteed 
loans

When no owner could he 
located the customer and the 
barber went to court to settle the 
right to the wallet.
