Gary Stevens, com
munity relations manager
for Southwestern Bell
Telephone Company, ex
plained the changes in
his company to the Mc
Lean Lions Monday
night. The Lions met for
their regular meeting at

Stevens used a slide

presentation to explain
the recent divestiture of
Southwestern Bell from
American telephone and
Telegraph He explained
the fact that Bell
retain local service to its
customers, and that e
ventually telephone cus
tomers will be able to

will

choose which system they
want to use for long dis
tance service

Stevens said that the
long distance calls have
subsidized universal local
service, and that the
company is seeking a
large rate increase for
local service to make up
for the loss of revenue
from long distance calls

According to Stevens,
when the Bell System
was broken up by court
order, some products and
services were deregu-
lated and customers can
now select some equip-
ment and services in a
competitve market with-
out regulation by a regu-
latory agency

According to informa-
non from Southwestern
Bell, restructuring will
affect almost every tele-
phone customer. It
should result in lower
prices for some services,
but will force higher
prices for others.

Local service prices for
home phones will prob-

ably be most strongly af-
fected, Stevens said. The
company, however, Is
looking at several alter-
native methods of pricing
to try to ease the burden
on the consumer

A truly unique event occurred recently when
the crew of a B-17 Flying Fortress named “High
Life” reunited in Milwaukee It was 40 years
8go that “High Life"” was shot down during a
raid on a ME-109 factory over Regensburg, Ger
many. (That particular mission, considered one
of the most savage air battles of World War 11,
was the basis for the movie and television series
“12 O'Clock High.") “High Life” crash landed
in Switzerland, the first American bomber to do
80. All crew members survived and nine of the
ten are alive today

“High Life” got its name from the crew dur-
ing training in Wendover, Utah. After daily six

to eight hour training missions, the crew en-
Joyed Miller High Life beer After looking at
the Miller beer logo which featured a girl sitting
on a crescent moon, the crew decided to paint
the Miller logo on the starboard nose of their
plane. The “High Life” logo remained on the
plane during the crews |3 bombing missions
over Europe

Miller Brewing Company arranged the special
first-ever reunion. The crew members flew into
Milwaukee's Mitchell Field on one of only four
known working B-17s. The aircraft is owned by
the Experimental Aircraft Association, Oshkosh,
Wisconsin.
