Several people have been asking 
if there will be a CAP (Long 
range Soil Bank) program for 
1967. If *0. on what basis? Author­
ization for such a program was 
passed some two years ago for a 
four-year sign-up program. Orig­
inally 200 million dollars was au­
thorized for 1967. The sign-up 
period would start some time dur­
ing 1966 and would be for up to 
10 years The House of Represent­
ative* has appropriated 90 million 
dollars for 1967 in their appropria­
tion bill. Tl»e Senate has approp­
riated 50 million. Speculation is 
that a compromise of around 75 
million will be arrived at in the 
final appropriation bill. It is also 
belkved by some observers that 
a decision will lie re«(God within 
some two to three weeks.

The Secretary of Agriculture 
will, to a large extent, (totermine 
the basis on which the- program 
will be offered.

With nationwide attention being 
focused on the world-wide food 
shortage. some observers are 
wondering if there is a further 
need for the Soil Bank type pro­
gram. No doubt this has had its 
influence on Congress to reduce 
the appropriation. It might have 
efffeet on Secretary Freeman in 
drafting the terms of the program 
We, personally, feel that it should 
It would pay those that are inter­
ested to study closely thi- provis­
ions of the new program if one is 
offered.

The most important um> of im­
proved pastures in Gray County 
Soil and Water Conservation Dis­
trict is grazing.

The management of these pas­
tures is the key to success or dis­
appointment. Pastures should Tie 
divided into at k-ast four equal 
pastures. The pastures should be 
grazed about 6 to 8 days and then 
rest«*«! about 21 days. During the 
resting period these pastures should 
be fertilis'd and watered.

Thi* should provide the most 
grazing and the hi^i quality of 
grazing that is expected from this 
type of pastures.

The amount and quality of forage 
is limited primarily by the man­
agement that is given to th«**' 
pastures.
