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Inxpuyers Learn Property Values In McLean Reappraised Higher

McLean area tax-
payers received thelr ap-
praisal notices in the mail
this week, and found a
change in the value of

their property Gray
County Appraiser

Charles Buzzard and his
staff were in McLean at
the school cafeteria to
hear comments from tax-
payers about the reap-
praisals.

According to Buzzard,
the ag value of ranch and
farm land in the McLean
area is down from pre-
vious years. ‘‘This re-
flects a difference in the
way we appraise land,"’
Buzzard said, ‘‘not nec-
essarily the difference in
the actual worth of the
land.”

Evaluations within the
city limits of McLean are
up considerably, howev-
er. '‘McLean properties
were valued at about 45
percent of market value
in 1981, so this reflects a
considerable change,'’ he
said. Values are now set
at approximately 90 per-
cent of market value

Buzzard explained that
houses are valued by de-
termination of the cate-
gory of the property.
Houses are divided into
wood structures (which
include stucco, aluminum
siding, and masonite),
brick, and masonry
Each category is then di-
vided into at least seven

classifications, depend-
ing on the square footage
of the house

Lot values in town are
determined by the loca-
tion in the city, and the
frontage streets of the
property. Different val-
ues are given to property
on dirt streets, paved
streets, and paved streets
with curbing.

Buzzard said that the
farm and ranch land is
divided into irrigated
land, dry land, and grass

land, and each category
is divided Into seven
classes.

Alanreed Representatives Discuss Tuition With

Representatives
from the Alanreed School
met with the Mclean
School Board Monday
night during the MISD
board's regular monthly
meeting Dick Bode,
president of the Alanreed
board, and Bill Adams,
administrator for the Al-
anreed school, came to
the meeting in the
school’s board room

The pair from Alanreed
were protesting a letter
Alanreed received last
April stating that the cost
for high school transfers
into McLean would be
$2446 per student

Bode quoted from a
1981 McLean News story
about a school board
meeting.  The article
stated that the McLean
school board had set a
policy governing transfer
students which would set
the fees at the actual cost
per student. The article
quoted by Bode also
stated that each school
would be given one ‘'year

of grace’' during which
time no tuition was
charged

Bode said that Alan-
reed had paid $850 per
student in the school year
of 1977-78 and $1329 for
the 1979-80 school year.

"“We feel that the in-
crease is too much,”
Bode said. "‘Had we
notified that we

Rutherford also point
ed out that Alanreed re
ceived one year tuition
free (1981-82), and that
the school was not
charged any tuition for
students who transfer in

Failure To Return Library Books Is A Crime

Some library patrons
have not returned long
overdue materials, ac
cording to librarian
Martha Parker “We
have a few who come to
the library and take books
and then don't return
them. They are really
denying others the use of
those books when the
material is not re
turned,”’ Mrs. Parker

said

According to Robert D
McPherson, Gray County
Attorney, failure to re
turn books is a criminal
act and is covered by the
Texas Penal Code

“If the value of the
property is less than $5,
the charge would be filed
in the J. P. Court as a
class C misdemeanor
If the value is $5 or more,
but less than $20, the

charge would be filed in
the county court as a
class B misdemeanor
If the value is $20 or
more, but less than $200
the charge would be filed
in the county court as a
class A misdemeanor,"’
according to McPherson

Misdemeanors are
punishable as follows: A -
fine not to exceed $2,000;
jail up to one year; or

combination of both; B -
fine not to exceed $1,000,
jail up to six months or
combination of both; C -
fine not to exceed $200

Those who have not
returned books should
immediately take the ma-
terial back to the library,
or make arrangements
with Mrs. Parker to pay
for the material, accord-
ing to the librarian.
