The
tax levy last year was
$702,697 45.

Mrs. Johnson said that
the value of the district
was up about $8 million
over the $69 million eval-
uation last year.

The board agreed to
leave the discount rate at
three percent, two per-
cent, and one percent.

Mrs. Johnson said tax
notices will be mailed
when the appraisal dis-
trict delivers them.

After reviewing a pre-
sentation by superinten-
dent Jim Rutherford, the
board voted to raise

teachers’ pay according
to the schedule presented
by the superintendent.

At the first meeting
Sept. 22, the city's tax
assessor-collector, Shir-
ley Johnson, explained
the calculations used to
determine the tax rate

“The effective tax rate
for the City for 1983 is
26.098c per $100. This

rate cannot be exceeded
by three percent without
holding public hearings.

The valuation of the city
is $12,430,134. Last year
the city collected in taxes
a total of $31,892.62 If
you adopted a rate of
26.5¢ per $100,"" explain-
ed Mrs. Johnson, ‘‘the
tax collection would be
$32,939.85, an increase
of $47.23."

How long will the people of Texas continue to
submit to the costly legal antics of the Texas Court
of Criminal Appeals?

Time and time again over a period of many years,
the legal hair-splitting decisions of that Court . the
supreme court in Texas for all criminal court
decisions  have reversed the findings of trial juries
and lower courts, often on the flimsiest of techni
calities

The costs in dollars to the tax payers of Texas
have been monumental but the costs in lives and
satety from the depredations of freed criminals
have been the problems

aused for the judiciary of this state cannot be

imponderable and

weighed on the scales of justice .

lhe latest outrage by the Court of Criminal
Appeals is the ruling striking down the 1981
Controlled Substances Act which will necessitate
the retrial of numerous persons convicted of drug
violations in the state

The Court ruled that the "‘War on Drugs”
egislation was invalid because the title of the
egislation was "‘not specific enough to give a
easonable fair notice of the subject and content of
the bill

In fairness to the minority of the justices on that
9-member Court. four of them voted against the
fecision of the majority, indicating that there may
be a nucleus of sanity on the panel. The vote was 5
to 4

The Criminal Appeals Court Is Aptly Named

The minority dissenters were Justices Charles
Campbell, Wilber C. Davis, Tom G. Davis and
Michael J McCormick

Voting with the majority to strike down the law
on these technical grounds were Chief Justice John
F. Onion, Wendell Odom, Charles Miller, Sam
