limit Follett to a total of 
118 total yards on 
offense McLean's final 
game of the season will

UIL Council Meets In Austin
Raising academ ic 

standards and restricting 
loss of school time were 
major issues addressed 
by the University Inter­
s c h o l as t i c  L e a g u e ' s  
L e g i  s l a t i v e  C o u n c i l ,  
which held its 43rd an­
nual meeting in Austin, 
Oct 16-17

The council voted to 
place on a referendum 
ballot proposals that 
would raise academ ic 
credit requirements and 
r e s t r i c t  c l a s s r o o m  
absenses by those partici­
pating in golf and tennis 
In addition, the council 
voted to allow speech 
students to miss no more 

-than 10 days per year in 
order to participate in 
speech/dcbatc tourna 
ments

The referendum ballot 
will be mailed from the 
U IL  office to school 
administrators in Feb 
Results will be announc 
ed March 3 A  simple 
majority is needed for 
proposals to pass, and 
items approved will take 
effect during the 1904-85 
school year, u n le u  other­
wise specified

" T h e  meeting had the 
largest attendance, the 
greatest participation and 
the most comprehensive 

press coverage of any in 
League history." said Dr 
B ailey M a rsh a ll, U IL  
director " I  was pleased 
to see the increased inter 
est Those who may have 
questioned or doubted

Pampa Physicians Have Access To New Machine
Pam pa physicians 

can now use a device 
similar to sonar to "sae" 
the Inside of the heart, 
according to D w igh t 
Austin, director of cardio 
pulmonary at Coronado 
Community Hospital In 
Pam pa. A n  Echo 
Cardlography/Phono 
Cardiography machine, 
costing m ore than 
130,000, was recently put 
Into service at C C H , 
giving local physicians an 
advanced diagnostic tool.

Austin said that the 
therapist uses a 
transducer which Is a 
small ice cream cone 
shaped device. The trans­
ducer Is placed on 
different areas of the 
chest to show various 
planes of the heart Tw o 
television screens on the 
machine are connected to 
a videocassette recoreder 
a video-cassette recorder 
so that the image on the 
bottom screen Is recorded 
for the doctor to study. 
T h is  screen actually 
shows the heart con­
tracting The top screen 
Is the M  mode, and 
shows the motion of the 
heart

The therapist can push 
a button and freeze the 
image on the screen so 
that any part of the heart 
can be studied in more 
detail. Both screens will 
produce a hard copy 
printout of any part of the 
procedure for study

determine the
