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AUSTIN, Tex.—Texas dele­
gates will be heading for 
Kansas City, Mo., this week 
for a new kind of Democra­
tic national convention.

Most of them are just as 
glad there has never been 
one like it before and hope 
that there will never be an­
other.

The “mini-convention” or 
1974 Conference on Demo­
cratic Policy and Organiza­
tion was mandated by the 
1972 Democratic National 
Convention.

Its job is to produce the 
first national charter or con­
stitution in history for a m aj­
or American political party.

It will also serve as a 
forum for discussion of na­
tional issues. Four panels 
will meet December 6 to dis­
cuss four general areas, in 
identifying the issues of 
greatest concern to the 
Democratic party.

The party charter will be 
adopted after debate by 2,038 
delegates December 7, and is­
sue panel moderators will 
make their reports and ad­
dresses December 8.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe is chair­
man of the Texas delegation, 
which includes as ex-officio 
members all members of the 
Democratic congressional 
delegation.

Texas liberals, unhappy 
with selection of Rriscoe in 
a telephone poll, named Ms. 
Billie Carr of Houston, a na­
tional Democratic committee 
member, their chairwoman.

Prospective candidates for 
the Democratic presidential 
nomination in 1976—includ­
ing U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen 
of Texas—are expected to 
make strong bids for atten­
tion at the Kansas City ses­
sions.

VOTES CANVASSED— Can­
vass of the statewide general 
election vote reconfirmed 
Atty. Gen. John Hill as the 
top vote-getting incumbent. 
He polled 1,170,253 votes to 
win over Republican Tom

Fifty-three per cent of the 
county court criminal cases 
and 38 per cent of the civil 
cases were dismissed or set­
tled before trial.

Justice of the peace and

The council reported 184 
of the 254 constitutional 
county courts have judges 
who are not attorneys. Only 
six per cent of 934 justices 
of the peace are attorneys, 
and about 65 per cent of the 
215 municipal courts (in cit­
ies over 5,000) are licensed 
lawyers.

As the Christinas season 
approaches, millions of 
Jo  ting parents, grandparents 
aunts, uncles, brothers, 
sisters, and just friends 
will be heading for the toy 
counters of their favorite 
stores. The State Health 
lVpartment hopes that they- 
'll remember to consider 
safety when they choose 
toys for younger children.

Harold Ray, the Director 
of the Product Safety Divi­
sion of the Texas State De­
partment of Health, diseas­
ed the toy safety problem 

in a recent interview.
O: Harold, what role 

docs your program play in 
protecting our children 
item unsafe toys?

A: '¡rider the provisions 
of . lexas Hazardous Sub- 
tances Act, we have some 

regulatory authority over 
toys, both with the state 
program and through an int­
erfacing program with the 
federal Consumer Product 
Safety Commission, dealing 
with any safety hazard that 
might be present through the 
normal use or abuse of toys 
for children.

Q: How serious a problem, 
or how serious a matter, is 
toy safety?

A: There are no complete 
figut on it, but we do 
know that each year in the 
United States there are ap- 
proxjmately 150, 000 children 
who are treated through hos­
pital emergency room admis­
sions. Obviously there are 
many more who are treated 
by private physicians or 
treated at home. The tM- 
ility rate, we don't have 
any figures and there really 
i«n't any way to get those, 
but it is a substantial problem 
from the injury standpoint.

Q: In recent years the 
federal government has n d  
3 pretty strong consumer pro­
tection program. Haven't * 
all the really unsafe toys 
already been banned from the 
marketplace?

A: Well, most of the 
unsafe toys that were on the 
market at that time, when 
the federal program started, 
perhaps have been banned. 
This does not mean there 
are not some of those.still 
available, but not many.

Hut you have to keep in mind 
that toys are sold either by 
repeat demand of because 
they're different, and so 
there are many new designs 
and new toys available each 
year that attractcl.ildren. 
These products may not have 
been tested and cleared for 
safety.

Q: Are toys that are made 
and sold only in Texas sub­
jec t to federal regulation?

A: Unfortunately, no, 
not as the interstate < immer* 
ce rule is interpreted. If 
a toy is made in IVxas and 
sold only in Texas, then at 
the present time there is no 
regulation on that toy ^iher 
than with regard to flam m a­
bility characteristics.

Q: Let’s talk about what 
some of the specific haz­
ards are that people should 
watch for when they buy 
toys.

A: I think the obvious 
ones, of course, are those 
toys that fail apart so that 
small pieces are available 
for small children to inhale 
ot ingest; sharp points and 
sharp edges; and toys that 
break too easily. This is 
particularly true with the 
plastic toys; although plastic 
toys as a class are not neces­
sarily bad, there are those 
that will shatter easily and 
leave very jagged edges. 
There arc, ofcourse, some 
hazards also from the toxic 
standpoint because of the 
paints that are used, althougf 
this is being controlled 
pretty much under the lead- 
based paint control program 
of the federal and state 
hazardous substances enfor­
cem ent.

Qk Isn’t it true that there 
are some toy, that may be 

pertectly safe for one age 
group or one particular type 
of child, and not nessarily 
safe for another?

A: This is very true, be­
cause a toy that was designed 
for a child ten years of age 
may be perfectly safe if pro­
perly used by that child, but 
if he has a two-year-old 
brother or sister who finds 
that toy lying around and 
does not know how to use it, 
and if it does not have built- 
in safety characteristics, it 
can become a hazardous 
toy for that smaller child.

A woman shopper, interested in 
buying a mattress, followed a fur- 
nirurc salesman into a dimly light­
ed corner of the store.

Here, the special circumstance 
was the poor visibility. Because of 
it. a court ruled afterward that the 
woman could not be blamed for 

■ colliding with the rafter. Instead, 
the management, whose salesman 
had neglected to warn her of the 
danger, was held liable in dam­
ages.

Another case involved a rickety, 
irregular stairway leading to the 
balcony of a hardware store. A 
customer, ascending cautiously 
one day, bumped his head against 
a metal bracing that he had failed 
to notice.

But again, a court decided later 
that the management alone was 
responsible for the accident. The 
court said the man could not be 
expected to keep his head up, 
watching for obstacles, when he 
had to keep his head down, watch­
ing the steps.
