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55 mph Speed Limit A .C . To Have 
Must Be Observed Banking Program

Governor Dolph Briscoe 
announced ¿n intensive cam­
paign to seek compliance of 
the 55 mph speed lim it and 
help elim inate drunken 
driving over the Christmas 
and New Year holidays. He 
said several countermeasures 
would be used to work toward 
elim ination of the increasing 
number of crashes and fata­
lities in the state.

Said Briscoe, "Hardly a 
day passes when we don’t hear 
or read of a fatal accidents.
It is high time we cu t down 
on the number of these a cc i­
dents, Statistics prove the 
lowered speed lim it was not 
the ultimate answer to e lim ­
inate these fatalities. We 
must curtail our speed, keep 
the drinking driver from be- 
lind the wheel, and use our 
safety be lts ."

The Governor said he has 
asked the Texas Department 
o f Public Safety to use every 
available means to enforce 
the laws, lie also asked 
C ity and County officers to 
do the same.

Briscoe said it should be 
up to the driver to know when 
to stop drinking. He said a 
good party host should take 
care of his guests by cutting 
down on the amount of a lco­
hol served, urging the driver 
to take a taxi if he has been 
drinking, and to have fellow 
party guests be true friends 
by keep the drunk from be­
hind the wheel.

"A drunken driver is like 
a man with a loaded gun 
pointed toward a person. He 
could kill at any “ moment, 
said the Governor.

Briscoe also urged volume 
use o f safety belts when dri\ 
mg or when a passenger.
"Many people think they are 
uncomfortable and inconven­
ient, but so is a funeral for a 
loved on, " he said.

Briscoe said his office has 
prepared several radio, te le ­
vision, and news paper annou­
ncements geared toward the 
drinking driver. "We w ill 
ask the media to help us re­
mind the driver to cut down 
on his drinking and stay o ff 
the road," he said. The 
Governor said additional* 
public service material 
would be sent to the media 
outlets that would encourage 
voluntary observance of the 
56 mph speed lim it, use of 
safety belts, and numerous 
other traffic safety factors.
He concluded by directing Ins 
staff to do everything possible 
toward public education for 
the driving in order that the 
motorists may "Stay A live in 
75 ."

Nihhled hv a Horse
Pupils in a suburban school o f­

ten walked to a nearby pasture, 
where they would stand beside 
the fence and commune with the 
horses. One day, one of the horses 
reached over the fence and nipped 
a little boy on the ear.

In short order, the boy's parents 
aimed a damage suit at the owner 
of the pasture.

“Our son was outside the fence 
doing nothing wrong," they point­
ed out in a court hearing. “The 
defendant should have warned the 
children that the animal was 
dangerous.”

But they offered no evidence to 
prove that the hoise had ever mis­
behaved before. Denying their 
claim, the court said the owner 
was entitled to assume- until 
there was reason to think other­
wise that the horse would not 
hurt anybody.

Horses, because of their tradi­
tionally peaceable disposition, 
generally do get this "benefit of the 
doubt." But, of course, there are 
circumstances in which a horse’s 
owner can and should foresee 
trouble.

Thus, the proprietor of a livery 
stable was held liable for allowing 
an inexperienced rider to go out 
on a horse known to be tempera­
mental. The court said the tumble 
that ensued could have been fore­
seen and prevented by a reason­
able exercise o f caution by the 
proprietor.

Then too, the law will take into 
account the behavior of the vic­
tim as well. He himself is expected 
to take elementary precautions for 
his own safety .

As one judge remarked:
“That horses are not especially 

intelligent, that they are easily 
startled, that their principal means 
of defense is to kick, have for cen­
turies been among the simple facts 
of life. People who approach 
horses from the rear, without first 
making their presence known, are 
very apt to he kicked.”

A U S T IN , Tex. — Insurance
fraud investigations are mov­
ing forward on several fronts.

—  Insurance Board Chair­
man Joe Christie announced 
he has assigned a fulltime 
investigator to assist District 
Atty. Wiley Cheatham of 
Cuero in looking into com­
plaints that high - rolling 
agents are flim-flamming old 
folks.

— Cheatham, who helped 
uncover the veterans land 
s c a n d a l s  o f  t h e  1950’s, 
launched the probe last sum­
mer and termed the offenses 
o f major proportions.

— A House o f Representa­
tives sub-committee also has 
been reactivated to check 
into the complaints and hear 
recommendations of top o ffi­
cials involved.

— Christie said Cheatham 
may convene a grand jury to 
look into possibility o f fault 
within the State Board o f 
Insurance for not stopping 
practices.

Since initial arrests o f two 
men in Cuero, Christie said 
30 agents have lost licenses 
for a variety o f offenses and 
seven companies have been 
referred to the attorney gen­
eral for possible fraud prose­
cution in sale o f health and 
auto insurance to the elderly.

A State Insurance Board 
i n v e s t i g a t o r  said “ goose 
lists”  o f gullible old people 
are used by unscrupulous in­
surance agents to sell mil­
lions o f dollars in health in­
surance each year. He said 
seven compsnies agreed to 
refund 1300,000 to Texans 
bilked by agents. A West 
Texas couple reportedly paid 
more than $20,000 in pre­
miums for health insurance 
in two years.

A U S T E R E  IN A U G U R A ­
TIO N  — Austere inaugural 
ceremonies are planned for 
Gov. Dolph Briscoe and Lt.

Gov. Bill Hobby here Janu­
ary 21.

Gone is the traditional pa­
rade down Congress Ave. And 
gone are the five or six in­
augural b a l l s  s c a t t e r e d  
around the Capital City.

Briscoe and Hobby will 
take their second-term oaths 
o f office in ceremonies in 
front o f the state capitol, as 
their predecessors have done. 
A fter that, a public reception 
will be held in the capitol 
rotunda.

While the ceremonies them­
selves are simple, however, 
due to economic problems 
and an energy crisis, Demo­

crats will be whooping it up 
at a January 20 inaugural 
“ victory dinner” and a Janu­
ary 21 reception.

Democrats hope to take in 
nearly $90,000 for party ac­
tivities from the dinner. 
PROGRAMS PLA N N E D  — 
A governor's recommenda­
tion to combine the Texas 
Highway Department and 
Mass Transportation Com­
mission into a “ Texas De­
partment o f Highways and 
Public Transportation”  is be­
ing framed fo r submission to 
the legislature next month.

Briscoe said the recom­
mendation is one o f a series 
to “ effectuate efficiency and 
effectiveness and . . . realis­
tically (to ) eliminate costly 
duplication o f effort.”

Earlier. Briscoe said he 
will ask the 64th Legislature 
to establish a “ state register," 
an official public document 
which would publish all pro­
posed state regulations and 
s c h e d u l e d  meetings o f 
agencies.

The register, maintained 
by the secretary’ o f state’s 
office, would be available on 
a cost basis to every citizen 
o f the state. It is aimed at 
providing the public “ easy 
access to every decision proc­
ess o f Texas State Govern­
ment,”  Briscoe said. The gov­
ernor pointed out that pres­
ent procedures o f public no­
tice in general circulation 
newspapers should be con­
tinued.

Tuberculosis is still an act­
ive health problem in Texas, 
and it would be an even 
greater threat if it weren't 
for the state Health Depart­
ment’s Child-Centered Tub­
erculosis Program.

More than a half-m illion 
persons are examined annual­
ly in the Health Department's 
Child-Centered Program.

State Law requires an anc 
nual tuberculosis examina­
tion of all school personnel-- 
tcachers, custodians, food 
handlers, etc. It also re­
commends the examination 
of all first and seventh grade 
students and transfer students.
Student TB tests are requir­
ed in some of the more than 
1100 school districts taking 
part in student screening.

During the 1973-74 school 
years, 71,280 first grade 
students and 84,144 seventh 
graders were tested in the 
program. In addition, tests 
were given $8,798 other 
students and associates of 
those who reacted positively 
to a tuberculin test. Add 
more than a quarter-miUion 
school employees to the 
number of students and asso­
ciates and you have more 
than half-m illion persons.

Tuberculin skin tests are 
given by private physicians, 
at school and in Health 
Department clin ics. Appro­
ximately 48 hours after 
being given, the tests are 
"read” to identify reactors.

Finding reactors is import­
ant, for a positive test indi­
cates they have been expos­
ed to someone with TB and 
have the TB germ in their 
bodies. Without treatment, 
these reactors could have 
unknown cases of TB or de­
velop active disease at 
some future date.

While the child testing 
program isn't primarily for 
case finding--but to find 
children who need protect­
ion against tuberculosis-eve- 
ry reactor is followed up to 
see if an active case exists.
A reactor is urged to contact 
his fam ily physician for an 
X-ray, or to attend a Health 
Department c lin ic . During 
the last school year the 
number of new reactors--  
2l60--was relatively small, 
attesting to the reduction in 
tuberculosis in Texas.

In Texas last year, for

instance, only 2,224 new 
active cases of tuberculosis 
were found in a ll age groups.

Once a re a-Mr is lound in 
the school program, another 
phase o f the program be ,,ms, 
usually by a IB investigator.

Since a reactor means the 
individual has had contact 
with someone uho has the 
disease, it is important that 
an examination be made o f 
household members in at- 

to establish the 
exposure. Usually 

it Is a fam ily member, a 
relative or a close associate- 1 
such as a playmate of house­
keeper.

First and seventh graders 
were chosen by the Health 
Department for the ch ild- 
centered approach for a rea­
son.

COTTON GINNING
Two hundred sixty one 

bales of cotton have been 
weighed across the scales 
at tire McLean gin. Mrs.
Bill Estes reports cotton liar- 
vesting just getting underway 
real good. The price is very 
disappointing this year and 
most observers feel thousands 
of acres o f cotton ground w ill 
be planed to m ilo next year.
1 believe 1975 would be the 
year to expand cotton and 
cut back on feed grains. We 
are going into 1975 with an 
extreme shortage o f wheat 
and feed grains. Many farm­
ers have great fears the mar­
ket could be busted in 1975.
If you have cotton equip­
ment I ’d advice you to stay 
with cotton and expand.
Most of the time if you w ill 
go against the crowd you 
w ill be nearer right.
WHEAT PASTURE

The only place in the 
great plains that wheat past­
ure has been rated as e x ce l­
lent is in the Central panhan­
dle, south of the Canadian 
river. Other areas o f the 
Panhandle are rated good.
Most of Kansas and Oklahoma 
are rated fair to poor.
CATTLE SITUATION

Yesterday a good friend of 
mine called and said he had 
thirty one dollar offer on 
some steers weighing over 
800 lbs. They had never 
been in the feedlot and had 
been purchased as 225 lb. 
calves. He didn’t say what 
he had paid for the calves 
but these little  calves were 
selling for around eighty twr 
cents per lb. at the time he 
purchased them.

This morning a fellow

called me from Louisiana 
and said l can put a load of 
200# calves together in real 
short orders for seventeen 
to eighteen cents. You have 
never seen the livestock mar­
ket in such a chaotic condit ­
ion before in the 200 year 
history of this country. Out 
o f all this chaotic condition 
a lot of opportunities have 
shook out.

If the same price relation­
ship continues between light 
weight calves and heavier 
cattle, there is no way to 
keep from making the most 
unheard of profit on calves 
bought today. Weather 
conditions and the ava ilab il­
ity o f a good home for them 
are other factors. Cattle 
on feed reports seem to heve 
little influence or affect on 
the market today. A recent 
seven state cattle on feed 
report showed cattle placed 
on feed dropped 29 percent 
in Nov. 74 as compared to 
Nov. 73.

We now have only 70 per­
cent as many on feed as a 
year earlier. In Texas there 
are only 66 percent as many 
on feed as a vear earlier. 
MEAT IMPORTS

You hear a great deal 
about the meat import situât 
ion and how it has ruined 
our market. No doubt it has 
had a depressing e ffect. 
However, we imported a 
great deal more tonnage of 
beef in both 1972 and 1973. 
Prices were good and no 
one in the cattle industry 
protested very loudly. In 
1972 compared on a carcass 
weight basis our beef and 
veal imports were nearly 
two JvUion pounds. It is 
estimated meat imports w ill 
be only one and eight tenth 
billion pounds in 1974. In 
72 our import level was 
8 . 5̂ o of our domestic pro­
duction. In 1973 it was 
near nine percent. In 1974 
it was estimated to be 7.6 
percent of domestic product­
ion.

Proper Livestock 
Grazing Distribution 
Is Necessary

Achieving proper livestock 
grazing distribution on gra" 
ing lands is necessary for 
effic ien t use of the available
forage. Overgrazing areas 
near water while undergraz­
ing areas far apart from 
water can be lessened by 
proper location of salt. Prop­
er salting is one of the most 
e ffective  methods of manag - 
ing livestock to insure proper 
use and greatest gains.

It has been customary to 
locate salt grounds according 
to convenience rather than 
according to a w ell-develop- 
ed plan. The salt is usually 
placed at watering facilities 
or feed troughs and results in 
severe overuse around these 
areas. It is commonly be­
lieved that animals desire 
water after salt and that, by 
locating salt near water, e x ­
cessive travel is {arvented. 
Actually, animals often take 
salt without water when the 
two are at the same location.

Salt should be placed at 
under utilized and less palat­
able areas. Cattle w ill salt 
at these areas and graze 
back to watering giving a 
more uniform grazing of the

Coming Back

Folks yearning for the 
return of "good ole days" 
may be seeing their wishes 
come true. Home butcher­
ing o f livestock, once popu­
lar in many areas, is making 
a comeback.

"W e ’ve had numerous re­
quests to demonstrate the 
proper slaughtering of cattle 
for home consumption, " 
points out Woodrow Bailey, 
livestock and meat specialist 
for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, "These 
requests have come from 
county Extension agents 
whose clientele are interest­
ed in home slaughtering and 
processing."

In the demonstration Bail­
ey shows the entire operation 
rom slaughtering to wrapping 
he meat for the home fre­

ezer.
Crowds at several demon­

strations have reached past 
the 100 mark. Due to the 
current cattle market situat­
ion, interest in selling and 
butchering beef for the home 
freezer has really mushroom­
ed. Slaughtering plants are 
jooked for several months 
ahead, and people are con­
cerned about waiting that 
long to process their animals.

According to the Texas

Supplemental feed is gener­
ally fed at one location dur­
ing winter months and some­
times droughts. These feed­
ing grounds 3re subject to 
overuse and severe trampling.

For 
more information in planning 
your grazing operations, 
contact your local Gray 
County Soil Conservation 
Service or Soil and Water 
Conservation District Director

A&M University System spe­
cialist, a fam ily can slaught­
er and process an animal on 
the farm in four to six hours. 
Home slaughter and process­
ing can save 30 to 50 per 
cent on the price of retail 
beef. Also, locker plant 
charges for slaughter and 
processing a 600-pound ca lf 
normally run about $50.

What about the legality 
o f home slaughtering as far 
as meat inspection laws arc 
concerned?

As long as the individual 
is butchering the animal for 
his own use, he is free to do 
so. However, it is illega l 
to custom slaughter or cut 
beef for other people unless 
the operation is properly 
inspected and meets all 
legal requirements.

According to Bailey, the 
last butchering demonstrat­
ions conducted by the Exten­
sion Service date back to 
1939. Maybe the "good ole 
days" are really returning!
