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Owls Hand

It w u  Mark Twain, I believe, 
who said that “To really know 
someone, share an inheritance 
with them.”

Any of you who have ever 
been in that predicament would 
probably agree with the sage
writ.

My dad always jokingly told 
us children that he was doing us 
the greatest favor he could 
think of because when he died 
there wouldn’t be anything for 
us to fight over! He died in 
1459. and was true to his word, 
and I have always been grateful 
for that.

My brothers and sister and I 
have managed to maintain a 
loving relationship for many 
years, and I think that is 
probably one of the reasons 
why.

We all inherited great riches 
from the remarkable man who 
was our father. He left each of 
us with a biding love for 
learning, a deep sense of fair- 
play. and a shining example of 
great integrity. At his death 20 
years ago. he left no houses, 
lands, or money for his child­
ren, but gave us something far 
■note important...the memories 
of a brilliant man who fought ill- 
health and near-poverty all his 
life, but was unbroken and un­
bowed by misfortune.

Felled by a massive heart 
attack when he was in his early 
twenties, he was told by the 
experts that he would never 
work again, but he managed to 
work almost every day and 
support his write and four 
children until his death at the 
age of 55.

Perhaps he was like many 
people with a physical handicap 
because he overcompensated 
by developing his mind to an 
unusual degree. He had de­
grees in math. English, and ed­
ucation. and had done work on 
a doctorate before his death, 
he was an accomplished musi­
cian. learning to play the piano 
"by ear.“ He had studied law 

and medicine and was conver­
sant with almost every Held of 
learning, including religion.

During his later years, he 
wrote two books of commentary 
on the Bible, but burned both of 
them one day because he said 
he was "afraid I might acciden­
tally mislead someooe. "

Among my favorite memories 
of my childhood are the times I 
spent prowling through his 
books. He had a very advanced 
idea, for that time, that a child 
should be allowed to read any­
thing he pleased, so I w u  
allowed unlimited freedom in 
his library (though we did Dot 
have enough mooey for any 
luxuries, he always managed to 
find money to buy books.)

It w u  there among those 
musty books that 1 developed a 
life-long love of reading and an 
insatiable curiousity about peo- 
pie.

He also encouraged in his 
children a deep need to ques­
tion anything and everything 
and to prove to ourselves the 
rightneu of any idea

Although I w u  still a teen­
ager when he died. I know that 
he w u  probably the greatest 
influence on my life, and If the

The McLean Tigers gained 

more than 60 yards on the first 
two offensive plays of the game 
Friday night against SUverton. 
But momentum is fickle, and 
the Owls held onto it long 
enough in the second quarter to 
go home with a 19-7 victory in a 
dash of two O a u  B football 
teams at Duncan Field.

The loss drops McLean to 0-3 
for the season, while the Owls 
are 2-1.

After SUverton kicked off to 
the Tiaers, senior quarterback 
Randy Suggs dropped back to 
p u s  on McLean's first play 
from scrimmage. But he w u 
forced to scramble to his left, 
found running room and cut 
back to his right, then raced 
north and w u  caught after a 
46-yard gain. Then on first 
down, Dudley Reynolds. a 
sophomore running back, d u li­
ed 14 more yards.

The fu t  start ended abrupt­
ly, however, when on the next 
play a Suggs p u s  intended for 
tight end Tim KUlham w u 
intercepted, setting SUverton 
up on their own 43.

The Owls didn't really get 
going until the second period, 
when all the game's scoring 
occurred. With almost 10 min­
utes remaining in the half, tail- 
back Bobby McPherson plung­
ed into the end zone to put 
Silverton ahead 6-0. Mark 
Brown’s kick w u  no good.

McLean found itself un die 
defensive almost immediately 
as the ensuing kickoff w u 
covered by SUverton at the 
Tiger 22. On the first play, 
McPherson broke loose to score 
the Owls' second TD within 14 
seconds. The kick again failed, 
leaving the Tigers down 12-0.

The turn of events seemed to 
have little negative effect on the 
local eleven, u  they began
moving the ball and soon
reached the SUverton 5 yard
line. Senior halfback Rex
Morris went over from there to 
score the Tigers' first touch­
down in their three 1979 games 
to date. Dudley Reynolds, 
subbing for a shaken up Wade 
Smith, kicked the extra point to 
narrow the margin to 12-7.

McLean's rally w u  deraUed 
shortly before halftime when 
the football took a SUverton

hands of an Owl over the Tiger 
goal. Visiting quarterback Paul 
Brannon lofted a long pus 
toward receiver Mark Brown, 
but McLean safety Randy 
Suggs appeared to have a 
better shot at the pigskin and 
went for an interception around 
the 10 yard line. The ball 
bounced off Suggs and into the 
hands of Brown, who ran into 
the end zone to put the Owls up 
by 12 once more. Brown's kick 
w u  good this time to make the 
scoreboard read 19-7.

“ Randy had him covered like 
a blanket.” said Tiger head 
coach Jack Dorsett “The other 
guy w u  just trying to break up 
the interception.“ The unpre- 
dictabUity of the oval-shaped 
ball made Suggs an untimely 
victim. “ It hit me twice. ” said 
the senior, "once on the shoul­
der pads and once on my 
helmet.”

McLean threatened the SU­
verton goal three times in the 
remainder of the game u  the 
Tigers totaled 198 yards to the 
Owls' 260. But each drive w u 
ended by fumbles or other 
mistakes. A long run by Rex

Morris put the Tigers within 10 
yards of paydirt, but the ran 
w u  called back. Another pene­
tration to the IS also w u  nulli­
fied by a penalty 

SUverton, ahead by 12 late in 
the game, drove to the Tiger 4 
chiefly with puses and stopped 
the dock in the waning seconds 
trying to score ooe more time. 
But McLean held the Owls on 
fourth and inches at the 4 with 
leu  than a minute left.

DUMP IS STILL A PROBLEM
The city dump east of Mc­

Lean is more than just a place to 
dump garbage . .it is the source 
of endless complaints from local 
people about the hours and the 
fact that the dump is kept 
locked.

I wish the city could work out 
a solution which would make 
everyone happy about the 
dump. As the situation stands 
now. the dump is open two 
afternoons a week and on 
Saturday.

This works a hardship on 
some businessmen in McLean 
who need access to the dump 
several times a week.

One man told me that he had 
virtually been put out of busi­
ness because he needs to 
unload trash several times a 
week, and because the dump is 
closed, he cannot work until the 
place opens and he can unload 
his vehicles.

I was also told that El Paso 
Natural Gas has a key to the 
dump and uses it after hours 
and my informant seemed to 
think that this proved that the 
City of McLean was partial to 
big businesses.

Upon investigation I learned 
that El Paso has a gas well 
within the confines of the 
dump, and therefore has to 
have a key to get in to check on 
the well.

I was also told that the city 
employees had keys, and that 
state employees had keys to the 
dump.

Since these are both govern­
ment bodies, I can also under­
stand the reason for this.

It is a shame that state regu­
lations have forced the dump to 
be locked. It is simply one more 
example of how the people- 
planners in the state and feder­
al government in their efforts to 
protect us and help us. actually 
complicate our lives.

I'm not sure how the problem 
of the businessman who com­
plained could be Solved but I 
feel like some compromise 
might be reached in his case.

I strongly suggest that if your 
livelihood has been endangered 
by the regulations governing 
the dump that you appear at the 
next city council meeting and 
ask the council to work out a 
solution.

GOING TO THE DOGS?
A common item on the agen­

da at each city council meeting 
in McLean and in most small 
towns is dogs. The council 
receives endless complaints 
from city residents about the 
problems of dogs running 
loose, dogs destroying proper­
ty. dogs disturbing people at 
night.

At each meeting the problem 
is discussed and discussed, but 
as yet no workable solution has 
been reached.

As a dog-owner, 1 know that 
the problems are difficult. The 
cost of fencing property is pro­
hibitive. and the idea of a dog 
on a chain is repugnant to me. I 
have been embarrassed driving 
down the street with my dog 
running full speed beside my 
car. serenading the neighbor­
hood.

But I think that the first step 
in solving our dog problem is 
for each individual dog owner to 
see to it that his dog is not a 
nuisance, does not roam the 
streets at will, and docs not

The cards are designed to 
help customers bring their 
problems about mail service di­
rectly to postal management so 
everything possible will be 
done to resolve them. Postal 
employees are required to use 
the cards to record customer 
telephone and correspondence 
inquiries and complaints. They 
are available from letter carri­
ers and in post office lobbies.

The Consumer Service Card 
consists of two postal cards with 
carbon paper in between. One 
copy is sent to the local post­
master for action. The other 
goes to the Consumer Advocate 
at Postal Service Headquarters 
in Washington, D.C.-a high 
postal official charged with 
responsibility to cause neces­
sary postal changes to meet 
customer needs-for analysis to 
help spot problem areas and 
trends, u  well u  to assist 
individual customers. No post­
age is required on the cards.

Postmaster Simpson said not 
everyone used the card to re­
gister a complaint. "Many cus­
tomers used a Consumer Ser­
vice Card to offer suggestions 
to improve mail service in the 
McLean area, or to compliment 
a postal employee.”

"We need to hear from 
people when they have mail 
problems,” he said, "so we can 
resolve them. Taking the min­
ute or two needed to fill one out 
is time well spent for the 
customer and us."

When he returns he will

find a message on his desk 
from Speaker of the House 
Bill Clayton saying there is 
no political support for a 
special session of the Texas 
Legislature.

Clements had promised to 
call the legislators back to 
Austin to pass an initiative 
and referendum bill, among 
other issues, but Clayton ad­

A: A Texas resident driving a 
licensed Texas vehicle must be 
issued an order lo appear in 
court for a speeding violation if 
the motorist gives his written 
promise to appear.

However, non-residents are 
often unable or unwilling to ap­
pear in court at a lain dale For 
this reason, non-residents cited 
for speeding mas be taken either 
into custody until a cash bond is 
posted or may be taken directly 
before a magistrate for disposi­
tion of the case and payment of 
th* fine.

Q: (  aa a »HI br »mien for me 
lo allow at» wife aad children to 
avoid iabertlaace taxes?

A: Inheritance taxes which 
may be imposed on your estate 
after you die cannot be avoided 
simply by a provision in your 
will However, inheritance and 
estate taxes can be minimized by 
proper estate planning. For ex­
ample, proceeds from a life in­
surance policy on your life may 
not be taxed if your wife owned 
the policy and paid from her 
separate monies This may re­
move the policy from your tax­
able estate.

Q: Ms husband owned a farm 
aad bad foar grown children 
from bis first marriage when we
married IS years ago. What ia- 
lerrsi ia the farm would I be ea- 
lltled to. if be died?

A: If your husband had a valid 
will at his death, you would re­
ceive whatever part of his interest 
in the farm he provided for in the 
will If he died without a valid 
will, various factors would deter­
mine your property rights. These 
factors would include whether 
the farm was your husband's 
separate properly, or whether h 
was community property of your 
husband and his former wife

Q: I'm a middle-aged man of 
modest income aad savings, mar­
ried. have three children, aad 
would like lo draw up a will. 
Must I consult a lawyer, or is 
there another way that mas be 
less expensive?

A: The number of factors in­
volved in drafting a will, ranging 
from the choice of a guardian for 
children to coordination of life 
insurance, are so varied that each 
will should be individually pre­
pared. Your local or statewide 
lawyer referral service can direct 
you lo a lawyer familiar with 
estate planning who will provide 
a K) minute consultation for a 
minimal fee.

Q: Problems keep building up 
aad I'm seriously constdering 
gelling a divorce. If I do it, I 
want lo get it over with as guirk- 
1» as possible. How loag does it 
lake lo get a divorce ia Texas?

A: After ihe divorce petition is 
filed, the law requires a sixty-day 
wailing period. You could get 
back together during that time 
and drop the proceedings After 
this 60 days, the final hearing on 
the divorce can be scheduled. 
The exact date would be subject 
lo the caseload of the district 
court and any complications or 
problems in your case

Q: I have written a will naming 
my sister the beneficiary of a 
considerable amount of money. I 
want lo be certain Ibe money 
stays in tbe family. If she dies, 
will her husband and children be 
entitled lo any of that money?

A: If your sister dies before 
you do. your gift to her will lapse 
and pass instead with the residue 
of your estate.

If, however, your sister re­
ceives this money after your 
death, it will becximc part of her 
esi.ie and will go as she directs 
under her will

WORKING MOTHERS".....
AND ATTENTIVE PARENT 
ING:

Attentive parenting take« 
commitment and a plan, es­
pecially foe newly employed

working mothers" who now 
find themselves with two jobs. 
To them, " organizational jug­
gling" emerges as the key to 
successful management of par­
enting and professional respon­
sibilities.

It may he comforting to know 
that some studies are reporting 
similarities tn the amount of 
"attentive time" or "quality 
time’’ spent with children by 
both employed and unemployed 
mothers. However, at first, for 
many newly employed motheri. 
finding the time for mutually 
satisfying parent-child inter­
action is an important issue.

Start by making a commit­
ment to plan parent-child time. 
Initially, employed mothers get 
to bogged down with the man­
agement of existing chores and 
responsibilities that they are 
psychologically and physically 
overwhelmed. To make a com­
mitment to parent-child time, 
you may have to review prior­
ities. This might mean letting 
lest-essential things go--or di­
viding and sharing tasks in 
order to have planned time with 
all family members.

Some families plan for a 
special night together once a 
week. One or more family 
members assume the responsi­
bility of planning the meal and 
any activities which may take 
place. Other families focus on a 
special weekend once a month.

However, parent-child time 
doesn't have to be elaborately 
planned. It may mean an oppor­
tunity for the parent to share 
with the child in reading a book 
or becoming involved in under­
taking a task or simple project 
together. Children need to feel 
their parents want to be with 
them and that parents also 
enjoy the interaction which 
takes place.

Find some opportunity for 
giving each child ' Hme alone 
with the parent". These are 
moments when the child feels 
they have the total attention of 
the parent. This is a time for 
enjoying each other and recog­
nizing individual needs and 
personality traits. Outside em­
ployment of the parent does not 
necessarily mean the reduction 
of parent-child interaction, but 
perhaps some reorganization in 
the time planned for ft. No 
matter what, h is important 
time for both parent and child. 
FIGHT THE "CRAZIES" ON 
SHOPPING TRIPS

Some people get the ' ‘cra­
zies" when they shop-then 
their budget goes "crazy", too. 
Some of those people are me 
and you.

Experts have "names" for 
these shoppers-the "bargain 
buyers," the "depressed »hop 
per", the "spiteful buyer", the 
"status buyer", and the "wish­
ful buyer". These names de­
scribe several spending person­
alities. Study their symptoms 
below, and if any are yours, 
then fight the "crazies" and 
save more money than you ever 
dreamed of:

BARGAIN BUYERS - get 
pleasure from imagining they 
are outwitting the seller. Ac­
cumulating bargains becomes a 
game more important than the 
products Not paying the ori­
ginal price is-for some people- 
a way of asserting superiority 
and independence

DEPRESSED SHOPPERS -  
they use buying to compensate 
for frustration and gloom. It's a 
way to "boost the spirits", they 
think. But. of course, it's also a 
way to fritter away cash. Once 
in awhile, a "fling" may be 
emotionally healthy, but when 
it becomes a habit, or the items 
are expensive, new ways of 
solving depression would be 
more economical.

SPITEFUL BUYERS -  they 
‘ 'work so hard and get so little 
ettention" that they just go out 
and buy something to get back. 
Unfortunately, a buying spree 
rarely relieves the feeling of 
neglect for very long, and worse 
yet. the purchase is rarely 
something they feel good shout 
later.

STATUS BUYERS will fall 
for anything that makes them 
stand out in a crowd. Sellers 
know people are willing to pay 
more for a product that reflects 
luxury. For example, can fea­
ture options that have nothing 
to do with safety or economy.

There are currently three 
types of mining care In the 
nation's hospitals. Up uadi a 
few yean ago the most pre­
valent of these was a charge 
nurse of each hospital unit, a 
medication nurse, a treatment 
nurse. In, I V.'t dressing 
changes etc. and two nurses 
aides. This was a somewhat 
impersonalized type of nuning 
as anyone who wax hospitalized 
in the 40’t  and 50’s will re­
member

The Registered Nurse was 
tied down with paper work and 
seldom saw the patients. With 
the advent of Licensed Voca­
tional Nunes and Ward Sec­
retaries in the work force, team 
nuning came into being. In this 
system there is a charge nurse 
for 20 to 40 patients, a ward 
secretary to do much of the 
paper work sad two teams 
headed by L.V.N’s supervising 
two nurses aides each. Team 
nuning is a good concept but as 
a practical matter has run into 
problems mainly due to nuning 
shortages.

Another recent concept is 
Primary Care. Many hospitals 
are now implementing this care 
on certain units. In Primary 
Care a patient has a Primary 
Nunc who is responsible for his 
plan of care throughout the 
hospitalization. She formulates 
the approach to his problems 
and sees that it is carried out. 
On her days off another Regis­
tered Nurse is responsible for 
carrying out the plan made by 
the Primary Nurse. This is the 
built in problem with that 
system. Due to the differences 
in human personality it is often 
difficult to ask someone on the 
scene to use the same tactics in 
carrying for the sick and dying 
as someone who is not there.

Primary Care has necessi­
tated replanning of nursing 
units. Holy Cross Hospital in 
the San Fernando Valley of Los 
Angeles is one such hospital. 
The old building was destroyed 
by earthquake in 1971. They 
were able to build the new 
facility to fit Primary Nursing 
plant.

There are small desks in the 
wall outside the patient rooms 
which are all single care units. 
There are no nurses stations. 
Instead there are computerized 
communications desks at the 
end of the corridors so that 
lights can be answered at that 
desk and someone dispatched 
to take care of the patients 
needs.
These units are quiet, no loud 
noises, no bells. There are air 
tubes by each patient chart 
desk to send requisitions for 
medication and lab work. There 
is a minimum of confusion. 
Most nurses enjoy this type of 
care which they are able to give 
to four or five patients as they 
take care of all their needs. 
Most of them had to adjust to 
the quietness and some said it 
was lonely. Some patienta felt it 
was too quiet.

The majority of Registered 
Nunes seem to like the kind of 
health care they are able to de­
liver under this system. The 
problem with all the above 
systems is the shortage of 
nurses. There are 1,400,000 
Registered Nunes in the Uni­
ted States with 70 percent of 
them working at this time.

There is a severe nuning 
shortage in most areas of the 
country in urban and rural 
locations. Delaware and Rhode 
Island are the only states who 
do not report a shortage. All 
states have a serious mal­
distribution of nuraes even 
though some do not have a 
numerical shortage. Many 
hospitals have had to dose crit­
ical-care areas due to lack of 
staffing.

The growing complexity of 
health care could see the need 
to double the number of Regis­
tered Nurse* by 1962. In Cal­
ifornia 17 percent of the bud­
geted positions for nurses are 
unfilled. In Texas the figure la 
14 percent. There is a one year 
waiting list to enter the public 
nursing schools in California. 
The private schools coat more 
than 52.000 a year with a 
schedule making it difficult to 
work while you are attending.

Nurses are called upon to 
make decisions which affect 
your life and health. They are

Moet nuraes don't 
complain. They truly love the 
profession. Many of them are. 
caught somewhere between the 
paper wort required by Medi­
care and emptying the trash. 
They arc stuck between the new 
technology requiring them to 
learn the use of complicated 
equipment and their old

New Law Will Affect Texas Drivers
AUSTIN-Teia* driver* 

need to know about an im­
portant new law which will 
seriously affect how they drive 
oo freeway frontage roads.

TV change it to important 
that ignoring it could literally 
become a matter of life or 
death.

The law, patted in tV  recent 
session of the Texas Legis­
lature. give* traffic entering or 
leaving freeway ramps the right 
of way over frontage road 
traffic.

It was signed by the governor 
on June 11, and became ef­
fective August 27.

It reads in part:
"The driver of a vehicle pro­

ceeding on an access or feeder 
road of a controlled access 
highway shall yield tV  right of 
way to a vehicle entering or 
about to enter or leaving or 
about to leave tV  road to enter 
tV  highway.”

Many ramps on Texas high­
ways already are arranged that 
way, and YIELD and other 
signs are in place oo tV  front-

age roads for this kind of 
operation.

Other places where ramps 
and frontage roads meet, how­
ever. are not. There, the signs 
presently are arranged to re­
quire the ramp traffic to yield.

The situation is especially 
critical where tV  fromage road 
carried traffic in both direc­
tions. Ramp traffic both enter­
ing and leaving tV  freeway 
crosses opposing streams of 
traffic on the frontage road.

The wise motorist should V  
alert for any changes in signs 
on the frontage road he may 
drive regularly and should V  
aware that all ramp traffic will 
legally have the right of way 

over frontage road traffic.
He should also V  aware 

when using freeway ramps that 
other drivers may not V  aware 
of this law change and may 
overlook the new signs.

Signs are Ving changed 
now. Drivers should heed new 
sign arrangements as they en­
counter them.

4 -H  Corner
4-H is a youth development 

program to develop youth 
through tV  involvement of 
parents and other adult vol­
unteers who organize and con­
duct learning experiences for 
youth in a community setting.

Water Well Survey Will Begin InOctober
An intensive field survey of 

water wells in the High Plains 
area will begin in October, 
conducted by personnel of the 
Texas Department of Water 
Resources. Purpose of the sur­
vey will be to obtain mea­
surements on the depth to 
water in the aquifer from land 
surface, with one measurement 
for every 10 square miles.

The survey is a part of a mul­
ti-state study to evaluate the 
vast Ogallala Aquifer.

TDWR personnel will work in 
the field gathering and record­
ing depth-to-water measure­
ments from wells included in a 
statewide network of observa­
tion wells, and will also attempt 
to obtain additional measure­
ments from wells not in the 
network. Measurements are 
made by lowering a steel tape 
down the well's casing until it ii 
in contact with the water in the 
well, observing and recording 
the depth to the water, and 
retrieving the tape. The process 
requires only a few minutes and 
care it taken not to disturb 
anything in or around the well.

According to a TDWR 
spokesman, the department has 
received warm cooperation 
from well owners whose wells 
are not in the network but who 
will be visited during the com­
ing fall and winter months.

Cooperating in the program 
are the High Plains Under­
ground Water Conservation 
District No. 1 in Lubbock, the 
North Plains Ground Water 
Conservation District No. 2 in 
Dumas, and the Panhandle

American consumer* lost 
more then $464 million to mall 
fraud and misrepresentation by 
mall over each of the last five 
years. Postmaster Frank Simp­
son said today.

September 24-29 has been 
designated the fourth annual 
Postal Consumer Protection 
Week by Postmaster General 
William F. Bolger to heighten 
public awareness of the prob­
lem.

Simpson emphasised that the 
majority of companies who are 
3 part of the S60-bUlion mall 
order industry are honest and 
dedicated to customer satis­
faction. But a few operators are 
out to bilk the public, as in 
many other industries.

"The nation’s best defense 
against unscrupulous con ar­
tists using the mails is an 
informed public,”  Simpson 
said. “ Everyone should be 
constantly on guard against 
what are really unbelievable 
claims snd get-nch-quick 
schemes."

The Postal Inspection Service 
actively investigates mail fraud 
and false representation by 
mail, and assists with mail­
order snd service problems.

"Swindles aimed at consu­
mers are limited only by the 
imagination of the con artist,” 
Simpson said. "because 
they've learned that many peo- 

are willing to invest their 
l  earned money on offers 

which sound too good to be 
true.”

Typical examples of mail 
frauds snd false representa­
tions by mall include a variety 
of investment offers, phony 
franchises, miraculous "cures” 
for a variety of illnesses, weight 
reducing plans with no proven 
medical value, snd wort-afc 
home-schemes.

"The elderly are quite often 
prime targets for these 
schemes," Simpson said, "be­
cause they are trying to protect 
their savings from the effects of 
inflation."

Simpson urged consumers to 
ask companies to back up their 
claims if an offer sounds un­
believable and too good to be 
true. "That’s the best way to 
protect yourself.” he said. 
"But if you feel you’ve lost 
money to a fraud, or haven't 
received the merchandise you 
ordered, contact my office or a 
postal inspector." Phone num-

bers are listed under U.S. Gov­
ernment Postal Service in local 
telephone directories.

Simpson reminded customers 
that whenever they have a 
problem with their mail service, 
to flll-out a postal Consumer 
Service Card, available at poet 
offices and from letter carriers.

"W e need as much informa­
tion as possible to help some 
one with a mail problem and the 
easy-to-complete card assures 
prompt action on our-part.”

Homeowners with Fescue 

lawns sometimes have the 
problem of the grass growing in 
bunches after a few years. Over 
seeding with new Fescue at this 
time of the year would be good 
practice to help solve the bunch 
situation in a Fescue lawn.

If vou had been fertilizing 
your lawn regularly probably no 
e i tra  fertilizer would be 
needed. You should probably 
rake or tear up any large bare 
spots to give a better seed 
situation. In fairly good turf 
areas, you may just want to let 
your clippings fall on the 
ground to serve as a little cover 
for the seed. Then keep your 
lawn fairly wet so the germina­
ting seed will have adequate 
moisture.
