A RADICAL APPROACH...

The government and dif-
ferent education associations
may spend millions of dollars to
determine why the educational
system in America is not work-
ing, but the answer to that
question can be summed up in
one sentence: American young-
sters are no longer hungry to
learn

Every good teacher knows
that youngsters will and can
learn anything as long as they
are properly motivated, but the
means of motivation have got-
ten more and more difficult in
the last few years.

What do you use to motivate
a child who is well-fed, well-
clothed, constantly entertained
by television, and assured by a
loving mother and father that
life will be easy for him?

Just as an unused muscle will
atrophy and die, so a human
brain cannot grow and expand
unless it strains against adver-
sity. Too many American
youngsters, like their parents,
are content with their lives, and
feel no need to struggle.

Almost every person who re-
turns from a foreign country or
who visits with students from a
foreign country comes away
with the same impression. Stu-
dents in other countries are
hungry to learn, and consider
schooling a privilege, not a
“drag’’, as most Americans do.

It is no wonder that countries
like China, Japan, and West
Germany are making rapid pro-
gress, while America is stag-
naung

What can parents and educa-
tors do? Probably not much as
long as the economy is strong.
But 1 have for many
years that the idea of a “'free’
education for all was a de-
feating theory. Children should
have a publicly-financed edu-
cation through the eighth
grade, but then they should be
given tests, and only those who
score high enough on the test
should be allowed to go to hig:
school. The others should
placed in job-train protnms
to prepare them v:'& technical
skills.

This approach would prac-
tically eliminate  discipline
problems in the higher grades,
and would do away with atten-
dance problems, because the
students who qualified for more
education would know that they
were enjoying a special priv-
ilege. Those who finished high
school and showed special abili-
ties should have a publicly
financed college education.

The principle behind this
theory is that anything that
comes easily is never appre-
ciated. If youngsters knew that
they had to study, had to attend
classes, and had to excel to stay
in school, then they would.

As long as education is free,
and guaranteed to all, regard-
less of their ability, their inter-
est, their attendance, or their
behavior, we will have prob-
lems in our schools, and we will
continue to see the American
public school system slide more
and more into mediocrity.

A column that | wrote a few
weeks ago about my father
brought many comments from
our readers, which proved to
me one more time that | really
don't know what people will
like, because | debated over
that particular column for sev-
eral hours, and after much de-
liberation finally decided to use
it

I think it struck a responding
chord in so many people be-
cause each of us is so strongly
influenced by our parents,
whether we realize it or not.

It's always interesting to see
a youngster reach the stage
where he realizes that his
parents are real people, with
real emotions and real lives
outside of just being his par-
ents.

I remember that as a teen-
ager | sometimes felt embar-
rassed by my mother. She was a
small woman who had suffered
from a crippling disease when
she was a youngster, but had
never really considered herself
handicapped. All my friends
loved my mother because she
was so much fun, but her jokes
and "‘unsophisticated’’ behav-
ior mortified my smug teenage
self.

I have always been grateful
that my mother lived long
enough for me to learn to
appreciate her and love her, not
just as my mother, but as a
truly warm, wonderful human
being.

My husband once told me
that when she walked into a
room, it was like a light came
on. She always had a funny
story, and delighted in playing
pranks on the grandchildren
who worshipped her, and called
her their *‘Granny Honey!"

That light was tragically
snuffed out in a brutal car
accident which killed my
mother and two of her dearest
friends. We learned a few
weeks after her death, that
when she was pulled from the
mangled car, she was not aware
of the deaths of her friends or
the seriousness of her own
injuries, and she kept the
ambulance drivers laughing all
the way to the hospital by
telling them jokes!

But that was typical of Mom-
ma. She laughed her way
through many of life’s trag
edies, and so managed to make
them a little less terrifying.

I have a sampler on my wall
which reads: ‘‘The only wasted
day is the one in which you have
not laughed.” That philosophy
was my mother's greatest gift
to me.

Most hunters agree that dry
plucking rather than skinning
conserves flavor and moisture
in quail, doves, turkeys, rail
and woodcock. Pheasants may
be skinned or dry plucked with
seemingly little change in flavor
or moisture content.

All game birds should be

dressed as soon as possible
following the kill. Aging at a
temperature just above freezing
for 24 to hours generally
removes some of the gamey
flavor which might detract from
eating pleasure.
After the feathers are re-
moved from game birds, singe
over flame to remove the down.
Remove the entrails, head,
craw and feet. Wipe the body
cavities clean with a damp
cloth. Some hunters find it
easier to remove entrails of
small birds, such as quail and
dove, by making a cut along or
across the back to split the bird
apart. Larger birds, such as
pheasants and turkeys, are
dressed in about the same
manner as domestic fowl or
waterfowl.

Quail are small birds weigh-
ing about 4 to 6 ounces. When
considering the number of ser-

Lice begin to reproduce rap-
idly with the onset of cool
s0 peak populations
occur in late winter
and early spring. Uncontrolled
lice can soon infest a whole
herd because with cold weath
er, cattle tend to bunch up more
s0 that the pests can move
from one animal to

Heavy hair coats on
animals during cold weather
also afford protection for the
parasites and allow for in
reased reproduction

Both types of lice-bloodsuck
ng and Dbiting-infest cattle
Sucking lice pierce the animal's
skin and suck blood while biting
lice feed on particle of hair,
scab and skin exudation
infestations irritate ani
causing itching, scratch
ing and rubbing on fences or
available. This
denuded areas
bruises and lacerations on the
affected animal. Heavily in
fested animals will have an
unthrifty appearance and will
suffer weight reduction, de
reased milk production, ane
mia or even death.

Spraying or dipping infested
animals with the proper in
secticide is the most effective
means of controlling lice. How
ever, properly placed and main
tained dust bags offer effective
control and save both time and
labor. Position dust bags prior
to lice buildup so that cattle can
become accustomed to using
the bags. A dust bag station
should serve about 30 head
Depending on cattle size, place
the bags so that they hang
18-24 inches above the ground
Forced-use of dust bags, where
they are placed so that cattle
must pass under them to get
feed or water begin to control
lice sooner than those used
free-choice. By allowing a two
to-three week adjustment per
iod, free-choice bags can be
about as effective as forced
use types

In spraying or dipping pro
grams an animal must receive a
thorough soaking in each of two
applications 14-18 days apart to
effectively control lice. The
second spray or dip will kill any
lice hatching from eggs that
were laid prior to the first
spraying. When spraying, use a
high pressure (250 pounds per
square inch) and thoroughly
wet animals to the skin

For a list of effective in
secticides for controlling lice,
cattlemen can obtain a copy of
“Suggestions for Controlling
External Parasites on Livestock
and Poultry’" at the County
Extension Office

Check the label on the in
secticide container and pay
particular attention to warn
Ings, restrictions and waiting
periods, especially if some of
the cattle are being prepared
for slauehter
