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Kiowas Ax Tigers’ District Hope

Booker was on the warpath
Friday night, axing McLean
35-6 in a battle that cinched the
District 1-1A title for the
Kiowas.

McLean was 3-0 in district
action going into the game,
while Booker had racked up a
4-0 loop record. The Tigers,
with three key players either
injured or ill, were held to 98
total yards, 81 on the ground as
Booker's Kiowas gained 333
yards total offense.

Tiger Brock Crockett was out
for the entire game, having
developed pneumonia earlier in
the week, Dusty Sanders play-
ed, although he was ili Friday,
and James Matheny was hit in
the second quarter and saw no
further action in the game.

The Booker roll started half-
way into the first quarter as
Gary Mills made a 49 yard run
for the Kiowa's first score.
With the extra point kick good,
Booker led 7-0. Two minutes
later Mills brought in another
touchdown, and Rory Wilmouth
scored the conversion, bringing
Booker to 15 points, while

McLean remained at zero.

The second quarter saw Mc-
Lean making an attempt at a
comeback, but a solid Kiowa
defense game gave them no
headway. Tiger James Math-
eny, one of McLean's leading
ground gainers, having suffer-
ed a back injury in last's weeks
action against Miami, was rein-
jured and taken out of the
game. He missed the final half
of the night's action.

Booker left the field at half-
time with 21 points under their
belts, Kiowa Mark Bechthold
having scored on a 27 yard run.

During the final half Booker
saw scoring territory  twice
more, once in the third quarter
on a 12-yard run by Mills, and
again in the fourth when Becht-
hold was over from the five.
With two kicks by Jay Craig-
head called good, Booker led

Will Conduct
Shot Clinic

Dr. David Woods, local vet-
erinarian, will give domestic
pets rabies vaccine at the
Mclean Fire Station Nov. 22
from 2 pm. to 4 p.m. The
vaccination clinic is sponsored
by the City of McLean.

All residents are urged to
bring their pets to the fire
station for shots. Mayor Sam
Haynes said that all residents
should be reminded that Texas
state law now requires that all
dogs and cats be given a rabies
vaccine once a year. Since
McLean had so many reports of
rabid skunks last summer, it is
very important for residents to
vaccinate their pets, Haynes
said

The charge for the vaccina-
tions will be 35 for rabies, $6 for
distemper, and $7 for Parvo
virus, according to Dr. Woods
Pet owners who desire the
distemper or Parvo virus shots
for their pets should remember
that they will have to give the
animal a booster in two weeks,
if the animal has not been
vaccinated before.

The Mclean City Council
approved a resolution for an
industrial development corpor-
ation, discussed the establish-
ment of a repeater station in
McLean, and conducted regular
business at their monthly city
council meeting Nov. 4. The
meeting was held a week early,
because Armistice Day, a legal
holiday for city employees, fell
this year on the regular monthly
council meeting date, city sec-
retary Stella Lee said.

The council passed a resolu-
tion approving the establish-
ment of a Industrial Develop-
ment Corporation board which
will act for the city in trying to
attract new industry to McLean.
The resolution is part of the
Development Corporation Act
of 1979 which gives cities the
ability to seek out industry. In
connection with attracting new
industry to McLean, the council
discussed establishing rules for
leasing or selling the factory
building to interested industrial
concerns. No firm rules were
adopted by the council

A group from the Golden
Spread Repeater Society, a part
of Amateur Radio Public Ser-
vice Corporations, met with the
council to ask permission to
establish a repeater station in

McLean for Civil Defense ham
radios. The group would put an
antenna on city water tower,
Representing the group were
Danny Richards, Bill Dillard,
and Bob Mixon. The council
gave the group permission to
place the antenna to help
complete the civil defense net-

work for the Panhandle of
Texas.
Lovett librarian,  Martha

Parker appeared before the
council to ask approval for
policy requiring a $10 deposit
for checking out books by new
residents. The council delayed
decision on the policy to check
the legality of the rule.

City Attorney Don Lane re.
ported to the council in a letter
that a disannexation move for
the Fish properties was not
legal and could not be done.

City secretary Stella Lee re-
ported that the ppe-application
for a Urban  Development
Action Grant through the Pan-
handle  Regional Planning
Commission had been complet-
ed and sent in. If the pre-appli-
cation is approved, the City
may apply for UDAG funds to
help develop industry in the
area.

You might try these
two_appetizer recipes for some
of your holiday entertaining.

SPICED PECANS

| cup sugar

1 to 2 tsp. ground cinnamon
1 tsp. salt

Y2 tsp. ground nutmeg

Ya tsp. ground cloves

4 cup water

2 cups pecan halves

Combine first 6 ingredients
in a large saucepan; stir well,
Place over medium heat; stir-
ring constantly until sugar dis-
solves; then cook to soft ball
state (about 232 degrees on
candy thermometer). Remove
from heat; add pecans, stirring
until well coated.

Spread pecans on waxed
paper, and separate nuts with a
fork. Let cool.

CHEESE BISCUITS

2 cups (Y4 pound) shredded
sharp Cheddar cheese

2 Y cups flour

1 cup butter, softened

I cup chopped pecans

1 tsp. Worcestershire sauce

Va tsp. salt

Vs tsp. red pepper

Combine all ingredients,
mixing well. Drop by heaping
teaspoonfuls onto ungreased
baking sheets.

Use Chain Saws Safely:

Each year some 23,000 per-
sons require hospital emergen-
¢y room treatment for chain saw
injuries. Two of every three
chain saw injuries to operators
and bystanders are caused by
inadvertent direct contact with
the chain saw blade due to a
failure to follow recommended
operating procedures.

Chain saw accidents occur in
many ways. For instance, an
operator may reach across or
hold work too necar the moving
saw. Or, he may lose control of
the saw through loss of footing,
sudden turns, climbing above
ground level, shifting of the
saw’'s weight while cutting at or
above waist lever, or through
chain saw “‘kickback."

Kickbacks can occur when
something touches the top of
the saw blade, causing the saw
1o jump or kick back at the
operator. Kickbacks may also
occur when the chain is misfiled

In addition, if the bumper at
the rear end of the blade is not
against the wood being cut, the
chain riding across the wood
may jerk the saw forward and
out of the operator's hands.

Protective equipment is im-
portant to safe operation of a
chain saw. Protect the eyes,
head, ears, feet and hands from
injury by wearing protective
eyewear, a bump cap, heavy
shoes and light, non-slip
gloves. Ear protectors are also a
good investment for prolonged
use of a chain saw.

Another key step in chain
saw safety is to keep the saw in
good working order. This
includes sharp saw teeth, cor-
rect chain tension, proper lub-
rication and a properly tuned
engine. As a minimum pre-
caution, study and understand
the owner's manual before
making the first cut.

Beware Of Mail Fraud, Service Aarns

Consumer complaints about
work-at-home promotions that
take money from those who can
least afford it have prompted
the Postal Service to assign 18
postal inspectors to spend all
their time investigating that
type of fraud, according to the
postmaster,

The postmaster made the
announcement in connection
with  Consumer Protection
Week, October 6-11.

Although reluctant to label
all work-at-home promotions
fraudulent, the Postal Inspec-
tion Service has yet to find an
envelope stuffing offer that is
legitimate.

‘‘Postal Inspectors haven't
been able to identify a single
operation that produces any-
where near the kind of income
claimed in most advertising,”
the postmaster said. ‘‘My ad-
vice is to avoid them all."”

The goal of the nationwide
assignment of postal inspectors
concentrating all their efforts
on work-at-home investigations
is to shut down all operations
that are fraudulent or mislead-

ing.
