A LAWLESS SOCIETY IS ANARCHY
A society without laws is 

an anarchy, and a society with 
oppressive laws is a tyranny. 
Somewhere in the middle is the 
type of society most Americans 
believe in Leaning too far one 
way or the other is a danger 
which Americans must con­
stantly try to avoid.

Just like citizens in other 
parts of the country, we in 
McLean must always we careful 
to see that a proper balance is 
kept between anarchy and tyr­
anny. Laws should be enforced, 
or they should be repealed 
They should not be ignored 
The only way to keep civili­
zation from slipping into the 
dark ages is to follow these

If a law is wrong and unjust h 
should be repealed If it is good 
it should be enforced by law 
officers, with the support of the 
citizens. But the law must not 
be ignored.

It should be enforced fairly 
for all people regardless of 
reputation, social standing, or 
familv connections

Neither can a law be ignored 
simply because it does not 
please us at a particular time. 
Laws are formulated for the 
general good of off the people 
Sometimes those laws art in­
convenient for us at a particular 
time, but as law-abiding citi­
zens. we are required to obey 
that law.

The controversy in McLean in 
the last few weeks is not a 
small, inconsequential matter 
It strikes at the heart of our 
basic belief in a taw-governed 
society.

To make my position very 
clear, let me state in very 
simple terms what 1 believe 
about this problem

1 All young people should 
not be condemned for the 
actions of a few Anytime we 
condemn a group far the be­
havior of a few. we are guilty of 
the worst kind of prejudice

2 McLean does not have any 
raging criminals among the 
youngsters in this town. We do 
have a few young people who

NEW SHORTAGE IN AMERICA?
America is suffering from a 

shortage which may prove more 
harmful to our society than the 
energy shortage That shortage 
is the dwindling of personal 
integrity.

Integrity is. by definition, 
the "quality of being of sound 
moral principle, uprightness, 
honesty, and sincerity " It is a 
quality that is the very root of 
American society, and it is dis­
appearing in our daily lives at 
an alarming rate.

Perhaps we are suffering 
from the leftovers of the "Me 
Generation" of the Seventies 
Perhaps h is because our 
churches have become social 
institutions, instead of teachers 
of moral living Or perhaps it is 
simple that the United States is 
slowly slipping into a state of 
decay from which we will not 
recover.

But regardless of the reason, 
personal integrity is becoming 
rarer and rarer Those indi­
viduals who are willing to stand 
up and fight for an ideal are 
becoming eitinct Those who 
are willing to forgo the joys of 
"making a buck" regardless of 
the method are disappearing 
faster than the crude oil in this 
country.

How long has it been since 
you closed a business deal with 
a handshake* How long has It 
been since you have heard 
someone make the simple state­
ment “ No. I won't do that

because it is wrong"? How long 
has it been since you have 
heard a politician making a 
speech and could sincerely say. 
"Now. there is an honest 
man"?

If our country is going to 
survive the turbulent Eighties 
as a free, democratic society, 
we must discover new sources 
of integrity. We must drill 
deeper and deeper until we find 
preachers, politicians, teach­
ers. editors, businessmen who 
possess that rare quality

The best place to begin in our 
search for integrity is to search 
our own souls, and become the 
moral, upright, honest, sincere 
person that we are capable of 
becoming

Allowing a youngster to "get 
away" with unsocial behavior 
simply teaches him that he can 
continue to do that for the rest 
of his life.

6 And perhaps my strongest 
belief is that with the privileges 
of being an American citizen, 
there is an equal amount of re­
sponsibility that we must shoul­
der

We have an unprecedented 
freedom in this country We can 
go where we please, work at 
whatever type of job we please, 
worship where we please, with 
one important exception We 
are not allowed to violate the 
nghts of other people or cause 
them harm by our actions. 
Basically, if we follow that rule, 
which in religion is called the 
Golden Rule, then we will have 
a society which is neither 
anarchic or tyrannical.

COLLEGE STATION- Gar 
denerx all over Texas are 
looking at their backyards as a 
potential site to help fight 
inflation during 1900.

"Vegetable gardening is 
sweeping Texas as well as the 
rest of the country,” says Dr. 
Sam Corner, horticulturist with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service. Texas AAM Uni­
versity system. "Not since 1974 
has there been such an interest 
in converting backyard areas 
into productive vegetable gard­
ens.

"Although the grocery bill is 
probably not the ideal place to 
cut costs because many things 
have increased at a higher rate 
than food, it's the one place 
where many Texas families feel 
they can actually do something 
about the high coat of living," 
notes Cotner.

If you plan on having a 
vegetable garden this year, the 
horticulturist offers these 
guidelines for an "inflation 
fighting garden."

Determine which vegetables 
you want to grow in your 
garden. Plant only those crops 
which your family like moat and 
which you feel will be relatively 
high priced at the grocery store. 
If your garden is small, do not 

plant crops requiring a lot ot 
space.

Locate your garden where it 
receives plenty of sunlight, is 
well-drained, and is free from 
competition with existing trees 
and shrubs.

Make a garden plan. Note 
where crops will be planted and 
how much space each needs. 
Plant taller-growing crops on 
the north side of the garden. 
Group remaining vegetables 
according to their maturity rate.

Have your garden's soil test­
ed to determine what type of 
fertilizer and how much to 
apply. Your local county Exten­
sion agent can help you take a 
soil test.

Plant only recommended 
varieties. Check with successful 
gardeners, local nurseries and 
garden centers, and your coun­
ty extension office on varieties 
best suited for your particular 
area.

Do a good job in preparing 
your garden soil before plant­
ing; work the soil to a depth of 8 
Fo ~T0~'ihcfiei-’-Tfie’ ‘3eeper the 
better. Add liberal amounts of 
organic matter such as com­
post. grass clippings, hay or 
similar material.

Use healthy, vigorous, dis­
ease-free transplants where 
possible. Check at local nurs­
eries and garden centers or 
grow your own.

Follow recommended cultur­
al practices. Keep your garden 
weed-free and try to keep an 
even supply of moisture. Add 
fertilizer if needed during the 
growing season, and use a 
mulch to control weeds and 
conserve moisture.

Inspect your garden closely 
for insects and diseases. Your 
"shadow" in the garden will 
prevent many potential prob­
le m s  before they start. If you 
do have problems such as dis­
eases and insects, use rec-

to label directions.

Harvest your garden vege­
tables at their peak of quality. 
Do not let crops such as squash, 
green beans and okra over­
mature on the plant or yields 
will drop.

Finally, keep a record of your 
garden activities during 1900. 
A record of varieties plan led. 
amount and type of fertilizer 
used, and planting and har­
vesting dates will go a long way 
toward insuring a successful 
"inflation fighting garden." 
believes Cotner.

Junes B Davis is definitely a 
vuung man doing his thing .” 

The Davis Ranch, northwest 
of McLean, is the location of 
Jim Davis' workshop and stu­
dio- and creating unique cus­
tom designed furniture is his

thing
The headquarters is located 

on a vast cspanse of flat range 
where the “ breaks" meet the 

plains "  A lone windmill visi­
ble from the front porch is 
creaking and pumping furiously 
in the March wind

When asked if he felt iso­
lated. Davis says, “The soli­
tude is a pleasure and the 
isolation is good for my artistic 
discipline “

Davis, who claims he's a 
“ nature freak“ and likes to be 
outdoors, was reared on the

Ranch and enjoys thr space am: 
solitude Hu faithful Irish Set 
ter seems to agree walking ami 
hiking on the ranch with his do, 
is another hobby Davis enjoys

“ It's comforting out here...i 
can sit on my front porch and 
tee for JO miles in any direr 
lion.”

Davis describes himaetf as an
“off-and-oo rancher and ar 
off and on furniture maker' 
until 1975 when he got his Aral 
“ real challenge piece."

"My customer was inter 
ested in something big...I real 
ued it was my opportunity,' 
said Davis

After four months of tedious 
labor, he completed his first 
large piece-a Queen Anne 
dining room set-eight chairs, 
table and sideboard in walnut 
wood.

Hit unique craftsmanship 
and precision construction has 
made Davis well-known in this 
area for rscellence.

Ttxas Monthly cited Davit u  
a master craftsman in the 
“ creation of antique reprodac 
non furniture."

Hit interest in woodworking 
started as a hobby and he 
attended a basic cabinet-mak­
ing course at Amarillo College.

"I couldn't afford antiques, 
which I really liked. Store- 
bought furniture was out of my 
financial range ..so it occurred 
to me that I could build my own 
furniture with time and effort."

A Sears tool sale started 
Davis on hit way--"l picked up 
a few things and started tin­
kering.”

The class normally met only 
once a week in Amarillo but 
Davis' rnthusiasm for learning 
found him “ working shop" all 
day every day for half a 
semester His apparent interest 
and hard work paid off.

"1 had some knowledge of 
hand tools but 1 learned all 
about power tools in this 
course--which is paramount in 
my business." said Davis.

Davis established his own 
workshop and studio on the 
ranch and accomplished hit 
dream 'care and craftsman­
ship of the Old World with the 
precision of today's construc­
tion and finishing materials."

He is currently designing a 
grandfather clock and his pen­
ciled designs are scattered over 
his work table. His ranch 
cottage houses a large library 
which Davis claims has been hit 
“ teacher” .

"All my training has been
from my library. I’ve never 
taken any classes in woodwork­
ing I take practically every

publication that is printed..."
He is a man oil wide and 

varied interest and points out. 
"I'm a nut for picking up 

something to read...! have sis 
books going at one time."

He is a "self-taught" crafts 
man but admits that being 
artistic it somewhat different 
than being creative. He special 
n e t in the Chippendale design 
and adds, "I think being artistic 
it instinctual...but an original 
design, a particular style that 
develops, takes years of work 
and study."

Davis spent a year traveling 
in Europe, visiting museums 
and studying the style of the 
Old World masters.

“ In fact, my work reflects 
more of a European design, 
with a French influence."

"The cabriole curve it my 
favorite form of balancing a 
piece," said Davis.

A cabriole is a shaped or 
curved leg which it used a great 
deal on chairs and cabinets.

"Everything I have it in­
volved in an S curve...it hap­
pens to be the stimulus of my 
art form."

Davit gets most of his wood 
from Kansas. Some wood he 
cuts himself--but a small saw­
mill west of Topeka furnishes 
most of his wood for carving.

"Walnut seems to be what I 
do most of my work in-you 
need large planks of wood for 
table and chair legs."

“ All the large pieces are 
custom cut and sued to perfec­
tion. taking advantage of the 
graining so as to create maxi­
mum stability in the wood." 
eiplains Davis.

As the wood dries and ma­
tures. special care is taken to 
avoid warpage. shnnkage. and 
cracks. Davis stores his own 
wood planks in his workshop. 
The wood must cute and dry 
slowly.

"A year of drying per inch of 
wood." states Davis. "I have 
three and four inch slabs now 
that won't be ready for four 
years."

"The darker wood such as 
walnut is more regal. You think 
of lighter woods as being more 
contemporary and the darker 
woods as more traditional." 
Davis pointed out.

He works in pure natural oil 
finishes and hand-rubbed was 
to “ highlight the natural wal­
nut."

"It makes for an absolutely 
gorgeous combination. The oil 
finish of my work lends to a

superior end product "
All of Davis' pieces are 

signed, numbered, and dated. 
The JBD brand ("a carryover 
heritage of my cowboy davs") 
is placed on each piece

His future plans are as 
confident and energetic as the 
man himself.

" I just feel now that I'm

beginning to get the grasp of 
the whole thing I feel confident 
in what I'm doing.

"Eventually I want to build a
house, shop, and studio com­
bination," said Davis.

This major project he plans to 
design and build himself 
adding. "I need a place to show

my furniture. It will be 
thing I can live in but that I can 
also use for show.'

Davis has accumulated an 
impressive portfolio and plans 
photo eshibits of his work

CHECK WHEAT FOR GREEN
BUGS:

Farmers should be keeping 
a close check on wheat and 
other small grains for greenbug 
infestations

Greenbugs are aphids which 
feed on small grains by ei- 
tracting plant juices. This may 
cause plants to turn yellow and 
then brown. Heavy infestations 
can kill stands of wheat When 
checking fields, look for light 
yellow spots and examine them 
closely for greenbugs This tiny 
pest will be about 1/6 of an inch 
in size. They tre  pale green in 
color with a dark green stripe 
down the back. Greenbugs 
usuallv feed on the underside of

leaves. In cold weather, they 
may be on the ground or even 
ns much as one-inch below the 
ground line tround the plant's 
crown.

Reports indicate that green- 
bug infestations »re heaviest 
south and west of the Pampa 
area, in the Groom and Pan­
handle areas. If you have 
questions, or need assistance 
with your particular greenbug 
problem, give me a call at 
669-7429 or come by the County 
Extension Office

If spraying is necessary, all 
chemicals approved for green­
bug control on wheat has 
grazing restrictions Therefore, 
check the label if you are 
grazing before you spray.

FERTILIZERS? Results of 
many research studies com­
paring liquid or fluid fertilizers 
with dry formulations have 
produced comparable results as 
long as equal amounts of nutri­
ents are applied, the method of 
application and other conditions 
are comparable Advantage of 
one over the other is non 
agronomic such as convenience 
in handling, uniformity of appli­
cation. cost and other factors 

CAN RESULTS FROM 
BLENDS BE EXPECTED TO 
EQUAL THOSE FROM HO 
MOGENIZED FERTILIZERS? 
The answer is yes. as long ts  
handling and application me­
thods insure uniformity of ap­
plication and no segregation of 
materials in blends

PUBLICATION AIMED Al RF 
DUCING CALF LOSSES

Cattlemen can prevent 
some calf losses at birth if they 
know what steps to take to help 
the cow.

A publication has been pre 
pared by the Eitensuin Service 
that will assisl cattlemen in 
dealing with calving problems

The publications. "Recognia- 
ingand Handling Calving Prob 
lems." guides catilemen 
through the calving process, 
instructing them and showing 
by illustrations how and a hen 
to give assistance

If a cow does not successfully 
give birth to a live calf, the total 
management and feed cost in­
vested in her is lost Research 
indicated that 80 percent of all 
calf deaths occur at or near 
birth and that calving difficulty 
accounts for two-thirds of these 
deaths Furthermore, calving 
problems are most common m 
heifers giving birth to their first 
calves with more than half 
usually having calving prob 
lems.

Since the reproductive caps 
biltty of a cow - that of con­
ception. gestation and partun 
tion - is by fir the most im­
portant economic factor in cow- 
calf production, good manage 
ment of the cow herd is of vital 
importance If calving problems 
develop, cattlemen should be 
able to recognize these and 
provide assistance

The new publication on 
calving problems should be of 
value to all cattle producers
