Board Approves Tax Contracts
The tax contract between 

the City of McLean and the 
McLean school district was 
approved and Superintendent 
Carl Dwyer presented the re­
sults of the TABS testing 
program at the regular meeting 
of the McLean school board 
Monday night at the school 
business ofTice.

The contract between the city 
and the school calling for the 
school business office to take 
care of billing for city taxes was 
approved unanimously by the 
board. The contract calls for a 
flat fee to be paid to the school 
for the service plus any extra 
cost that is involved. The cost 
will be adjusted yearly accord­
ing to the contract. President of 
the board. Jim Allison, com­
mented that the service would 
not be a profit-making project 
for the school. "The city would 
have had to spend SI0.000 or 
more just to have the parrel 
cards brought up to date," 
Shirley Johnson, business 
manager said.

After the contract was ap­
proved. Dwyer took the board 
across the hall to a classroom to 
show the results of the TABS 
testing program administered 
to fifth and ninth graders across 
the state of Texas last March. 
The presentation was mandated 
by slate law to inform the public 
about the results of the tests
However, there were no par­
ents. other than school board 
members, who attended the 
session. Dwyer said that the 
tests were criterion reference 
tests, which means that the 
tests had certain objectives the 
students were expected to have 
mastered and questions were 
geared to test that objective.

‘‘The tests should not be 
used to compare schools or 
even students against each 
other," Dwyer emphasized. 
"The tests are designed to 
show each school what its

weaknesses arc so that they cat 
be corrected."

Dwyer explained that the 
fifth grade test and the ninth 
grade test were both designed 
to test minimum competes, s at

each level The ninth grade test 
is called an exit level test. 
Dwyer Mid. because it mea­
sures the minimum amount that 
a youngster should know when 
he graduate* from high school 
By administenng the test on the 
freshman level, schools can 
determine a student’s weak­
ness and have three years to 
correct that weakness before 
graduation

The tests are composed of 
mathematics, reading, and 
writing. If a student has mas­
tered a certain objective, he can 
receive 100 percent on the test. 
Dwyer emphasized that even a 
100 percent docs not mean that 
the student is perfect but 
simply is achieving the mini 
mum allowed.

On the ninth grade test, a 
student who correctly answered 
30 out of 44 items on the 
reading and math portions, and 
who scored 13 out of 24 points 
on the writing portion was said 
to have mastered the criteria.

Out of 20 ninth graders 
tested, 55 percent or II stu­
dents achieved over all mastery 
in mathmatics. In reading 65 
percent or 13 achieved masters 
In writing, only 50 percent or 10 
students achieved mastery.

In the fifth grade. 21 were 
tested. In math. 78 percent 
achieved the correct level, in 
reading 73 percent were at the 
cotrect level, and in writing. 
100 percent had acceptable 
handwriting and 67 percent 
achieved a 3 or 4. making 100 
percent acceptable writing.

Dwyer explained to the board 
that since McLean only ha* one 
ninth grade class and one fifth

Tax Statement Will Combine 
City And School Taxes

McLean residents may find 
their tax statements confusing 
this fall. Mid Shirley Johnson, 
business manager of the Mc­
Lean Independent School Dis­
trict. following approval of a 
contract between the City of 
McLean and the McLean ISD 
consolidating the tax collection, 
functions of the two entities 
The school board and the city 
council approved the conaolida 
tion this week

According to Mrs. Johnson, 
all city values will be raised to 
the same level as the school, 
but the city council will set the 
rate for taxation The city will 
be taxing personal property for 
the first time. Mrs. Johnson 
Mid. She Mid the confusion for 
the taxpayers will probably 
result from the change of value 
placed on property.

"The new tax laws from the 
state mandate that a parcel card 
must be completed for each 
parcel of property, and that the 
tax statement must show the 
true market value, the assessed 
value, plus the tax rate, any 
exemptions, and taxes due. The 
state has required that all 
taxing entities ta t on 100 
percent of assessed value be­
ginning in 1981. The city and 
school have both been using

fractional values. Mrs. Johnson
Mid.

She also Mid that tax payers 
may be confused because the 
school and the city't taxes will 
be included on one statement

"The consolidation was made 
because the new state laws 
would require the City of Mc­
Lean to spend as much as 
$30.000 to implement the new 
requirements." Stella Lee. city 
secretary Mid. "We would 
have to have parcel card* for 
each piece of property, rent a 
computer service, and train 
some employees so that they 
would be certified tax apprai­
sers. The City is actually Mving 
a great deal of money by going 
in with the school on the 
project ”

The parcel cards required by 
law are very complete. Mrs. 
Johnson said. She Mid that her 
offlee hat been working for 
several months to complete the 
cards and now had all rural 
cards updated, and would begin 
on city cards this summer.

"Each card hat the measure­
ment of the house, the type of 
construction, the type of utili­
ties. the year built, the type of 
roof, the type of shingles, the 
type of exterior trim, the type of 
flooring, interior construction.

the number of baths, kitchens 
and fireplaces, the type of 
air-conditioning, the size of the 
plot of land, plus a sketch of the 
floor plan of the house. So the 
cards are very complete and 
take quite a bit of time to fill 
out," she Mid

She Mid that using the parcel 
cards the evaluations will be 
based on a grading schedule 
provided by the state which has 
houses ranging from a basic 
cabin to a class 6 home The 
evaluations range from SI .25 
per square foot to SI 4.50 per 
square foot, she Mid The 
average in McLean, according 
to Mrs. Johnson, will be a Class 
3 or about S4 85 to $6.25 per 
square foot. A few brick homes 
will be valued Class 5 at $8.25 
per square foot to SI0 per 
square foot, she Mid. She Mid 
the evalutations were still fairly 
low because the cost of new 
construction today averages 
about S35 per square foot.

The new system using the 
parcel cards will be fairer to 
everyone, she said, because 
each taxpayers tax will be 
based on exact

GRASSHOPPERS
It appears that there will 

not be a cooperative grasshop 
per spray program in Gray 
County this year Land owners 
have just not expressed the 
needed interest to make a spray 
program get organized.

Nevertheless, a lot of Gray 
County residents are going to 
have grasshopper problems 
The hoppers are generally still 
real small and are easy lo kill in 
their hatching areas. These 
hatching areas are usually 
around fence rows and old 
overgrow n waste areas that had 
a lot of hoppers around last 
year.

Whether you are a farmer, 
rancher, or homeowner, every­
one needs to check for these 
grasshopper problem areas and 
I recommend you spray these 
areas right now before the 
hoppers move out to feed in 
other crops, range or gardens.

The following insecticides are 
approved for most crops, gar 
dens and rangeland: Sevin. 
Dtaztnon and Malathion. In 
addition, toxaphene is approv 
ed for most crops and Penncap 
and Dtbrom are approved for 
grasshopper control in range 
land. Be sure and check label 
directions. If you have ques 
lions about grasshopper con 
trol. call the County Extension

TERMITE SWARMING SEA
SON

Spring is the time when 
many homeowners discover 
they have termites. This is the 
time when winged forms ap­
pear and swarm.

If winged termites are seen 
outdoors, usually there is no 
problem, since this is a natural 
occurrence But. if they are 
found indoors, usually on a 
window sill, chances are good 
that an infestation has estab­
lished in your home.

Termites can cause extensive 
damage to wooden parts of your 
home, so take some precau­
tions.

Quite often termites and 
certain ants swarm at the same 
time and it's important to be 
able to tell the difference 
between these two insects.Car- 
penter ants swarm in the 
springtime and can cause some 
structural damage to wood 
However, termites are much 
more destructive and require 
different control measures. 
Termites have a broad waist 
ants have a narrow constricted 
waist: termite wings are the 
same size and shape-winged 
ants have a front and back pair 
of wings of different lengths 
and shape: termites have stra­
ight antennae (feelers on their 
headsl-ants have elbowed ant­
ennae

Termites may be attracted to 
your home by dead tree limbs, 
stumps, old lumber and other 
sources of termite food. These 
should be removed If oil is 
above the point where wood or 
brick meets the foundation, 
termites have easy access to 
vour home. Anywhere that 
wood meets dirt (siding, wood 
en steps) is a potential spot for 
termite entry into the home

Termites also have the ability 
to build mud tunnels over 
non-wooden structures to reach 
a food source These tunnels 
(about Vi inch wide) may 
extend several feet up concrete 
surfaces. On a slab home, these 
may be seen on foundation 
concrete between soil and bri­
ck. On homes built above the 
ground, these tunnels can be 
found on piers or pipes that go 
from soil to structure. The bath 
trap in homes built on a slab a 
another source of entry. Plu­
mbing in this situation has 
contact with soil under the slab, 
and termite tunnels may be 
found in this area

Although a thorough inspec 
tton is best done by a profess 
tonal, a homeowner can make s 
quick check for termite infest 
alums. If termites or damage is 
found, contact a local pest 
control company. This is one 
insect pest that should not be 
handled by a "do-it-yourself 
r r  ” Commercial pest control 
companies have the necessary 
equipment and experience to 
effectively rid a home of ter­
mites

CONTROLLING WEEDS IN 
HOME GARDENS

Weed control in the home 
garden depends on garden sue. 
kinds of vegetables . bcinx 
grown, and types of weeds 
Weeds (any unwanted plants) 
compete with vegetables for 
sod moisture and nutrients 
Dies have extensive root sys­
tems and flourish under • 
variety of conditions

Effective control of weeds 
depends on How they spread 
frabgraas and other annual 
weeds survive by seeds. Per 
rnnial weeds such as brrmuda 
grass and johnaongrass snrvtve 
both by seeds and underground

bp Joe Van Zandt 
plant parts.

Seeds are transmitted by 
wind, water or animals. They 
may also reach the garden in 
improperly prepared compost, 
manure or other organic matter 
added to the soil. Some weed 
seeds remain visible in the soil 
for years. They and under­
ground storage parts contain 
stored food reserves to support 
weed seedlings until they em­
erge and are exposed to sun- 
light.

Herbicides or chemical weed 
killers are the least desirable 
home garden weed control. 
While they are a necessity in 
commercial crop production to 
reduce labor and achieve max­
imum yield, there is not enough 
chemicals with a wide enough 
margin of error to be used 
safely and successfully in home 
gardens. Also, most herbicides 
are effective on specific weeds 
in specific crops, and most 
gardens contain a variety of 
vegetables. Furthermore, herbi 
ctdes are expensive, a gallon 
can cost $70 or more.

I think the best method is 
"hocbicide,” or using a sharp 
hoe Most gardens are small 
enough to be weeded with a hoe 
or bv hand pulling. This is most 
effective when done regularly 
and when weeds are small.

Mulching makes weed con­
trol easier. A three-inch mulch 
layer (after it settles) controls 
annual weeds from seed and 
preventing many weed seed­
lings from reaching light. Also, 
those that do push through are 
caster to pull. Several types of 
mulches can be used. Grass 
dippings work well, but make 
sure they do not include weed 
seeds. Paper can also be used 
effectively. Black plastic is ef­
fective except against nutgrass 
which readily penetrates it. 
Gear plastic is ineffective since 
it allows light to reach the soil.

Planning garden crops so as 
to avoid excessive space be­
tween plants also helps control 
weeds. Open areas readily beco 
me infested with weeds.

Good managements, prior 
planning and a little hard work 
til add up to an effective weed 
control program. The fewer the 
weeds, the better the yield.

SPAGHETTI WITH MEAT 
SAUCE

By Sharon Haynes

Brown one pound of ground 
beef. Drain off grease. Add one 
jar of Ragu Spaghetti Sauce 
With Meat. Stir Add 3 table­
spoons Vinegar' Stir to mix. 
Add about one tablespoon su­
gar. and a tablespoon Worces­
tershire sauce. Simmer for 
about 10 minutes. Meanwhile 
cook spaghetti as package di­
rects.

TORRONE (Nougat)

1 cup blanched filberts
2 cans (4 '/> oz.) blanched whole 
almonds
2 cups sugar 
I cup light corn syrup

Vi c . honey
Vi tsp. salt
2 egg whites
2 tsp. vanilla extract
% c. butter or margarine.
softened

Heat oven to 350 degrees. 
Spread filberts and almonds on 
cookie sheet; toast in oven for 
10 minutes.

In heavy large saucepan, 
combine sugar, corn syrup, 
honey, salt and V, c. water. Stir 
over medium heat until sugar is 
dissolved. Continue cooking 
without stirring to 252 on candy 
thermometer, or until the hard 
ball stage.

Meanwhile, in large bowl 
beat egg whites until stiff peaks 
form. In thin stream, pour 
about one-fourth of hot syrup 
over egg whites, beating con­
stantly. at high speed. 5 min­

utes. until mixture is stiff 
enough to hold its shape. Cook 
rest of syrup to 215 to 318 F on 
candy thermometer, or until a 
small amount in cold water 
forms brittle threads.

In think stream, pour hot 
syrup over meringue, beating 
constantly at high speed until 
stiff enough to hold its shape.

Add vanilla and butter, beat­
ing until thickened again about 
5 minutes. With wooden spoon, 
stir in toasted nuts.

Turn mixture into buttered 
11x7x1 % inch pan. Smooth top 
with spatula. Refrigerate until 
firm.

Loosen edge of candy all 
around; turn out in large block. 
With sharp knife, cut into I inch 
pieces. Wrap each in waxed 
paper. Refrigerate.
