Council Gives Permit To Block Street
The McLean City Council met 

with several individuals in a 
lengthy session last week at the 
city hall during the group’s 
regular meeting.

School officials met with the 
council to ask permission to 
close a portion o f Rowe Street 
for JO minutes in the afternoon 
as school children arc being 
loaded onto the buses. Super­
intendent Carl Dwyer, and prin­
cipals Ron Cummings and Dor­
man Thomas met with the 
council as directed by the 
school board. The council 
approved the action by the 
school and agreed to help 
facilitate the closing.

Vickie Jacobs and Thomas 
Plumlee o f Panhandle Regional 
Planning Commission and Ida 
Hess, a local real estate agent, 
met with the council to explain 
industrial revenue bonds and 
the advantages for the city in 
securing such bonds. Mrs. 
Hess said that a representative 
o f the Texas Industrial Commis­
sion will conduct a one-day 
seminar on the subject for 
interested civic leaders on Nov. 
20 in McLean.

Mrs. Jacobs said that the 
PR PC would like to use McLean 
as a type of pilot town and help 
the city make some pre-applica­
tions for federal grants to help 
obtain industry for the town.

The council also discussed 
acquiring the street rightaway 
and gas line easement from the 
McLean School District to con­
nect Dial Street with an Inter­
state 40 service road.

The council discussed the 
night watchman's job and the 
prospect o f hiring a city police­
man. City secretary Stella Lee 
reported to the council on the 
number o f responses to a recent 
straw vote mailed out with 
utility bills which concerned 
hiring a city policeman. "The 
response has been very small.”  
Mrs. Lee said, "and the major­
ity of those responding have 
been negative.”

The group raised the service 
charge for reconnecting meters 
from 12 to SS in town and 18 out 
of town. This charge would 
apply for reconnection when 
utilities have been turned o ff 
for repair or non-payment.

Dr. Harold Fabian was reap 
pointed as the city health officer 
for 1981.

City superintendent Bob 
Glenn reported to the council on 
the progress of the installation 
o f the city gas lines. He said 
that the gas lost is alrcadi 
down from the previous rears 
even though the lines arr mu 
complete.

Ray Fish appreared before 
the council to ask thai his 
property be disannexed from 
the City, but the council took no 
action on the request pending 
investigation of the legal jure 
tion by city attorney Don Lane 
The land that Fish has reque» 
ted to be disanneied was pan 
o f the original plat of the City, 

councilmen said.

Tim Smith's extra 
point kick was good, and only 
five minutes into the game. 
McLean led 7-0.

Valet ui the fust quarter, 
with Theron Stubbs again lead­
ing McLean's defense, and 
Dudley Reynolds scrambling to 
tackle behind the line of scrim­
mage. McLean's Brock Croc­
kett sivmied an almost sure

Groom touchdown attempt with 
a tackle on McLean's 10 yard 
line. McLean was unable to 
hold the Groom Tigers much 
longer though, and with 2:41 
left in the first. Groom went 
over the line from the 2 and 
Dwam Weller became the only 
Groom player to see scoring 
territory during the game.

The 
duo's action brought them hon­
orable mention in the Amarillo 
Globe-News Class IA  player of 
the week award. Also garner­
ing honorable mention were 
Dudley Reynolds, for six solos 
and nine assists, and the Mc­
Lean offensive line as a group. 
Coach Jack Dorset! commented 
"Th is  is the first ballgame the 
offense has won. Our defense 
has been carrying us before, 
but the offense controlled the 
ball from end to end. and that 
fa s  the key to the M l  game.”  

Third quarter ended with no 
scoring, as Groom made a 
valiant attempt to recover its 
composure, while McLean was 
just as determined to shoot 
them out of the ball game.

This is a disservice 
to me. my principals, and the 
person sowing the seeds This 
could be said about any faculty 
member in the school All 
anyone has to do to see the 
accomplishments of the last two 
years is open their eyes. Those 
accomplishments are due to the 
principals, the faculty and other 
school personnel, and the 
school board. Ninety five 
percent of those improvements 
would never have happened if 
my two principals had not 
pushed, pulled, and helped to 
get things moving

Third Why resign at this 
time* I haven’t actually re­
signed yet. but I have told the 
board that I will not be their 
superintendent nexl year. I 
told them now so there would 
be plenty of time to select a 
replacement and make the 
transition as smooth as pos­
sible I am as interested as 
anyone m having a great board 
system. I also told the board 
that, if we selected a replace 
ment before the year is over. I 
would be happy to take a 
vacation the rest of the year It 
would be the first one (without 
school worries on my mind) in 
about 16 years.

Fourth Why am I resigning?
I want someone else to 'do M 

for me.’
I want someone else to make 

the decisions and be cusaed' 
for those decisions

I want someone else to fill out 
those state and federal reports 
on mandated programs that arc 
too complicated for me to even 
understand, much less comply 
with

I want someone else to spend 
their summers hunting teachers 
that are unavailable and then 
take the cusamg' when they 
aren't perfect.

I want someone else to 
referee the fights, smooth the 
controversies, and be all things 
to all people.

I even w ant someone else to 
decide whether to have school 
on snowy days.

I am simply tired of the 
responsibility of being any kind 
of administrator.

I am not hunting for id 
administrative job elsewhere 
At this point. I do not feel that I 
ever want hack in administra­
tion. I do want to teach 
again sometime.

Finally, let me say thanks Is 
all of you. The above state 
ments are not pointed at Mc­
Lean They are the naturil 
result of the superintendent, 
or oiher administrative posi­
tion. in any commumtv in the 
country. You have been noth­
ing but good to me and I love 
you for it.

You have a great board, i  
fine school, and a community 
that I can't stay away from 
Let's don't let rumors, a gossip 
and vindictiveness, scar it

Thank you again for every­
thing.

Six To Twelve Are 
Forqotten Years

“ Forgotten years of child­
hood" crop us during ages 
6-12. Children at this age are 
not as lovable as the preschool­
er and have not yet acquired the 
social skills of the adolescent. 
AT this sge, they may become 
problem children to parents. It 
may help parents to simply 
realize that many children go 
through the same baffling be­
havior.

They should remember that 
6-12 year old children are not 
"abnormal" or "b a d " they 
are simply growing children 
who need understanding 
Watch them at play to get a look 
at their inner life. They esposr 
their personal life, tackle prob­
lems o f relationships and try to 
solve problems at play. If 
children o f this age do not play, 
they find it harder to adjust to 
friends, families, school and the 
world

Teachers of this age group 
see the aggressive leaders, shy 
observers, willing followers, 
iieative artists and deep think­
ers. Teachers notice those who 
take little pan in activities- 
these watch television or think 
about what's happening at 
home especially if there are 
problems like divorce, death or 
a new baby Parents often put 
more pressure on this age 
group. Thev sometimes expect 
a well-adjusted, well-manner 
ed, superior child Teachers 
alto apply pressure Suddenly 
the child thinks, "everyone is 
pushing m e."

At times, they may "h a te " 
everyone around them and feel 
(guilty about it. The middle child 
may resent the older child ax 
well at the cute younger one. 
He may fight, cry. tease or 
bully other children because 
that is what he wants to do at 
home If the home it a broken 
home, he ia likely lo feel even 
more unwarned, unloved and a 
burden to those around him.

Included in the center 
will be radiation therapy rooms, 
medical oncology rooms for 
chemotherapy, administrative 
support areas, a pharmacy, a 
laboratory and additional ser­
vice areas making up the "m ul­
tidisciplinary" approach to can­
cer treatment.

Groundbreaking ceremonies 
were held September 6. 1979. 
Completion of the project is 
scheduled for June 1981. and 
construction is on schedule.

The center will be self sup­
porting from patient revenue 
with approximately 85 percent 
in the form of third party 
reimbursement such as patient

insurance and Medicare/Medi­
caid.

A total of $9 million is needed 
to provide for the construction, 
equipment and startup cost of 
the Harrington Cancer Center. 
To date, the Harrington Foun­
dation has given three grants. 
The first grant was S3 million, 
then a grant of $1 million 
followed as a contingency or 
matching funds grant. The 
Amarillo Area Foundation 
deeded 3.73 acres o f land for 
construction of the Harrington 
Cancer Center at the Amarillo 
Medical Center. In addition, in 
1979 they provided $60.000 us 
interim money towards admin­
istrative and operating expen­
ses. The general campaign for 
funds raised $3 million.

In April o f 1980. the Harring­
ton Foundation provided an 
additional $1 million grant 
which was designated as a 
challenge grant, in the hope 
that this grant would be 
matched by contributions from 
Panhandle area cities and com­
munities in neighboring states.

Within it are 100 
trillion cells. The brain alone 
has 100 million. An area the 
size of a quarter contains - a 
yard of blood vessels, four 
yards of nerves, twenty-five 
nerve ends. 100 sweat glands 
and more than 3 million cells.

The fluid within those cells 
accounts for bO to TO percent of 
the total body weight. Each of 
us is a bag of more or less solid 
materials dissolved in water.

I .  Plasma which is' tl 
liquid portion of your blood.

2 Interstitial fluid which is 
the fluid within the tissues of 
your body.

If plasma and the fluid are 
both extracellular you might 
wonder what the difference is in 
them The chief difference is 
that plasma contains a greater 
amount of proteinate. a sub­
stance which acts as a sponge to 
prevent excess plasma from 
seeping into that interstitial 
fluid.

The main function of body 
fluids is to maintain healthy 
living conditions for the body 
cells-the basic units of life. 
The cellular fluid normallv con­
tains all the nutrients the cells 
need It serves as the supply 
source to replenish nutrients as 
they are used up The cellular 
fluid must be cleared of wastes.

The Extracellular fluid per­
forms this service by transport­
ing substances to and from the 
cellular fluid.

SECTION I. There is hereby

2 cups corn
1/2 cup butter, melted
2 eggs

I cup sour cream
I 1/2 cups monterey jack
cheese, grated
1/2 c. corn meal
I 4 os. can green chilis
1 tap. salt
Preheat oven to 350 degrees 
Puree I cup of the corn with the 
butter and eggs in a blender 
until smooth Combine all 
other ingredients in a bowl, add 
the puree, and mix until thor­
oughly combined. Pour into a 
buttered 2-quan souffle or cas­
serole dish and bake, uncov­
ered. for one hour.
CORN CHOWDER 
I Ig. potato 
I Ig. onion, minced

2 cups corn
1 1/2 cups grated Cheddar 
cheese
2 cups boiling water 
I cup heavy cream
I /4 cup white wine 
I /2 tap. ground camin 
I bay leaf
3 this flour 
3 this, butter
salt and pepper to taste 
chopped chives for garnish

Combine the potatoe. 
and diced, the boiling 
bay leaf aad cumin in a large 
saucepan. Cook until lender 

Saute the onion in the melted 
butter until transparent, add 
the flour, and cook briefly. 
Slowly whisk in the cream and 
stir until thickened: add it to the 
cooked potato mixture. Add the 
corn, and salt and pepper to 
taste. Simmer for 15 minutes.

Add the cheese and wine, stir 
until melted snd smooth.
