Commissioners Vote 
Against Appraisal District

Gray County Commissioners 
voted Friday morning not to 
enter the new county-wide cen­
tral tax appraisal district to be 
established in 1980.

All taxing entities in the 
state, with the exception of 
county governments, are re­
quired by law to join the new 
appraisal district, following the 
passage of House Bill 621. 
Membership of county govern­
ments is optional, although a 
vote on a constitutional amend­
ment requiring county partic­
ipation in the district is set for 
November, 1980.

Commissioners said they 
were gambling that the amend­
ment will not pass.

The decision to remain out of 
the district followed several 
strongly worded statements a- 
gainst the central office by 
PCT. 3 Commissioner J.O. 
McCracken, according to The 
Pampa News.

Commissioners received a 
letter from representative Fos­
ter Whaley strongly discourag­
ing participation in the district. 
Whaley described the legis­
lation as an "urban versus 
rural”  bill, meaning "leu local 
and more state control."

When • violent crime u corn- 
mined, who tuner* mote, the 
criminnl or the victim? Anyone 
who het watched the progress 
at the Jimmy Paul Vanderbilt

It it, of course. the victim, 
and in the caac of Vanderbilt, 
the victim'» family.

Vanderbilt, you will remem­
ber. w u  convicted last week 
(for the umpteenth time) of the 
murder o f Katina Moyer, a 
16-year-old Amarillo high school 
girl. That murder occurred bar 
yean ago, but because of our 
twitted tense of justice, her 
confessed murderer hat just 
now been convicted. Taking 
into account the appeal* that 
are bound to follow his coo vie- 
tion last week, it may be an­
other four years before the case 
is finally senled.

The eipense of this lengthy 
process to the taxpayer boggles 
the mind How many thousands 
of dollars have been spent on 
the trials and retrials of this 
man?

The most important waste, 
however, hat been the anguish 
suffered by Hudson and Nancy 
Moyer. I have watched with 
growing anger at this agony for 
the Moyers has dragged on and 
on. How many times will this 
poor mother be forced to retell 
the event* of the last day of her 
daughter's life? How many

times will her father, himself a 
lawyer, be forced to sit in a 
courtroom and look at the face 
of the man who ruthlessly 
murdered his daughter?

Haven't they suffered e- 
nough? Not only w u  their 
daughter taken from them in 
the most horrible way imagin­
able. but now they have had to 
watch this hell drag on and on.

In some interviews on tele­
vision. Vanderbilt hat appeared 
to be a poor, confused person, 
and if one didn'. know the cir­
cumstances of the brutal way he 
murdered the child, one might 
almost have sympathy for him.

And that is the biggest 
disgrace of all. Vanderbilt 
committed a crime, and hope 
fully he will be punished, but 
there it no punishment that the 
state can inflict, not even death, 
that will eoual the ounishment 
he inflicted on Katina and on 
her parents The Biblical pun­
ishment of an “ eye for an eye" 
would not work on him. because 
he has no children, and only a 
parent can begin to imagine 
how horrible the loss of a child 
could be.

My heart goes out to the 
Moyers. I hope that last week 
will be the end of the horror 
they have suffered, and that 
perhaps they can begin to re­
build a life and find some 
meaning to it even though their 
child is gone.

It was In August 1942, sonic eight months after Pearl
Harbor, that Calvin Graham says he finally talked hit mother 
into letting him go of! to war.

It was not until last year, though. 35 years after he served 
wilh the U S. Naiy in World War II. thst I was able to per­
suade the Navy to award him an honorable discharge.

I am still working to get him 
hiv benefits from that service, 
but we now have every reason 
to be optimistic that this 49 
year old Fort Worth resident 
is about to w in final victory in 
his drawn-out battle with the 
Washington bureaucracy.

It is understandable that 
Calvin's mother was reluctant 
to let him enlist back during 
those dark, early days of World War II. Three of her sons 
were already in the Navy and Calvin was clearly underage.

" I  was only 12, but I weighed 122 and stood 3-2. When I 
went through the recruiting office routine, apparently nobody 
doubled that I was old enough to be a Navy m an." he later 
told The American Legion Magazine.

After Bool Camp and a month scraping paint off a battle­
ship in dry dock at Pearl Harbor, Calvin sailed into the Pacific 
combat zone aboard the U.S.S. South Dakota.

He (ought as second-loader of a 40 mm Anti-aircraft gun 
in two World War II battles: Santa Cruz and Guadalcanal.

He injured his mouth during the battle of Guadalcanal. As 
he explains u he was carrying a message to an officer when 
someone yelled "D o w n !"  He hit the deck just before an ex­
plosion went off.

After the battle Calvin was one of .40 or so sailors ordered to 
rescue duty. A brief quote from The American Legion Maga­
zine shows the horrible impact of war on the bov:

I came across one of my best friends. Red Hezil. with
his head blown off. For an instant I was sick.,.

In early 1943 Calvin's mother changed her mind, told the 
Navy hiv true age and his service was terminated on April 4 
of that year.

The Navy awarded to Calvin Graham the Asiatic Pacific 
Service Medal with two campaign stars, the World War II
Victory Medal and the Navy Unit Commendation with one 
Bronze Star They once took his medals away, but later 
affirmed that he is entitled to wear them.

They would not. however: grant him a discharge, claiming 
that since he had lied about his age he was never legally in 
the Navy so he couldn't be discharged from it.

I learned about his case in 1977, introduced legislation on 
his bchall and finally— after convincing the Navy that other 
12 year olds had served during World War II and received 
honorable divharges— was able to prevail.

The Navy issued an honorable discharge to Calvin Graham 
on May S. |9’ N. They made the effective date of the discharge 
April 5. 194.1 and suggested that he contact the General Ac­
counting Office about benefits that might be due him.

ftur afte/hc applied lor medical benefits. Calvin's troubles 
started again The G A O  denied his claim on the ground that 
he hadn't applied within the sis year statute of limitations, 
dated from 194.1

Calvin assured me that he had applied in time, but that 
the Navs had lost his application. So I went to work, contact­
ing both the Navs and the General Accounting Office.

I have heard, now. from Assistant Secretary of the Navy 
Edward Hidalgo who writes that "in  the lime since their 
denial ol Mr Graham's claim, the General Accounting Of 
five has found evidence that a claim by Mr Graham was 
filed within ihc original six year statutory time period This 
would seem to solve any procedural bar to payment of Mr. 
Graham's claim.”

I would certainly hope so.
For .17 scars the bureaucracy has been engaging Calvin 

Graham in a battle far more difficult and debilitating than 
those he fought from the decks of the U.S.S. South Dakota in 
World War II It is lime they broke off the engagement.

The Lefors Church of Christ 
is celebrating its 50th anniv- 
eisary this year. The congre­
gation began meeting in ¡929 
with eight members: Mr and
Mrs E G. Sanders. Mr and
Mrs M W  Graves. Volna Og­
den, Ludie Camith. Mr. Bru-
mmet. and Ola Gregory.

Mr. Sanders was the school 
superintendent, Mr. Graves 
was the school principal. Mr 
Brummet was a railroad engin­
eer and Mrs. Ogden in later 
years was postmaster Flavel 
Yeakly wts the first minister 
and served for about 18 mon­
th*.

The first meeting place was 
in * sheet iron building located 
at 511 East Second Street. This 
building w u  purchased by the 
church. They met at this loca­
tion from 1930 to 1943. Minis­
ters during this period were 
Mr Bishop. Luke Pteba, Felix 
Tarbet. Harvey Fike. Jim Ver­
million. and C.B. Holmes. 
Those serving as elders during 
this period were E.G. Sanders, 
M W Graves, and G.S. Witt, a 
brother of Dr. John Witt of 
Groom.

In the fall of 1943, s church 
building was moved to 215 East 
Third Street. It was purchas­
ed and moved from Magic Gty. 
Ministers who served from 1943 
through 1957 were Vaughn 
Shofner. William Shafer, J.W.

Andrews. Bob Bolton. D.C 
Lawrence and Bob Beaty. El 
ders serving were Frank Wall 
Clarence Tilly, Lemuel Ford 
Wilbur Babb, sad Luther Wei 
born Deacons were C.H. Brie 
key, Luke Glover, and Ralph 
Camith.

It was during the ministry of 
Bob Beaty that the present 
church building was construct­
ed. G.S. Witt was the contract­
or of the new building which 
has a capacity to seat 250. The 
first service w u  held in June, 
1956.

The elders who served at the 
time of completion of the build­
ing were Wilbur Babb. Lemuel 
Ford, and John Roberts. Dea­
cons were Ralph Camith. Dan­
iel Rose. Alton Flinchum. and 
Charles Roberts. Charlie Tutor 
w u  the neit minister, followed 
by Dolye Harris. A preacher’s 
house was purchased from Guy 
Hedrick and Zeb Sailors lived 
there from 1963 to 1967.

Other ministers have been 
James E. Bryant.

David Dennis. Ron Lamb, and 
Denny Ray Sneed, who hu  
been there since November of 
1975. In 1976, the group built a 
Fellowship Hall Annei.

The present membership of 
the church is 95. Elders are 
Ariin Howe and Harry Young­
blood. The Deacons arc Walter 
Elliott. Carl Wall, and Ray

on sale. Look for shoes that 
protect the feet, hold the foot 
steady sad secure, allow for 
some room to grow sod some 
wiggle room, allow the foot to 
breathe.

When buying shoes, doo't 
ask for the site you think the 
child needs. Have both feet 
measured while the child it 
standing. There should be ooe- 
half to three-fourths inch space 
between the end of the longest 
toe and the tip of the shoe to 
allow for growth and wiggle 
room. Also, check foot shape 
and girth (thickness). The 
shoe’s widest part should 
match up with the foot's widest 
part. You should be able to 
slightly pinch up the upper part 
of the shoe across the widest 
part of the foot when the child is 
standing.

The heel should At snuggly 
and firmly so you can’t insert a 
finger between the heel and 
back of shoe. The upper part of 
the shoe shouldn't gape widely 
when the foot Is bent. If the 
shoe fits from the heel to the 
ball of the foot, the arch of the 
shoe will fit the arch of the foot. 
Also, children shouldn't wear 
hand-me-downs in shoe*. It 
forces chUdren’a feet to con­
form to the footprint in the 
shoe.
"R E V " UP FOR BROWN-BAG
LUNCHES:

"R e v "  up your ingenuity 
for brown-btg lunches-with 
nutrition, safety and enjoyment 
in mind. Enjoyment depends on 
nutrition, safety sad taste--so 
basic guidelines and imagina­
tion are all you need.

NUTRITION-A nutritious 
lunch includes foods from the 
basic-four food group*. They 
are milk, meat, fruit-vegetable 
anJ bread-cereal. Milk-group 
foods can be milk or milk pro­
ducts. Meat-group foods can be 
meat, fish, poultry, eggs, beans 
or nuts.

SAFETY-Flrst, be sure to 
wash your hands before pre­
paring the foods, and use clean 
tabletops, chopboards, utensils 
and other equipment. Then, 
make sure to keep hot foods hot 
and cold foods cold to insure 
safety. Foods to keep cold in­
clude milk. meat. fish, poultry 
and eggs. Also, to retain "ap­
petite appeal", some fruits and 
vegetables and other foods 
should stay cold-such as crun­
ch-cold carrot or celery sticks, 
along with cheese cubes.

To keep foods cold, use a 
freeze-gel packet or margarine 
tub filled with frozen water. 
These items will keep foods 
cold even In an ordinary brown 
bag. Also, you can freeze some 
foods-such as sandwtehes-and 
pack them frozen By lunch­
time, they'll be thawed nod 
ready to eat.

Try this Idea for a tasty 
brown-bag lunch: a ham sad 
cheese sandwich with lettuce, 
carrot strips, sod an apple and 
an oatmeal cookie. Keep the 
ham and cheese cold for safety, 
and keep the lettuce sad carrots 
cold for crispness. Here's a- 
oother idea-this ooe needs no 
refrigeration: a peanut butter 
and jelly sandwich, cheese 
straws, an orange or a banana 
and a slice of carrot cake.

Postal Svrvfcv Orders MoH Hold On CorH/kahs
The Postal Service Judicial 

Officer has ordered a temporary 
"mail stop order”  against a La* 
Vegas company involved la a 
vacation certificate operation.

Evidence presented by postal 
inspectors linked the firm. 
Computer Selection*, lac. of 
605 Las Vegas Blvd. to a 
Chicago firm which had been 
ordered to change tome of its 
advertising claims and refund 
policy for offering vacation cer­
tificates to Las Vegas and other 
resorts.

Judicial Officer James A. 
Cohen issued the order upon a 
petition of the Postal Service 
Law Department alleging that 
Computer Selections President 
Edna Waldman, alias Edna 
Chambliss, was associated with 
Columbia Research Corporation

of Chicago sod its president, 
Raymond Anderson.

As t result of the action, mail 
containing payments to Com­
puter Selections for vacation 
offers to Las Vegas sod other 
resort* will be detained until 
there is a hearing to determine 
whether the actions of Com­
puter Selections violate a con­
tent agreement by using the 
mails to obtain money through 
misrepresentations.

Two months ago. Columbia 
Research and its president a- 
greed to stop claiming in adver­
t in g  that lodging, gaming, 
food and drink obtained with 
the vacation certificates was 
" fr e e "  or "on the house.”  
unless the buyer got those 
benefit* without extra coat or 
effort. It also was agreed to 
include in the advertising all 
conditions, restrictions or lim-

itationt on the availability of 
"vacation package" offer*, and
to include in the advertising the 
availability of refunds if the 
certificate buyer is in any way 
dissatisfied.

The Postal Service said | 
inspectors found 
ployees of Columbia Research
were involved in setting up sad 
operating Computer Selections, 
both before and after a U.S. 
District Court Judge in Chicago 
ordered Columbia Research to 
change its advertising and re­
fund policies. Computer Selec­
tions employees, according to 
Postal Service attorneys, also 
tried to obscure their connec­
tion to Columbia Research with 
fictitious names and personal 
histories.

The attorneys aiao said ad­
vertising circulars of both com­
panies are "strikingly similar" 
in test and format

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GRASSHOPPER PROGRAM:
We finally got the final bill* 

for the Granhopper Control 
program lu t week. The cost of 
the program to the rancher* i* 
approiimately 46 cent* per acre 
and they will be getting a re­
fund of about 14 cent* per acre.

In viiiting with the USDA of­
ficial i. they «aid that their in- 
»pection* during the la*t few 
week* indicate that moat all 
area* of the Panhandle range- 
land not «prayed thi* year had 
the potential for damaging

number* of grauhopper* neit 
year. We may have more land- 
owner* interested in paying for 
a grauhopper control program 
next year than we did this year 
because of the general heavy 
grasshopper population this 
summer When you consider 
that for only 46 cents per acre, 
you could have had your range- 
land sprayed-that really is a 
fairly small investment when 
you think about how much 
grass those grasshoppers con­
sumed At $2 for s bale of hay,

that la less than one-fourth bale 
of hay per acre would have paid 
for the spray program.

LUBBOCK FIELD DAY:
The latest research on 

cotton varieties, water use ef­
ficiency, sorghum improve­
ment. and weed control will be 
featured attractions for the 
annual field day of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion for Lubbock and Halfway. 
The event begins at 1 p.m. 
Tuesday, Sept. 11th at the re­
search site. 714 miles north of 
Lubbock on U.S. 87 at Farm- 
Market Road 1294.

Research efforts at the Lub­
bock and Halfway station focus 
especially upon the needs of

producers throughout the High 
Plains of Texas. Field tours will 
be conducted throughout the 
afternoon, with tractor-drawn 
trailers shuttling visitors to key 
demonstrations

The field day is a cooperative 
presentation of TAES, The 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, the High Plains Re­
search Foundations, the Sci­
ence and Education Adminis­
tration of the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, and the National 
Weather Service.

Principal stops on the tour of 
the Lubbock station will feature 
reports on ways to help plants 
make more efficient use of 
water, tests of cotton hybrids, 
tissue testing to assess soil

fertility, weed control research, 
improving sorghum varieties, 
the potential for wine grape 
production in the South Plains, 
breeding and improvement pro­
gram in soybeans and sun­
flowers. and sesame variety

trials.
During the stops on the tour 

of the 320-scTe research site. 
Experiment Station scientists 
and Extension Service special­
ists will answer questions and 
discuss problems with the visi­
tors.
