Wind Erosion Is
Panhandle Problem

Hurricane-force winds
and accompanying dust
that swept across the
Texas Panhandle in late
February and March, al-
though not new to the
area, did considerable
damage to farmlands.
Farmers now are faced
with the task of recup-
erating their losses to
field erosion and dam-
aged crops.

Preventing or avoid-
ing wind erosion is, of
course, the best answer
to these problems. Put
what should a farihes uv
when gale force winds
begin to cause move-
ment of topsoil?

The best procedure is
to chisel or work the
field, leaving ridges
perpendicular to the
wind direction is recom-
mended, The implement
preferably should bring
clods to the surfact and
not pulverize the soil,
Disking should be avoid-
ed, since over-use of
the offset and one-way
disc probably contribu-
ted to the problem to
begin with,

Widely spaced shovels
or chisel points usually
do the most effective job
in controlling soil move-
ment by wind. This sys-
tem can also b used to
control wind erosion in
wheat fields. By proper
spacing (three or four
feet), only a small per-
centage of the wheat is
destroyed, and the re-
maining stand usuailly
compensates for the re-
duction in plant number:
