Texans who haven't
had an opportunity to
hunt quail or dove still
can, and it will cost
them only $1 per day,

For that price hunt-
ers from the Panhandle
to South Texas can par-
ticipate in weekend hunts
on four of the wildlife
management areas ope-
rated by the TexasParks
and Wildlife Depart-
ment,

Upper Panhandle area
hunters can hunt quail
at the Gene Howe Area,
six miles east of Cana-
dian in Hemphill County,
on Feb, 5-6 and March
5-6. At the Howe area,
only 30 hunters per day
will be allowed on the
facitlity, with a'12-bird
bag Mmit,

In the lower Pan-
handle, the Matador
area, 1l miles south of
Paducah in Cottle coun-
ty, will be open to quail
hunters Jan. 15-16, 27-
hunters Feb, 5-6, 12-
13, 19-20. There is nor-
restriction on the num-
ber of daily hunters al-
lowed on the 28, 183-
acre area, but bag limit
will remain 12 per day,
with $1 fee.

The Texas PARKS
and Wildlife Depart-
ment holds this public
hunts not only to permit
hunters to take surplus
game populations but
also to determine how
the harvest is affected
by research manage-

Fats take up residence
in sewers, in piles of
junk and lumber, in

heaps of boxes and
leaves, in storage
sheds, in the attic o
under your house, Have
you heard strange nois-
eés in your walls or at-
tic? It could be rats

scampering around,
With winter upon us,
rats are more prone t«
seek shelter in he
warmth of omeone’s
home, You'( be sur-
prised just how little
space they need to squirm
through a hole--around
a4 water or gas pipe or
ventilator duct--and get

into your home. If the
hold isn’'t big enough,
they'll enlarge it with

their sharp teeth. Then
they’ll head for your kit-
chen pantry.

In addition to health

hazards from rats,
which transmit many
diseases, rats love to
chew on things, includ-

ing electric wires which
produce short circuits
and fires.

Texas participates in
rat reduction programs,
and many cities have ro-
dent control activities
through Modell Cities
Programs. Local health
department direct pro-
grams in other cities.
The Public Health Edu-
cation Division and Gen-
eral Sanitation Division
of the Texas Department
of Health Resources co-
operate in offering help
in insect and rodentcon=-
trol.

A rodentcontrol school
was just completed in
Amarillo and may be the
forerunner of others in

the state. And, the City
of Brownsville, through
its Health Department,
has conducted an exten-
sive rodent control pro-
gram. These are but ex-
amples of the activities
being conducted
throughout Texas.

And you as an indivi-
dual can take a big step
