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Tornado Season 
Is At Hand

Hot, humid, windy 
weather can be a dang­
erous signal for Texas 
d u r i n g  the s p r i n g  
months.

Because these weather 
conditions breed torna­
does, and Texas is the 
most tornado - prone 
state in the nation, says 
Joe VanZandt, county a- 
gent with the Texas Ag­
ricultural Fxtension 
Service.

Texas has an average 
of 103 tornadoes a year, 
with most of them oc­
curring in April and May 
when there are violent 
winds, severe thunder­
storms, and masses of 
cool and warm air col­
liding with each other.

Eight out of 10 tor­
nadoes occur b e t w e e n  
noon and midnight, with 
more than **0 percent in 
the two-hour span from 
4 to 6 p.m.

Tornadoes, which take 
an average annual toll of 
184 human lives in the 
U.S., usually t r a v e l  
southwest to northeast 
and stay on the ground 
about 10 minutes. Their 
forward speed is about 
30 miles per hour, but 
wind speeds in the fun­
nel of a tornado can get 
up to 300 milesper hour.

The National Weather 
Service issues a “ tor- 
nato watch”  when at­
m o s p h e r i c  conditions 
are favorable for the de­
velopment of tornadoes. 
A ’ ‘tornado warning”  is 
issued when a tornado 
has actually been sight-

Texas livestock producers 
will be studying during the 
next several weeks the merits 
or demerits of a proposed 
beef check off referendum.

Purpose of the proposal is 
to provide funds with which 
to improve the image of 
beef, provide research funds, 
m a r k e t  d e v e l o p m e n t  
programs,  and producer 
information.

A deduction of .3 of 1 per 
cent (30 cents per $100 of 
sales) would be made at the 
producer level. This money 
woul d then go into a 
national fund. It would be 
administered by a beef 
board, to be made up of 68 
livestock producers. About 
$35 million annually could 
be raised.

Producers who did not 
want to contribute their 
money can get it back by 
making a request for i t

T h e  B e e f  B o a r d  
membership is made up 
according to the number of 
livestock in each state.

If you don’t have a 
basement, stay in the 
central part of the low­
est level of the house or 
get in a closet or bath­
room or under heavy fur­
niture. Open a few win­
dows but stay away from 
them.

If you're in an office 
or factory, stay in an in­
side hallway on the low­
est floor or go to a de­
signated shelter.

Get out of mobile

If you’ re caught in 
open country when a 
tornado hits, head for a 
nearby building or lie 
flat in a ravine or ditch. 
Don’t stay in a car unless 
you can drive awayfrom 
he tornado at right an­
gles to its path.

If you sight a tornado, 
report it at once, but 
don’t tie up the phone 
with unnecessary calls.

When cleaning up de­
bris from a tornado, 

wear gloves and thick 
soled shoes and watch 
for downed electrical 
wires and broken gas 
pipes. D o n ’ t light 
matches or smoke in or 
near a building that has 
been hit by a tornado 
until you’ re sure there 
are no gas leaks, cau­
tions VanZandt.

T h e  Texas  Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service 
notes that farm and livestock 
prices decreased less than 1 
per cent during the past 
month.

The price of wheat 
continues to be an excellent 
example of the farm price 
s i tuat ion as it affects 
producers. Wheat in Texas 
averaged $2.38 as of the 
middle of March, a month 
ago it was $2.42, a year ago 
it was $3.68 per bushel.

Cotton showed a slight 
increase; hogs were down 
about $2.40. Beef cattle 
were up slightly as were calf 
prices.

Wheat production in
Texas is now projected to be 
eight per cent below a year 
ago and almost 30 per cent 
below the record crop in 
1975.

The Texas production 
figure is now 95 million 
bushels.  A nat ionwide  
forecast of wheat will be 
made May 10, based on May 
1 conditions.

Use systemic insecti­
cides only with high qua­
lity seed.

Gardening in this area 
of the Texas Pahandle 
can be more rewarding 
if the gardener is fami­
liar with the soils and 
their fertility needs.

Three major soils 
exist in the county are 
Pullman clay loam.Man- 
sker clay loam, and Por­
tâtes clay loam.

One other caution— 
never start your motor 
or work on it with the 
motor running in an en­
closed area where car­
bon monoxide can col­
lect.

The final daterò ob- 
tain CCC loan on the
1976 crop of wheat is 
now May 31, 1977. This 
has Jest been extended 
by two months from the 
regular date of March 
31.

Any wheat loans made 
now will mature on Feb­
ruary 28, 1978. Interest 
beginning on April 1,
1977 is 6 percent.

Over one-half the pro­
ducers in the county 
have reported their 1977 
seeded wheat a c r e s .  
Thi6 needs to be done by 
May 15 in order to make 
the farm eligible toprove 
wheat yields in the fut­
ure. The wheat acres 
need to be Identified on 
the photograph for the 
farm.

Due to feed shortages 
caused by disaster-pro­
ducers are permitted to 
graze wheat and barley 
beyond the established 
grazing dates and still 
exclude the grazed acre­
age from low yield cov­
erage or charge.

This must be request­
ed in the office by April 
29.

Producers wishing to 
graze out wheat or bar­
ley can have it apprais­
ed before grazing and 
have this wheat includ­
ed in the wheat acreage 
for low yield computa­
tions— OB they can file 
a request to have it ex- . 
eluded from wheat and 
forget the appraisal.

If a request is filed 
to have this grazed acre­
age excluded from wheat 
or barley classification- 
it will not be used in any 
way in the computations 
for low yield payment 
eligibility.

You have the choice of 
which way you want to 
count It —  provided you 
report by April 29.

Some Hunting 
Still Open

Hunting in Texas tra­
ditionally Is associated 
with fall, but there still 
is plenty of hunting op­
portunity throughout the 
state during spring.

Squirrels and rabbits 
lack the glamour of deer 
and pronghorn antelope 
but the two little animals 
probably account for 
more recreation time 
then any of the big game 
species combined.

Squirrels are legal 
game year round in many 
Texas counties along the 
upper coast, central and 
western portions, with no 
bag or p o s s e s s i o n  
limits. Officials at the 
Texas Parks and W,Id- 
life Department caution 
hunters, however, to 
check a copy of the Hunt­
ing and Fishing Guide for 
regulations in specific 
counties.

Texas has two major 
species of squirrelscon- 
sidered as gameanimals * 
--the eastern g r a y  
squirrel and fox squir­
rel.

Major species of rab­
bit hunted in Texas is 
the eastern cottontail, 
which is found in all 
areas of the state with 
the exception of the 
Trans-Pecos. The cot­
tontail is not classified 
as a game animal and 
may be hunted at any 
time of the year with no 
bag or possession limit.

However, as ip the 
case with allanimalsand 
birds, a hunting license 
Is required if they are 
hunted out of the county 
of hunter’s residence.

The rabbits appear to 
have a definite local 
range and are reluctant 
to leave. Even whem pur­
sued by dogs they tend 
to run in large circles, 
a trait often used to ad­
vantage by hunters.

The first firearms 
many young people re­
ceive are .22s and .410 
shotguns. Rabbits .* id 
squirrel hunting with 
youngsters could be the 
first step parents take In 
proper use of such f ir e ­
arms.
